In view of the need to make
boundary changes and reduce the number of Ward Members, Little Downham Parish Council recommends that the Parishes of Little Downham and Coveney form a
One Member Ward called Downham Villages (Little Downham, Pymoor, Coveney and Wardy Hill). The combined electorate predicted for this Ward in 2020 will be
2440.
