I have already been agreed

on August 9, President of

Cyprus Nicos Anastasiades
said yesterday.

He also said that he tries to
maintain a friendly climate with
Turkish Cypriot leader Mustafa
Akinci, and that he told the
UN Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres that he is determined
for a just and viable Cyprus
settlement.

Following a Cabinet meeting
at the Presidential Palace, Presi-
dent Anastasiades was called to
comment on Akinci’s statements
that he is engaging in a blame
game. Replying to reporters, the
President said that until today he
has never blamed Akinci for a
series of setbacks, in an effort
to maintain a good and friendly
relation with him.

He said, moreover, that during
his meeting with Guterres, last
week in New York, he made clear
his intention, resoluteness, and
irrevocable political will to work for
a Cyprus settlement, as he did in
Crans Montana. The solution, he

went on, should be acceptable by
both communities in Cyprus and
should above all be functioning
and viable, with the creation of a
state that is free from dependen-
cies and guardians.

Asked about the terms of
reference and if UN envoy Jane
Holl Lute is expected to come
back to Cyprus, the President
noted that the terms had been
agreed with the Turkish Cypriot
leader on August 9.

“They were confirmed during
the first day after Lute’s arrival,
who was informed about the
convergencies achieved and who
prepared a short statement at our
request” he added.

“Now if some people back
down, if some people ask for
the inclusion of predetermined
positions, | am very sorry but |
cannot keep up” the President
concluded.

In a televised message on the
occasion of Cyprus Independence
Day, Anastasiades said that he
has conveyed the political will
and determination of the Greek
Cypriot side to the Secretary

General and once again pledged
support to efforts made by
Guterres to secure the terms of
reference that would lead to the
resumption of the talks under the
UN.

Addressing the people of
Cyprus, the President paid tribute
to all those who fought and
sacrificed their lives to free their
homeland from the British colo-
nial rule. He also sent a message
to the relatives of the missing
persons, pointing out that we will
carry on our efforts to determine
the fate of each missing person.

President Anastasiades
stressed that because of the
sacrifices, hard work and creative
qualities of our people, and
because of the contribution of all
the presidents and governments
of the Cyprus Republic and in
spite of what the country has
experienced over time, we
managed to achieve high levels
of development and progress
and to overcome the recent
financial crisis.

The President referred to the
accession of Cyprus to the EU

saying that we have become a
constructive and reliable partner.
In his address he also said that
we need to demonstrate unity
and consensus in order to face all
the threats and challenges.

President Anastasiades
pointed out that the Greek
Cypriot side has, many times
in the past, demonstrated its
will and readiness to engage in a
dialogue for the settlement of the
Cyprus problem and to achieve
lasting peace and stability through
a just, viable and functional
solution. He said that this solution
must be based on the UN
resolutions, the principles of
international law, the European
acquis and the achieved conver-
gences between the two sides,
which will lead to the formation
of a truly independent and a
sovereign state.

He said that the solution must
end the Turkish occupation and
free our country from occupying
troops, invasive rights and depen-
dencies from third countries, a
state that will allow all lawful res-
idents, Greek Cypriots, Turkish
Cypriots, Maronites, Armenians
and Latins to live in conditions of
peace, security, prosperity and
progress.

President Anastasiades referred
to the escalating Turkish provo-
cations and actions towards
Cyprus in the island’s exclusive
economic zone and in the fenced
off city of Varosha, in occupied
Famagusta as well as the provo-
cations in the buffer zone. He
added that the continuation of the
Turkish invasion and the passing
of time, maintain the unaccept-
able status quo. The President
expressed his confidence that a
solution to the Cyprus problem is
possible, if our Turkish Cypriot
compatriots realize that we do not
need guarantees or to depend on
others.

He also said that we need
to realize the prospects and
possibilities of a reunited and
independent country for its own
residents and for the stability and
peace in the region.

Furore over MEP’s
decision to open an
office in the north

by one of its MEPs to open an office in the north
arguing that the Republic of Cyprus (RoC) is the
common home of both communities on the island.

The party said that those who react to the announcement by
MEP Niyazi Kizilyurek that he would open an office in the north are
the same ones who did not accept a Turkish Cypriot running in
the Euro elections and pretend that they do not know that the
constitution recognises two official languages, Greek and Turkish.

Kizilyurek said his aim is to bring the EU closer to the Turkish
Cypriots, but his plan has been strongly criticised by some harder
line political parties.

