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Jeremy Corhyn:
BoriS Johnson Must reSign  fu of hope for talks

= alin '
eremy Corbyn urged Boris
JJohnson to resign as
prime minister and said he
would back a general election
once the "threat" of a no-deal
Brexit had been ruled out.
After the Supreme Court ruling
that the government's suspension
of parliament was unlawful, the
Labour leader took the opportunity
to attack Mr Johnson's premiership
during his speech in Brighton.
Speaking at the party conference
on Tuesday, Mr Corbyn said:

"The Prime Minister acted illegally
when he tried to shut down oppo-
sition to his reckless and disastrous
plan to crash out of the European
Union without a deal. But he has
failed. He will never shut down
our democracy or silence the
voices of the people."

Mr Corbyn became the latest in
a string of politicians calling for
the prime minister to resign after
the Supreme Court ruling.

He said: "Let me quote the
Supreme Court's conclusion:

'Unlawful, null and of no effect
and should be quashed' - they've
got the prime minister down to a
tee."

But he signalled that he was
not about to table a motion of
no confidence in Mr Johnson,
arguing that an election could
only take place once a no-deal
Brexit was taken off the table.

"This crisis can only be settled
with a general election. That
election needs to take place as
soon as this government's threat

of a disastrous no-deal is taken
off the table," Mr Corbyn argued.

Shadow Foreign Secretary
Emily Thornberry echoed Mr
Corbyn calls for a general
election, but only once a no-deal
Brexit was avoided.

When asked if Labour would
table a motion of no confidence
by tomorrow, Mrs Thornberry said:
"We've got to look after that nation
first... We've got to make sure they
don't bounce us into a no-deal
Brexit That has to be our priority.

"But frankly, Boris Johnson
should go. You cannot have the
Supreme Court saying that a
prime minister has behaved
illegally and for him to expect to
still stay as prime minister. When
does it end? It's outrageous."

In a wide-ranging speech to
Labour delegates on Tuesday
afternoon, Mr Corbyn spoke
about abolishing university fees,
investing in public services and
avoiding a "Trump deal" Brexit.

The Labour leader's speech
at his party's conference was
brought forward a day after the
Supreme Court ruled parliament
was unlawfully prorogued.

Christodoulides-Cavusoglu V|deo footage goes V|ral

ideo footage of the
chance encounter bet-
ween the Cypriot and

Turkish foreign ministers in
New York made the rounds of
social media on Tuesday show-
ing Melvut Cavusoglu telling
Nicos Christodoulides that
President Nicos Anastasiades
had referred to alternative
solutions in the presence of
Christodoulides himself, and
also asserting: “lI have the
minutes.”

The foreign ministers appeared
to have bumped into each other
on Monday as Christodoulides
was about to meet the Greek
foreign minister, and just as Cavu-
soglu was speaking to reporters.

According to the audiovisual
documentation, the two began
sparring, surrounded by numerous

reporters.

In the video, Christodoulides
appears eager to get Cavusoglu
to agree that the sticking point
between the two leaders on
agreeing the terms of reference
for new talks could be overcome
without a five-party meeting as
Turkey has suggested.

Cavusoglu responded that such
an informal meeting was neces-
sary, as “first we need to agree
on what we are going to talk about.”

He referred to discussions he
had last year where Anastasiades
allegedly spoke of possible solu-
tions involving a confederation
and a two-state solution. The
president has denied he suggested
a two-state solution.

Christodoulides replied: “We
know what we are going to talk
about, there is only one solution,

the bizonal bicommunal federa-
tion, forget two states and a
confederation.”

Cavusoglu retorted that “last
time, in front of you (Christodou-
lides), your President told me...”,
after which Christodoulides cut
him off, categorically denying
what was to come with multiple
‘no’s.

“I have the minutes,” Cavuso-
glu said. Christodoulides replied:

“We have also the minutes.”

Christodoulides then said:
“Remember that the President
was...” but cut his sentence
short, saying “anyway, the press
has come.”

Christodoulides then asked
Cavusoglu to shake hands and
officially agree that a BBF was
the only solution on the table.
The Turkish foreign minister
stated this remained unresolved.

