ritain will hold its first
BDecember election in

almost a century after
Prime Minister Boris Johnson
won approval from parliament
on Tuesday for an early ballot
aimed at breaking the Brexit
deadlock.

As the European Union
granted a third delay to the
divorce that was originally
supposed to take place on
March 29, the United Kingdom,
its parliament and its electorate

remain divided on how, or
indeed whether, to go ahead
with Brexit.

Johnson, who had promised
to deliver Brexit on Oct. 31 “do
or die”, demanded a December
12 election after parliament —
where he has no majority —
frustrated his attempts to ratify
the last-minute divorce deal he
struck with the EU earlier this
month.

In a rare parliamentary
success for Johnson after a

string of defeats, his short bill
calling for a December 12
election was approved 438 to
20 in the House of Commons.
The bill now goes to the House
of Lords.

Before the vote, Johnson had
said parliament was obstructing
Brexit and thus damaging the
economy by preventing invest-
ment decisions, and corroding
faith in democracy.

“There is only one way to
get Brexit done in the face of

this unrelenting parliamentary
obstructionism — this endless
wilful fingers-crossed ‘not me
Guv’ refusal to deliver on the
mandate of the people — and
that is, Mr Speaker, to refresh
this parliament and give the
people a choice,” Johnson
said.

The first Christmas election
in Britain since 1923 would be
highly unpredictable: Brexit has
variously fatigued and enraged
swathes of voters while eroding
traditional loyalties to the two
major parties, Conservative
and Labour.

Some politicians feel an
election so close to Christmas
could irritate voters, while
campaigning and getting the
vote out could be hampered
by cold winter weather and
darkness setting in by mid-
afternoon.

Ultimately, voters would have
a choice between an embold-
ened Johnson pushing for his
Brexit deal or a socialist govern-
ment under Labour leader
Jeremy Corbyn renegotiating the
deal before another referendum.

The election result will be
announced in the early hours
of Friday the 13th. If no party
wins conclusively, the Brexit
deadlock would continue.

resident of Cyprus Nicos Anastasiades vowed to
P continue the struggle to determine the fate of missing
persons in Cyprus for “as long as it takes.” The
pledge, posted on his personal twitter account, comes as
Cyprus marked Missing Persons Day.

“We remember and honor our beloved ones. With responsibility
and faith, we stand next to the families of our missing persons
and promise to continue the struggle to determine the fate of
every one of them, for as long as it takes,” the President noted.

On Tuesday the Greek Cypriot member of the Committee on
Missing Persons (CMP) Leonidas Pantelides addressed the
House Committee on Refugees, referring to the difficulties the
CMP is facing while carrying out its task. Out of 30 permits
given at the end of June to conduct excavations in “military
zones” in the northern, Turkish-occupied part of Cyprus, only
one visit was made possible in the fenced-off part of Famagusta,
just last week, the Greek Cypriot member said.

“We don't give up,” Pantelides told the House Committee, on
the occasion of the Day for Missing Persons. He also noted that
this year, 24 human remains have been discovered and await
their identification. In total, 695 Greek Cypriot missing persons
have been identified, but the remains found correspond to a
total of 1,000 people. At the same time, 265 Turkish Cypriot
missing persons have been identified, he added.

In a statement issued to mark Missing Persons of Cyprus
Remembrance Day, AKEL said, “the drama of the missing
persons is a constant reminder of the invasion and occupation,
of the chauvinist crimes committed against the Cypriot people
as a whole.....The ongoing refusal of Turkey and the occupying
army to truly co-operate in the effort to verify the fate of the
missing persons is the first and main reason for the stagnation
observed on the matter. If Turkey opens up its archives then it
will be possible in a short period of time to proceed to the
identification of the overwhelming majority of our missing
persons. At the same time, the passage of time objectively
increases obstacles and difficulties.”

The statement continues, “AKEL will continue to raise the
issue of the Missing Persons in Cyprus, Europe and beyond
more widely. It will continue to work in the European Parliament
for the financial support provided towards the work of the
Committee of Missing Persons to continue, for the appointment
again of a European Parliament Special Rapporteur on the
Missing Persons of Cyprus and for substantial international
pressure to be exerted on the occupying power.”

The statement concludes, “The need to turn a page in history
and move forward passes through the truth about all the tragic
cases of the missing persons in Cyprus. This will make a huge
contribution to the efforts for the reconciliation of the two
communities, so we can move forward to the future, with
knowledge and an awareness of the past.”

“While the Greek Cypriots can
enjoy relations with the rest of
the world and be accepted into
the European Union with all the
benefits that free trade can
bring, (remember, they started
all this), the north, the Turkish
side, is treated like some pariah
state.

