tackling knife crime

hipping Barnet MP
Theresa Villiers recently

hosted a panel discus-
sion in Parliament to debate
young people’s mental health
and its link to knife crime. The
event was timed to coincide
with Mental Health Awareness
Week and Theresa worked with
her constituent, the internet
broadcaster Keith Frazer, and
the charity, Act for Change, to
organise the project.

Act for Change provide help
and support to children and
young people who have experi-
enced trauma, abuse and
bereavement.

In her opening remarks,
Theresa told the audience
Mental Health Awareness
Week was a good time to hold
the talk and that tackling trauma
and mental health issues could
play a part in reducing serious
violent crime.

“It's intolerable that so many
young people have lost their
lives to the surge in knife
crime,” she said.

“In January last year, | atten-
ded an emergency summit on
violent crime hosted by the
Home Secretary and the Mayor
of London.

“Of course, there were issues
that divided us, but we were
unanimous in concluding that
we needed a public health
approach to tackling this crime

menace on our streets.

“That means both a robust
policing response - including
effective use of stop and search
- and tougher sentences for
carrying a knife.

“But a policing response is
not enough on its own. It is
also vital to run effective
programmes to address the
reasons why young people get
involved with gangs, drug
dealing and crime.

“I hope we can all recognise
that if we can get better at
helping young men and women
struggling with difficult and
unstable family backgrounds,
or with trauma and mental
health concerns, that can be an
effective means to divert them
away from crime.

“Act for Change does inspiring
work to enable troubled young
people to cross a bridge away
from an alienated ‘street
warrior’ culture of gangs and
drugs. The evidence is that
this can play a valuable role in
a strategy to tackle serious
violent crime and keep our
teenagers safe from harm.”

Those taking part in the event
last Wednesday included
Leah Misan, psychologist and
founder of Act for Change,
Commander Richard Smith
from the Metropolitan Police,
and Darren Johnson, the former
head of a youth offending service.

This is a term that he
disagrees with and is fighting
for facial equality. As part of his
campaigning, Nicholas prints
his own art pieces onto thou-
sands of cards and physically
hands them out to the public to
advocate for kindness, diversity
and equality. He also talks in
the media about facial equality
and runs a YouTube channel.

“I have been severely bullied
all because of the way | look. It
took a long time for me to real-
ise the good impact | could
have on the world, | believed
people when they told me that
| was worthless, when they told
me | wouldn’t be anything
because of the way | looked.
But throughout the years, |
have learnt that what we look
like doesn’t define us,” Nik
says.

In 2016, he became “The
Face of Kinder” and appeared
on the wrap of the famous
chocolates.

“When newspapers in the UK
were writing about me, | had a
lot of support but then | noticed
some newspapers saying

‘Birthmark boy becomes Face
of Kinder’. | sat in my room
repeating ‘birthmark boy’. Just
in shock. Is that really what |
was seen as by some? A birth-
mark boy? Rather than some-
one who has made history, |
was seen as a ‘birthmark boy’.”

He says that this inspired him
to fight for change. “This started
me on my journey which is why
| am privileged to be able to
reach individuals through my
art, singing, and speeches.
My vision is to encourage indi-
viduals to embrace what they
do have and what they can be,
rather than focus on what they
do not have or may think they
cannot be.”

Nik is a Diana Award
winner and anti-bullying ambas-
sador, as well as a British
Citizen Youth Award medalist.
In 2017 he was voted as one
of the “24 most Influential
Bristolians Under 24.”

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Epaminondas

minondas (ca. 418 BC — 362 BC) to be the
greatest general of the ancient world.

Epaminondas was a Theban general and states-
man of the fourth century BC who transformed the
Ancient Greek city-state of Thebes, leading it out
of Spartan subjugation into a preeminent position in
Greek politics. In the process he broke Spartan
military power with his victory at Leuctra and liberated
the Messenian helots, a group of Peloponnesian
Greeks who had been enslaved under Spartan rule
for some 200 years.

Epaminondas reshaped the political map of Greece,
fragmented old alliances, created new ones, and
supervised the construction of entire cities. He was
militarily influential as well, inventing and implement-
ing several major battlefield tactics.

