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Europe Minister's reference
“disputed

he President of the
I National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK
Christos Karaolis has sent an
open letter to the UK Minister
for Europe Sir Alan Duncan
asking for clarification on his
“politically and legally unac-
ceptable” statement about
the sovereignty of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus’ Exclusive Eco-
nomic Zone (EEZ).

On Tuesday morning Sir Alan
said in the Commons that
“exploratory drilling should not
proceed in any area where
sovereignty is under dispute.”

He was responding to a
question on the Cypriot EEZ
and the Turkish illegal actions
there by Bambos Charalam-
bous MP.

Karaolis reminds Sir Alan that
in March, he had stated that the
UK Government recognises the
right of the Republic of Cyprus
to exploit its natural resources
in its EEZ, but also that the
“we (the UK) want to see explo-
ration go ahead”.

The letter also refers to a
recent statement by the British
High Commission in Nicosia
that the UK “agrees” with the
stern statement against Turkey
by the EU’s Federica Moghe-
rini.

“Therefore, whilst | welcome
the subsequent clarification that
Mike Freer MP sought, I'm afraid
that the response to Bambos
Charalambous MP and subse-
quent Foreign & Commonwealth
Office statement, as it stands,
is politically and legally unaccept-
able. The statement has left our
community deeply disappointed
and it prima facie appears to
signal a shift in HMG policy. |
hope that this is not the case,”
states Mr Karaolis.

He then stresses that under
international law the EEZ of the
Republic of Cyprus “is not
under any dispute or question”
and that Turkey is attempting to
drill in an area of the Republic
Cyprus’ EEZ that has already
been delineated with Egypt and
has been accepted by the
United Nations.

The Federation President
asks Sir Alan for the following
clarifications:

- “Which areas of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus’ EEZ, as you
alluded to, does Her Majesty’s
Government recognise as
“disputed” and by whom?

- If, contrary to the Republic
of Cyprus’ internationally agreed
EEZ, Turkey chooses to dispute
a part of the EEZ, should this
prevent the Republic of Cyprus

from exercising its sovereign
right to explore and exploit its
natural resources?

Karaolis also urges the UK
Government to publicly and
privately call on Turkey to remove
its drilling vessels and warships
from the Cypriot EEZ, as has
already been done by the
Labour Party, the SNP, Conser-
vative MPs Sir Roger Gale,
Theresa Villiers, Matthew Offord,
Julian Knight and Labour MPs
Bambos Charalambous and
Catherine West.

“The Republic of Cyprus
remains a steadfast ally of the
United Kingdom, both in the
Commonwealth and in the EU,
especially over the last two years
during the Brexit negotiations.
Furthermore, successful imple-
mentation of Cyprus’ energy
programme is very much in the
UK’s national interest, as it is
critical to safeguarding and
diversifying the future energy
security of both the UK and
Europe. In contrast, Turkey has
been actively undermining the
Western security system over
recent years and has proven
itself an unstable and unpre-
dictable ally in NATO.

“Therefore, it is deeply dis-
appointing and disturbing that
our Government is not clearly

standing up for the Republic of
Cyprus, while at the same time
HMG Ministers continually
emphasise the UK’s adherence
to the rules based international
order and that the UK will
become the invisible chain con-
necting democracies worldwide,
post-Brexit. We expect that this
pledge will be upheld in the
case of Republic of Cyprus’
sovereign rights in its declared
and undisputed EEZ.

“On behalf of our UK Cypriot
community, we urge you to
rapidly reconsider,” concludes
the letter addressed to the
British Minister for Europe.

Invited to comment on
Duncan’s statement, Cyprus
President, Nicos Anastasiades
described him as "unaccept-
able", noting that the British
Minister had behaved in the
same way in the past, and that
the necessary representations
will be made to the UK Prime
Minister Theresa May.

Duncan "has been and conti-
nues to be unacceptable" the
President said, adding that his
stance does not reflect the right
policy which Britain should
follow given its interests in
Cyprus.

Moreover Anastasiades noted
the unprecedented support
which Britain enjoyed during
the current crucial period for
her by a small country like
Cyprus, which, however, has a
voting right in the EU as all
other member states.

It is not the first time that
he behaves in such a way, the
President said, referring to
Duncan.

Ankara has issued a naviga-
tional telex, announcing its
intention to start drilling off
Cyprus until September 3.

The Turkish drill ship “Fatih”
is located almost 40 nautical
miles west of the Akamas
peninsula and 83 nautical miles
from the Turkish coast. The
area falls within the EEZ and
continental shelf of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus.

Clerides’ daughter
defends AKEL
T/Cypriot candidate

Glafcos Clerides, entered the election fray over the

weekend in support of AKEL’s Turkish Cypriot
candidate Niyazi Kizilyurek, who has been attacked by the
ruling party and questioned his allegiance to the Republic
of Cyprus.

