Kizilyurek on Tuesday
demanded an apology from
ruling DISY chief Averof
Neophytou for disparaging
comments made by a party
MP regarding his candidacy.

Kizilyurek, who is running on
the AKEL ticket, also censured
DISY after the ruling party
launched an attack against him
disputing his loyalty to the
Republic of Cyprus.

Neophytou has distanced
himself from his MP’s comments
but has implied that gatherings
held by AKEL and Kizilyurek in
the north were out of order.

Speaking on state radio,
Neophytou said the academic
held separate election gatherings
in the north and wondered why
AKEL did not hold bicommunal
meetings.

He also suggested that
Kizilyurek promised Turkish
Cypriots that if elected, his first
speech would be in Turkish,
which is not an official EU
language.

On Saturday, DISY MP and
candidate for the European
Parliament Eleni Stavrou Syrou
suggested  Kizilyurek was
Ankara’s stooge and that if
elected he would not represent

the “Republic of Cyprus’
Greeks but the hapless com-
munity of the Turks of Cyprus.”

Neophytou distanced himself
from the MP’s comment, but he
has been heavily criticised for
keeping her on the ticket never-
theless.

“l don’t think any Turkish
Cypriot is Ankara’s stooge. |
consider Turkish Cypriots our
compatriots. It's the breakaway
state that is Ankara’s subordi-
nate (administration),” he said.

Syrou is the daughter of
Stavros Stavrou Syros, the
deputy chief of the EOKA B
paramilitary organisation that
fought for union with Greece
after the island’s indepen-
dence.

Her presence on DISY’s
ticket is seen as an effort to
stop the flow of voters to far
right ELAM, which is tipped to
elect one MEP.

Kizilyurek rejected DISY’s
claims, likening its demand to
place conditions as “the master
imposing conditions on their
lackey” ignoring the fact that
Turkish Cypriots are equally
Cypriot, equally Europeans.

He said Greek Cypriot and
Turkish Cypriot voters were
taking part in the elections,”
and Mr Averof's party only

addresses Greek Cypriots and
doesn’t even think to issue a
statement in Turkish to address
the other community. When we
go to this community and speak
its language, they are annoyed.”

Some 80,000 Turkish Cypriots
are eligible to vote in the May
26 election and there are several
other Turkish Cypriot candidates
contesting the island’s six seats.

Observers view DISY’s
attack on Kizilyurek, a widely
respected academic who lives
and works in the Republic and
speaks fluent Greek, as a bid to
curb potential gains by AKEL,
which in second place accord-
ing to surveys.

On the language issue,
Kizilyurek said the Republic
has two official languages and
pledged to fight for the second
one to be established in the
EU.

President Nicos Anastasiades
submitted a formal request in
2016 for Turkish to be adopted
by the EU but it did not get far.

“l am saying | will try to take
it further to integrate Turkish
Cypriots in EU institutions,” he
said, remaining indifferent on
what it would mean to Turkey.

“It doesn’t concern us, we are
citizens of the Republic of
Cyprus and one of our langua-

ges is Turkish. | don’t know how
Turkey benefits from this, it's
another matter.”

Kizilyurek said Neophytou
owed him a huge apology over
what Syrou claimed. He said
she had presented him as a
Turkish agent, which was
similar to what Turkish Cypriot
nationalists were saying in the
north, but to them he was a
Greek agent.

General Secretary of AKEL
Andros Kyprianou, when asked
to comment on references
made about Kizilyurek, said
“DISY is adopting far-right
arguments and they should be
ashamed of themselves.”

He added that what they are
saying deserves to be comple-
tely scorned and stressed that
the day will come when they
would be embarrassed given
that history is recording the
behaviour of the far-right
governing Democratic Rally party.

The General Secretary of
AKEL, speaking to Astra radio
station, reiterated that Mr
Kizilyurek on the AKEL Euro-
pean elections ballot does not
represent the Turkish Cypriot
community, that he lives in the
free areas and supports a
bizonal, bicommunal federal
solution.

He underlined, however, that
Nikos Anastasiades was the
first to start the onslaught of
criticism with his reference to
“borrowed votes” of Turkish
Cypriots.

Mr. Kyprianou also wondered
why Niyazi Kizilyurek could do
no wrong when he was a con-
sultant to Nikos Anastasiades
and Glafkos Clerides.

