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Theresa May discusses
Brexit with Jeremy Corhyn

Theresa May and Jeremy
Corbyn were in discus-
sions yesterday to resolve
the parliamentary deadlock
over Brexit, as MPs planned a
bill to stop no deal.

The PM met Mr Corbyn in her
Commons office for talks in an
attempt to “break the logjam” over
Brexit, a move which prompted
fury among Eurosceptic Tories.

A Labour spokesman said
Mr Corbyn was ready for “construc-
tive discussions” and wanted to
see his party's demands enshrined
in UK legislation as negotiating
goals for talks with the EU on the
future relationship.

“He is going into these as
serious discussions,” said the
spokesman, adding: “If she is at

last prepared to move on her red
lines, we are ready for construc-
tive discussions.”

The PM came under fire from
her own backbenches over her
offer of negotiations with Labour,
with one minister resigning and a
string of MPs launching attacks
on the move - some Conservative
members even quit the party in
protest.

Tory MP Lee Rowley pointed
out that last week Mrs May had
said “the biggest threat to our
standing in the world, to our
defence, and to our economy”
was Mr Corbyn, asking: “In her
judgement what now qualifies
him for involvement in Brexit?”

The PM replied that “every
member of this House is involved

Fry =

in Brexit”, and said “the public
want us to work across this
House to find a solution that
delivers on Brexit, delivers on the
referendum, and gives people
their faith the politicians have
done what they asked and
actually delivered for them.”

Irish premier Leo Varadkar has
said he hopes Jeremy Corbyn
will show leadership and come
up with a compromised plan when
discussing Brexit with Theresa
May.

“I don't know if Mr Corbyn will
rise to the occasion, whether he
will show leadership and be able
to come up with a compromised
plan with Prime Minister May. |
hope he does, but we will see if
that happens in the next couple

of days.”

Regardless talks and despite a
Yvette Cooper bill aiming to avoid
no deal, European Commission
president Jean-Claude Juncker
said that outcome is becoming
“more and more likely”.

Speaking in Brussels, he said:
“The European Council has
given all necessary time and
space to the UK to take its deci-
sion. | believe a no-deal on the
12th April at midnight has become
a scenario which looks more and
more likely.”

He added: “It's not what | want
but we have made sure that the
EU is ready to face up to that
situation. We've been preparing
since December 2017. We've
always known that the logic of
Article 50 makes no-deal a
default option.”

Mr Juncker also warned that
the UK would be more affected
than the EU in the event Britain
crashes out of the bloc.

He said: “The measures that
we have taken are temporary in
nature, they are unilateral, they
will protect the key interests of the
union at least until the end of
the year but the disturbances
suffered by citizens (and) busi-
nesses in almost all sectors will
be unavoidable.

“The UK will be more affected
than the EU because a managed
or negotiated no-deal does not
exist any more so than a transi-
tion period for a no-deal.”

AKEL keeps up
pressure over
Mavroyiannis’ dual role

of the Greek Cypriot side’s negotiator, Andreas Mavro-
yiannis, as the island’s permanent secretary at the UN
in New York.

Party leader Andros Kyprianou said the law prohibited the
negotiator from holding other duties and also questioned how
Mavroyiannis would be able to perform his duties if reunification
talks resumed. “If the government knew this and decided to break
the law anyway, | think it is sending people a very wrong message,”
Kyprianou said.

On Tuesday, government spokesman Prodromos Prodromou
said the president was aware of the legislation and the necessary
amendments have been prepared and will be conveyed to
parliament. “In any case, the point is Mr Andreas Mavroyiannis is
and will remain negotiator simultaneously with his duties as
permanent representative of our country at the United Nations,”
Prodromou said.

He urged Kyprianou to ask whether the Turkish Cypriot side still
had a negotiator since the talks collapsed in the summer of 2017.

Kyprianou suggested that the government was not even aware
of the law when it appointed Mavroyiannis.