EDEK called on Kizilyurek and AKEL to reconsider this move
arguing that while it is Kizilyurek’s right to open an office in the north,
it would “directly or indirectly reinforce Turkish plans for a further
upgrade of the occupation regime whose final goal is its recognition.”

According to the Solidarity Movement, the operation of the office
in question would be illegal since MEPSs can have up to three offices:
one in Brussels, one in Strasburg and one in their place of residence.

“Mr Niyazi Kizilyurek does not live in the occupied areas,” the
party said. It added that this also sends out the wrong messages
since the EU acquis is suspended in northern Cyprus.

Far-right Elam said the mover was yet another provocative act
by AKEL's Turkish Cypriot MEP and “a crime” against the
homeland. Such an act is unacceptable as regards the interests of
the Republic, the party said since the property of a Greek Cypriot
refugee “is being turned into a subject of usurpation by a ‘represen-
tative’ of the Republic of Cyprus in the EU while it will be financed
by Europe’s own funds.”

AKEL, in response to criticism, called on all critics to explain
“how the opening of an office by an MEP of the RoC in the occupied
territory of the RoC — which is (also) part of the EU — in Turkish
Cypriot property is an upgrade of the pseudo state?”

The party also reminded those defending the RoC, that they
ought to defend it for what it really is: “The common home of Greek
Cypriots and Turkish Cypriots, and not a second Greek state.”

It also called on them to explain why they fight any act that brings
the two communities closer and which reinforces contact,
communication and dialogue between Cypriots.

According to AKEL, it is not the opening of the office in the north
that foreign and Turkish circles that want to downgrade the RoC
will take advantage of “but these nationalist outbursts.”

The UK Minister for Europe
Christopher Pincher has
said that the British Gov-
ernment will continue support-
ing the efforts towards a nego-
tiated settlement of the Cyprus
issue.

The minister’s statement
followed yet another well-
attended ‘Conservative Friends
of Cyprus’ reception on the side
lines of this year’s Conservative
Party conference, which began
on Sunday in Manchester.

“Britain stands ready to help
resolve what has been a very
difficult, a very personally difficult,
intractable situation over 40 to
45 years. We want to de-esca-
late the situation; we want to
play our part in making sure
that the issue is resolved. And
you can be absolutely certain
that the talks Alan Duncan, my
predecessor, held a few years
ago are talks that we want
to continue with both sides,
to make sure that this terrible,
intractable difficult issue is
resolved,” Mr Pincher said.

The reception was opened
with remarks by the Secretary
of State for the Environment,
Food and Rural Affairs Theresa
Villiers, who was also the host
of the event in her capacity as
President of the Conservative
Friends of Cyprus.

Ms Villiers promised to carry
on being “a strong voice” for
Cyprus both in the House of

Commons and in the cabinet.
She added that a negotiated
settlement of the Cyprus issue
is in the interest of both commu-
nities in the island.

Having the Europe Minister
next to her, she said that she
would continue encouraging
him and others in the govern-
ment to engage “energetically
and enthusiastically” in support-
ing the efforts to deliver a free
and reunited Cyprus. She also
noted that Cyprus has many
friends in the British parliament.

In his short address Mr Pincher
recounted his first visit to
Cyprus a few years ago, when
he discovered how “friendly” the
island was.

He disclosed that he is due
to visit Cyprus again in a few
weeks’ time with the focus of
his meetings on making sure
that Cypriots in the UK and
Britons in Cyprus are reassured
about their rights post-Brexit.

He also said that the bilateral
relations need to be strong once
the UK has left the EU and that
means that the two countries
will maintain and enhance
trade, defence and -cultural
links.

The reception guests were
also addressed by Helen Grant
MP, a Conservative Party vice-
chair for communities.

Ms Grant praised the UK
Cypriot community’s contribution
and she also noted that Prime

Andreas Kakouris, the new
High Commissioner of the
Republic of Cyprus to the UK,
noted that ties between the
UK and Cyprus are “long-stand-
ing, historical and much more
than skin deep.”

On the efforts to reach a
settlement on the Cyprus issue,
the Cypriot diplomat said that
all the guests gathered there
would like it to happen quickly,
“but for the right reasons.”

anniversary of Cyprus’ Indepen-
dence, in the presence of the
President of the Republic of
Cyprus, Nicos Anastasiades, the
country’s political leadership and
foreign dignitaries. The Serbian-
made artillery system NORA, that
was acquired recently by the
National Guard, was presented
for the first time during the parade.