Cypriots in the UK hosted H.E. the President of the

Republic of Cyprus, Mr Nicos Anastasiades, for a
working dinner in London before he headed to the United
Nations in New York. Representatives from the Federation’s
member associations, including from Birmingham, Manchester
and Cardiff, as well as distinguished guests from British
politics, business and industry were in attendance.

President Anastasiades expressed his desire for the resumption
of talks with the aim of reunifying the island with a functional and
just solution. He said that he is going to the UN General Assembly
this week with every intention to return to Cyprus "full of hope for
negotiations."

President Anastasiades has been making efforts to resume
negotiations from where they left off in Crans Montana in 2017.
He said that the work towards agreeing a Terms of Reference with
the Turkish Cypriot leader Mr Mustafa Akinci had been "positive"
and that the UN Special Envoy was "encouraged" by their efforts.
The President said that during initial meetings with the Turkish
Cypriot leader, it was discussed that the Terms of Reference were
to consist of the Joint Declaration of February 2014, the conver-
gences agreed in the run up to Crans Montana 2017 and Gueterres
framework of 30 June 2017. However, the optimism was dashed
after Mr Akinci went away to consult and clarify his position on the
proposed Terms of Reference.

The President said that Mr Akinci then returned with proposals
for the Terms of Reference that were "unacceptable" and outside
of the framework of the negotiations, for example, combining
political equality with effective participation. These included a
rotating presidency and a positive vote on all decisions of the
Government and all its institutions. President Anastasiades said,
"we recognise and support political equality... but what is being
proposed is instead political inequality. Namely, a veto that means
that one community could determine the fate of another community."
He added, "l have repeatedly challenged the proposers of this idea
to find one country out of the 193 UN Member States that has a
similar system of governance." The President went on to say that
other unacceptable demands that were proposed included the
possibility of submitting new ideas about a Cyprus settlement
irrespective of the final outcome of the efforts to reunite Cyprus.

This, he added, resulted in the failure of the UN Envoy to secure
an agreement over the Terms of Reference that would pave the
way for the resumption of the UN talks.

On Saturday 21 September, the National Federation of

Referring to Turkey's recent
aggressive actions against Cyprus
including illegal drilling in Cyprus'
Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ),
the President warned that "as
determined as | am to enter a
sincere and creative dialogue, |
am equally determined not to
engage in talks while Turkey con-
tinues its illegal actions, violating
international law or threatening to
settle Famagusta."

He added that the communities
of Cyprus could not build the nec-
essary trust and confidence in each
other “under such provocations,
such violations of the international
law." The President noted, “l am glad
to state that this is the unanimous
position of all political forces (in
Cyprus). One cannot negotiate
under gunboat threats, under the
threat of new fait accompli.”

The President concluded by
expressing his appreciation for the
Federation's work and said that,
"the new mechanisms and strategy
that have been putin place, the new

the involvement of young people,
gives us hope that we can work
in a coordinated, methodical way;,
with significant successes. We
are already seeing the results of
this new strategy, judging by your
work and achievements."

The new Archbishop of Thyateira
and Great Britain, Nikitas, addressed
the dinner briefly and commented
that the Church holds dear the
principles of human rights, truth,
justice and freedom. He added that,
"one does not need to be Cypriot
to appreciate the importance of
these rights for Cyprus."

The President of the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK,
Mr Christos Karaolis, welcomed
the President of Cyprus to the UK
and reaffirmed the UK Cypriot
diaspora's support for the Presi-
dent's efforts to reunify Cyprus and
the united approach to campaign-
ing for a free, united Cyprus and
the end of Turkey's occupation.

Mr Karaolis said that the Fede-
ration, "unites the community and
its leaders, of all political parties

UK

and no political party, by identifying

the common ground and coordi-
nating efforts." He also expressed
gratitude on behalf of the UK
Cypriot community for the close
coordination and support between
the Federation and the Govemment
of Cyprus.

Mr Karaolis went on to share
the successes of the Federation’s
2019 Hands Off Cyprus campaign
which saw UK Cypriots sending
pre-prepared emails to their local
Members of Parliament (MPs).
The campaign resulted in over
58% of MPs being contacted by
their own constituents about the
ongoing illegal occupation of
Cyprus and the need for the
outdated system of guarantees
and troops to be abolished as part
of any solution. Furthermore, he
said that, "the Federation led the
community’s reaction to Turkey's
illegal invasion of Cyprus’ EEZ
with warships and drilling ships."