“They are not allowed to trade
with any other country apart
from Turkey, cannot have direct
flights from any other country
except Turkey, and even their
sportsmen and women are
banned from taking part in inter-
national competition, because,
you see, they don’t exist. The
Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus is simply not recognised.

Mr Gara, who has made the
Turkish occupied north his new
home, continues: “For us ex-pats,
maybe that's no bad thing.
Many of you will be dissuaded
from coming here, because
the Greeks will tell you what a
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terrible place it is, and how
unsafe it is, and you will probably
be shot......... and many travel
agents simply go with that flow.
So we expats don’t have to
share our piece of heaven with
many of you!”

Responding to the article, as
well as to an advert advertising
the “Hidden Secrets of Northern
Cyprus” as the Reader’s Offer,
Mr Christos Karaolis, president
of the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, wrote to the
Editor of the Jersey Evening
Post, stressing that “Mr Bara’s
article misrepresents the truth
and consciously chooses to
ignore what the international
community has recognised —
namely that in 1974, Turkey
illegally invaded and occupied
37% of the island of Cyprus and
57% of its coastline, following
a short-lived, illegal, Greek junta
coup. Turkey’s occupation
continues to this day, violating
numerous UN Security Council
resolutions.”

The complaint letter,
published in the 24 October
2019 edition of the publication,
continues:

“It is paradoxical to see that
on the one hand, your paper
advocates for a Free Palestine
and on the very same page

refers to an illegal state, the
so called ‘northern Cyprus’, a
stolen “paradise” from its lawful
inhabitants.

“The illegal invasion and
occupation of Cyprus resulted
in over 170000 refugees,
thousands being murdered;
over 1000 persons still missing;
and thousands of refugees of
whom many fled to the UK. No
guarantor power had or has the
right to carry out such atrocities
against the Cypriot people,
something recognised both by
the courts and the Government
of the UK. For example, in the
words of Lord Justice Pill, in his
judgment in the Court of Appeal
(Civil Division) of England and
Wales in the case of Apostolides
v Orams & Ors [2010] EWCA
Civ 9: ‘In July 1974, the army of
the Turkish Republic invaded
the north of the island and set
up an administration for that
part of the island its forces
occupied’. There can be no
doubt therefore that Turkey did
in fact invade Cyprus, so when
Mr Bara claims Turkey was
“perfectly entitled to...arrive in
force” this could not be further
from truth.

“A series of UN General
Assembly and Security Council
resolutions, as well as

resolutions adopted by nume-
rous other international organi-
zations, highlight the universal
condemnation of Turkey’s inva-
sion and all subsequent acts
of aggression against Cyprus.
The resolutions demand, inter
alia, the withdrawal of foreign
troops, the return of refugees to
their homes and the ascertain-
ment of the fate of missing
persons. Moreover, they call
for the respect of the human
rights of all Cypriots to be
upheld, as well as the indepen-
dence, sovereignty and territorial
integrity of Cyprus to be
respected.

“United Nations Security
Council resolution 541 declared
a breakaway state of ‘Northern
Cyprus’ to be “legally invalid”
and Prime Minister Margaret
Thatcher declared the illegal
Unilateral Declaration of Inde-
pendence in 1983 as ‘clearly
incompatible with the 1960
Treaty of Guarantee’ — as a
result, the UK government only
recognises the Republic of
Cyprus.

“Therefore, suggestions by
Mr Bara that the illegal regime
and Turkey are not at fault,
or are the victims e.g. being
unable to trade with the inter-
national community is factually
incorrect as this stems from the
illegality and the consequences
associated with Turkey’s inva-
sion.

“Sadly, successive rounds of
UN-sponsored talks to end the
occupation and reunite Cyprus
have not yet yielded a positive
result due to the uncompromi-
sing and aggressive stance of
Turkey, which we can also see
in northern Syria today.

“President  Anastasiades,
on the other hand, who remains
steadfast on positions of
principle, proceeds to the
negotiating table in good faith
and with targeted proposals,
seeking to reunify the country
and its people in a modern,
functional and truly independent
European state.”

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Troy - Myth and
Reality exhibition

Troy - Myth and Reality - British Museum
Exhibition, 21 November 2019 — 8 March 2020

The legend of Troy has endured for more than
3,000 years. The story of a great city, plunged into
a 10-year war over the abduction of the most
beautiful woman in the world, is irresistibly dramatic
and tragic. This allure has sent adventurers and
archaeologists in quest of the lost city, which is now
widely believed to have existed.