The Roman orator Cicero called him “the first man
of Greece,” but Epaminondas has fallen into relative
obscurity in modem times. The changes Epaminondas
wrought on the Greek political order did not long
outlive him, as the cycle of shifting hegemonies and
alliances continued unabated. Amere 27 years after
his death, a recalcitrant Thebes was obliterated by
Alexander the Great. Thus Epaminondas - who had
been praised in his time as an idealist and liberator
- is today largely remembered for a decade (371 BC
to 362 BC) of campaigning that sapped the strength
of the great land powers of Greece and paved the
way for the Macedonian conquest.

The ancient Greeks and Romans thought Epa-

Early Life

Born around 420 BC, Epaminondas was the son
of Polymis. He studied Pythagorean philosophy and
rhetoric under Lysis of Tarentum. Unfortunately, Plu-
tarch’s biography of Epaminondas does not survive
but the Greek historian does describe an episode in
his biography of the contemporary Theban gen-
eral Pelopidas. The two fought side by side around
Mantinea in 385 BC and Epaminondas, although
twice wounded, fought desperately to protect his
even more badly wounded compatriot, saving his life.

When Sparta seized Kadmeia in 382 BC, Epami-
nondas was exiled but in 379 BC he was able to
retum to Thebes. Epaminondas was elected Boeotarch
(one of seven leading federal officials) and participated
in the Spartan peace negotiations of 371 BC where
he argued with the Spartan king Agesilaus over
Thebe’s right to represent all her allies in Boeotia.
Epaminondas stormed out of the conference in pro-
test. He would soon prove to be the most innovative
and successful general Thebes had ever had.

Sparta Challenges Thebes

In the early 4th century BC, the Greek poleis,
following a century of mutually damaging on-off
conflicts which included the Peloponnesian, had
established an uneasy peace but as ever-ambitious
Sparta called for the Boeotian Confederacy led by
Thebes to be abolished, war seemed once again on
the horizon. Thebes quite naturally rejected the
Spartan demands, a reaction not unexpected as is
evidenced by the fact that Sparta had already
mobilised their army and taken a position on the
western border of Boeotia before the Thebans gave
their answer. The two sides would meet in battle at
Leuctra not far from Thebes itself.

Battle of Leuctra

King Cleombrotus led Sparta and its allies. Their
army consisted of 10,000 men and 1,000 cavalry.
Thebes, led by Epaminondas, had at its disposal
some 7,000 hoplites, which included the 300 members
of the elite Sacred Band. The Thebans also had 600
cavalry who, battle-hardened, were probably the
best in Greece at that time.

Some of the Theban commanders at first thought
it prudent to retreat behind the walls of Thebes and
invite a siege rather than face the fearsome Spartans
on the open battlefield. However, Epaminondas per-

suaded them otherwise. Always able to use propa-
ganda and imagery to boost morale, Epaminondas
recalled the notorious rape of two local virgins by
two Spartans at Leuctra. The two victims had
committed suicide in shame, and a monument in
their memory had been set up. Epaminondas made
sure suitable homage was paid to this monument
before the battle, and another symbolic gesture he
was credited with was the brandishing of a snake in
front of his troops. Epaminondas said that by striking
the head of the snake - the Spartan army - the whole
snake would die - Spartan dominance of Greece.

Innovative Troop Deployment

The first action was a brief skirmish between Theban
non-combatants and a Spartan force led by Hieron.
The Thebans were forced to re-join the main force
but Hieron was killed. Cleombrotus then positioned
his troops in the traditional phalanx formation of heavily
armoured hoplites 12 men deep with two wings.
Cleombrotus himself, surrounded by his elite hip-
peis, took up position on the left side of the right wing.

Epaminondas was much more innovative and put
his cavalry and light infantry in front of his own phalanx
formation. Rejecting the convention of making one’s
right wing the strongest, he made his left wing extraor-
dinarily deep - 50 ranks of men - and made his lines
narrower than the Spartans. The Sacred Band was
also positioned on the left wing with the Boeotian
allies being stationed on the right wing, 8-12 men
deep.

Cleombrotus responded to this surprising devel-
opment by re-organising his own lines, moving his
cavalry out front and extending his line in an effort
to outflank Epaminondas’ left wing. This relatively
complex series of battle manoeuvres exposed
Cleombrotus’ immediate left side, and as the Spartan
cavalry were no match for the Thebans who soon
routed them, the Spartan horsemen were forced
back onto their own lines and through the gap which
had opened on Cleombrotus’ left. The Thebans
followed them through this gap and proceeded to
create chaos in the Spartan formation. Epaminon-
das, meanwhile, attacked at an angle towards the
left so that, in effect, Cleombrotus was being pushed
away from his own line. Epaminondas’ attack was also
conducted with his own right wing slightly in arrears
in an echelon formation to protect his own exposed
flank as he attacked the Spartan hippeis. At this point,
Pelopidas and the Sacred Band also attacked Cleom-
brotus’ position resulting in the fatal wounding of the
Spartan king and the complete defeat of the Spartan
right. The Spartans lost 400 of their 700 hoplites.