In a statement on Sunday, Clerides said she disagreed with
the party and its leadership, though she would not be voting for
Kizilyurek because he was running with AKEL.

“For reasons of conscience, | want to distance myself from
the statements made by the chairman, the spokesman, and the
party, because | am totally opposed,” Clerides said.

“Mr Kizilyurek’s patriotism and his love for the whole of
Cyprus cannot be disputed by anyone who has read his books,”
she added.

“If he is elected to the European Parliament, he will favour all
Cypriots with an understanding of the sensitivities of the two
communities, as anyone who desires the reunification of this
country should be.”

Clerides said she would have voted for Kizilyurek herself if
he were an independent candidate.

“But | cannot give my vote to AKEL, the party that in 2004
sacrificed the solution ‘voting no to cement the yes’ to stay in
power with Tassos Papadopoulos,” Clerides said in reference
to the Annan plan referendum.

Instead, and lacking any other option, “I will vote for two DISY
candidates who at least, in my view, have understood Glafcos
Clerides’ policy on the Cyprus problem.”

Kizilyurek, an academic with fluent Greek who has been living
and working in the Republic for years, has been under attack
from DISY using various arguments to question his allegiance
to the Republic.

The party has been criticised heavily over its actions, which
observers attribute to concerns over voter leaks towards the
far right. However, it appears that moderate DISY supporters
disappointed with President Nicos Anastasiades’ stance on the
Cyprus problem have also turned to AKEL. Polls have showed
DISY losing ground in the run up to May 26, without even
factoring in Turkish Cypriot voters.

n Thursday 9 May 2019,
Othe National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK held
its Annual General Meeting
(AGM) and biennial elections for
its Secretariat and Officers.
Christos Karaolis, the first third-
generation Cypriot to hold the
position, was re-elected as Pres-
ident. He will now enter his third
term as President of the organi-
sation. Reflecting on the achieve-
ments of the Federation during
the past two years (2017-19), Mr
Karaolis said that “we've continued
our work in raising the profile of
the Cyprus issue and putting
Cyprus, and our community, on
the map in parliament through a
new form of online campaigning
to amplify our diaspora’s voices.”
He highlighted the ‘Hands Off

Cyprus’ campaign, that saw 41%
of MPs contacted and led to Con-
servative MPs, the Labour Party,
Lib Dems and the Green Party
issuing statements calling for the
abolition of guarantees and remo-
val of foreign troops from Cyprus.
Mr Karaolis also paid a warm
tribute to the retiring High Commis-
sioner for Cyprus to the UK, Euri-
pides Evriviades, for his tireless
and outstanding work for Cyprus
and for the UK Cypriot community.
He also thanked the Consul Gen-
eral, Theodoros Gotsis, and the
entire team at the High Commis-
sion for their strong support.
After the conclusion of the
President’s report, the AGM
elected an election committee to
oversee the meeting and ensure
the smooth running of the voting.

The Federation’s Treasurer, Ninos
Koumettou, then provided an up-
date on the Federation’s accounts
and said that the organisation was
in a healthy financial position.

Representatives of the Federa-
tion’s member associations were
then called up to vote and they
duly elected the Federation’s
Secretariat for the term 2019-21.

As the votes were being
counted, the Executive Secretary
of the Federation, Andreas Karao-
lis, announced that the annual
parliamentary reception for Cyprus
in the House of Commons would
be taking place on the evening of
Tuesday 16 July. He said that the
Foreign Minister of the Republic
of Cyprus, Nikos Christodoulides,
would be present and he urged
everyone to attend.

ects new top team

The AGM resolved to strongly
condemn the recent illegal incur-
sions by Turkey into Cyprus’ EEZ
with the intent of drilling for hydro-
carbons. They said that the UK
Cypriot community must make
their voice heard on this issue
and welcomed the new online
email campaign (www.cypriot-
federation.org.uk/mp) that calls
on MPs to tell Turkey to take its
hands off Cyprus.

Once vote counting had conclu-
ded, the results were announced.
A quarter of the Federation's
Secretariat are under the age of
38 and will continue to bring new
ideas and fresh approaches to
the organisation’s work. The
Federation's member associa-
tions welcomed this as a very
positive sign that young, British-
born Cypriots are actively engaged
with the UK Cypriot diaspora, as
well as the Cyprus issue.

The elected Officers of the
organisation are: Christos Karaolis
—President, Andreas Papaevripides,
Bambos Charalambous and Micha-
lis Ellinas - Vice-Presidents, Michael
Kashis - General Secretary and
Ninos Koumettou — Treasurer.

Villiers condemns Turkish
violation of Cyprus EEZ

Theresa Villiers, the Conser-
vative north London MP,
has described Turkey’s
incursion into the Exclusive Eco-
nomic Zone (EEZ) of the Republic
of Cyprus as “unlawful and
unacceptable”. She was speaking
at the House of Commons last
Thursday.