The General Secretary of
AKEL stressed that DISY, as a
result of the pressure being
exerted by society due to the
outbreak of numerous scandals,
is now deliberately trying to
change the agenda of discus-
sion and he expressed the wish
that the mass media should
focus on the people’s day-to-
day problems.

UK politicians condemn
Turkey’s illegal incursion

operations in the Exclusive Economic Zone of the
Republic of Cyprus.

In a statement, released to the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, the Labour Party’s Shadow Peace and
Disarmament Minister Fabian Hamilton said: “The announced
intentions of Turkey to carry out exploration and drilling in the
Cyprus Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ) are wholly unaccept-
able. Sending in a drill ship to the EEZ of the Republic of Cyprus
is an irresponsible act of aggression that cannot be justified.

“Turkey must show respect for the sovereign rights of the
Republic of Cyprus and the relevant provisions of international
law by removing its drill ship.

“We welcome the establishment of the Republic of Cyprus’
sovereign fund so that the benefit of any exploitation in the EEZ
can be shared with all Cypriots. The Labour Party is calling for
negotiations to re-commence, so the island can be re-united.”

Stephen Gethins, the SNP’s Foreign Affairs and Europe
spokesman made his party’s position clear through Twitter: “|
have written to @Jeremy_Hunt over Turkey'’s drilling operations
within Cyprus’ Exclusive Economic Zone. This is a violation of
Cypriot sovereignty according to EU and International Law.”

The comments follow a statement released by the National
Federation of Cypriots in the UK, condemning Turkey’s illegal
incursion in Cyprus’ EEZ.

It reads: “The announced intentions of Turkey to carry out
exploration and drilling in the Cyprus Exclusive Economic Zone
(EEZ) are wholly unacceptable. Turkey must immediately
withdraw its drillship from Cyprus’ EEZ and respect International
Law and the Sovereignty of the Republic of Cyprus.

“Sadly 45 years after Turkey invaded and occupied Cyprus,
it has once again shown the international community that it
cannot be trusted, or have any future role, in a reunited Cyprus.
Moreover such actions do not foster the climate of trust and
mutual respect that is required for negotiations to recommence.

“We have already spoken with the UK Government and
Opposition to take a clear position against Turkey’s illegal
incursion and to support the Republic of Cyprus’ efforts fo
international action. Furthermore, Turkey’s illegal incursion into
Cyprus’ EEZ has also reinforced the position that we have long
advocated to the UK Government, Opposition and Parliamen-
tarians that Cyprus should not have any foreign guarantors or
intervention rights, post re-unification.”

Incursion into Cyprus’ EEZ:

Turkey’s

Turkey’s latest unlawful in-
cursion into the territorial
waters of the Republic of
Cyprus is tantamount to another
invasion, said Lobby for Cyprus
spokesperson Vangelis Christou.

“In blatant disregard for inter-
national law, the Turkish vessel
Fatih and its support ships entered
the Exclusive Economic Zone
(EEZ) of the free areas of Cyprus
on or about Saturday 4 May.
Turkey intends to drill for hydro-
carbon resources to which Turkey
has no legal or moral claim”,
explained Christou.

He went on to say that “Turkey,
having already broken the law by
invading, occupying and ethno-
religiously cleansing 36 percent
of the territory and 57 percent of
the coastline of Cyprus in 1974,
has now sent its drilling ship and
support vessels to break the law
again by engaging in theft,
plunder and pillage.”

Turkey has no right to appro-
priate for itself hydrocarbons
lawfully belonging to Cyprus.
Indeed, bearing in mind that
Turkey has been the occupying
power in the northern area of

Cyprus since 1974, any arbitrary
extraction of Cypriot natural gas
by Turkey would not only violate
the United Nations Charter of
1945 and the United Nations
Law of the Sea Convention of
1982, the latter of which Turkey
has never signed. It would also
constitute a war crime.

Article 6(b) of the Nuremberg
Charter of 1945 brands plunder
as a war crime. Article 8.2(b)(v)
of the Rome Statute on the
Intemational Criminal Court of 1998
brands pillage as a war crime.

“It is no surprise that Turkey is
not a signatory or a party to a host
of international treaties, including
the United Nations International
Convention of Law of the Sea of
1982 and the Rome Statute on
the International Criminal Court
of 1998. After all, successive
Turkish  governments have
resorted to operating outside of
the law and the norms of civilised
behaviour, particularly in regard
to Cyprus. The Turkish govern-
ment continues to behave as a
regional bully and as if it were a
colonial power that can steal land,
property and resources of other

countries”, said Christou.