“The government spokesman sought an excuse to cover the
deed,” he said, adding that it was wrong to say that just because
the other side does not have a negotiator, the Greek Cypriots too
are justified not to have one.

The AKEL leader also asked how Mavroyiannis planned on
carrying out his duties from New York, echoing the statement of his
party spokesman the previous day who suggested sarcastically
whether he would do so using communication applications
“WhatsApp, Viber, or Skype”.

President Anastasiades ready to continue

Cyprus talks from where they left off

Nicos Anastasiades has expressed

his readiness to continue the dia-
logue for a Cyprus settlement from where
it left off in Crans Montana as a result of
the non acceptance on behalf of Turkey of
the parameters set out by the UN Secre-
tary General himself.

The President pointed out that he had
expressed this readiness to UN Secretary
General Antonio Guterres right after the
process was terminated in Crans Montana.

President of the Republic of Cyprus

Speaking at the PASYDY union congress
in Nicosia, President Anastasiades expressed
hope that after the elections in Turkey, Ankara
would revise its policy, focusing on the
messages sent through the elections, so that
there would be more flexibility in its foreign
policy.

President Anastasiades referred to the
parameters set out by Guterres and Turkey’s
demands, and assured that he was doing
everything in his power to reach a functional
and viable solution, which would be compa-

tible with Cyprus’ EU membership and would
allow the state to be sovereign and indepen-
dent for all its citizens, Greek Cypriots and
Turkish Cypriots.

He noted that the UN Secretary General’s
special envoy for Cyprus Jane Holl Lute
would be in Cyprus over the weekend and
pointed out that the Greek Cypriot side was
trying to record reference points which would
allow for the resumption of talks with a pros-
pect to reach a settlement. This, he added,
required political will on Turkey’s side too.
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Police investigate possible links
between Edmonton stabbings

man in his thirties has
been arrested after a series
f random knife attacks in

north London. The man was held
on suspicion of causing grievous
bodily harm on Tuesday, after
a fifth person was stabbed in
Enfield in recent days.

A man in his thirties suffered
life-threatening injuries when he
was stabbed at around 5am on
Tuesday, just yards from the
scene of a previous attack. He
was left in a critical condition.

The latest stabbing follows
attacks on four people in the
Edmonton area of Enfield over
the weekend that left two critically
hurt and one with potentially
life-changing injuries.

The spate of random attacks
has led local schools to ban
children from leaving the grounds
during their break time as a safety
measure.

Police believe that a single
male suspect who may have
mental health issues was acting
alone in the attacks, and there
is nothing to suggest they are
terror-related.

A 45-year-old woman became
the first victim when she was
stabbed once in her back at about
7pm on Saturday in Aberdeen
Road, leaving her in a critical

condition.

Then at 12.15am police were
called to Park Avenue where
a 52-year-old man had been
injured with a knife. He has since
been discharged from hospital.

The third attack was on a
23-year-old man just before 4am
near Seven Sisters Tube station.
He is in a critical but stable
condition.

The fourth attack occurred at
about 9.40am on Sunday in
Brettenham Road where officers
found a 29-year-old man with a
stab injury to the back. His injuries
are potentially life-changing, but
not life-threatening.

Police say the incidents have
not been formally linked, but they
are investigating whether one
person is behind the random
attacks.

Detective Superintendent Luke
Marks said: “I am aware that
events from the weekend have
caused a huge amount of worry
and concern among the commu-
nity and that this incident will
cause further alarm. While at
this stage the incident has not
yet been formally linked, the
location and manner of this
attack will be of concern to the
public.

“Our advice continues that the

public remain vigilant, and to
contact police regarding anyone
acting suspiciously. You will see
additional uniformed patrols in the
Edmonton area; if you have any
concerns, please speak with my
officers immediately.”

Kate Osamor, MP for Edmonton,
said: “My thoughts are with the
victims of these attacks and their
families and friends. The shock
and worry families are going
through must be appalling. | wish
for the very best for the victims
and hope they are able to recover
from this terrible trauma.