The event started with a
21-gun salute and the raising
of the Cyprus flag. Many people,
including families with children
carrying flags, gathered early on
Tuesday morning in losif Hadjiosif
Avenue, to see President Anasta-
siades take the salute, along with
Defence Minister Savvas Ange-
lides, Greek National Defence
Minister Nikos Papagiotopoulos
and the Chief of the National
Guard General Staff, Lt. General
llias Leontaris. Serbia’s Defence
Minister Aleksandar Vulin also
attended the event.

Speaking after the parade
Defence Minister Savvas Ange-
lides said that the National Guard
was being upgraded. He thanked
moreover his Greek counterpart
for Athens’ constant support, as
well as Serbia’s Defence Minister
for their practical cooperation, as
witnessed with the newly-acquired
artillery system.

With its new military equipment
and through hard work, the
National Guard aims at upgrading
its capacity and raising the spirits,

the Minister added. He commem-
orated those who sacrificed their
lives for our freedom and for the
country’s independence.

Conveying a message on
behalf of the Premier of Greece
Kyriakos Mitsotakis, the Greek
govemment and the Greek people,
Greek National Defence Minister

Memories of the
English School

he first ever meeting of

I the Global Association of
English School Alumni

took place at the Hellenic Centre
London on Friday 20 September.

Around 150, mainly London-
based alumni and friends includ-
ing Sir Michael Bear, former Lord
Mayor of the City of London,
met in the Great hall of the
Centre and reminisced on their
old English School days span-
ning seven decades. The pres-
ence of so many academics, fin-
anciers, journalists, doctors and
scientists among the gathered
alumni was itself a testimony of
the strong academic ethos of
the school and its unrivalled rigour.

The themes of the evening
were introduced by the organiser
Stella Protopapa and the key
speakers were Mr Harry Sopho-
clides and Professor Kypros
Nicolaides.

Mr Sophoclides, who led so
effectively the Cyprus diaspora
for many years, gave a riveting
account of the life of the School
in the turbulent early fifties, the
challenges of admitting girls to
the school and his role in insert-
ing “G” in ESOBGA (English
School Old Boys and Girls
Association).

Professor Nicolaides’ vivid
portrayal of his life as a boarder
in the School in the rebellious
60s was highly entertaining and
his time at the School, prescient
of his subsequent ground-break-
ing career and rise to what the
BBC called the “Miracle Doctor.”

Mr Kyriakos Demetriades
presented his book on the first
60 years of the life of the School,
between 1900 and 1960, chroni-
cling its foundation, development
and establishment as a flourish-
ing and independent centre of
educational excellence in Cyprus.
His excellent presentation was
accompanied by many anecdotal
photographs from the School’s
archives from its early years to
the present.

Other contributors included
Mr Emilios Solomou and Profes-
sor Patick Pietroni. Mr Solomou
spoke about his half a century
experiences at the School as a
pupil and teacher, and Profes-
sor Pietroni highlighted the
inclusivity of the English School
in the multicultural Nicosia of
the late fifties.

The evening was concluded
with a wine reception, sharing
of indelible memories and the
rekindling of old acquaintances.
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Ancient Greek

Warriors

uring the Bronze Age, starting around 1600BC,
the ancient Greeks fought in the heroic style

of Homer. Each warrior fought for personal
glory instead of in an organized formation. Battles
usually started with taunts and jeers, followed by
duels between champions. If neither side lost its
nerve, a general battle would begin. Ancient Greek
warriors had already started to wear cumbersome,
but effective, armour, and casualties were usually
light during the melee. Men fought armed primarily
with spears and short swords, and the Greek warriors
had already jumped ahead of their contemporaries
in the use of shields and armour. They considered
ranged weapons, like the bow, to be cowardly and
avoided them. Much like in later phalanx warfare,
the real carnage started when one side was routed.
Fleeing enemies could not make use of their shields
and made excellent targets. Warrior kings like the
semi-legendary Agamemnon ruled from massive
stone hilltop fortresses, raiding and making war for
profit and glory.

Eventually during 12th century BC, for reasons
not completely understood, Greece entered into a
dark age of slow decline. Written language was lost,
and the great palaces and cities were destroyed or
abandoned. A dark age settled across much of the
eastern Mediterranean and Middle East at the same
time, and there are many theories as to why. Regional
droughts, changes in warfare and natural disasters
have all been blamed. It was most likely several
converging factors, but we don't truly know at this time.