Mr Karaolis also added that the
community's vocal opposition
played a role in the UK Govemment's
public opposition to Turkey's

drilling plans, outlined in a letter
from the Europe Minister to the
Federation's President on 3rd June.

He highlighted the significant
contribution that the UK Cypriot
community makes in the UK and
he noted that "earlier this year we
established an Economic Diplo-
macy roundtable, under the Chair-
manship of the Foreign Minister."
He welcomed several members
of the Economic Diplomacy round-
table to the dinner and noted that
they included "captains of business,
banking and enterprise, leaders
in UK Civil society and former
Secretaries of State."

Thousands of stranded

Thomas Cook
customers flown home

Thousands of stranded
Thomas Cook passengers
have been repatriated since
Monday as the rescue operation
continues.

Holidaymakers were being
brought home amid questions
over the multi-million pound sums
received by the bosses of the firm
prior to its collapse.

The conduct of the directors
will come under the microscope
as the Insolvency Services fast-
tracks an investigation into the
circumstances surrounding the
company going into Liquidation.

After that happened in the early
hours of Monday, there was anger
at other travel firms and airlines
hiking their prices.

Around 15,000 holidaymakers
were flown home on an estimated
61 flights on Monday, after the
travel company collapsed. Some
150,000 tourists will be brought
home over the next two weeks in
a Civil Aviation Authority (CAA)
flight programme costing £100
million.

Richard Moriarty, chief executive
of the CAA, said the Government
had asked his organisation to
launch “the UK’s largest ever
peacetime repatriation.”

Forty-five aircraft from as far
away as Malaysia have been
chartered to operate approximately
1,000 flights from 53 airports in
18 countries over the next fortnight.

Thomas Cook had about 550
high street locations across the
UK, however, it leased its planes,
rented its shops and acted as a

broker with third-party hotels and
cruise ships, meaning it has
minimal assets.

Some staff on the final Thomas
Cook journeys on Monday even-
ing were informed mid-flight that
they had been made redundant
effective immediately.

Passengers on the Las Vegas
to Manchester service had a
whip-round in support of cabin
crew and handed over two carrier
bags of cash after learning that
staff would not be getting paid.

However, other companies have
stepped forward with offers of
interview or work in an attempt to
reach out to redundant staff.

Virgin Atlantic and EasyJet
have both asked former Thomas
Cook employees to register their
interest for work opportunities,
and Great Westem Railway (GWR)
and London North Eastern Railway
(LNER) have both said they are
looking for staff.

One of the world’s oldest and
largest travel companies, Thomas
Cook had been trading for 178
years — having been established
in 1841 by a cabinet maker who
organised a day trip for temperance
movement supporters.

As of this year, the group
employed 21,000 people in 16
countries, operated 105 aircraft
and 200 own-brand hotels and
resorts.

The Cypriot diaspora were
represented and coordinated by
NEPOMAK, the Jewish diaspora
were represented by B’nai Brith,
and the Greek delegates were
represented by HALC.

Over a 9 day period, the group
visited Israel, Greece and Cyprus
with a full itinerary which included
high level meetings, excursions
and sight-seeing.

Israel was the first country that
we visited. Our first night was spent
getting to know one another and
learning about the organisations
we are a part of as diaspora youth.
The next day included a visit to
the Israel Museum and a meeting
with Josh Schwartz, Jewish Agency
Secretary on lIsrael Diaspora
relations. The latter illustrated the
importance to Israel of keeping
their diaspora connected through
initiatives including Birthright Israel
and other such youth programmes.
Later on in the day, we had an
incredibly moving trip to the Yad
Vashem Holocaust museum, which
everyone left feeling sombre and
reflective.

On the third day, we had a
guided tour of the old town of
Jaffa, we saw local shops, the
bustling flea market and historical
landmarks in the area. One nice,
yet surprising factor, was stumbling
across a restaurant that was play-
ing Greek music into the cobbled
street. This complemented the
close connection between our
cultures and homes. We also had
the opportunity to visit the energetic
city of Tel Aviv.