But what of the heroes and the heartbroken, the
women and the wanderers, who are said to have a
played a part in the Trojan War? Why have they
inspired so many retellings, from Homer to Shake-
speare and Hollywood? Get closer to these captiva-
ting characters as you explore the breathtaking art
that brings them to life, from dramatic ancient
sculptures and exquisite vase paintings to powerful
contemporary works. You can also examine the
fascinating archaeological evidence that proves
there was a real Troy — and offers tantalising hints
at the truth behind the mythical stories.

The myth of the Trojan War

You may have heard of the city of Troy, the Trojan
War, the wooden horse, and Helen, the most beau-
tiful woman in the world. But there's much more to
the ancient myth of Troy. Get ready for the upcoming
British Museum exhibition with a run-through of one
of the greatest tales ever told.

Introducing an epic tale

The story of the ancient city of Troy, spread by
travelling storytellers, was cast into powerful words
by the Greek poet Homer as early as the eighth to
seventh century BC. It's a story that has it all — love
and loss, courage and passion, violence and ven-
geance, triumph and tragedy — on a truly epic scale.

Spanning several decades, the tale is set in
Greece’s mythical past. At its heart is the powerful
city of Troy on the western coast of Anatolia
(modern-day Turkey), besieged for 10 years by the
Greeks, who sailed across the Aegean Sea to take
revenge for a grave insult — the abduction of a
woman. This ancient world war features a stellar
cast of characters. Even the gods are involved.

But this isn't a straightforward tale of right and
wrong. Its heroes —and none more so than the great
Achilles — are complex, with heroic strength but
human weaknesses and in the end it is unclear who,
if anyone, really wins.

Judgement of Paris

The story starts with a wedding. The sea-goddess
Thetis is marrying a mortal man and all the gods and
goddesses are invited except one — Eris, the goddess
of discord. Angered, she throws a golden apple
into the party, bearing the inscription ‘to the most
beautiful'. Three goddesses all claim it for themselves,
and the king of the gods, Zeus, not willing to get
involved himself, picks the Trojan prince Paris as
the judge. The goddess of love, Aphrodite, wins the
competition as she has promised Paris possession
of the most beautiful women on earth, Helen.
There’s just one problem. Helen is already married
to Menelaus, king of the Greek city of Sparta.

The search for the lost city of Troy

The myth of the Trojan War has led explorers and
archaeologists to search for the location where the
famed conflict took place. But did the city really exist?
In anticipation of this major autumn exhibition, British
Museum curators Lesley Fitton and Alexandra Villing
explore the reality behind the myth.

Since antiquity, Troy was believed to be located
in an area called the ‘Troad’ in the northwest corner
of modern-day Turkey. For centuries, pilgrims and
travellers made the journey to the Troad to stand on

the ground where they believed heroes once walked.
In the 19th century, a Scotsman and an Englishman,
Charles Maclaren and Frank Calvert, were the first
to link a hill containing ancient remains with the site
of ancient Troy. But the real breakthrough came in
1870, when the German businessman and self-taught
archaeologist Heinrich Schliemann travelled to
Anatolia with the purpose of uncovering the city and
proving the lliad was based on fact. Since then, the
site that Schliemann claimed was ‘Troy’ has been the
subject of extensive excavation and study. Although
the evidence can’t prove that the Trojan War really
happened, experts now agree that the settlement
Schliemann excavated was the famous city.

The city of Troy

The site of Troy was first settled in the Early Bronze
Age, from around 3000 BC. Over the four thousand
years of its existence, countless generations have
lived at Troy. Although they experienced periods of
prosperity, life was not always easy for the Trojans
—houses and fortifications fell to fire, earthquakes or
battles and were built anew. The city sometimes grew,
sometimes contracted as its people’s fortunes changed.

It is this record of a people and their city that is
preserved in archaeology. Each layer of occupation,
one on top of the other, represents a phase in the
city’s history, which archaeologists over the last 150
years have been exploring. These layers have been
labelled Troy | to IX, with Troy | being the earliest
settlement and Troy IX the most recent. Much remains
to be discovered, but we now know enough today to
get a good sense of the city’s development over time.

Troy begins

The original village of Troy (Troy I) was small, but
it flourished and grew. By about 2550-2300 BC
(Troy Il) it had strong walls encircling a citadel that
was still relatively small, but remarkably prosperous.

Troy was situated at the entrance to the Dardanelles
strait, and in ancient times lay much nearer to the sea
than it does today — the coastline has changed as
river deltas have silted up. Its position was key to its
prosperity, as the city could trade by sea as well as
by land. It may also be that ancient ships, waiting
for the wind and currents they needed to pass
through the straits, provided a captive market for
Trojan goods and services.

The city of Troy and its neighbours — evidence
for the Trojan War?