Epaminondas’ Victory

Thebes had won and was now the most power-
ful polis in Greece. After 200 years of victories on
land, the myth of Sparta’s military invincibility was
finally smashed. Naturally, Epaminondas was feted
as a military genius and promptly re-elected Boeotarch
for 370 BC.

The Peloponnese

Sparta’s defeat led to the disintegration of the
Peloponnesian League and the complete upheaval of
the status quo in Greece. Athens called for a peace
conference in late 371 BC but Thebes refused, per-
petuating the power struggle between various Greek
poleis, which had bedevilled Greece for the last
century, or more. Athens even sided with its old
enemy Sparta, but Thebes continued its expansion-
ist policies. Epaminondas campaigned in the Pelo-
ponnese to promote the independence of cities from
Sparta to ensure the city did not rise again to its
previous prominence.

Unusually, Epaminondas did not extract tribute from
defeated cities or sell battlefield captives into slavery.
He famously established the city of new Messene and
had fortifications built to withstand Spartan attack, a
move, which further undermined Sparta’s traditional

source of manpower and wealth in Laconia. For the
same purpose another new city was built, Megalopolis.

In 369 BC Epaminondas’ fortunes took a U-turn,
as, in conflict with the Theban government over his
policies in the Peloponnese, he was tried for treason.
The general was accused of continuing his command
beyond his term of office and criticised for not sack-
ing Sparta itself but the charges were later dropped.

In 367 BC Epaminondas led a successful expe-
dition to Thessaly where he freed his fellow general
Pelopidas from Alexander of Pherai. Then in 366 BC,
with the backing of Persia, Epaminondas sought to
finally defeat Athens by building a Theban fleet. By
364 BC, 100 ships had been built and with these
Epaminondas harassed the Athenian empire but
with little lasting effect. Meanwhile, in the Peloponnese
fighting continued between the Eleans and Arcadians,
the latter being defeated and their confederation dis-
banded.

Mantinea and Death

In 362 BC, Epaminondas once more led the
Theban army and defeated a Spartan and Athenian
alliance at the battle of Mantinea in northeast Arca-
dia. The battle was perhaps the first effective use of
mixed troops in Greek warfare. First the Theban
cavalry along with light infantry (hamippoi) attacked
and were then supported by the heavy hoplite
infantry on the left flank. The Thebans won but
Epaminondas himself was killed in the battle, and
such was the glory of felling the great general that a
man from each of the allies of Sparta, Athens, and
Mantinea claimed it was their spear that had done
the deed.

There next followed a damaging struggle
amongst Epaminondas’ successors and despite the

continued weakness of Athens and Sparta, the
short-lived Theban dominance of Greece came to
an end. The Greek cities, weakened by in fighting,
were now ripe for conquest, a situation Philip Il of
Macedonia would take full advantage of in 338 BC.

At Mantinea, Thebes had faced down the combined
forces of the greatest states of Greece, but the victory
brought it no spoils. With Epaminondas removed
from the scene, the Thebans returned to their more
traditional defensive policy, and within a few years,
Athens had replaced them at the pinnacle of the
Greek political system. No Greek state ever again
reduced Boeotia to the subjection it had known
during the Spartan hegemony, but Theban influence
faded quickly in the rest of Greece.

Finally, at Chaeronea in 338 BC, the combined
forces of Thebes and Athens, driven into each other’s
arms for a desperate last stand against Philip of
Macedon, were crushingly defeated, and Theban
independence was put to an end. Three years later,
heartened by a false rumour that Alexander the
Great had been assassinated, the Thebans revolted;
Alexander squashed the revolt, and then destroyed
the city, slaughtering or enslaving all its citizens. Amere
27 years after the death of the man who had made
it preeminent throughout Greece, Thebes was wiped
from the face of the Earth, its 1,000-year history
ended in the space of a few days.

THE END OF SPARTA
A Novel by Victor Davis Hanson

In this sweeping and deeply imagined historical
novel, acclaimed classicist Victor Davis Hanson
recreates the times and wars of one of the greatest
generals of ancient Greece.