She added that it was “shock-
ing” that a NATO ally was respon-
sible for this and stressed that the
House of Commons needed “an
opportunity to condemn these
actions”.

The Leader of the House of
Commons Andrea Leadsom
praised Ms Villiers for raising such
a “very serious issue”.

Theresa Villiers and her fellow
Barnet Conservative MP Matthew

Offord have also written to
Foreign Secretary, Jeremy Hunt,
urging him to condemn the
violation of the Cyprus EEZ by
Turkey.

“I condemn this violation of the
Cyprus EEZ and it is shocking
that a NATO ally is responsible,”
Theresa said following her inter-
vention on the floor of the House
of Commons.

“Only the Cyprus Government
has the legal right to authorise
drilling activities within its EEZ.
Members of the British Cypriot
community, including in my consti-
tuency, are deeply worried about
this EEZ violation. That is why |
raised it in Parliament.

“It will be impossible for talks
on a settlement to resume while

tensions are inflamed in this way
by Turkey. This is further important
reason why Turkey should cease
this incursion and start to respect
the sovereign right of Cyprus to
safeguard its Exclusive Economic
Zone.

“l and my colleague, Matthew
Offord, are raising this with the
Foreign Secretary to call on him
to condemn what Turkey has
done. Mike Freer, MP for Finchley
and Golders Green, has also
intervened.”

The letter to Mr Hunt notes that
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the Turkish actions are “unaccept-
able and contravene international
law.”

It also highlights the negative
consequences regarding the
resumption of settlement talks,
and the “huge dismay” felt by
many members of the British
Cypriot community.

The two MPs state that they
strongly condemn the actions
taken by Turkey and that they
hope the Foreign Secretary will
join others in calling for an
immediate end to this incursion.

Alki David is the
richest UK Cypriot

The 2019 Sunday Times
Rich List, a list of the 1,000
wealthiest people or famil-
ies in the UK, places Alki David
at position 58, valued at £2.6
billion, which makes him the rich-
est UK Cypriot.

David was born in Nigeria to
Cypriot parents. He now divides
his time between the UK and Los
Angeles. He is a member of the
prominent Cypriot Leventis family
who merged its worldwide bottling
operation with Coca Cola to create
London listed international drinks
bottler Coca Cola HBC.

He has appeared as heavies
in films and TV series in Britain
and is searching for premises in
Edinburgh to sell his SwissX
medicinal cannabis oil.

The second richest, at number
62, is easyJet founder Sir Stelios
Haji-loannou, with a value of
£2.29 billion. Few people have
lost more from Brexit than Haji-
loannou; the morning after the
referendum, easyJet's shares
nosedived and have yet to recover.
His family has a 34% stake in the
budget airline of £1.51 billion, a
fall of £707 million.

Stelios Foundation in the past
year has funded scholarships at
the London School of Economics
and elsewhere. The entrepreneur
also has the charity Food From
The Heart which provides poverty
relief in Greece and Cyprus.

Third richest, valued at £2.054
billion, are the Lazari family at
position 67. The death of Chris
Lazari three years ago robbed
the London property market of
one of its shrewdest operators.

Lazari started in fashion and later
founded Lazari Investments, the
booming Central and North London
property operation with 2.8m sq ft
of London commercial space plus
113 residential properties and
731 freeholds that is now run by
his three children Len, Nicholas
and Andrie.

Their flagship asset is Greater
London House, headquarters of
fashion retailer ASOS.

Fourth richest is 52-year-old
John Christodoulou in position
96 with £1.6 billion. Christodoulou
bought his first property in
1964. He is the second largest
freeholder in Canary Wharf with
2m sq ft which includes two five
star hotels. He also owns 2,000
residential and commercial free-
hold units in Central London.

Fifth richest is Former Dragon’s
Den star Theo Paphitis with
£301 million, at position 409.
Paphitis’ three main businesses
are stationers Ryman, hardware
chain Robert Dyas, and Boux
Avenue Lingerie. He also owns
commercial properties all round
the UK.

Profits at Ryman were £4.16
million; Robert Dyas lost
£918,000 in 2017/18, while Boux
Avenue had a £11.7 million
deficit.

In position 851 with a fortune
of £140 million is Stelios Stefanou.
Born in Egypt, Stefanou built up
Accord Maintenance which was
sold for £180 million in 2007. His
assets include a £50 million
Mayfair property owned by the
Duke of Clarence before he
became King William IV.