Lobby for Cyprus welcomes the
statement by Federica Mogherini
(EU High Representative for
Foreign Affairs and Security
Policy / Vice President of the EU
Commission) on 4 May 2019.
She expressed “grave concern
over Turkey's announced inten-
tion to carry out drilling activities
within the exclusive economic
zone of Cyprus”.

Ms Mogherini urgently called
on Turkey “to show restraint,
respect the sovereign rights of
Cyprus in its exclusive economic
zone and refrain from any such
illegal action to which the European
Union will respond appropriately
and in full solidarity with Cyprus.”

A spokesperson of the UK High
Commission in Cyprus reportedly
commented that “the UK agrees
with the High Representative’s
position on the issue” while on
5 May 2019 the US State Depart-
ment issued a statement disclos-
ing the following:

“The United States is deeply
concered by Turkey’s announced
intentions to begin offshore drilling

operations in an area claimed by
the Republic of Cyprus as its
Exclusive Economic Zone. This
step is highly provocative and
risks raising tensions in the region.
We urge Turkish authorities to halt
these operations and encourage
all parties to act with restraint.”

Christou reacted to these
statements by commenting that
“words are not enough”. He
added: “Concrete action must
now be taken to censure Turkey
for its latest violations in the EEZ
and continental shelf of the
Republic of Cyprus. Ankara must
be punished for acting as a
sustained source of instability
and conflict in the region”, said
Christou.

“The UN, the EU, the Common-
wealth and other international
organisations must take robust
action. Nothing short of interna-
tional sanctions and other restric-
tive measures will remind Ankara
of its obligation to behave in a
civilised manner and to desist
from terrorising Cyprus in such a
brazen manner.

“The citizens of Cyprus,
particularly its forcibly displaced
citizens, have long paid the price
of the international community’s
tolerance of Turkey’s continuing
violations in Cyprus.

“It is time that this tolerance
ended and sanctions must be
imposed forthwith on Turkey. This
bully and its autocratic President
must be held to account”, conclu-
ded Christou.

Object removed from red
lake is not a third suitcase

The heavy object retrieved
early yesterday afternoon
from the red lake in Mitsero
was not a third suitcase, leaving
the search crew still scrambling
to find the body of one of the
victims of suspected serial killer
Nikos Metaxas.

The object was merely three

pieces of sponge tied around a piece
of wood and wrapped in doormats.
The object was found as the
search continued by specialist
crews to locate the body which
Metaxas told was one of three of
his victims which he had dumped
in the red lake, two of which have
so far been found in suitcases.

Of the seven murders of female
foreign nationals — five women
and two children aged 6 and 8 —
that the 35-year-old confessed to
the police to have murdered, five

bodies have so far been found,
with police still searching for six-
year-old Sierra Graze Seucalliuc
and one more body, possibly that
of Marricar Valdez Arguiola, 30.

into the UK from Los Angeles.

“It's magic, it's pretty amazing,
and | have the two best guys in
the world so I'm really happy,”
the duchess said.

“He has the sweetest tempe-
rament, he’s really calm and
has just been a dream. It's been
a special couple of days.”

Harry joked that his son has
“already got a little bit of facial
hair,” as he spoke of his excite-
ment at becoming a dad.

The Duke of Sussex said:

“Parenting is amazing. It's
only been two or three days and
we're so thrilled to have our

own little bundle of joy.”

Baby Sussex - believed to be
the first mixed-race child born
to a senior member of the Royal
Family in centuries - is seventh
in line to the throne.

I direct call from a Conser-

vative MP in the House
of Commons to step down
and hand over to a new Prime
Minister.

Brexit-backing Andrea Jenkyns
told Mrs May that she had
“failed” in EU withdrawal nego-
tiations and forfeited the trust
of the public.

The full-frontal assault at
Prime Minister’s Questions came
as pressure increased on Mrs
May to name a date for her
departure, while cross-party
Brexit talks with Labour dragged
on without a conclusion.

Meanwhile, Cabinet minister
Andrea Leadsom said she is
“seriously considering” standing
for the Conservative leadership
which will be triggered when
Mrs May stands down.

The Prime Minister has
promised to quit as Tory leader
when the first phase of Brexit
negotiations, dealing with

divorce terms, is complete. But
she is resisting calls from the
backbench 1922 Committee for
“clarity” on her plans if her
Withdrawal Agreement fails to
get through the Commons.