“This is the fifth attack in the
last four days, and | know | am
not alone when | say this has
been extremely alarming. This is
an ongoing and complex investi-
gation, and the police are keeping
me informed of developments.
At this time it would not be right
for me to speculate on the
causes and motives behind these
attacks.

“All of us in Edmonton must
continue to pull together and
remain vigilant. | can confirm that
additional police officers have
been deployed into the area. If
anyone has any concerns or
information | encourage them to
speak to a police officer in person
or by calling 101.”

Brexit impact will be felt
despite countermeasures

resident Nicos Anasta-
Psiades said on Tuesday

that Cyprus had taken all
necessary measures to dampen
the impact of a no-deal Brexit
but some effects would be felt
nevertheless.

Cypriot authorities are worried
that the protracted uncertainty
caused by Brexit would discour-
age Britons from holidaying on
the island this year.

The UK is Cyprus’ biggest
tourist market, accounting for
more than 1.3m visitors in 2018,
up from the previous year when

1.2m visited.

“We have taken all necessary
measures, without it meaning
that we will absorb all of the
impact,” Anastasiades said.

“‘How do you replace one
million British tourists if half
decide not to come due to the
uncertainty?”

The president said efforts
were underway to attract visitors
from other markets but some
loss — “not dramatic” — will be
suffered if there is a no-deal
agreement.

Last month, Cystat said

tourist arrivals from the UK
increased by 3.9 per cent in
February 2019 compared with
February 2018, while tourist
arrivals from Greece remained
unchanged.

The UK was the main source
of tourism in the second month
of the year with 35.1 per cent,
followed by Greece with 11.4
per cent, Russia with 8.8 per
cent and Israel with 7.5 per cent.

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My Favourite Western Films

owdy partners! Here are
H my 10 favourite Western

films. | stress the word
‘favourite’ because the list is
compiled based on how much |
personally enjoy the films, it is not
a ‘best Western films of all time’
list, though many of them | would
consider to be worthy contenders.
This list contains guilty pleasures,
childhood favourites and classics.

The Western is that most quin-
tessentially American movie art
form, the genre that speaks to
rugged individualism and raises
issues of, for better or worse, what
it means to be a man and women-
folk were usually shunted off to
the side-lines. From the sharply
defined roles of heroes and villains
in the silent film era of early West-
ern fims, to the anti-hero characters
of the ‘Spaghetti Westerns’, these
films have examined the character-
istics of manliness - from courage,
independence, and assertiveness
to honour, duty, and justice.

All Westerns embody a return
to the bygone frontier: wide-open
spaces, sturdy individualists, gun-
fighters, shoot-outs, larger-than-
life good guys and bad guys,
institutions such as the saloon,
horse chases, cattle, and lawmen.

So saddle up for the most
rootin’, tootin’ film genre of them
all — the Western.

Stagecoach (1939)

Directed by John Ford and
starring John Wayne in his break-
through role, the film follows a
group of strangers riding on
a stagecoach through dangerous

Apache territory.

It was the first of many West-
erns that Ford shot using Monu-
ment Valley, in the American
Southwest on the Arizona Utah
border, as a location.

The film's attitudes toward
Native Americans are unenlight-
ened. The Apaches are seen
simply as murderous savages.

Red River (1948)

Howard Hawks played by his
own rules, and never was this
more evident than in his first
Western, the rowdy and whip-
smart Red River. Init, John Wayne
found one of his greatest roles,
as an embittered, tyrannical Texas
rancher whose tensions with his
independent-minded adopted son
- played by Montgomery Clift -
reach epic proportions during a
cattle drive to Missouri.

The film is based on a novel
that dramatizes the real-life late
nineteenth-century expeditions
along the Chisholm Trail.