Starting around 800 BC, Greece began to recover.
Over the next 400 years, the Greeks developed
democracy, theatre, poetry and philosophy, as well
as rediscovered written language. Some time before
650 BC, they developed the phalanx, and their
warriors and warfare itself began to change as well.
The terrain had always dictated warfare in Greece;
the rough ground was unsuitable for chariots. In
earlier times when their contemporaries developed
chariot warfare, Greek warriors concentrated on
heavy infantry. Besides Thessaly, the Greeks also
neglected the development of cavalry in their military.
However, their concentration on heavy infantry would
pay off in the power of their hoplite warriors and
phalanx formation.

Ancient Greek warriors were citizen soldiers,
except for the professional army of Sparta, and
warfare became somewhat standardized to allow
for soldier-farmers to tend to their farms. Only after
the harvest had been brought in from the fields
would the Greeks take up arms. The different Greek
city-states would then settle their many issues during
the campaigning season. Warriors would settle
scores on pre-selected battlefields, usually a plain
between the two warring city-states. The warriors
would form up into the famed phalanx on opposite
sides of the mountain-surrounded plain.

Greek Hoplites and Phalanxes

The Greek warriors were called hoplites, named
after their shield, the hoplon. Hoplons were heavy,
bronze-covered wooden shields about 3 to 3.5 feet
in diameter. It spanned from chin to knee and was
very heavy (17- 33 pounds). These shields had a
revolutionary design; their rounded shape allowed
them to be rested on the shoulder for additional
support. They also featured a new grip and forearm
straps that gave them great amounts of mobility and
allowed them to be used offensively to bash oppo-
nents. The Greek warriors overlapped their shields,
forming a shield wall. The left part of each warrior’s
shield protected the right side of the hoplite to his
left. A phalanx would consist of rows of spear-armed
hoplites, all protecting each other and presenting a

wall of shields and spear points towards their enemies.
The first two rows of a phalanx were able to stab at
opponents with their spears that protruded from
between the shields. The first three rows, or ranks,
of a phalanx could stab their opponents, while the
back ranks would brace the front rows, prevent the
front rows from retreating and support the all-impor-
tant cohesion of the formation. Phalanxes could be
4, 8, 16 or more men deep, up to 50 rows in some
extraordinary instances. This made the back rows
relatively safe, giving them little reason to flee a
battle, while the front rows were pressed between
their own forces and an enemy bent on killing them.
Yet, to the honour-driven Greek warriors, the front
was where they wanted to be! In their martial culture,
warriors sought glory in battle, and a general placed
his best men in the front ranks.

Armour

Greek warriors were required to arm and armour
themselves. Hoplite armour was extremely expen-
sive and would be passed down through families.
The amount of armour a Greek warrior wore varied.
Peasant hoplites may have only carried a shield and
maybe a helmet or secondary weapon, while battle-
hardened Spartan veterans would have been
armoured from head to toe. The rich upper-class
hoplites typically had the “works.” They wore bronze
breastplate fashioned in the bell or muscled style, a
bronze helmet that protected their face, and greaves
for shin protection. The bronze breastplates alone
could weigh an astounding 50-60 pounds! A slightly
less well-off hoplite may have linothorax armour,
made from stitched and laminated linen fabrics that
were sometimes reinforced with bronze scales and/or
animal skins. Linothorax armour was the most
common type, offering decent protection at a moderate
price. Helmet designs varied over time and offered
varying amounts of protection. Innovations including
cheek plates and visors were added for additional
protection. Each city-state had its one design on the
crest of their helmets.

Weapons

Hoplites were armed with long spears, called doru.
Doru were that were around 7 — 9 feet in length,
although this varied. Greek warriors carried their
spears in their right hands and their shields strapped
to their left. Greek warriors probably employed both
underhand and overhand grips, depending on the
situation and amount of leverage required. Holding
the spear underarm may have been optimal for the
front line of the phalanxes while Hoplites in the
second and third ranks would almost certainly have
made overarm thrusts. The rear rows held their
spears in an underarm grip, and raising them upwards
on an angle to provide an extra defence against
incoming missiles. Doru often had curved leaf shaped
spearheads and had a spiked point, called a sauroter,
at the opposite end. The spear could be spun around
if something happened to the spearhead in battle,
but it was more commonly used to stand the spear
up by planting it into the ground. This practice gave
the sauroter its name; sauroter is Greek for “lizard
killer”. It was also used by the back ranks to dispatch
fallen enemies as the phalanx advanced over them
when they held their spears in the upright position.
The sauroter also served as a counter weight,
balancing out the spear.