Our last day in Israel was spent
touring the Old City of Jerusalem
with a knowledgeable guide. It was
an extremely educational visit with
many stops along the way, where
we were told the history of the
area we were exploring. Visiting
the Western Wall, the Armenian
Quarter, the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre and other significant
landmarks, the tour emphasised
Jerusalem’s history as a holy site
for the three major Abrahamic
religions. This was further high-

lighted by our meeting with the
Greek Orthodox Patriarch of Jeru-
salem, Theophilos Ill, who explained
the Church’s role in the Old City as
well as its history. We would like
to express many thanks to Yigal
Palmor, Head of International
Relations Unit & Foreign Policy
Adviser to the Chairman of the
Jewish Agency, for showing us
around and helping coordinate
the Israel leg of the trip.

Our next stop was Athens. Here,
we visited the Jewish Museum in
Athens where we discussed the
Jewish population of Greece, their
customs, and their tragic experi-
ence during the Nazi occupation
of Greece. We then had the oppor-
tunity to travel to Delphi where we
visited the museum and hiked
through the ruins of the Temple
of Apollo in the beautiful Greek
mountains. The ancient Greek
temple overlooks the steep slopes
of Mount Parnassas. It served
as the site of both Panhellenic
athletic competitions and special
spiritual divinations in Ancient
Greece via the famed Oracle.

On our second day in Greece,
we had an intense schedule of
meetings and tours. The first stop
of the day was a visit to the Mini-
stry of Defense, where we learnt
about Greece’s military. Then we
visited the National Centre for
Scientific Research where we
gained an insight into Greece’s
growing investment and interest
in the sciences. Later in the day, we
attended the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs where we had informative
meetings on both bilateral and
trilateral relations. Following this,
we were invited for an impressive
tour of the Hellenic Parliament.
To end the day, we visited the
acropolis, were we saw the beau-
tiful sunset over the city.

We then flew from Athens to
Cyprus. Upon arrival, we ate a
traditional Cypriot lunch in the old
city of Nicosia. This was followed
by a tour near the UN buffer zone,
where the tour guide explained
the history of the Turkish invasion
of 1974. In the evening, we had
the opportunity to join the opening
ceremony of the 20th Cypriot
Diaspora conference in Nicosia,
where we were treated to speeches

from important Cypriot officials.
NEPOMAK Global President, Mr
Christos Tuton gave a speech on
the importance of the diaspora
which is something that applied
to all of us as trilateral participants.

On the second day, we met with
Presidential Commissioner Mr
Photis Photiou alongside the
deputy ambassadors of Israel and
Greece in Cyprus who discussed
the importance of the diaspora,
the importance of trilateral relations
and the experience of the delegates
on the trip so far. Commonalities
and differences were highlighted
and addressed. We were then
given the opportunity to visit the
Camps in Cyprus run by the
British Government for Internment
of Jews and also the monument
of Cyprus-Israel Friendship at the
British Military Hospital. In the
afternoon, a speech was delivered
by academic Dr. Evangelia
Matheopolou on the historical ties
between Greece, Cyprus and
Israel. We also met with Mr Nick
Larigakis, president of the Ameri-
can Hellenic Institute and later
with Mr Endy Zemenides, president
of the Hellenic American Leader-
ship Council about lobbying efforts
in the USA. In the evening, the
delegates attended a reception
hosted by the President of Cyprus
Mr Nicos Anastasiades and the
First Lady. It was an official event
in which the importance of the
diaspora was highlighted.

On their third day in Nicosia,
the delegates visited the Ministry
of Foreign affairs where they
discussed bilateral and trilateral
relations, the Cyprus issue and
the importance of the relationship
between Greece and Cyprus. The
delegates then visited the Tomb
of Makedonitissa where the history
of the memorial site was explained
and they laid a wreath to comme-
morate the fallen and the soldiers
that are still missing to this day.
There is a statue of a grieving
mother and behind her you can
see the Turkish flag projected
onto the mountains which is a
painful irony. They also visited the
prisons where EOKA fighters were
held and executed during British
colonial rule of Cyprus. In the
afternoon, the delegates sat down

and discussed their experiences
as diaspora in their countries and
how they felt about the trilateral trip
and how it was to progress moving
forward. It was a really beneficial
conversation for the delegates
and it was interesting to draw on
experiences as individuals and as
a group. That night they had dinner
at the Nationals’ Guard Officers’
Club where they had a traditionally
Cypriot meal and joined in with
Cypriot dances.