During the late Bronze Age (1750-1180 BC), the
city was by far the most important settlement in the
area but it was only a small player on the world stage.
Troy appears in records from the Hittites as ‘Wilusa’,
aname related to the Greek ‘llios/llion’, Homer’s other
name for Troy. Towards the end of the Late Bronze
Age, Wilusa was a small vassal state of the mighty
Hittite Empire of Anatolia. The capital of the Hittite
Empire, Hattusa, was far away to the east near
Bogazkale in Turkey. From Hattusa, Troy must have
seemed a distant backwater. Yet its wealth and
dominant position undoubtedly made it a prize. Did
the Greeks look enviously at its prosperity?

City flourishes

Troy went from strength to strength. By the Late
Bronze Age, about 1750-1180 BC (Troy VI and Vlla),
a larger citadel was enclosed behind impressive
sloping walls, parts of which can still be seen at the
site today, and there is evidence of a large settle-
ment in the lower town.

Trojan wealth was also built on the rich agricultural
land in the surrounding area. In the lliad, the Trojan
prince Hector is ‘tamer of horses’ and horse breed-
ing may well have played a part in Troy’s prosperity.
Horse bones have been found there in quantity, as

well as bones showing the rearing and domestication
of other animals. Sheep farming must have been
particularly important, as there is evidence for exten-
sive textile production at Troy. Itis only over the past
few decades that modern archaeology, including
the study of ancient plant and animal remains, has
transformed our understanding of all these aspects
of life at ancient Troy.

Hittite tablets mention the Hittite empire fighting
with the people of ‘Ahhiyawa’ over Wilusa — could this
have been the Trojan War? There is even mention
of a ruler there called ‘Alaksandu’ or Alexandros,
which is another name for the Trojan prince Paris in
Homer’s poem. Although it falls far short of proof, it
builds up the picture of a feasible background for a
Trojan Wair, in the interconnected but combative
Late Bronze Age world.

Troy and llion

Troy fell into ruin at the end of the Bronze Age,
around 1180 BC, as did all the centres of power of
the Mediterranean world, for reasons that are not
completely understood. The site was never comple-
tely abandoned, and its ruins must have remained
visible for some centuries, probably up to the time
of Homer, if the poet lived in the late 8th or early 7th
centuries BC as thought. It was not long after this that
Troy, known as ‘llion’, became a place of pilgrimage
because of its heroic associations. The name llion
is used by Homer interchangeably with Troy, and it is
possible the inhabitants had always called their city
something like llion, right back to its days as Wilusa.

Greek llion was a small town, but enriched by what
one might call its ‘tourist trade’ of visitors seeking to
pay their respects to the heroes of the past. Greek
leaders and Roman emperors endowed it with wealth
and privileges, including fine civic buildings. The Troy
of the Greek and Roman periods was not otherwise
a particularly important place, but it nonetheless
flourished until the end of the ancient world (in the
6th century AD), and perhaps even beyond — there
is some evidence for Byzantine settlement on the
site as late as the 13th century AD. Troy can therefore
be said to have had a lifespan of more than 4,000
years.

Troy lost

It seems completely astonishing that the site of Troy
could later have been lost, but it was. Over time, its
remains crumbled away to become part of a low hill
in a flat landscape that was only sparsely populated.
The hill did not seem to be anything special. More
noticeable were the ‘tumuli’, or mounds, dotted around
the Trojan plain. These were in fact mostly not Bronze
Age but created at different dates in the Greek and
Roman periods, mostly for burials. These mounds
were very visible in the landscape, and so gave
early visitors looking for the heroes the sense that
they had found their graves. But the city of Troy, or
llion, had been lost from view.

The search for Troy

The search for Troy became a major preoccupation
for travellers, topographers, writers and scholars in the
18th and early 19th centuries when ancient Greece
and its myths captivated public imagination in Europe.
But it was not a simple matter and became a subject
of heated debate. The division lay between ‘realist’
thinkers, who believed the story of Troy must be

based on some historical truth, and opponents who
claimed it was simply dreamed up in Homer’s poetic
imagination and would never be found.

The Troad was mapped and explored and the
prevalent theory of the ‘realists’ was that a hill called
‘Pinarbasi’ had been the site of Troy, but they couldn’t
find any evidence. In what should have been a
breakthrough, a traveller named Edward Clarke visited
a different hill, named ‘Hissarlik,’in 1801 and identified
it as the site of llion. He based this on the evidence
of coins and inscriptions he found there. However
only later in the 19th century would it dawn that
Hissarlik was the site not just of llion, but also of
legendary Troy, which was underneath the Classical
remains.