In the pivotal battle of Leuktra (371 BC),
Epaminondas led an army of Boiotian Greeks that
shattered a larger - and far more feared - force from
Sparta, the mighty city-state that had dominated
Greece and held the people of Messenia in slavery
for some two hundred years. The next year, the
firebrand general led a coalition of Greeks that
overran Sparta, brought the warrior state to its knees,
and built democratic cities for Sparta’s former serfs.

We follow these epic historical events through the
eyes of Mélon, a farmer who has left his fields to
serve with Epaminondas - swept up, against his
better judgment, in the fever to spread democracy
even as he yearns to return to his pastoral hillside.

With a scholar’s depth of knowledge and a
novelist’s vivid imagination, Hanson recreates the
ancient world down to its intimate details - from the
weight of a spear in a soldier’s hand to the peculiar
camaraderie of a slave and master who go into
battle side by side. The End of Sparta is a stirring
drama and a rich, absorbing reading experience.

Sunset

Laszlo Nemes follows his
remarkable multi award winning
directorial debut SON OF SAUL
with another compelling epic
drama.

The time is 1913 in Budapest
during the Austro-Hungarian
Empire. It is evident from its open-
ing shot that you are in the safe
hands of a master - a giant close
up of a beautiful young woman
trying several hats in a posh estab-
lishment - She is Irisz Leiter (Juli
Jakab), who is mistaken for a rich
client when in fact she is looking
for a job as a milliner at this
celebrated hat store that once
belonged to her late parents. From
then on the loving camera embraces
Irisz’ luminous face and follows
her around in her quest to find the
truth about the new mysterious
new owner Odzkar Brill (Vlad
Ivanov) as well as her brother’s
whereabouts whom she never
knew existed until now...

Itis a complex and demanding
film but utterly mesmerising and
on a second viewing | found it an
even richer cinematic experience.
Nemes’ SON OF SAUL cinema-
tographer Matyas Erderly repeats
his distinct filming style - long
takes and uneasy camera move-
ments following their protagonist
across a chaotic and deeply
anarchic environment just before
the eruption of World War I.

The perfectly framed composi-
tions are complimented by a terri-
fic use of sound and music which
capture magnificently Irsz’s inner
turmoil. Essential viewing!

Godzilla: King
Of The Monsters

This monster of a movie brings
back Godzilla but you have to be
patient before he makes his long
overdue entrance. The prologue
begins in San Francisco in 2014
where Mark and Dr Emma Russell

lose their son during the vast
destruction. Fast forward to the
present day where a group of
scientists including the Russell duo
(Kyler Chandler & Vera Farmiga)
along with their daughter Madison
(Millie Bobby Brown) are faced
with the resurrection of a plethora
of god-sized monsters. “We need
Godzilla to bring balance” a female
Japanese scientist claims. ..

Visually it is very dark and at
times it is difficult to tell which
monster is causing the catastro-
phe but once Godzilla arrives on
the scene things begins to make
more sense. A loud blockbuster
with spectacular special effects
worth seeing on the biggest
screen possible!

Thunder Road

Jim Cummings is a one man
operation behind this dark comedy
screened at last year’s London
Film Festival. Cummings not only
writes, directs and produces but
also plays Jim Arnaud, a police
officer on the verge of a nervous
breakdown following his mother’s
death and collapse of his marriage.
Some of it works but overall it is
difficult to care much about his
characters.

The scenes where he tries to
connect with his young daughter
are by far the most successful but
overall the whole project feels like
a massive ego trip.

The Blue Angel

Josef Von Sternberg’s ground-
breaking classic made in 1930 -

one of the first German sound films
- is back on the big screen as part
of part of BFI Southbank’s season
“Beyond the Wildest Dreams:
Weimar Cinema 1919-1933".
This is the film that tumed Marlene
Dietrich into an international star
- she plays Lola, a free spirited
singer, who becomes school-
teacher Immanuel Rath’s (Emil
Jannings) object of desire, when
he visits the notorious cabaret
“The Blue Angel” in order to catch
some of his students...

It is superbly photographed
with exceptional expressionistic
sets. Jannings is magnificent as
the deeply conservative teacher
who soon becomes a laughing
stock when he falls under the
spell of Lola. Dietrich’s seductive
chanteuse oozes sex and mag-
netism. Unmissable!