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Association of Rizokarpasso
holds Annual General Meeting

he 44th Annual General
I Meeting of the Associa-
tion of Rizokarpasso held
at the Greek Cypriot Brother-
hood, North Finchley, gave the
opportunity for the members
present to discuss the many
challenges faced by Cyprus and
the specific issues regarding
Rizokarpasso, especially in
relation to the plight of compa-
triots who have been enclaved
for over 44 years and denied
basic human rights.

using UK bases in Cyprus for
global security reasons it is
important that powerful nations
and international bodies act with
integrity to stop Turkey from
threatening and violating the
independence and sovereignty
of the Republic of Cyprus, which
is an EU state, a member of the
UN and of the Commonwealth
and is a democracy that pro-

vides stability, support and
refuge in a volatile region.”

Furthermore, it adds,
“We believe that Turkey’s role
as a NATO member should
be reviewed and its progress
towards EU membership should
be frozen until it complies
with international law and UN
Resolutions. Turkey mistreats
its minorities, violates freedom
of speech, restricts the media
and press.

Is it time for the Cypriot diaspora community

to take pride in LGBTQ+ people?

or queer (LGBTQ+) people, coming

to terms with your gender or sexuality
can be tough - especially when you feel
you have little or no support from friends,
family and the wider community. For those
who are from the Cypriot diaspora, this can
be even more challenging because of the
importance that friends, family and the
community play in our lives growing up, and
later as adults.

As a community, we place a lot of value
on respect. But hearing the word ‘poushti’
often thrown about a conversation like a
cheap insult isn’t particularly respectful. I've
found it challenging being comfortable as
an openly LGBTQ+ in the diaspora Cypriot
community, particularly when you add in
the unwritten expectation that you will find
a partner, get married and have kids, or
that you will fit traditional roles for a ‘man’
or ‘woman’ in public life.

So recently, | sent out a survey to under-
stand better the attitudes of the community,
family and friends towards gay, lesbian, bi,
trans and queer diaspora Cypriots. There
were over 100 responses, mainly from the
UK, but also as far and wide as South
Africa, USA, Australia and New Zealand.

For many gay, lesbian, bisexual, trans

Less than half of LGBTQ+
diaspora Cypriots are ‘out’ to family
and the wider community

The survey asked whether people
thought the Cypriot diaspora community
where they lived was more open-minded
or more discriminatory towards gay, lesbian,
bisexual, trans and queer members. Three
quarters (75%) of those who identify as
LGBTQ+ said it was more discriminatory

and unwelcoming, and even 53% of
heterosexual diaspora Cypriots thought the
same.

When it comes to being open about your
sexuality - often known as ‘coming out’, of
diaspora Cypriots who identify as LGBTQ+;

* 82% are ‘out’ to all or most of their
friends,

*47% are ‘out’ to all or most of their family,

*29% are ‘out’ to all or most of the wider
community.
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People who identify as straight com-
mented that the diaspora community is
“judgemental”, “conservative,” “very homo-
phobic” and with a “religion-based dislike
of LGBTQ+.” Yet some straight people think
that the community’s attitude to gay, lesbian,
bisexual, trans and queer diaspora Cypriots
is “accepting,” as well as “welcoming, caring
and open,” “when given the chance.”

Gay, lesbian, bi, trans and queer diaspora
Cypriots described overwhelmingly negative
perceptions of the diaspora community’s
attitudes towards them. They described the
attitudes of the community where they lived
as “traditional”’, “close-minded”, “would rather
ignore the presence of,” or even “hostile”.
towards LGBTQ+ people. Several people
noted that religion had a big impact on

attitudes and others said that if they were
‘out’ that their family would “worry about the
gossip of the community.”

All respondents said that there was a
generational shift, suggesting that the
younger generation are more open than the
older generation towards LGBTQ+ diaspora
Cypriots, although they said that “there is
still room for improvement.”

So what now? This is a wakeup call that
more must be done by the community and
Cypriot families to open their arms, hearts
and minds to gay, lesbian, bisexual, trans
or queer diaspora Cypriots. It is particularly
important for younger diaspora Cypriots or
those who are not ‘out’ to know that if they
identify as LGBTQ#+, that that is ok and they
will be accepted and loved for who they
are.

Our community leaders need to reach out
and take active steps to open up to
LGBTQ+ diaspora Cypriots. And we as gay,
lesbian, bi, trans and queer diaspora
Cypriots need to organise, be more visible
and more vocal. We need to be proud role
models and support those who find it difficult
to be open and proud about their sexual
identity.

As a first small step, a few of us are
organising a social meet up after work for
gay, lesbian, bi, trans and queer diaspora
Cypriots at 6pm, Tuesday 4th June, at The
Yard (upstairs), in Soho, Central London. If
you are interested, come along and meet
other LGBTQ+ people like yourself.

MPs join the fight

n Wednesday 8th May

saemia Day - Bambos

Charalambous, MP for Enfield
Southgate, led the way for fellow
MPs to raise awareness of
thalassaemia.