And with her effective deputy
David Lidington suggesting
he hopes the deal can be
concluded by July, there is
speculation she may seek to
hang on until the annual party
conference in the autumn.

Ms Leadsom, who stood for
the leadership in 2016 but
pulled out to give Mrs May a
clear run at the job, told ITV1’s
Good Morning Britain: “I've
supported her for the last three
years to get Brexit over the line.
She has said she’s going, so
yes | am seriously considering
standing.”

Speaking at PMQs in the
Commons shortly afterwards,
Morley and Outwood MP Ms
Jenkyns told MPs it was time
for Mrs May to quit.

quit at Prime Minister’s Questions

She said: “She’s tried her
best, nobody could fault or
doubt her commitment and sense
of duty, but she has failed.

“The public no longer trust
her to run Brexit negotiations.
Isn’t it time to step aside and
let someone else lead our coun-
try, our party and the Brexit
negotiations?”

Mrs May retorted: “This is not
an issue about me and it's not
an issue about her. If it were an
issue about me and the way |
vote, we would already have left
the European Union.”

Meanwhile, talks on a com-
promise deal continued in
Whitehall yesterday evening,
with  Labour insisting the
Government still needs to shift
on its red lines.

A Downing Street spokesman
said talks were continuing in a
“serious and constructive” way.
He declined to put a deadline
on a conclusion but said there
was “an understanding on both
sides that we need to get on
with this.”

A Labour source indicated
that the talks could not continue
“indefinitely”.

“It's not an indefinite process
and we are looking to nail down
in the next few days whether
and how far the Government is
prepared to move from its failed
deal, which has been rejected
three times in Parliament,” said
the source.

London to be Facebook’s HQ
for WhatsApp payment service

acebook has chosen
FLondon as its HQ for a

new WhatsApp payment
service, with dozens of new
roles set to be created in the
capital.

The move is a significant win
for the UK’s fintech scene which
is hoping to monetise Whats-
App’s 1.5 billion users world-
wide.

“We'’re eager to work with
some of the best technical and
operational experts in both
London and Dublin to take
WhatsApp into its second
decade,” said Matt Idema,
WhatsApp’s chief operating
officer.

“WhatsApp is a truly global
service and these teams
will help us provide WhatsApp
payments and other great
features for our users every-
where.”

A new team of around 100
software engineers in London
and Dublin will see WhatsApp’s
staff grow by a quarter, accord-
ing to the Financial Times. It is
believed to only have around
400 staff overall at present,
despite its size.

Facebook is said to have
picked the UK’s multicultural
capital because it attracts many
professionals from countries
around the world where

WhatsApp has some of its
biggest customer base, such as
India.

The company’s chief executive
Mark Zuckerberg has said
WhatsApp’s move into facilita-
ting payments via the app will
be rolled out in several coun-
tries this year.

Recruitment has already
begun, with senior engineers
who were among WhatsApp’s
founders reportedly sent to
London last year to begin the
search for talent.

It comes as new data shows
investment in the UK'’s tech
scene holding up, despite a
year of huge uncertainty over
Brexit's impact on Britain’s
economy.

European investment in UK
tech firms even hit a record high
last year, with funds based in
the EU piling £1.89bn into
Britain’s tech sector in 2018.

The research, by law firm
Penningtons Manches, showed
70% of investment was in firms
based in the so-called ‘Golden
Triangle’ of London, Oxford and
Cambridge.

he number of UK firms reporting a

I cyber-attack has increased, though most

businesses admit they are ill-prepared for
a breach, according to research from Hiscox,
an insurance provider and underwriter at Lloyd’s
of London.

Aweek hardly passes without news of a major
cyber incident, and there have been great adverse
effects associated with most of them. There is
rampant data theft; ransom demands are steadily
rising; as is the heightened hostile cyberspace
within which businesses must operate. The
cyber-threat is unavoidable in today’s business
world.

Hiscox surveyed approximately 5,400 small,
medium and large businesses across the UK,
Belgium, Germany, France, Spain, the Nether-
lands and the United States. The insurer found
that there was a “sharp increase” in data theft,
fraud, sabotage, and extortion, increasing both
the cost and frequency of cyber-attacks, in one
year alone. According to the Cyber Readiness
Report 2019, more than 60% of firms reporting
one or more attacks, up from 45% in 2018.