High Noon (1952)

High Noon, starring Gary Cooper
and Grace Kelly, is possibly the
all-time best Western film ever
made. The film’'s screenplay by
Carl Foreman (this was his last
Hollywood film before blacklist
exile to London) written during a
politically oppressive atmosphere
in the early 1950s when McCar-
thyism and political persecution
were rampant, In fact, the film'’s
story has often been interpreted
as a metaphor for the threatened
Hollywood blacklisted artists.

THE SEARCHERS

Shane (1953)

Shane is one of the most
successful Western of the 1950s.

Veteran director/producer
George Stevens’ film is often
considered the second film of his
“American trilogy,” positioned bet-
ween A Place in the Sun (1951)
and Giant (1956). It is a symbolic
myth: the age-old story of the duel
between good and evil, the advent
of civilization and progress into
the wilderness, a land-dispute
conflict between a homesteader
and cattle baron, and the coming
of age of a young boy.

The Searchers (1956)

The Searchers isn't just a
Western, it is considered THE
Western. This is director John
Ford’s masterpiece. Without
The Searchers, Westerns as we
understand them now don’t exist.

John Wayne is this time in the
role of Ethan Edwards who finally
returns to his brother and his
family in Texas years after the
end of the American Civil War. He
is a bigot as well as a racist and
at several points, he does despi-
cable things, but we never want
to stop following him to see what
he does next.

The film was shot in VistaVision
(a precursor to IMAX) allowing
Ford to give the film an unmatched
sense of scope. This along with
clever writing allowed for more
nuanced performances from the
actors. What is said and shown is
as important as what isn’'t. The
film entrusts the audience to be
able to read between the lines
and realize just how dark some of
the things going on in this movie
are. If you only see one Western
in your life, you should make it
The Searchers.

The Magnificent Seven (1960)

The film is an Old West - style
remake of Akira Kurosawa's
1954 Japanese film Seven Sam-
urai. The seven leads portray the
title characters, a group of gun-
fighters hired to protect a small
village in Mexico from a group of
marauding bandits.

The film’s musical score must
rate as one of the most emotive
Western themes ever and after
more than 40 years, it can still
cause goose bumps.

On its release, the film was
surprisingly a box office disappoint-
ment in the US, but proved to be
such a smash hit in Europe, that
it went on to be a worldwide hit.
Butch Cassidy and the
Sundance Kid (1969)

Based loosely on fact, the film
tells the story of Wild West out-
laws Robert LeRoy Parker, known
as Butch Cassidy (Paul Newman),
and his partner Harry Longabaugh,
the Sundance Kid (Robert Red-
ford), who are on the run from a

crack US posse after a string
of train robberies. The pair and
Sundance’s lover, Etta Place
(Katharine Ross), flee to Bolivia in
search of a more successful
criminal career.

The leads are like a comedy
double act, with Sundance as the
exasperated straight man and
Butch the excitable joker. The
joking comes to an end when
finally they find they have nowhere
left to run. As they burst from their
bolthole into a hail of bullets, it's
the most memorable moment in
the movie — and the most mem-
orable freeze-frame in cinema.

The Wild Bunch (1969)

The film about an aging outlaw
gang on the Mexico - United States
border trying to adapt to the
changing modern world of 1913,
was controversial because of its
graphic violence and its portrayal
of crude men attempting to
survive by any available means.

Dances with Wolves (1990)

Starring, directed and produced
by Kevin Costner, it is an adapta-
tion of the 1988 book of the same
name by Michael Blake that tells
the story of Union Army lieuten-
ant John J. Dunbar (Costner)
who travels to the American
frontier to find a military post and
of his dealings with a group of
Lakota Indians.
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Costner developed the film
with an initial budget of $15 million.
Much of the dialogue is spoken
in Lakota with English subtitles.
The film was a massive box office
hit, grossing $424.2 million world-
wide, making it the fourth highest-
grossing film of 1990.

Unforgiven (1992)

Arevisionist Western produced
and directed by Clint Eastwood,
the film portrays William Munny,
an aging outlaw and killer who
takes on one more job years after
he had turned to farming.