Ancient Greek warriors also carried short swords,
called xiphos, as a secondary weapon. They were
used when spears snapped or were lost in combat.
They may have also been used when a hoplite
needed to discard his spear and shield in order to

chase down routing enemies. The xiphos usually has
about a 2-foot blade; however the Spartans blades
were often only 1 — 1.5 feet long. This shorter xiphos
would advantageous in the press that occurred in
the front row when two phalanxes smashed together.
In this crush of men there was no room to use a
longer sword, however a short sword could be thrust
through gaps in the enemy's shield wall and into an
unprotected groin, armpit or throat. Smaller xiphos
would have been particularly useful during the Pelo-
ponnesian War (431 BC - 404 BC) when many
hoplites began using lighter armour, even abandoning
it, in favour of mobility. Alternatively, Greek warriors
could carry the curved kopis, a particularly vicious
hacking weapon that earned it a reputation as a “bad
guys” weapon in ancient Greece. Spartan hoplites
were often depicted using the kopis instead of the
xiphos in the art of their archrivals the Athenians.

Light Infantry & Cavalry

Not every Greek warrior was a hoplite, and though
often neglected, other troop types usually accompa-
nied Greek armies. Light infantry and cavalry troops
were used as skirmishers and to protect the vulnerable
flanks of the ponderous phalanxes. Javelin throwers
called peltasts would be used as skirmishers, harassing
enemy formations and masking troop movements
behind them. They were armed with several javelins.
Peltast warfare was developed in Thrace while the
Greeks were developing a heavy infantry almost
exclusively. This led to many of the light infantry
being mercenary troops, hired from outlying regions
of Greece. For instance, the Agrianes from Thrace
were well-renowned peltasts, whilst Crete was famous
for its archers and the Balearic Islands and Rhodes
were famous for their slingers. During and after the
Peloponnesian War use of light infantry became more
common. This was dui to the Battle of Lechaeum
(391 BC) when an army of Peltasts defeated an
army of hoplites for the first time. Astonishingly a
force of 600 Spartan hoplites was defeated using hit
and run peltast tactics. Of the Greek City states, only
Thebes developed their cavalry, a development
noted by Phillip of Macedonia and his son Alexander
the Great. Theban cavalry would be the model for
the Macedonian Companion cavalry and eventual
serve beside them under Alexander.

Hoplite Warfare

From its dawn around 700-650 BC, hoplite and
phalanx tactics dominated warfare. Phalanxes trium-
phed over disorganized enemy hordes and quickly
spread through Greece and beyond. The Greeks
perfected hoplite tactics though endemic warfare.

Hoplite tactics hit their high water mark when
smaller Greek armies defeated two massive Persian
invasions (499-448 BC). Hoplite formations decimated
the lightly armoured Persian infantry in famous battles
like Marathon (490 BC) and Thermopylae (480 BC).
However, the Greeks never capitalized on their victory
over the world’s super power. Having defended Greece

from foreign control the Greeks went back to their
insistent warfare against each other. They then
launched themselves into another series of wars.
First the leading Greek cities of Sparta and Athens
warred for supremacy in a decade’s long war, drag-
ging most of the other Greek cities into the conflict
(Peloponnesian War 431 BC - 404 BC). Only ten years
later the Spartan hegemony was challenged in the
Corinthian War (395-387 BC). Sensing the Spartan
weakness, an alliance of Athens, Thebes, Corinth and
Argos, supported by their enemy the Persians, sought
to escape from the hegemony, and increase their own
power. This was fought to a stalemate, but Thebes
then led yet another war against Sparta. At the deci-
sive Battle of Leuctra (371 BC), the Thebans routed
the Spartans and their Allies. The battle is famous
for the tactical innovations of the Theban general
Epaminondas. Defying convention, he strengthened
the left flank of the phalanx to an unheard of depth
of 50 ranks, at the expense of the centre and the
right. The centre and right were staggered backwards
from the left flank and away from the enemies. This
‘echelon' formation allowed the phalanx to advance
obliquely. The Theban left wing was thus able to
crush the elite Spartan forces on the allied right,
while the Theban centre and left trailed behind and
avoided engagement. After the defeat of the elite
Spartans and the death of the Spartan king, the rest
of the Allied army retreated. This is one of the first
known examples of both the tactic of local concen-
tration of force, and the tactic of 'refusing a flank'.
The Thracians again defeated the Spartans and
their allies and Epaminondas in the largest battle
ever fought between the Greeks at the battle of
Mantinea (362 BC). Spartan hegemony had been
broken, but the Thebes had lost many warriors,
including their ingenious general, Epaminondas.