The final day of their trip started
with a voyage on the historic Kyre-
nia-Eleftheria Ship. On their way,
the delegates were taught about
the history of the ship. The voyage
lasted for around three hours and
gave delegates the opportunity to
relax after an intense schedule.
They then arrived at the Melathron
Agoniston EOKA in Limassol, the
trilateral delegates had a casual
discussion with Mr Photis Photiou
who was a big supporter of the
group and in fact labelled them
the ‘dream team’. Then, they joined
the rest of the Cypriot diaspora and
officials for lunch at the Melathron
Agoniston EOKA Center where
the new wing called “Diaspora”
will be built, which seemed very fit-
ting as a final meal with the group.

The trip opened everyone's
eyes to international relations,
history, culture, religion, simila-
rities and differences. It was an
amazing opportunity to connect
as diasporas but also to reconnect
to our motherlands and question
how we identify ourselves. The
group formed very strong bonds
and look forward to helping rela-
tions and seeing this trilateral trip
develop further. NEPOMAK values
its relations with other diaspora
communities and intends to develop
these relations further. We have
already been in contact with our
fellow participants from Israel and
Greece regarding getting together
in the future. The strong relation-
ship and bond formed between the
Trilateral group is clearly evident
and proving to be one which was
meant to be created. As the youth
representatives of all three dias-
poras, together we believe that
we have a strong potential to make
a difference in our cultures and
relations going forward and collec-
tively bring innovative ideas and
initiatives to the table.

We will always be grateful for
this opportunity and have been
fortunate enough to be able to
interact and grow with two other
diasporas which in fact possess
so many hidden similarities to our
Cypriot culture. We hope to see
the youth Trilateral Trip between
Cyprus, Greece, and Israel continue
yearly in the future and welcome
any opportunity for further input
and assistance in organizing.

Crouch End and Haringey home-
owners are mortgage free, yet of
the 12,136 households that are
owned by 50yo to 64yo in Crouch
End and the Haringey area, 56%
of those people still have a mort-
gage. As most people bought
their first house in their early to
mid 20’s back in the 1980’s, this
shows that a lot of Crouch End
and Haringey people must have
re-mortgaged in the past and
extended their borrowings (other-
wise they should have paid their
mortgage off now).

One of the reasons behind that
will be the legacy of interest-only
loans and delayed first-time buying
as we become more and more like
Germany in our house ownership
models, where people naturally
rent their homes until their 50’s
and then buy when they inherit
money from their parents.
Meanwhile, demand for Crouch
End rental properties will only
increase.....so good news for
Crouch End Buy to Let landlords
and indirectly homeowners as well.

Cyprus-Greece ferry link ‘to start in May’

he Cypriot Shipping .

TMinistry has announced .
its plans to launch the

ferry link connecting Cyprus

and Greece, in May 2020, just

in time for the peak summer

season.

According to reports, the ferry
service will be available once a
week between the busy months
of May to September and once
every fortnight during the rest

of the year.

The Ministry has submitted
an application for funding to the
European Commission in order
to finance the transport initiative
and Cyprus’ deputy shipping
minister Natasa Pilides says
she is pushing for completion
of all required procedures as
soon as possible to ensure the
ferry link is available by the
summer of 2020.

There has been a push for

the new ferry link between the
two countries after it stopped
operating in the year 2000, due
to financial issues with most
travellers at the time opting for
flights. Over the last few years,
Cypriot citizens raised their
concerns that airline tickets
were too expensive and suppor-
ted the government’s plans to
restore a ferry service.

The Last Tree

Shola Amoo’s terrific film was
one of the highlights at the recent
London Sundance Film Festival.
He tells the semi-autobiographical
story of Femi (Taj Golding), a boy
of Nigerian heritage growing up in
a rural home in Lincolnshire with
Mary (Denise Black), his English
foster mother whom he adores.

Believers
were not eating meat and
considered fasting to be a
self-cleansing method.

He was first named Mahatma
in 1915 by Indian Nobel prize
winner and poet Tagore, which
in Sanskrit means “high-souled”.