Troy found
Frank Calvert lived in the Troad and owned land next
to the mound of Hissarlik. An amateur but skilled
archaeologist, he was convinced that there would
be a good place to dig. So when Schliemann visited
in 1868, with Homer in one hand and a spade in the
other, determined to make his name in archaeology,
Calvert found him easy to persuade. Calvert helped
Schliemann, but it would be Schliemann’s name that
became world famous, as the pioneer of archaeology
who discovered and revealed the site of ancient Troy.
Huge publicity surrounded Schliemann’s finds. He
announced to the world that in what is now called
Troy Il he had found the city of mythical King Priam
and the Troy of the Trojan War. It was here that he
discovered silver and gold vessels and jewellery,
which he named ‘Priam’s treasure’ and which he
believed included ‘the jewels of Helen’. His interpre-
tation that the finds were evidence of the Trojan War
was questioned at the time and, perhaps sadly for
romantics everywhere, it is no longer accepted.
Later archaeological work at both Troy and on the
Greek mainland, particularly at the site of Mycenae,
makes it clear that any feasible background for the
story of the war must have been at least a thousand
years later than the Troy that Schliemann claimed
as ‘Priam’s Troy.” Only then was Mycenaean Greece
in contact with Troy, and powerful enough for the story
to make sense. But of course, Homer was a poet
and not a historian. It remains immensely difficult to
link the lliad specifically to the archaeology of Troy.
Schliemann’s excavations, between 1870 and
1890, marked the beginning of intensive archaeologi-
cal exploration at Troy, by various international teams,
that continues today, with current research led by
Turkish archaeologists. Understanding of the site, its
development over time and its place in the ancient
world continues to grow. From an archaeological
perspective, there is a rich history to be uncovered
that stands quite apart from the myth of the Trojan
War and is important in its own right. Yet the myth
and the site remain inextricably linked. Few visitors
can look out from the walls of ‘windy Troy’ across the
Trojan plain without thinking of the massed Greek
armies waiting to attack, or the women of Troy
watching helplessly as battle rages below.

Loach, the father of
natural acting since the sixties
with his ground-breaking work
including CATHY COME HOME
and KES draws again amazing
performance from his mostly
inexperienced cast. He has the
ability to discover and nourish fresh
talent while telling a hard hitting
contemporary story about the state
of the station. Essential viewing!

Doctor Sleep

Mike Flanagan’s classy movie
is superbly photographed and
gracefully acted especially by
newcomer Kyliegh Curran. Flana-
gan’s experience as a horror film

director is put to great use here
for this eagerly awaited Stephen
King sequel to THE SHINING. The
story of Danny Torrance (Ewan
McGregor) picks up 40 years
following the horrifying events at
the Overlook Hotel. Danny is still
traumatised by his experiences
when he was a child but he now
has to put his own powers to good
effect and protect a young girl
called Abra (Kyliegh Curran), who
also shares his special gift known
as the “shine”...

It is a mesmerising and fasci-
nating film that demands attention
from its opening sequence and
doesn't let go until the end despite
its long running time. Flanagan
valiant piece of flmmaking also
pays a fine tribute to Stanley
Kubrick’s work as well.

Brittany Runs
A Marathon

Jillian Bell deserves to become
a major star on the evidence of
this heart-warming and hugely
enjoyable film. She plays Brittany
Fogler, a 27 year-old New Yorker
who gets a shock to the system
when she visits her doctor. She
needs to make life style changes
and lose some weight but being
unemployed and broke make
things even more difficult. ..

The title is a giveaway and the
action very predictable but overall
Bell's highly engaging and com-
mitted performance under Paul
Downs Colaizzo’s likable direction
makes this a worthy and fun trip.

Bart Freundlich’s remake of
Suzanne Bier’s Danish drama

Isabelle is
keen to fix the deal and return to
her orphanage as soon as possible
but first she has to attend the
wedding of Theresa’s daughter...

The acting is of the highest
order as can be expected by
these wonderful leading ladies but
this American version feels more
syrupy and sentimental that the
Danish original.

Now Alicia Vikander
takes centre stage in this elegant
thriller screened at the recent
London Film Festival. She plays
Lucy Fly, a mysterious young
woman living in Tokyo in the late
eighties and whose harsh facade
begins to melt after she meets an
attractive local photographer...

Vikander is terrific as the
troubled protagonist delivering a
complex performance in both
English and Japanese and that is
truly admirable.

An attractive and engaging film
but curiously it lacks tension.

Tales From
The Lodge

An enjoyable comedy/thriller
with a good ensemble cast
efficiently directed by Abigail
Blackmore.

A group of five old university
friends get together for a week-
end in an isolated lodge in order
to scatter the ashes of one of
their friends, who drowned in the
lake three years earlier. During
their stay they take it in turn to tell
ghost and murder stories to keep
themselves amused.

graphed by Kenneth MacMillan.