Memoir Of War

An engaging film set in 1944
Nazi-occupied France based on
Marguerite Duras’ autobiograph-
ical novel “La Douleur”.

Melanie Thierry plays a young
Marguerite, an active Resistance
member searching for her husband
Robert Antelme, who is taken by
the Gestapo. In the first part of
the film Marguerite has to endure
meetings with a French collabo-
rator in order to gather information
regarding her husband’s where-
abouts and later on after the end
of the war and the Liberation of
Paris she still doesn’t give up
hope in finding the truth...

Thierry delivers a dignified
performance as the courageous

protagonist. It is a harsh and
sombre film and like Duras’ writings
itis stylish and avoids sentimentality.

Naziha Arebi spent five years
following there Libyan women,
their football team and their dreams
and aspirations to play for their
country. Things look rosy after the
Arab spring but as times go by
especially after endless wars
their quest becomes more of an
impossible dream...

These determined women
become a symbol of defiance
against old traditions and expec-
tations. A fascinating portrait of
female solidarity against the odds!

DVD RELEASES:

SAUVAGE: This harrowing fim
is directed with raw honesty by
Camille Vidal-Naquet, who tells
the story of Leo (Felix Maritaud),
a homeless 22-year-old gay male
street worker in search for warmth
and somebody to love. But first
he has to come to terms with the
harsh reality of being penniless
and losing his health in the rough
streets of the city...It is a strong,

brutal film with many sexually
explicit scenes and with a magnifi-
cent central performance from
Maritaud, as the vulnerable young
protagonist.

Stephenson talks about his
passion for cars from a young age,
his life as a young man in Spain
before he hit the big time as one
of the world’'s most innovative
designers. You don't have to be a
car lover to enjoy this!

ast year the National
LTheatre, in my opinion, was

responsible for best new
play, Nine Night by Natasha
Gordon, and best production,
The Lehman Trilogy, which has
now transferred to the Piccadilly
Theatre for a limited run. Based
on Stefano Massini’'s nine-hour
Homeric poem it has been adapted
by Ben Power into a three-hour
150-year critical exploration of
capitalism through the prism of
the eponymous family. The origi-
nal cast of Emanuel (Ben Miles),
Henry (Simon Russell Beale) and
Mayer (Adam Godley) are reunited
and pick up from where they left
off, each playing a plethora of
roles, making their artisanal skills
look effortless, which of course
they are anything but.

The investment bank to which
they are connected is a sullied
name, their 2008 collapse lead-
ing to a global financial crisis, the
aftershock of which continues to
affect our lives today. Power’s
adaptation is a masterclass in
distilling an epic piece of writing
into extraordinary and unrelenting
storytelling, which is totally absor-
bing, each of the actors flipping
from one character to another and
giving the piece a rhythm and
impetus that continues inexorably
to the poignant final moments.
Es Devlin’s evocative revolving
design is simplistic in look yet so
incredibly effective in creating the
look of a modem office block,
strewn with brown boxes, and then
immediately flipping us back to
mid-nineteenth century Alabama
where the company was formed
by the three immigrant brothers
of German descent.

A panoramic screen displays
time and place to ensure we keep
up while the piano accompaniment
adds even more pathos to what
is a salutary tale. The most telling
moments come when the brothers
have their faith challenged as the
empire grows and the biblical
references, especially to Babel,
give them pause for thought. The
perfunctory references to slavery
and other nefarious forces at
work remain unexplored. This
would be my one criticism of an
otherwise extraordinary play in
which the realisation of the
American dream tums from astro-
nomic success to insufferable
nightmare. The tireless acting trio
deliver nuanced theatrical craft
out of the top drawer.

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides is
fascinated by the cut...The Talen-
ted Mr Ripley (Wilton’s Music
Hall) tells the tale of Tom Ripley
struggling to make ends meet in
New York when he is approached
by wealthy Herbert Greenleaf -who
mistakenly believes that Tom is a
good friend with his son Dickie -
Greenleaf eagerly pays Tom’s ex-
penses to go to Italy to persuade

him to retum. When he arives, he
ingratiates himself with Dickie.
What starts off as playful becomes
more conspiratorial.