Members from the charity
United Kingdom Thalassaemia
Society (UKTS) were invited to
the Houses of Parliament to
speak to MPs about this serious,
genetic blood disorder. An All
Parliamentary Party Group
(APPG) was created for UKTS
to represent all those living with
the condition. Working together
with UKTS, the APPG will
provide a platform to discuss
the challenges faced by patients,
their families and medical pro-
fessionals in the field.

Mr Charalambous said, “l am
delighted to be Chair of the
APPG for such an important
cause, one that resonates with
many of my own constituents.”

Romaine Maharaj, Executive
Director of UKTS added, “It is
great to have the support of
Bambos and the other MPs.
We want to reach out and sup-
port all those with this serious
condition. With increased under-
standing of thalassaemia
among the general public and
in particular amongst high-risk
groups, this condition could and
should be consigned to the
history books.”

People with thalassaemia

against thalassaemia

cannot make enough haemoglo-
bin in their red blood cells. Con-
sequently, they need frequent
and regular blood transfusions
throughout their lives. If left
untreated, a child born with
thalassaemia would die in early
infancy. In parallel, they also
need chelation treatment to
remove the excess iron that
comes from regular blood trans-
fusions. Iron overload is extre-
mely harmful and can lead to
organ damage and ultimately
failure.

Beta-thalassaemia is prevalent
in Mediterranean countries, the
Middle East, Central Asia, India,
Southern China, and the Far
East as well as countries along
the north coast of Africa and in
South America.

Every year, at least 75,000
children are born with thalassae-
mia worldwide. In the UK there
are currently over 1,200 patients
living with thalassaemia. With
medical advances, most people
with thalassaemia who adhere
to a medical treatment regime,
are able to manage the condition
and live full lives. However, with
better awareness and more
effective screening, it could be
eradicated.

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Doris Day

oris Day (born Doris Mary
DAnn Kappelhoff; April 3,
1922) aleading box office
star of the mid-20th century, has
died May 13, 2019. She was 97.

A former big-band singer and
recording star that walked away
from Hollywood in the early 1970s,
Day had spent most of the last years
in her beloved Carmel, California,
where she was an outspoken
animal rights activist.

When the light musicals she
was originally known for began
falling out of fashion in the late
1950s, she modernized herself by
playing working women in roman-
tic comedies.

With a bubbly screen presence
and a blinding smile, Day effec-
tively traded barbs with leading
men and marched into the work-
place in such light-hearted films
as “Pillow Talk” (1959), and “Lover
Come Back” (1961), two of the
three fims she made with Hudson.
The transformation was box office
gold.

There was no arguing that the
luminous blond entertainer —
eternally perky and often dressed
to the nines — set men aquiver.

Her co-stars included leading
men of her era — Frank Sinatra,
Clark Gable and Jimmy Stewart.

Day became one of the most
popular singers of her generation.
Half a dozen times songs she sang
were nominated for Academy
Awards. Two won: “Secret Love”
from “Calamity Jane,” and “Que
Sera, Sera (Whatever Will Be,
Will Be)” from “The Man Who
Knew Too Much.”

Of the hundreds of songs Day
recorded, the lilting ballad “Que
Sera, Sera” became her trade-
mark. Day initially dismissed it as
a nursery rhyme but adopted its
refrain — “whatever will be, will
be” — as her philosophy for deal-
ing with a turbulent personal life
at odds with her clean-cut screen
presence.

Married four times, Day was
beaten when she was pregnant
by her trombonist first husband,
Al Jorden, and was divorced by
21; he later committed suicide.
Her second husband, saxophon-
ist George Weidler, abandoned
her within months and said he did
not want to be known as Mr. Doris
Day. When husband No. 3, Marty
Melcher, the manager and archi-
tect of her career, died in 1968
after 17 years of marriage, she
learned that he “had secretly
contrived” to wipe out her fortune,
Day told The Times in 1976. He
had lost $20 million of her earn-
ings, possibly through bad invest-
ments, and left her $500,000 in
debt. He also committed her to
star in a television series without
telling her. Although she had swom
off marriage, Day married Barry
Comden, a restaurant manager,
in 1976. When they divorced in

1981, he claimed she preferred
the company of dogs.

Despite hating the idea of doing
TV, Day was on the set at CBS
for “The Doris Day Show” in 1968
within six weeks of Melcher’s
death, determined to earn back
her fortune and enough money to
sue Rosenthal. After five years,
Day refused to renew the sitcom.
In 1981, she moved to Carmel,
the Monterey Bay community she
fell for while making the 1956 film
“Julie,” and devoted much of her
life to animal welfare.

When she released “My Heart”
in 2011, the album of old record-
ings was her firstin 17 years, and
proceeds were earmarked for her
foundation. With her son, she also
was part owner of the Cypress Inn,
a Carmel hotel that welcomes
pets.

In 1985, the Christian Broad-
casting Network approached Day
about hosting a talk show called
“Doris Day’s Best Friends” that
would feature celebrity guests
and animals. It aired for two years.