Fifty-five percent of UK firms faced down an
attack in 2019, up from 40% last year. Despite
this, three quarters of firms were still “novices”
in cyber-readiness. The report highlights that
many businesses “incorrectly felt that they weren’t
atrisk”. Yet, in each of the 15 sectors tracked, the
number of firms reporting one or more attacks
showed a sharp rise.

The most heavily targeted sector was the
Technology, Media and Telecom (TMT) space.
In all seven countries, there was a rise of 21%
over the year, with 72% of respondents reporting
at least one attack. In second place came
the public sector, which saw a 16% increase
(71% reporting an attack), followed by financial
services (67% up from 57%).

Losses from breaches averaged between
£176,000 and £283,000, an increase of 61%.

The insurer said the percentage of firms
scoring well on cyber-security ratings was on the
decline, particularly in UK organisations. Firms
in Britain had the lowest budget for cyber-secu-
rity, spending an average of just £689,854,
in contrast to £1.1 million across the other six
countries. They were also as likely as a U.S. firm
to have a “defined role for cyber-security” in their
organization. In France, the proportion of firms
prepared to deal with cyber-crime was much
lower, just one in ten.

Gareth Wharton, Cyber-CEO at Hiscox, says
the low UK spending might be attributable to the
large number of small businesses in Britain.
“They may feel like they won't be targeted, as
we tend to only read about large breaches in the
press,” he continues. “If they incorrectly feel that
they won't be targeted, they may be less likely
to spend on cyber-security.”

Hiscox also discovered that the average cost
of an attack in the UK was substantially less
(an average of £186,000) than an attack in
Germany (£694,000) and in Belgium ($372,000).

Among the full sample, the fraction of busi-
nesses with ‘no defined role for cyber-security’
has been cut in half (from 32% to 16%). Not all
of the rest have their own cyber-security lead or
a dedicated cyber team; 19% use a third-party
provider to oversee their cyber-security. However,
three-quarters of small companies have at least
one person or an external supplier managing
cyber-threats (up from 56% a year ago). They
are still a long way behind larger enterprises, the
vast majority (95%) of which have a defined
cyber-security role, but it is still indicates that
things are moving in the right direction.

Roughly, two-thirds of respondents (67%)
report their cyber-security spend will rise in 2019,
up from 59% a year ago. While more money
directed toward technology remains a goal for
half of the survey respondents, the numbers of
those planning to direct more monies to employee
training, cyber-security staffing and consultants
or third-party services are markedly higher. In
other words, more attention is being paid to
people and processes — which is positive, too.

The cyber-risk may evolve rapidly, but the
battle to mitigate and manage it is also
changing. The old adage ‘prevention is better
than cure’ pop to mind — and indeed, being
cognizant of the threats is half the battle. New
laws have also spurred action; with 80 percent
of UK firms saying that they implemented
changes after tough new EU data protection
(GDPR) rules came into force last year.

TURKISH FILM FESTIVAL:

The second London Festival
came to an end last week at the
Regent Street Cinema. | saw two
films both with strong production
values and probably supported
by the government as they come
across as Turkish propaganda.

Turkish Ice Cream

This epic film most probably
got the green light following
Russell Crowe’s ghastly THE
WATER DIVINER about the
slaughter of Australians at Darda-
nelles. Here the action takes
place in New South Wales in
1915 where two Turkish immi-
grant brothers desperate to join
the war and fight for their country
take matters into their own hands
and begin to re-write history
along the way. Strong production
values but lacks credibility.

Cicero

I

Another film that tries to
re-write history - A Turkish man
who works as a spy in the
British Embassy in Ankara during
World War II, known as Cicero,
apparently is responsible for
winning the war for the allies
against Hitler by giving false
information to the German au-
thorities.

Again strong production values
but the idea of having badly
dubbed Turkish actors playing
English and Germans gives the
whole project more than a whiff of
amateurism.

enrik Ibsen is apparently
H the most frequently

performed dramatist in
the world after Shakespeare.
His rarely performed Rosmer-
sholm (Duke of York’s Theatre)
is seen as one of his master-
works. The central theme of the
play is very topical though we
are talking Norway in the late
nineteenth century rather than
twenty first century Britain. How-
ever, see if this sounds familiar.
The electorate are treated with
utter contempt by a governing
cabal who will take any meas-
ure necessary to discredit those
who dare to challenge their
elitist behaviour.