The film stars Eastwood in the
lead role, with Gene Hackman,
Morgan Freeman and Richard Har-
ris. It won four Academy Awards.

Spaghetti Westerns

The Spaghetti Western is a
broad subgenre of Western films
that emerged in the mid-1960s in
the wake of Sergio Leone's films
- making style and international
box-office success.

According to veteran Spaghetti
Western actor Aldo Sambrell, the
phrase ‘Spaghetti Western’ was
coined by Spanish journalist
Alfonso Sanchez. The majority of
the films were international co-
productions between lItaly and
Spain, and sometimes France,
Germany, Portugal, Greece, Israel,
Yugoslavia, or the United States.

The typical Spaghetti Western
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team was made up of an interna-
tional team and American actors,
sometimes a fading Hollywood
star and sometimes a rising one
like the young Clint Eastwood in
three of Sergio Leone’s films.

The best-known were directed
by Sergio Leone, notably the films
of the Dollars Trilogy (starring Clint
Eastwood as the main character)
- A Fistful of Dollars (1964), For a
Few Dollars More (1965) and The
Good, the Bad and the Ugly (1966)
-as well as Once Upon a Time in
the West (1968, starring Charles
Bronson). These are consistently
listed among the best Westerns
of any variety. Buon appetito!

Train, The Virginian, Maverick,

ometimes you sing one
Sword and culture vultures

know exactly what you
are referring to. So here are a
few for you — “Maria”, “Velkom”
and “Superstar”. See how
simple it is and in Trevor Nunn’s
magnificent  production  of
Fiddler on the Roof (Playhouse
Theatre) we are immersed in
customs and tradition in a theatre
transformed into nineteenth
century Russia and the Yiddish
speaking communities inhabi-
ting the unstable barn like
buildings of a Jewish shtetl.
Sholem Aleichem’s stories are a
dichotomy of fun and community
spirit counterbalanced with the
increasing uncertainty about
their existence.

You can smell the wood
burning fires in the claustropho-
bic environment of the tight-knit
families dominated by dairyman,
Tevye (Andy Nyman), a man so
steeped in tradition that he gives
his five daughters hell making
sure they understand exactly
what he means by it every time
he affectionately roars in their
direction. This is a Fiddler like
no other I've seen as Nunn
gets under the skin of the harsh
realities in which these commu-
nities existed and the rampant
anti-Semitism brought on by a
proclamation from the Tsar.
The powerful ending shows the
families beginning their journey
into exile crossing muddy terrain
not knowing what the future
holds.

When the traditional spirit
kicks in we are treated to songs
that are contemplative, joyful
and uplifting. It begins with the
rousing Tradition followed by the
playfully pleading Matchmaker
Matchmaker, a couple of songs
that set the scene and lead into
one of the great musical
numbers, If | Were a Rich Man.
Nyman makes it his own in a
superb overall performance (the
shadow of Topol's 1971 extra-
ordinary film performance looms
over every actor who has taken
on the role since) and soon he
and other inebriated villagers
are celebrating To Life. The
beautifully lyrical and plaintive
Sunrise Sunset includes the
lines - “One season following
another, laden with happiness
and tears.” However, it is the
final number, Anatevka, that
resonates strongest when the
whole company face the audience
and sing a song that emotes
everything this resilient commu-
nity have experienced and a
defiance that they will stick
together and survive no matter
what.

Although Nyman has the
totemic role the cast is made up
of superlative performances
everywhere you look. This is a

topical and poignant musical
production mirroring the increas-
ing prejudice in our world, will
give you goose bumps, make
you laugh, cry and keep on
singing those songs for weeks
afterwards. Here’s to Jerry Bock
(music), Sheldon Harnick (lyrics),
Joseph Stein (book) and of
course Tradition!

Meanwhile Jonoulla Bankiou
feels the shame...