Unfortunately for the Greeks the Macedonian King,
Phillip, had taken note of the tactics Thebes had
used and even improved on them. Philip doubled
the length of the spear used by his phalanxes and
reduced the shields his warriors used, allowing them
to hold their spears with two hands. He also under-
stood that while a phalanx is almost unstoppable
from the front they are vulnerable from the flanks
and rear. Phillip wisely used combined arms tactics,
incorporating cavalry and light infantry to protect his
phalanx. His phalanxes would then pin down oppo-
nent's forces while his mobile forces outflanked
them. When Philip attacked Greece (356-338 BC)
the divided and exhausted Greeks could not stop
him. Phillips son, Alexander the Great, then took the
Greeks, their way of warfare and Hellenistic culture
on a world tour of conquest. Persian, Egyptian and
even Indian armies were defeated but the Greeks
had forever lost their position as the world's top
warriors. However, with Alexander and his successors,
Greek culture, civilization and ideas were spread
across the known world.

The west coast of Ireland
is a rugged, beautiful
place. A landscape of
inlets, peat bogs, empty isola-
ted beaches, towering cliffs,
wild weather and rural folk who
have history and struggle etched
into their furrowed brows. So
Irish playwright Marina Carr’s
decision to relocate Federico
Garcia Lorca’s most famous
tragedy Blood Wedding (Young
Vic) there from rural Spain is
a brave, imaginative move
and in director, Yaél Farber,
she has a very able and willing
partner. Together they have
created a production where
passions and traditions collide
in a community about to
implode. Written in 1932 it
was an omen for what awaited
Lorca’s beloved country and
his own tragic demise.

Itis an intense yet strangely
poetic event with touches of
gorgeous imagination and cre-
ativity. A white-suited woman
depicts the moon as she sings
ethereally while around her a
posse of pent-up characters
run amok in dichotomous
episodes of hilarity and heart-
ache. It walks a very fine line
between inanity and depth.
You catch yourself laughing
at the fiery feuds, vitriol and
vengeance being played out
by the warring families; muscu-
lar and compelling. With scenes
that will be familiar to many of
us - thankfully times have
changed - the groom’s father
assures him that his daughter
- women are revered for their
“calving” ability - will bear him
sons, capable of becoming
“workhorses”, a torso made for
the terrain in which they live.

Olwen Fouéré (an Irish native),
who plays the grooms mother,
is a matriarch with attitude, a
look that could kill yet beneath
the surface she suffers, tortured
by loss. Hers is a portrayal
that is as piercing as her grey
green eyes. Her presence and
charisma dominate, that is not
to say the other actors fail to
shine and the cast deserve
great credit for maintaining
high levels of energy and con-
centration as Farber pushes
them to the limit. The epony-
mous wedding night is horrid,
a portent of doom looms
large over them all. The other
elements that pervade are
olfactory - you can smell the
earth on which the community
dwells and toils - and when a
scene is still all that is required
is a frame to make it a tenebrous
work of art.

This is an interpretation of
Lorca that will inevitably divide
opinion. | was captivated...and
amused.

Cypriot windsurfer Andreas Cariolou secures
Olympic spot

Cypriot windsurfer Andreas Car-
iolou secured on Saturday a
spot in the 2020 Tokyo Olym-
pics, while competing at the
2019 RS:X World Champion-
ships, in Torbole, Italy.

Cyprus Olympic Committee and
Cyprus Sports Organisation
have congratulated Cariolou.
In a press release, the Cyprus
Olympic Committee has said
that Cariolou is the first Cypriot
athlete in history to have qual-
ified for the fifth time to compete
in the Olympic Games.
Cariolou competed in the Olym-
pic Games of 2004 in Athens
finishing in the 13thplace, in

Beijing in 2008 finishing in the
13th place, in London 2012 fin-
ishing in the 17th place and in
Rio in 2016 finishing in 19th
place.

Seven Cypriot athletes have
qualified so far to compete in
the Tokyo Olympics. Apart from
Cariolou, these are Demetris
Constantinou (shooting), Eleni
Artymata (400m), Pavlos Kon-
tides (sailing), Marilena Makri

(sailing), Andri Eleftheriou
(shooting) and Andreas Makris
(shooting).

There is still expecting more to
qualify for the Olympics even
UK Cypriots.
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There was more than a touch of
fortune about Liverpool's sev-
enth  successive  Premier
League win of the season as a
howler by Sheffield United goal-
keeper Dean Henderson gifted
the leaders a 1-0 win at Bramall
Lane on Saturday.