Local derby draws for PAOK and

Olympiakos

PAOK and Olympiakos dropped
their first points this season, in
their local derbies, with PAOK
leaving it very late to avoid a
home loss to Aris and Olympia-
kos conceding a late equalizer
at the Derby of Eternal Rivals
on Sunday to draw with host
Paathinaikos.

The 1-1 draw at the Olympic

The Reds edged ahead with Mi-
guel Angel Guerrero on the 36th
minute in a very quiet first half,
as the Spaniard shot unmarked
after a Costas Tsimikas cross.
Panathinaikos earned a penalty
on the hour mark, Federico
Macheda took it, but keeper
Jose Sa dived and saved it. The
assistant referee flagged the
Portuguese for allegedly mov-
ing early off his line, but the Ger-
man referee watched the video
and validated Sa’s save.
However the Greens got a sec-
ond spot kick two minutes from
the end, and this time substitute
Yohan Mollo made no mistake
to make it all square.

The derby was particularly
peaceful, but that was mainly
due to the boycott by the die-
hard Panathinaikos fans of the

“Gate 13” firm: Instead of at-
tending the match they held a
rally outside the historic home
of Panathinaikos, at Alexandras
Avenue, that attracted a few
thousand people and called on
owner Yiannis Alafouzos to give
the reins of the club to its ama-
teur division that runs Panathi-
naikos’ teams in other sports.
A goal seven minutes into injury
time saw PAOK preserve its un-
beaten record of the last 18
months in the league drawing
2-2 in the Thessaloniki derby
with Aris on Sunday. Brown
Ideye gave Aris a third-minute
lead but Leo Matos equalized
two minutes on.

Nothing prepares us for the death of a loved one.
Nothing fills the void that is left when they are gone.
Yet my father would not have wanted us to cry for him
today, he was not one for pity. He was an Epicurean.
He believed that worse than death, was wanting to
die and not being able to. For this we are grateful that
he did not suffer in death. He went swiftly, doing what
he wanted to do — being out and enjoying himself with
good company. He loved life and did not tire of living,
but found opportunities to bring together his loved
ones, and today is no different.

My father was one of the most well-read and well-
travelled people | have ever come across. He was
driven by politics, injustice and campaigned tirelessly
throughout his life for the oppressed. One of my early
memories was stuffing envelopes at the Tottenham
Labour Party office and out leafleting with him in
1979.

His life read like a John Le Carre novel and often
we would joke that he was a spy for some country or
other. Speeding across the Greek/Albanian border on
the back of Thanasi’'s motorbike on one of his early
returns to his village was a particular highlight for him.
Not for any thrill factor, or because they dodged
danger, but because he got to see that his son had
the same fearless attitude to life as he did. He had
the ability to see what was at the heart of the matter
and value that, and not be deterred by appearances.

He prayed at the alter of knowledge. | loved listen-
ing to him getting lost in history, reliving ancient times
like they were his personal memories. Hammurabi
was long believed by Nina to be one her grand-
father’s coffee drinking pals, only to discover by
chance in a history book that he was a Babylonian
King and one of the first law-makers in the 1700s bc.
He was forever playful, and loved children and ani-
mals. He would often call, but not to speak to us, but
to our cat, and visit her with treats.

He was proud of all three of his grandchildren,
Cosi, Mia and Nina. And enjoyed the time he spent
with them. A real moment for him was being able to
share time in his village with Cosi and Mia, and know
that they loved it.

For our mum he had an unwavering respect for her
sharp mind and wit, but god forbid he should ever tell
her, but this, and their sense of humour is what kept
these two from different worlds together.

The last book he was reading, found next to a
guide to Mexico, was The Final Passage by Caryl
Phillips, a story about Leila, a nineteen-year-old
woman living on a small Caribbean island in the
1950s. Unsatisfied with life on the island, Leila de-
cides to leave her family and friends and travel over-
seas. Her subsequent passage to England brings her
face to face with the consequences of the decisions
she has made to determine her life on her own terms.
The parallels to his life are uncanny. A man who left
Albania aged 13 in 1950 and lived and died on his
own terms. Our dad. Our friend. Forever with us. Rest
in Peace.