An attractive film with impres-
sive production values shot in
Budapest, Hungary, and perfectly
complimented by Sergei Proko-
fiev’'s monumental score.

he English National
I Opera have gone for a
thematic season and then
as Christmas approaches the
crowd-pleasing Mikado. The
theme however is quite the
antithesis, much more heaven
and hell. Four operas inspired
by myth and I'm not talking about
the historiez from your Yiayia
on one of your many holidays
to Cyprus. These operas feature
Orpheus, musical god, and his
wife Eurydice who gets the
calling from Charon in the under-
world.

First up is Christoph Gluck’s
Orpheus and Eurydice
(London Coliseum), which is
in fact a version by Berlioz as
Gluck’s original went through
several metamorphosis’s. Add-
ing further spice to this artistic
alchemy is choreographer
Wayne McGregor, chosen to
direct it.

The production is quite a trip,
as in “far out man” rather than
journey. Purists may revile it
whereas philistines like me,
unfamiliar with the work, revelled
in the daring and McGregor’s
unashamed willingness to pull
the story apart giving centre
stage to his hand-picked com-
pany of dancers who inhabit the
space like millipedes on speed.
Then when dragged screaming
into the underworld morph into
elegant ethereal beings as
though skating effortlessly on
ice. All very enjoyable and then
| remembered that | was in an
opera house. What the hell...

The singers are tremendously
good, left to their own devices
on a desolate stage, devoid of
a set, looking for all the world
as though they had been
abandoned and left to perish.
Soprano Sarah Tynan’s Eurydice
is a thing of beauty and anguish,
a clear cut crystal voice, while
Alice Coote gives a perform-
ance that drips in pain and
passion. ENO Harewood Artist
Soraya Mafi, a rising star,
gives an assured performance
as Love with excellent tonal
quality.

On careful reading of the
programme | realise McGregor
takes several liberties - “theatri-
cal license” - with the plot.
However, in my ignorance |
became a voyeur of a production
that is striking in its vision -
Louise Gray’s costumes would
not have been out of place
at Royal Ascot, matched and
surpassed by Ben Cullen
Williams’ freakily psychedelic
videos. | told you it was a trip,
one well worth experiencing.

Meanwhile Havana Stokeley
is unimpressed...

Natalia Osipova is a principal
dancer at The Royal Ballet. Her
reputation is huge. Last week

at Sadler’s Wells she put
together a programme entitled
Pure Dance, a programme
of seven short pieces from
contemporary dance to classical
ballet. It also featured David
Hallberg, a principal guest artist
at The Royal Ballet who
danced a solo. As talented as
they are this was a disappoint-
ing show and failed to demon-
strate why she is considered
one of the best Classical
dancers.

The 7 pieces each had a
different choreographer yet
there was a lot of similarity in
each. It didn’t help having only
the stage and spotlights as a
set. Pure Dance maybe trying
to focus only on the dancers
but it needed something else to
break up the monotony. The, at
times, atonal music, didn’'t help
as it and it did become a bit
depressing. By the end of the
3rd piece boredom started
setting in. There seemed to be
very little chemistry between
Osipova and her dance partners.
| was expecting exceptional and
| got ordinary. The couple of
pieces which had a more
classical than contemporary
choreography, | did catch
glimpses of her talent but that
was not enough. Shame.

Finally, Magdalena Praxiou
loves OI’ Blue Eyes...

Written and performed by
Richard Shelton, Sinatra: Raw
(Wilton’s) is what it says on the
tin, a show about the man and
the music; most shows are just
the music. It's 1971 and Frank
Sinatra is preparing for one last
hurrah in Palm Springs, Califor-
nia. Shelton has a great singing
voice and it’s easy to understand
why he is considered one of the
world’s best Sinatra interpreters.
He is also a funny raconteur
and some of the audience, a
little tipsy from one too many,
loved his rapport as he played
with our sensibilities.

As the evening progressed
he also tried to introduce more
edgy and controversial moments,
such as the story about how his
then wife Ava Gardner (Holly-
wood heartthrob) aborted their
child. That attempt at grittiness,
the raw part of the evening,
worked less well. However, when
he was improvising and being
much more himself rather than
pretending to be a down and
out Sinatra, the emotion was
truly raw and emotional. The
backdrop of a large red curtain
was minimalistic and effective.
Ol' Blue Eyes has been des-
cribed as dangerous, unpredict-
able and brilliant and this show
is a fitting tribute to those con-
tradictions.

The chicken stock from boiling
chicken bones contain gelatin,

Any sports
injuries may also trigger off in
the winter with damp and cold
conditions.