Tom is swept away by his
seductive lifestyle. The obsession
with Dickie increases. Tom feels
that Dickie is tiring of him and
fears losing the lavish lifestyle. He
kills Dickie and assumes his iden-
tity. Henceforth, agame commences
of impersonating Dickie, writing
letters as him to detract suspicion
that he is missing or dead and
suggesting Dickie’s murder was
suicide, while exempting himself
from blame. The pared-down
lighting, sparse stage set and the
ensemble cast playing many
different characters add to the
growing feeling of claustrophobia.
They suddenly shout ‘cut’and the
scene is replayed with a different
outcome, further blurring the lines
between reality and Tom’s thoughts.

And Anya Aggi is blown away...

Whitney Houston, ‘nuff said.
That voice, that look and that so
sad documentary film. The Great-
est Love of All (London Palla-
dium) is a tribute concert by
Belinda Davids. The show has
gone global and this one night in
London blew the audience away.
Backed by The London Philhar-
monic Orchestra and a live band
Davids is amazing, allowing those
unbelievably great songs to pro-
vide a simple musical narrative.
It's hard to decide which had the
greatest impact on the night. My
favourite was How Will | Know,
closely followed by | Wanna Dance
With Somebody. Everyone was
on their feet. This fitting tribute
would have Whitney smiling des-
pite her troubled life. This grand
old venue was the perfect setting
for a show that will return to the
UK in the autumn. Don't miss it!

Finally, Rose Goodenough feels
a little washed up...Nottingham
Playhouse’s production of Shelagh
Stephenson’s The Memory of
Water (Yvonne Arnaud) proved
to be a bit of a damp squib. The
story is essentially about how we
deal with the ups and downs of
family relationships, which often
come to the fore when the matri-
arch dies, seen through the eyes
of three sisters who gather for
their mother’s funeral. Their per-
sonality types are not particularly
compatible and their memories
vary greatly. ltis a tepid and super-
ficial play and the humour does little
to lit our spirits.

Summer ready

ummer is almost here
and it is going to get
hot, hot, hot! Are you

prepared? Here’s how to get
ready for a smooth sail, trouble
free summer.

Whether you are staying put
or travelling abroad, summer is
summer, and wherever it is,
sunny, hot, you need to keep
your fluid intake topped up.
Allowing yourself to get dehy-
drated can cause many problems
including dizziness, feeling faint
and can even contribute to
kidney infections.

Carry a bottle of water with
you at all times. If you are not
so keen on plain water, flavour
it with slices of orange or lemon
or whatever fruit you like. Try
having tea; hot tea, iced tea,
teas of different flavours, your
choice, but sugar free and with
plain water. If you like sweet,
then use a natural sweetening
alternative like fructose, honey
or stevia. You can let it cool

down and pop it in a container
to go. It is just as good for
rehydration as plain water, but
has further health benefits.

Tea replaces fluid and contains
antioxidants. It is also known to
aid digestion and help in keeping
a regular system. If you have
ordinary tea that contains
caffeine, it would have to be an
extremely strong brew for it to
have the effect of dehydrating
like that of coffee. We are
advised to drink one and a half
to two litres of fluid, including
tea, so bottle up and off you go.

We all know about sun
protection, but how many of
us actually remember or do
anything about it when going
out in the sun? Whether you
are one of those people or not,
protect yourself from the inside
at least by eating Betacarotene-
rich foods. Boost the effects of sun
creams by supporting the body’s
production of melanin, which
darkens the skin in response to

sunlight. So those that spend
time in the sun should eat at
least two large portions of carrots,
beetroot and red peppers on a
daily basis for three months
prior to sun exposure. Remem-
ber this is only extra protection;
do not ditch the hat and sun-
screen!

Ten minutes of sunshine a
day is sufficient with getting
our required vitamin D dose.
However, if you need to be out
in the sun longer, it has been
said that eating a bowl of
raspberries can wipe up those
free radicals caused by expos-
ing yourself to UV radiation.
Raspberries are full of antioxi-
dants such as vitamin C and
pelagic acid which has anti-
cancer properties.

Don't squint in the sunlight.
Squinting will not only help aid
towards wrinkles but it can
also damage your eyesight. If
you think you cannot wear
sunglasses because you wear

reading glasses, remember that
prescription sunglasses are
available so, for the summer,
have your reading glasses at
the ready that are also sun
ready. Make sure they are of
good quality protection and to
the correct safety standards.
Those from unknown sources
are not always up to standard.
Make sure CE marks on
glasses are genuine.

Stay moisturised. Moisturise
every day, and if you have been
in out in the sun, use either a

moisturiser or after sun that
contains calamine lotion.