Hudson was a natural first
guest, Day later said, because he
loved dogs as much as she did.
Yet when he came to Carmel in
mid-July for filming and a news
conference, Day and the press
corps were shocked by his gaunt
appearance. Sick with AIDS,
Hudson had yet to reveal his
condition to Day or the public, but
reporters immediately realized he
was gravely ill. He would later
reluctantly admit that he had
AIDS, becoming one of the first
major celebrities to acknowledge
having the disease.

Despite needing rest, Hudson
insisted on taping the show, which
aired days after he died in October
1985. Day, her voice choked with
emotion, taped an introduction that
recalled how Hudson always told
her, “The best time I've ever had
was making comedies with you.”
She said she felt the same way.

In a rare Hollywood appear-
ance, Day reluctantly returned in
1989 to accept the Cecil B.
DeMille award for lifetime achieve-
ment from the Golden Globes.

When she was awarded the
Presidential Medal of Freedom,
the nation’s highest civilian hon-
our, in 2004 she said fear of flying
kept her from the White House
festivities. Although she said she
was “thrilled” to receive a lifetime
achievement award from the Los
Angeles Film Critics in 2012, Day
once again stayed away.

Doris Mary Kappelhoff was bom
in Cincinnati and named for her
mother’s favourite silent-screen
star, Doris Kenyon. Day was known
to prevaricate about her age but
Ohio birth records confirm that
she was born April 3, 1922.

At 12, Day and a partner won
a $500 dance contest but, on the
eve of moving to California in 1937,
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Day badly injured her leg when a
train hit the car she was in. Her
dancing career was over. But when
she sang along with radio tunes
during her lengthy hospital stay,
her mother realized Day had a
remarkable voice and arranged
for singing lessons.

Soon Day had an unpaid weekly
singing gig on a local radio show.
When Barney Rapp, a popular
Cincinnati bandleader, heard her
rendition of “Day After Day,” he
hired the teenager to perform at
his nightclub. “Kappelhoff’ was too
unwieldy a sumame, Rapp told her.
He suggested “Day” for the song
that she was making her own.

For a decade, starting in 1948,
Day had 30 top 20 singles, includ-
ing “Love Somebody” and “A Guy
Is a Guy,” which both claimed the
No. 1 spot. She recorded almost
30 albums.

Never comfortable performing
live, she took to recording and
acting for the camera “like a duck
to water” she once recalled.

In 1951’s “Storm Warning,” Day
appeared with Ronald Reagan.
Day dated the future president
and said he was the only man
she knew who loved to dance.

At 28, she bought her first house
in Toluca Lake and for the first
time lived full-time with her son
from her first marriage; he was 8.

Calamity Jane (1953) In the

lonely Deadwood, Dakota, territory,
sharpshooter Calamity Jane (Day)
falls for cavalry Lt. Danny Gilmar-
tin (Philip Carey) when she is forced
to rescue him from the Native
Americans. Recognising that the
women-starved townsmen long
for a "real" woman, Calamity
journeys to Chicago to bring back
famous singer Adelaid Adams,
but mistakenly brings her maid
Katie instead. Heartbroken when
Danny falls for Katie, Calamity all
but ignores her jovial friend Wild
Bill Hickok (Howard Keel).

Young at Heart (1954) “Toge-
ther... and terrific”, Frank Sinatra
was an onscreen match made in
fifties crooning heaven. The story
of a musical Connecticut family,
and the amorous complications
that ensue when a male songwriter
and his cynical friend come a-cal-
ling, Young is based on a screen-
play co-written by Julius J. Epstein.

The Man Who Knew Too
Much (1956) Co-starring with
James Stewart as two parents
whose young son is kidnapped
while on holiday in Morocco, Day
was perhaps an unlikely Hitch-
cock blonde. But the master of
suspense found a clever way to
work in a song for her — the Oscar-
winning Que sera sera (Whatever
Will Be Will Be) was first intro-
duced in The Man Who Knew Too
Much.

Pillow Talk (1959) A huge
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success upon release in 1959,
Pillow Talk is a New York-set
romantic comedy and the first of
three films Day made together
with Rock Hudson — “the perfect
pair’, especially in complement-
ing blue and pink pyjamas. Lover
Come Back (1961) and Send Me
No Flowers (1964) followed.

Midnight Lace (1960) Day
starred starred opposite Rex
Harrison in this London-set chiller
as the wife who, one night walk-
ing in the park, hears a creepy
voice through the fog telling her
that her days are numbered.

That Touch of Mink (1962)
Day plays a whiter-than-white
country girl who meets a suave
New York playboy (Grant) after
his Rolls Royce splashes her dress
with mud in the film’'s opening
scenes. But their romance begins
at cross-purposes: he’s after a
fling, while she’s keeping herself
pure for marriage.