Ibsen uses the key characters
to expose this fetid behaviour.
Recently widowed, his wife com-
mitted suicide, pastor John Ros-
mer (Tom Burke), a young man
of blue-blooded heritage, is
bereft and losing his marbles as
he wanders around his stately
home, Rosmersholm.

However, it is Giles Terrera’s por-
trayal of local governor Andreas
Kroll who makes the strongest
impact, disarmingly likeable and
decent, he too has his foibles. A
bigot convinced that everything
he believes is correct and anyone
who disagrees is basically wrong,
a despot in the making. So we
come full circle to the politics of
today, there are Krolls in parties
of every hue. Fortunately this is
fiction, absorbing, fascinating and
thoughtful. Amasterwork indeed.

Meanwhile Marilena Haribou
enjoys the goodwill...

Any show designed to cele-
brate freedom and democracy

in South Africa must be good.
INALA (Peacock Theatre) which
stands for “abundance of good-
will” in Zulu, is a show that needs
to be experienced. Created by
Sisters Frimm and choreogra-
pher Mark Baldwin it features
the Soweto Gospel Choir and
some superb dancing from cur-
rent and ex-Rambert and Royal
Ballet performers. It is an exhila-
rating show that is a little too
long and repetitive but when it
uplifts it takes you through the
roof. The narrative is loose and
unnecessary, it is really a number
of set pieces designed for singu-
larity rather than any meshing
together. When that choir
sings who cares, those glorious
harmonies take your breath
away and because they perform
in their native tongue there is
verve and authenticity.

Beat the bloat

s a dance, fitness and
health coach, one of the
ost common questions

people come to me with is how to
flatten their stomach. There is no
magic cure to changing your basic
shape in genetics and where the
weight distribution is naturally set,
however, with a good, healthy
eating regime and some regular
toning exercise within core strength-
ening of the abdominal area, get-
ting the tummy area to look as flat
as possible, according to one’s
body shape, can be achieved.
The first thing to do is make sure
you're not eating something that
is creating a bloat. Often people
don't realise that bloating can be
caused by some simple factors of
food intolerance. Milk, wheat or
raw onions are known to throw
some people’s harmony within
the intestines that causes a dis-
comfort.

Griffon Vulture (Gyps fulvus)

The griffon vulture is the
largest raptor in Cyprus and the
most threatened species. The
population has reached alarm-
ing levels and successful matings
are very few.

In the past the population of
the species in Cyprus was at a
very healthy level and it was
relatively common, however in
the last decades the species is

at risk of extinction.

The vulture breeds on crags
or mountains and prefers open
spaces soaring over them look-
ing for food (dead animals). It
plays the role of a “cleaner” since
it helps nature stay healthy and
clean and prevents the spread-
ing of diseases.

Bonelli’s eagle (Aquila fasciata)

The Bonelli’s eagle is the only
specie of eagle in Cyprus. It
breeds on crags and in isolated
areas away from people. In
Cyprus it also makes its nest on
large pine trees.

It feeds on medium-sized

animals and birds, such as
hares, partridges, pica picas, even
ducks. Usually it flies alone but
sometimes we can see them fly in
couples doing circles up in the sky.

It lives permanently in Cyprus
so we can see it all year round.
It breeds in the Pafos Forest,
as well as in Pentadaktylos,
Akamas, Pentaschoino, in Diarizou
Valley and in Ag. Sozomenos.

In Cyprus there are approxi-
mately 40 — 50 couples.

keep an eye on the correct form
of posture and body alignment in
order to avoid any injury or strain
on neck or the back area.

So here are my ways of flatten-
ing the stomach:

Dance method - With your
favourite dance music, stand with
both feet side by side, ordinary
hip width apart. Take your right
foot and place it in front, as if you
are going to stand with your hands
on your hips and with all your body
weight held and resting within your
left leg. With the right foot pointing
at an angle of one o clock, bend the
right knee, then bend your upper
chest slightly and as you start to
poke your bottom out and stretch
your back, you should start to
straighten your right leg. Then
swing your bottom forward and
crunch and tighten your stomach
area at this point as you go back

to the starting point of bending
your knee and bringing your upper
chest slightly forward. It is on the
swinging your bottom area forward,
tucking the pelvis forward that
you do the tightening and letting
go as you point your bottom back.
Do these as many times as you
want to, and remember count
them just the same as sit ups.
The sit up method - Start by
lying on the floor and tucking your
feet under either a bed or cupboard
or ask someone to hold your feet
firmly down. With your knees now
bent, place your hands crossed
by your chest. Now try and raise
your upper body lifting upwards.
You do not need to lift all the way
up. You just need to lift gently but
firmly with control and release back
down with control. Use the momen-
tum to aid you. Start by aiming to
do five, with a rest interval of a