Sherri (Alex Kingston) means
well. Her job is to increase the
quota of non-white students at
her school in New Hampshire.
Josh Harmon’s Admissions
(Trafalgar Studios) is one of
those plays that will annoy both
sides of a politically sensitive
argument and he deliberately
chooses to use an all-white
cast to debate the topic. Calling
people out and virtue signalling
come crashing down around
her when Sherri’'s son, Ben
(Ben Edelman), is refused a
place at Yale while his mixed-
race classmate is successful
provoking an almighty to do
within the family. Ben will not
accept sycophantic behaviour
by mum and worse wants to
donate his tuition fees to a less
well-off ethnic kid.

It is a brilliant production with
outstanding performances. Not
a comfortable night as the
meaty subject of race and white
privilege stir an uncomfortable
knowing. None the less mesme-
rising. Interesting to note 0.4%
of students in Ivy League
universities are from non-white
backgrounds.

Harmon'’s script is overwritten
and a little too worthy with
monologues that outstay their
relevance but it iis also funny
and fiery and an uncomfortable
ride for those who see them-
selves on the ‘right side’ of the
argument.

Finally Jay Gee is charmed...

Shrek the Musical (Yvonne
Arnaud) performed by the
Guildford School of Acting
students about the ogre who
loves a princess, an ogre too,
was a total delight. The whole
cast were terrific, future career
prospects enhanced, and the
audience, many fellow students,
made the whole thing feel like
an end of term celebration.
Here were opportunities for
individuals to shine but it was
the ensemble work that shone
through.

ou may have great long
lashes that you can
flutter, but without beau-

tifully shaped eyebrows, eyes
may still not stand out. To
capture the real beauty of what
eyes can tell us, a little enhance-
ment can go a long way.

Most will wear some mascara,
or even a little eyeliner to
emphasize the eye area. Where
many are let down, is the
eyebrow area. Many have
eyebrows that are over plucked,
shaved, waxed or cut. Some
have eyebrows that are often
the wrong shape to frame their
actual face shape, and often
also too long or too short.

Eyebrows are actually on us
for a reason. Apart from framing
the face, eyebrows are on the
face for protection. When we
perspire, or even get caught in
the rain, water droplets sit on
the brow, rather than running
straight into the eye. If eyebrows
are to have some removals,

ideally it should be from under-
neath and not really from above.
The only shaping done above
should be a gentle, over the
comb scissor cut, like that of a
professional barbering technique,
in order to maintain a natural
look.

Eyebrows should be meas-
ured for the correct start and
end point, along with determin-
ing the appropriate angle high
point. A professional will do
this using an orangewood stick,
holding at the corners of the
inner and outer eye, and in line
with the corner of the mouth
area. Anything beyond the end
of this is usually removed.

The highest point of the brow
is usually found by placing
the stick at the front, in line
with the centre of eye, while
looking straight ahead. This will
vary slightly depending on the
shape of the face and natural
brow.

The shape of the brow

should be shaped according to
the face shape. For example, if
someone has a long face
shape, a sweeping eyebrow will
balance it out. If someone has
a short square or round face,
then an arched brow will add
the illusion of length to the face
to create balance. There are
many tricks done by that of an
experienced professional that
can give amazing results.

Fair or grey eyebrows can be
dyed to compliment head hair
colour. There is also mascara
and gel liner for brows now
which are applied to the area
using a brush stroke method to
give a natural looking brow, as
well as waxes, colour pencils
and shading palettes to match
brow colour and providing a
3D effect.

For those who have sparse
brows, eyebrow extensions
are available, which are similar
to eyelash extensions. The
eyebrow extensions are single

short hairs that are applied by a
professional with a specialized
glue and technique. Ideal for
that special occasion or holiday,
the brows can last a couple of
weeks if treated with gentle
care and no rubbing or tugging
at them.

The final route is micro-
blading tattooing, a technique
used to give the illusion of
eyebrows. It is best done as
strokes rather than block colour,
but this is not a 3D effect and
doesn’t give a natural look.

Many of the above mentioned

techniques can be combined to
achieve a desired result.