Peter Kypri, the guy behind Cypriot Smurf,
on why he loves to make people laugh

orn in England, living in
BCyprus, Peter Kypri better
known as comedian

Cypriot Smurf and his alter ego
Souvlaki, has been making people
laugh with his videos about
Cypriot and Greek stereotypes.

With his video skits going viral
and being shared countless
times on social media, it's no
surprise that he has garnered
over 10,000 subscribers to his
YouTube channel! An achieve-
ment he is extremely grateful for
and one he hopes will spark a
career in stand up comedy.

| caught up with Peter in Cyprus
over the summer to speak about
where he gets the inspiration
for his hilarious vlogs and why his
dream is to make people laugh
for a living...

Peter, tell us a bit about
yourself and how the name
Cypriot Smurf come about?

| was born in England and
moved to Cyprus when | was 11,
settling in Ormidia, Larnaca.

After serving the military
service, | moved back to the UK,
hoping to stay put in London.
As | was ‘fresh off the boat’, my
cousin Nick offered to set up my
mobile phone account, registering
it under the name Cypriot Smurf
as he’s always making fun of my
height. | thought it had a good
ring to it and began to use it as
my comedy name.

How did you get into comedy?

| loved watching comedy grow-
ing up and was always the class
clown. Back then, social media
didn't exist, and as my childhood
was a bit up and down, | really
didn’t dedicate enough time to it.
It was only after the Snapchat
app was launched that | started
taking it more seriously.

Where do you gain inspira-
tion from for your viogs? Is it
important your audience can
relate to these stories?

I'm inspired by everyday life,
from family, friends and those
around me. | like listening to
people’s stories and creating
funny videos that Cypriots all over
the world can relate to. At the
same time, | don’t want to offend

anyone — | believe it's obvious
through my Instagram stories how
much love | have for our island
and therefore people understand
the jokes are in no way intended
to be hurtful to anyone.

How did the idea for the
character Souvlaki come about?

| wanted to make a video with
two different characters so |
created this stereotypical Cypriot
guy and recorded different scenes
by myself. Working with different
angles was all new to me but | put
the video together and sent it to
my friends. They found it really
funny and told me to go for it.

| have an uncle in America who
always gives me useful advice
and tips as he’s in the entertain-
ment industry, and when he saw
that first Souvlaki video, he told
me | had something with this
character and encouraged me to
keep going.

Souvlaki’s mannerisms — the
way he sits, his hand actions - are
inspired by my friends Valentino
and Antonis.

| had another character called
Koulla who appeared in a couple
of videos but | stopped using her.
Who knows, | might bring her back
at some point!

How long does it take to
produce a video?

It depends on the idea. It could
take anything from an hour to a
week to shoot and edit. The Game
of Thrones video for example
took around 10 hours. | discussed
the idea with friends, listened to
their opinions and made changes
before we actually recorded any-
thing. Producing the song Cypriot
God was a huge team effort as
well. You can’t grow unless you
take advice and constructive
criticism from those around you,
and so | want to say a huge
thank you to Zoe, Andre, Blanco,
PhatCat, Nikolei and Alex.

When you finally hit the upload
button, that's when you find out
what the rest of the world thinks,
but I've learnt not to look at num-
bers, | just do it because | love it.

What do your friends and
family think of your comedy
videos?

At the beginning, the majority

thought | was crazy and that |
should be concentrating on work
and finding a wife. Now that I'm
getting thousands of views on
YouTube, they want to be in my
videos!

My mum is Italian; she lives in
England and doesn’t have social
media so she hasn’t seen much!
My dad has always been suppor-
tive, loves what | do and is good
at giving me ideas. We work
together and so when the invitation
to tour Australia came about, |
hesitated to accept the offer
because | felt like | was letting
down the company, but he was
so understanding and told me to
go for it.....he’s in a hurry to retire
apparently!

| mentioned my friend Antonis
earlier; he regularly appears in my
Instagram stories and | just want
to say he’s the most loving guy
ever - a traditional Cypriot, very
hospitable, and | really look up to
him, he’s like my second dad.

Did you ever imagine you
would get so many thousands
of followers on social media?

When | noticed my posts being
shared, | questioned it! It's an
amazing feeling and | truly appre-
ciate all the support. | don’t do this
for the money, for me, it's about
making people laugh and them
getting to know me.

| try to make time to meet
people too to say thank you —most
recently | met up with around 40
members of NEPOMAK. | also
surprised Adam, who is a huge fan,
with dinner at a local restaurant.
The way | see it, if these people
didn’t watch and share my vlogs,
| wouldn’t be going to Australia in
November, and for that I'm really
grateful.