If you've overexposed your
body to the sun and do not
have calamine lotion to hand,
soak the leaves (not the
flowers) of some chickweed
in boiling water, making an
infusion. Use this on any itchy
areas by just dabbing gently to
reduce the sensitive area.
Chickweed grows abundantly
in many gardens and wood-
lands.

breathable loose

clothing that the body will be
comfortable in. You can always
layer up. Light weight cotton is
great for breathing through.
Wear sandals as much as
possible to avoid foot infections
from too much heat and moist
conditions.

Frappé and Freddo the most popular
summer coffee drinks in Greece and Cyprus

offee is a part of Greek
culture and over the
warmer months, Greeks

and Cypriots are known for
spending hours sipping on
their iced coffee. Whether it's
for a morning pick me up, an
afternoon coffee hit or just
cruisy days on the beach, an
iced coffee and Greek summer
go hand in hand.

And although once upon a
time the good old Frappé was
the only iced coffee available,
these days whether you are in
Athens, on an Aegean island
or the island of Aphrodite,
you will also find a Freddo
Cappuccino and Freddo
Espresso on the menu.

So if you are heading to
Greece or Cyprus for the first
time and wondering what the
difference is, we give you the
low-down right here!

Frappé

The original iced coffee in
Greece and Cyprus is a Frappé,
which is made from instant
coffee (Nescafe), water, sugar,
and milk. Accidentally invented
by a Nescafe representative
named Dimitris Vakondios in
1957 in Thessaloniki, you can
now find a frappé available all
over Greece and Cyprus.

A Frappé is basically a coffee
drink that is shaken and available

in three degrees of sweetness,
determined by the amount of
sugar used. These are: glykos
“sweet”, which is 2 teaspoons
of coffee and 4 teaspoons of
sugar; métrios “medium”, 2
teaspoons of coffee and 2
teaspoons of sugar; and skétos
“plain”, 2 teaspoons of coffee
and no sugar.

All varieties may be served
with milk or without. Also,
sometimes, a frappé is served
without any water and milk is
used instead.

Freddo Espresso

The latest craze in Greece
and Cyprus’ coffee scene is
the Freddo, which is available
as an espresso or cappuccino
version. A Freddo Espresso is
basically 1 shot of espresso
poured hot into a metal canister.
It's then mixed with an electric

blender using a couple of ice
cubes, and sugar is also added
during the mixing process. The
contrast in temperatures between
the hot and cold is what creates
the signature foam when mixed.

Freddo Cappuccino

The Freddo Cappuccino is
pretty much a Freddo Espresso
with a lovely creamy foam
layered on top, so if you prefer
milk in your coffee, this one is
for you! lIts froth is created
by putting some ice cubes in a
glass and pouring enough milk
to cover the ice cubes. Using
a hand mixer or blender, it's
frothed up until it's really light
and fluffy.

It all comes down to personal
taste, so we recommend you
try all three and decide for
yourself! Enjoy!

Aston Villa returned to the Premier
League, after a three-year ab-
sence, beating Derby County 2-1
in the Championship playoff final
at Wembley on Monday.

Goals from Anwar El Ghazi and
John McGinn put Villa 2-0 up be-
fore Martyn Waghorn pulled one
back for Derby in the 81st minute,
but Dean Smith’s side held on for
the victory under intense pressure.

The playoff final is considered
the most lucrative single game of
football in the world, with promotion
earning Villa an estimated 170 mil-
lion pounds ($215.51 million) in
revenue.

Norwich City and Sheffield
United had already secured pro-
motion to the top flight for next sea-
son after finishing in the top two
positions in the second tier Cham-
pionship.

Villa, European champions in
1982, were relegated in 2016 and
lost to Fulham in last year’s playoff
final.

Derby, managed by former
Chelsea and England midfielder
Frank Lampard, got back in the
game when substitute Jack Mar-
riott’s low shot was turned in by
Waghorn and they piled on the
pressure in the final minutes, but
were unable to break through.

Manager Dean Smith, who
began the season at Brentford and
took over from Steve Bruce at Villa
Park in October, said the club had
an exciting future with the backing
of owners Nassef Sawiris and Wes
Edens.

Charlton Athletic came from be-
hind and scored deep into added
time to secure promotion to the
Sky Bet Championship at the ex-
pense of Sunderland at Wembley
Stadium.

The Addicks made the worst
possible start, with Naby Sarr’s
own goal gifting Sunderland the
lead within the opening five mi-
nutes.