The Thrill of It All (1963)
Successful Gerald Boyer (James
Garmer) and his wife, Beverly (Day),
are happily married with two
children. At a dinner gathering,
Beverly discusses her favourite
soap, Happy Soap, and how
much she enjoys it. When Beverly
is introduced to the company's
owner, she is immediately offered
a contract as the product's spokes-
woman for TV commercials. How-
ever, Gerald has a hard time
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adjusting to his wife's newfound
fame, and plots to foil Beverly's
career in order to keep her at home.

Send Me No Flowers (1964)

After eavesdropping on his
doctors as they discuss another
patient, George (Rock Hudson), a
middle-aged hypochondriac,
leaves a hospital visit believing
he's terminally ill. Assuming he'll
soon be dead, George enlists his
friend, Arnold (Tony Randall), to
help him find a new husband for
his wife, Judy (Day). They even-
tually settle on Bert (Clint Walker),
a successful businessman. But
George's odd behaviour makes
Judy suspect he's covering up an
affair.

Young Man With A Horn Rick
Martin (Kirk Douglas) is a young
man with no direction in life - until
he discovers he has a flare for the
trumpet. When jazz icon Art Haz-
zard (Juano Hernandez) agrees
to become his teacher, Martin
becomes obsessed with jazz at
the expense of everything else.
Soon Rick is playing at the hot-
test clubs, but his love of jazz and
his stubborn nature soon clash
with some of the more conserva-
tive patrons while attracting certain
others, such as high-brow socialite
Amy North (Lauren Bacall).

ack in 1965 there was a
Bmusical that opened on

Broadway that ran for
over two thousand performances
and won five Tony awards. It
has been revived four times
in New York and also played
in countries from Slovenia to
Uzbekistan. With a book by
Dale Wasserman, lyrics by Joe
Darien and music by Mitch Leigh,
Man of La Mancha (London
Coliseum) was inspired by
Miguel de Cervantes 17th-cen-
tury novel Don Quixote. It tells
the story of bonkers knight Don
Quixote as a play within a play,
performed by Cervantes and his
fellow prisoners as he awaits
a hearing with the Spanish
Inquisition.

Producers Michael Grade and
Michael Linnit must have seen
an opportunity in going for this
semi-staged effort but Lonny
Price’s production ends up being
a strange updated mishmash.
Contemporary references to
some kind of fascist regime and
the parallel between prisoners
and refugees are weak. James
Boone’s rough and ready rustic
interior in a state of disrepair
counteracts the modern and
is far more suggestive of the
original setting which Price may
now be thinking he should have
stayed with.

Kelsey Grammer (of Frasier
and Cheers fame) takes on the
roles of both Cervantes and Don
Quixote. However, as crazy as
the Don is with a plethora of
opportunities for comedy the
role is far more nuanced than
Grammer’s interpretation which
is clunky and clumsy and his
rendition of the show’s one hit
song The Impossible Dream -
it is repeated three times - is
po-faced and bland. It is only
when we hear it sung in an act
of defiance and protest by the
prisoners for the final time at the
end of the show that it does
justice to Leigh’s composition.

Seeing Don Quixote as a
child the one thing | remember
well was when he attacked a
windmill. | did the same a few
days later on a trip to Norfolk. It
is but a fleeting glimpse here
and instead the old fool is dis-
tracted by voluptuous Dulcinea.
In the role (it is shared with
Cassidy Johnson) Danielle de
Neise is a fiery and passionate
presence and gives the show its
finest voice. Elsewhere Nicholas
Lyndhurst delivers excellent work
in the roles of the Innkeeper and
Governor as does Peter Polycar-
pou making the squire Sancho
Panza a commentating wit who
demonstrates crisp comic timing
with his ‘sanchismos’.

Small Island (National
Theatre) is based on the 2004
book by Andrea Levy. It chroni-
cles the experiences of the
Windrush generation in Britain,
mainly through the eyes of two
Jamaicans, Hortense and Gilbert.
It is a story of love and friend-
ship, loss and displacement
and centres around Queenie, a
young lass from Lincolnshire
who is trying to escape her
parochial farm life by starting
anew in London while Hortense,
a young Jamaican woman who
wants to escape to the Mother-
land with its potential for a
charmed life and prosperity.

Gilbert arrives in Britain by
enlisting with the RAF and has
a chance encounter with Queenie
in Lincolnshire and sometime
later ends up as her lodger in
London. While in England he
faces a lot of racial prejudice not
only from the English including
Queenie’s husband Bernard but
also from American G.l.’s based
here during the Second World
War. Unlike the novel, the action
in the play does not switch
between past and present but
follows the events chronologi-
cally. Additionally, Bernard’s war
time traumas are also skimmed
over unlike in the novel and
mainly focusing on his bigotry.