minute, then a further five and
keep doing so. As you improve,
do in repetitions of ten. Gradually,
as you improve and you can do
lots more reps, make it more
difficult by taking your hands
and holding by your temples
(not behind your neck as this
can cause stress on neck and
back with injury) continue to
add and improve repetitions.
There are many types of exer-
cises, some that do the inner
obliques and others that do the
external, so to exercise the cen-
tre area and side area of stomach,
different exercise combinations
work best. Find what works for
you and see the difference.

One-hour screen time for
under-5s says the WHO

hildren aged two to four
‘ should not be allowed

more than one hour of
“sedentary screen time” per day
and infants less than one year old
should not be exposed to elec-
tronic screens at all, the World
Health Organization (WHO) said
last week.

The United Nations agency,
issuing its first such guidelines,
said under-fives should also be
physically active and get ade-
quate sleep to help develop good
lifelong habits and prevent
obesity and other diseases in
later life.

Sedentary screen time would
include watching tv or videos and
playing computer games.

“Healthy physical activity,
sedentary behaviour and sleep
habits are established early in
life, providing an opportunity to
shape habits through childhood,
adolescence and into adulthood,”
the WHO said in the guidelines to
member states.

Children between one and four
years old should spend at least
three hours in a variety of physi-
cal activities spread throughout
the day, it said. Infants under one
should interact in floor-based play
and avoid all screens, it said.

Being inactive is a “leading risk
factor” for mortality and fuels the
global rise in overweight and
obesity, the WHO said.

In a report two years ago,

the WHO said the number of
obese children and adolescents
worldwide had jumped tenfold to
120 million in the past 40 years
and that the rise was accelerating
in low - and middle-income coun-
tries, especially in Asia.

Excessive weight can lead
to diseases including diabetes,
hypertension and some forms of
cancer, it said.

Early childhood is a period of
rapid physical and cognitive
development during which habits
are formed and family lifestyle
routines are adaptable, it said
in the guidelines, drawn from
evidence in hundreds of studies,
many from Australia, Canada,
South Africa and the United
States.

“Sedentary behaviours, whether
riding motorised transport rather
than walking or cycling, sitting at

a desk in school, watching TV or
playing inactive screen-based
games are increasingly prevalent
and associated with poor health
outcomes,” the WHO said.

Chronic insufficient sleep in
children has been associated
with increased excessive fat
accumulation as measured by
body mass index (BMI), it said.

Shorter sleep duration has
been associated with more TV
viewing and time spent playing
computer games, it added.

“Improving the physical activity,
sedentary and sleep time
behaviours of young children
will contribute to their physical
health, reduce the risk of devel-
oping obesity in childhood and
the associated non-communi-
cable diseases in later life and
improve mental health and well-
being,” the WHO said.

Stefanos Tsitsipas wins Estoril
Open for third ATP title

World number 10 Stefanos Tsit-
sipas captured his third ATP title
after beating Uruguay’s Pablo
Cuevas 6-3 7-6 (7-4) to win the
Estoril Open.

The 20-year-old top seed was
coasting to the title, leading by a
set and a break and serving at 4-
3 in the second.

He was broken for the first time,
losing nine consecutive points,
but saved a set point and went
on to wrap up the match in an
hour and 43 minutes.

It was his first clay court title,

his second this season and first
outdoors.Tsitsipas, who beat
Roger Federer en route to the
Australian Open semi-finals in
January, became the first Greek
player to win an ATP World Tour
titte when he claimed the Stock-
holm Open in October and he
added the Open 13 Provence title
in Marseille in February.

Victory in his second meeting
with Cuevas maintained his 100%
record against the Uruguayan,
who was seeking a seventh ATP
title.

Greek cup final to
be played behind
closed doors

The government announced on
Monday that the Greek Cup final
on Saturday at the Olympic Sta-
dium of Athens between holder
PAOK and AEK will be played be-
hind closed doors.

There will only be a few hun-
dred invitations forwarded to each
club — reports speak of as many
as 500 each — and another set
handed to the Hellenic Football
Federation for its own commit-
ments.