When you’re not making
videos, how do you spend
your free time?

I'm either at the gym, at the
building site to see the progress
on my friend’s house and helping
in any way | can, exploring for
future vlogs, or going to Paphos
to see my brother!

We all know how much you
love frappe and a popular
video is the making of the

biggest frappe in the world!
What inspired you?!

| was in IKEA one day, saw a
big vase (26 inches high) and
thought to myself, | wonder if |
could make a frappe in that! So |
bought it and planned with my
friend George to make it!

Coffee Sweet, where | go all
the time, sponsored me by
donating the coffee, milk and ice,
and despite us making a 40 litre
frappe, we didn’t make it into the
Guinness Book of Records.

Lots of people asked if | drank
it all, now as much as | love my
frappe, | just couldn't.....though |
did try!

And then there’s the laugh!
It’s so contagious!

| get it from my dad; we have
exactly the same laugh! And | find
it hilarious when people send me
videos mimicking the laugh.

Which is your favourite
video and why?

My favourite isn’t actually one
of the skits, it's the Cyprus In A
Day video because it was a really
good idea and | had such a great
time with the people | went with.
We set off at 5am and got back
around 2am. We saw so much of
Cyprus, stopping off at certain
points around the island.

| also like the Cypriot God
song video because a lot of effort
went into that. A lot of people
really like the bus driver skit too. |
like putting Souvlaki in different
scenarios to make it look realistic.
Some people still think he’'s a
different person!

Could we see you doing
your own stand up comedy
shows in the future?

Touring Australia will probably
be the deal breaker for me. It's
my dream to make people laugh
and to connect with the audience
in the same way comedians such
as Richard Pryor, Ricky Gervais,
Jimmy Carr, Kevin Hart and
Adam Sandler do. That’s what |
hope to achieve in Australia. It will
be stand up comedy as myself
and as Souvlaki who can get
away with all the sexist remarks!

| will always continue with the
videos but my aim is to do more

stand up shows, especially for
Cypriots abroad who understand
the punch lines! I've noticed that
Cypriots in Cyprus like the more
vulgar comedy let’s call it, which
I'm not really into. | can get away
with some rudeness with Souvlaki
but | appreciate that many kids
watch my videos and | don’t want
to push the line. | try to stay away
from poalitics, religion and football
too.

What advice would you give
to potential vloggers?

Do it only if it's your passion,
not for money or fame. Consis-
tency is key — I've seen many
people start something and then

stop after a couple of weeks.
Hold on to your goal, don't sell
yourself short just because an
opportunity comes along; not
every opportunity is a good
opportunity. Always keep people
that you trust close to you and
take their criticism, even if it hurts.
And remember there’s enough
room for everyone.

Sheffield United moved up the
table after a 1-1 draw at West
Ham United, while Watford and
Bournemouth drew 0-0.

Liverpool’s Anfield fortress was
briefly shaken by Tottenham
Hotspur but Juergen Klopp’s
side recovered to secure a 2-1
win and restore their six-point
lead atop the Premier League
on Sunday. Liverpool’s un-
beaten Premier League run at
Anfield now stands at 45 but
when Harry Kane put Totten-
ham in front after 48 seconds
and the visitors led at the inter-
val it appeared their marauding
start to the season was in
danger of ending.

Manchester United claimed
their first away league victory of
the season, beating Norwich
City 3-1 despite missing two
VAR-awarded penalties, and
Arsenal squandered a two-goal
lead to draw 2-2 at home to
Crystal Palace.Newcastle
United remained one point
above the bottom three after
drawing 1-1 at home with Wol-
verhampton Wanderers.
First-half goals by Scott McTo-
minay and Rashford and one
from Martial after the break en-
sured the misses did not matter
too much.

Arsenal were 2-0 up at home
to Palace inside nine minutes
with goals from Sokratis Papas-
tathopoulos and David Luiz.
Palace halved the deficit when
Luka Milivojevic scored from the
spot, Jordan Ayew headed Pal-
ace level in the 52nd minute.

UK Cypriot Marcus Edwards
stars in the Europa League

UK Cypriot Marcus Edwards
was on show for Portuguese
side Vitoria v Arsenal at the
Emirates. Marcus Edwards is
the son of Darren and Androulla
who is of Cypriot origin he is
London born and bred in Cam-
den and attended Winchmore
Hill School and has represented
England at Under-16, Under-17
Under 18 and under 20 levels
and is a former Tottenham
player. He started the game
brightly by scoring the opening
goal.he cut inside and fired into
the bottom corner to give Vitoria
a shock lead, before Arsenal’s
Brazilian teenager Gabriel Mar-
tinelli scored his fifth goal in just
his third start to make it 1-1.