The sets have a fluidity which
allows for smooth changes and
the use of multimedia cleverly
brings to life a wide variety of
scenarios like a hurricane in
Jamaica and a pig farmin Lincoln-
shire. It is performed with heart
and skill and is an important part
of British history that many do
not know. Overall there is a good
balance of humour and poignancy
and this is a play well worth see-
ing.

Finally ~Jonoulla Havana
revels in the devil’s pact...

David McVicar’s 2004 staging
of Gounod's Faust (Royal Opera
House), a fifth revival, was a
tremendously atmospheric and
exciting production, brilliantly
reworked by Bruno Ravella. Set
in Paris just as the Franco-
Prussian war was kicking off it is
an incredible depiction of a sick
society rife with hypocrisy, the
perfect opportunity to pluck a
corrupt soul into the devilish
realm. The performances were
strong throughout with Michael
Fabiano particularly impressive
in the title role and Erwin Schrott
a wonderfully charming and
malevolent Mephistopheles. Al-
though the run is now complete
fear not there will almost
certainly be a sixth revival.

Samsara

How much sugar?

rom childhood, many of us
Fwould have been given a
dessert of something sweet
after a meal or maybe even
rewarded a sweet treat for good
behaviour, which is not always a
bad thing, especially if it's a good
form of sweetness like that of
natural fruit. However, it was not
always the case. School lunches
and evening meals were often full
of sugar found in cakes, puddings,
biscuits, chocolate and ice creams.
Is it any wonder the population
has been programmed into a
pattern of thinking that sweet
treats are comforting gap fillers.
With sugar so readily available,
people unfortunately gorge and
don’t know when to stop. Sugar
is not a drug, but it should be
treated with respect and in mode-
ration. After all, there is solid
evidence that too much upsets
our blood sugar, spikes our insulin
levels that then encourages fat
storage, leading to medical prob-
lems like Type 2 diabetes, obesity

and heart conditions. It also
accelerates tooth decay and the
ageing process.

Therefore it doesnt seem
complicated that the fact of the
matter is people need to cut down.
It is suggested by the Advisory
Committee on Nutrition in Britain
that the intake should be no more
than 25g a day, approximately
6 teaspoons for women and
around 7 teaspoons for men. With
that in mind, one should remember
that almost all shop bought
processed foods, ready meals,
sauces, biscuits, cakes, drinks etc
will contain sugar (always read
the label) and remember, the
higher at the top of the list of
ingredients, the higher the content.
So if it starts with sugar in first
place of listing, then that sugar is
the main bulk ingredient of the
product. The lower down the
list, the smaller the amount, but
beware, low sugar doesn’t always
mean low fat as well within food
products. So read the label

content for this also.

Not all sugar is bad or harmful.
Sugar is a carbohydrate; it is
found in all sorts of foods in various
forms, for example, lactose in
milk, fructose in fruit and honey,
glucose in wheat and vegetables.
Sucrose is found in everyday
sugar. It is not a good idea to
totally cut out sugar in all forms,
as we need some form of sugar
for energy and we would then be
cutting out nutritious food such as
fruit and vegetables, which are
high in antioxidants which fight
disease and are also full of fibre.
The problem is the added sugar
in the processed foods that is
easily digested; it gives the quick
blood surge, followed with a burst
of energy and followed by a quick
drop, which can make you tired
and irritable with a need to keep
topping up for a sugar fix. It can
also make you thirsty to want
sugary drinks.

Brown sugar has a marginally
higher mineral content than white

but there is very little difference
between the two. So don't be
fooled into thinking it is better for
you.

So do we really need to add
sugar to everything? No not really.
Sugar comes in many forms.
Here are some alternatives and
tips to try that will help keep a
sustained energy level...

Use Agave syrup - it is derived
from the same Mexican plant as
Tequila, it is known to have a
much lower value than honey or
sugar and it should keep you
satisfied longer. It is sweeter, so
you require less. Use it in your
baking.

Another option is fructose

l

which is found in natural fruit
but can now also be bought in
granular form from most super-
markets. It can be used in baking
or alternative to sugar in teas or
coffee etc.

Other pure syrups are those
from dates and carob. Carob is a
great alternative taste for choco-
late. Use ripe bananas in recipes
instead of sugar. Bananas are
also high in potassium, which is
why, you see so many athletes
consume them.

Other tips: Try using cinnamon
which has been shown to keep
blood sugar stable; substitute fruit
juices with contain added sugars
with a natural sweet herbal tea,

=

allow to cool and drink ice cold;
Eat more fruit rather than sugar
laden confectionary.

If you can’t cut regular sugar
down straight away, then do it
slowly with simple steps, for
example, if you normally have
two spoons of sugar, cut down
to half and try one spoon of sugar
and one of an alternative, then
reduce further in time to half
teaspoon of each and so on.

Stay sweet enough!
