British lawmakers on Tuesday
handed Prime Minister Theresa
May a second humiliating defeat
on the Brexit plan she had
agreed with the EU, plunging
the country deeper into political
crisis.

Lawmakers voted against
May’s amended Brexit deal by
391 to 242 as her last-minute
talks with EU chiefs on Monday
to assuage her critics’ concerns
ultimately proved fruitless.

The turmoil leaves the
world’s fifth largest economy
facing a range of scenarios — it
could leave without a transition
deal; delay the March 29
divorce date enshrined in law;
May could hold a snap election
or try a third time to get her deal
passed; or Britain could hold

another Brexit referendum.

Parliament was expected firmly
to reject a “no-deal” Brexit in a
vote yesterday at 1900 GMT,
although this will have no legal
force. Today, it will vote on
whether to ask the EU for a
delay to Brexit, something to
which all the bloc’s other
27 members must agree.

EU Brexit negotiator Michel
Barnier said the bloc would need
to know why Britain wanted to
extend talks and it was up to
London to find a way out of the
deadlock.

“If the UK still wants to leave
the EU in an orderly manner,
this treaty is — and will remain —
the only treaty possible,” Barnier
told the European Parliament in
Strasbourg.

However, the default position,
if nothing else is agreed,
remains that Britain will exit
with no deal on March 29, a
scenario business leaders warn
would bring chaos to markets
and supply chains and other
critics say could cause short-
ages of food and medicines.

Supporters of Brexit argue

that, while a no-deal divorce
might bring some short-term
instability, in the longer term it
would allow the United King-
dom to thrive and forge trade
deals across the world.

Unveiling details of a tariff
plan that would last for up to
12 months in the wake of a no-
deal scenario, the government
said 87 per cent of total imports
to the United Kingdom by value
would be eligible for tariff-free
access, up from 80 percent
now.

Some protections for British
producers would remain in
place, including for carmakers
— major employers in Britain —
and beef, lamb, pork, poultry
and dairy farmers. But it would
expose other manufacturers to
cheaper competition.

The government also said it
would not introduce checks on
goods moving from the Irish
Republic to Northern Ireland,
a major concern among lIrish
politicians who fear a hard
border could see a return of
violence which blighted the
British province for more than

30 years until a 1998 peace
accord.

The EU said there could
be no more negotiations with
London on the divorce terms,
struck with May after two-and-
a-half years of tortuous nego-
tiations.

Britons voted by 52-48 per-
cent in 2016 to leave the bloc,
a decision that has split the main
political parties and exposed
deep rifts in British society.

Many fear that Brexit will
divide the West as it grapples
with both the unconventional
U.S. presidency of Donald Trump
and growing assertiveness
from Russia and China, leaving
Britain economically weaker
and with its security capabilities
depleted.

Supporters say it allows
Britain to control immigration
and take advantage of global
opportunities, striking new trade
deals with the United States
and others while still keeping
close links to the EU, which,
even without Britain, would be
a single market of 440 million
people.

There can be no
solution outside
UN parameters
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urkish Foreign Minister, Mevlut Cavusoglu, is seeking to
I create the ground for dealing with the Cyprus problem
outside the framework of the UN decisions and resolu-
tions, speaking always about other options, even though he
does not clearly rule out a federal solution, something which
creates concern and may mean that particular consultations
will have to take place on the terms of reference issue, a
government source said.

The source was commenting on Cavusoglu’s post on Twitter
about his meeting with the UNSG’s special envoy Jane Holl Lute.
The Turkish FM noted in his post that he emphasized during his
meeting with Lute that “all options are on the table for a permanent
solution in Cyprus” and that “in any case, political equality of the
Turkish Cypriots is a must!”

In a statement, AKEL Political Bureau member Toumazos
Tsielepis stated that Cavusoglu cannot be saying that all options
are on the table of dialogue in relation to the Cyprus problem.

He pointed out that what the Greek Cypriot side should do is to
stress that the solution of Bi-zonal Bi-communal Federation is on
the table, which however, he underlined, the Presidential Palace
has removed from its vocabulary lately.

Tsielepis recalled that President Anastasiades has repeatedly
said that if a federal solution isn’t found, then no one forbids him
from thinking about other ideas too. The member of AKEL's Political
Bureau pointed out that talks can’t resume on the Cyprus problem
outside the Guterres framework, whether Turkey likes it or not.

He stressed the importance of finally agreeing to the terms of
reference. Furthermore, Tsielepis noted that the talks will not
resume before June, but pointed out that by then the terms of
reference must be set out for the procedure to begin.

Meanwhile, Government Spokesman, Prodromos Prodromou,
said that Nicosia is waiting for Lute to visit the island after her meet-
ings with the three guarantor powers, namely Greece, UK and
Turkey.

“On the basis of the consultations that have taken place, it is
expected that after her visits to the three guarantor powers Lute will,
at a certain point, return to Cyprus” for meetings,” he said.

He also reiterated President Anastasiades’ readiness to go back
to the negotiating table, noting that “we do not share Turkey’s demand
to return to the negotiations after June. The negotiations could have
resumed months ago,” he added.

Moreover, he underlined once again that all six parameters of the
UNSG'’s framework outlined during the Conference on Cyprus, in
Crans Montana, should be included in the terms of reference.
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Jeremy Corbyn increases pressure
for general election

eremy Corbyn has
J repeated his demand for

a general election after
MPs overwhelmingly voted
against Theresa May’s Brexit
deal for a second time.

The Labour leader accused
Mrs May of running “down the
clock,” adding that “the clock
has been run out on her”.

“It's time that we have a
General Election and the
people can choose who their
Government should be,” he

said.

The Prime Minister’s humilia-
ting defeat came on Tuesday
night when Parliament rejected
her Brexit proposal with a
majority of 149, meaning MPs
yesterday evening voted on
whether or not Britain should
leave the EU with no deal.

Mrs May decided against
whipping her MPs to vote a
certain way, instead giving
them a free vote on the matter.
Free votes on issues of national

significance are rare.

She faced a barrage of
criticism from Labour over her
decision, with the Opposition
saying Mrs May had “given up
any pretence of leading the
country”.

“Once again, she’s putting her
party’s interests ahead of the
public interest,” said a Labour
Party spokesperson.

Mr Corbyn said the Govern-
ment needed to “accept their
deal is clearly dead and does

not have the support of this
House”.

“Quite clearly, no-deal must
be taken off the table,” he
added.

Mr Corbyn said the Commons
has to come together with a
proposal that could be negotia-
ted, adding Labour will put
forward its plans again. How-
ever, he did not mention the
prospect of backing another
referendum.

Labour MPs indicated they
intended to vote against a
no-deal Brexit on Wednesday.
David Lammy, MP for Totten-
ham, said: “This is the Govern-
ment’s (second) historic defeat.
There is only one responsible
option left. Rule out no deal,
delay Article 50 and seek ratifi-
cation in a (People’s Vote) which
offers the option to remain. Any
other path will cause irrevocable
damage.”

Shadow Brexit Secretary
Keir Starmer said yesterday’s
“task” was “to take ‘no deal’ off
the table”.

CMP seeks information on

ings with the Greek and Turkish
speaking Cypriots of the Cypriot
Community of London, who can
volunteer valuable information
to the Members.

Itis believed by the CMP that
substantial information will be
obtained in cooperation with
the Cypriot Community of UK,
to help in identifying missing
persons, possible burial loca-
tions and thus will be able
to give some response and
closure to the relatives of the
missing, who have been waiting
for so many years and living in
uncertainty.

Undoubtedly, many years

have passed since the events
of 1963-64 and 1974, and the
CMP, hope that our expatriate
compatriots will respond to
this plea, for information to be
yielded to get results for this
purely humanitarian problem
that remains an open wound for
us all.

The Members voice that,

the time has come for our
expatriate Cypriots to illuminate
the path of our efforts with the
knowledge they may possess,
thus sending a positive mes-
sage to the new generation,
that cooperation and mutual
understanding are elements
necessary for the future of our
Country and its people.

CAA suspends
Boeing 737 MAX from
airspace after crash

ritain on Tuesday joined
Ba growing number of

nations to suspend flights
by Boeing 737 MAX aircraft
over their territory, after an
Ethiopia Airlines plane of that
model crashed on Sunday, six
minutes after takeoff, killing all
157 people on board.

“The UK Civil Aviation Autho-
rity has been closely monitoring
the situation, however, as we
do not currently have sufficient
information from the flight data
recorder we have, as a precau-
tionary measure, issued instruc-
tions to stop any commercial
passenger flights from any
operator arriving, departing or
overflying UK airspace,” a
spokesperson said in a state-
ment about Boeing 737 MAX
aircraft.

“The UK Civil Auviation
Authority’s safety directive will
be in place until further notice.”

The crash has led to questions
about Boeing's new 737 MAX
8 jet, which was also involved
in the Lion Air crash that killed
189 people last October.

“At this point, based on the
information available, we do not
have any basis to issue new
guidance to operators,” Charlie
Miller, Boeing’s vice president
of communications, said in a
statement.

On Monday, a Greek man
who missed the doomed
Ethiopian Airlines flight by mere
minutes, shared an emotional

Facebook post.

Called “My Lucky Day”,
Antonis Mavropoulos shared
an image of what appears to be
his boarding pass and says he
arrived at his gate just after
boarding had finished on
Sunday morning.

“When | arrived, boarding
was closed and | watched the
last passengers in (the) tunnel
go in. | screamed to put me
in but they didn't allow it,” he
wrote.

Mavropoulos says he was
transferred to the next flight to
Nairobi but was later told he
was unable to board because
security wanted to talk with him
after discovering the plane had
lost contact.

A security staff member “told
me gently not to protest and say
thank you to God, because | am
the only passenger who did not
enter the flight,” Mavropoulos
wrote.

The ill-fated flight was packed
with humanitarian workers and
international experts, many of
whom were bound for a major
United Nations environmental
summit in the Kenyan capital.

Mavropoulos wrote that he
texted friends in Nairobi trying
to get news of the plane, before
eventually receiving a message
from a friend in Greece confirm-
ing the news.

“l collapsed because then |
realized how lucky | was,” he
wrote.

looking uncertain.”

According to Amanda, Percy
is now recovering well despite
being very frightened when
he arrived in the UK “where
he once was too scared to
go further than the garden
gate.”

Crufts opened in Birmingham,
England, last Thursday, with
over 200 breeds hoping to land
the main “best in show” award.
This is the 128th edition of the
annual event that attracted
21,000 dogs last year.

D.0.G Rescue Cyprus

(Dali Organized Group) is a
registered non-profit company
which saves and re-homes the
stray dogs of the Dali and Nisou
municipality shelters.

Since 2010, D.O.G. volun-
teers have saved and re-homed
over 2,000 dogs in Cyprus and
(mainly) abroad — UK, Holland,
Belgium and Germany.

According to D.O.G., the
estimated number of abandoned
dogs in Cyprus is 170,000 per
year.

In 1835, the Freedom was
widened to incorporate not just
members of Livery Companies
but also people living or working
in the City or those with a strong
London connection.

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CYBER THREATS FROM CHINA WHEN INSTALLING 5G NETWORKS NEEDS TO BE ADDRESSED

MEPs adont Gyhersecurity Act
and want EU to counter IT threat from China

On Tuesday, MEPs adopted the EU Cybersecurity Act with 586
votes to 44 and 36 abstentions. It establishes the first EU-wide cy-
bersecurity certification scheme to ensure that certified products, pro-
cesses and services sold in EU countries meet cybersecurity stan-
dards.

Parliament also adopted a resolution calling for action at EU level
on the security threats linked to China’s growing technological presence
in the EU.

MEPs express deep concern about recent allegations that 5G equip-
ment may have embedded backdoors that would allow Chinese man-
ufacturers and authorities to have unauthorised access to private and
personal data and telecommunications in the EU.

They are also concerned that third-country equipment vendors might
present a security risk for the EU, due to the laws of their country of
origin obliging all enterprises to cooperate with the state in safeguarding
a very broad definition of national security also outside their own
country. In particular, the Chinese state security laws have triggered
reactions in various countries, ranging from security assessments to
outright bans.

MEPs call on the Commission and the member states to provide
guidance on how to tackle cyber threats and vulnerabilities when pro-
curing 5G equipment, for example by diversifying equipment from dif-
ferent vendors, introducing multi-phase procurement processes and

establishing a strategy to reduce Europe’s dependence on foreign cy-
bersecurity technology.

They also urge the Commission to mandate the EU Cybersecurity
Agency, ENISA, to work on a certification scheme ensuring that the
rollout of 5G in the EU meets the highest security standards.

The EU Cybersecurity Act, which is already informally agreed with
member states, underlines the importance of certifying critical infras-
tructure, including energy grids, water, energy supplies and banking
systems in addition to products, processes and services. By 2023, the
Commission shall assess whether any of the new voluntary schemes
should be made mandatory.

The Cybersecurity Act also provides for a permanent mandate and
more resources for the EU Cybersecurity Agency, ENISA.

After the vote on the Cybersecurity Act, rapporteur Angelika Niebler
(EPP, DE) said: “This significant success will enable the EU to keep
up with security risks in the digital world for years to come. The legis-
lation is a cornerstone for Europe to become a global player in cyber
security. Consumers, as well as the industry, need to be able to trust in
IT-solutions."

The Council now has to formally approve the Cybersecurity Act.
The regulation will enter into force 20 days after it is published.

The resolution on Chinese IT presence in the EU will be sent to the
Commission and to member states.

New rules, approved by 589 votes in favour to
72 against, with nine abstentions, blacklist practices,
such as late payments for delivered products, late
unilateral cancellations or retroactive order changes,
refusal by the buyer to sign a written contract with
a supplier and the misuse of confidential infor-
mation. Threats of retaliation against suppliers, for
instance delisting their products or delaying pay-
ments, to punish them for filing complaints, will also
be outlawed.

Buyers will no longer be allowed to request pay-
ments from suppliers for deterioration or loss of
products at the buyers’ premises, unless caused
by the suppliers’ negligence or to make suppliers
pay for the cost of examining customer complaints.

Other practices, such as returning unsold pro-
ducts to a supplier without paying for them, forcing
suppliers to pay for the advertising of products,
charging suppliers for stocking or listing of products,
or imposing discount costs onto the supplier, would
also be outlawed unless pre-agreed in the supply
agreement.

Clear complaints procedure

Food suppliers will be allowed to lodge com-
plaints where they are based, even if unfair trading
occurred elsewhere in the EU. National enforce-
ment authorities would handle complaints, conduct
investigations and ensure solutions.

Protecting small and mid-range suppliers

New rules will protect small, medium-sized and
mid-range suppliers with an annual turnover below
€350 million. These suppliers will be divided into
five sub-categories, (with turnovers below €2m,
€10m, €50m, €150m and €350m), with the most
extensive protection given to the smallest ones.

Sanctions must be pro-
longed

MEPs note that new
areas of tension between
the EU and Russia have arisen since 2015, including Russia’s intervention in
Syria, interference in countries such as Libya and the Central African Repubilic,
and continuous aggressive action in Ukraine. They also highlight Russia’s
support for anti-EU parties and far-right movements, and that it keeps meddling
in political elections and violating human rights in its own state.

Taking stock of these violations of international law, MEPs stress that the
EU should stand ready to adopt further sanctions against Russia, especially
those targeting individuals. Sanctions should be proportionate to the threats
posed by Russia, they add. In December last year, the Council prolonged
economic sanctions until 31 July 2019.

Addressing global challenges together

The resolution underlines that the EU should review its current Partnership
and Cooperation Agreement (PCA) with Russia and limit cooperation to areas
of common interest. Global challenges, such as climate change, energy secu-
rity, digitalisation, artificial intelligence and the fight against terrorism call for
selective engagement, MEPs say.

Closer relations will only be possible if Russia fully implements the so-called
Minsk agreements to end the war in eastern Ukraine and starts respecting in-
ternational law, says the text.

Response to disinformation

MEPs condemn Russia‘s disinformation campaigns and cyber attacks,
aimed at increasing tensions within the EU and its member states. They are
deeply concerned that the EU's response to propaganda and disinformation
is insufficient and should be further strengthened, in particular before the up-
coming European elections in May 2019. In this regard, the funding and
human resources for the EU’s East Stratcom Task Force must be substantially
increased, they stress.

Threat to the neighbours

Parliament strongly denounces Russia‘s violation of the airspace of EU
states, especially in the Baltic Sea region, where territorial waters and the air-
space have been repeatedly breached. This disregard for international rules
poses a threat to Russia‘s neighbours in the Black Sea, Baltic Sea and Med-
diteranean regions.

Nord Stream 2

MEPs also reiterate their concerns that the Nord Stream-2 project could re-
inforce the EU's dependence on Russian gas supplies and threaten the EU
internal market.

Support to authoritarian regimes
and disruptive political forces

MEPs are concerned about Russia's continuous support for authoritarian
regimes and countries such as North Korea, Iran, Venezuela and Syria. They
also regret that in order to destabilise EU candidate countries, Russia gives its
support to organisations and political forces like those opposing the Prespa
Agreement that has resolved the long-standing dispute on the name between
the former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia and Greece.

Russia’s economic warfare

MEPs condemn illegal financial activities and money laundering by Russia,
potentially amounting to hundreds of billions of euros being laundered through
the EU every year, which poses a threat to European security and stability.
The report underlines that EU countries concerned must end all 'golden
visa/passport' programmes, which benefit Russian oligarchs.

First EU-wide protection for whistle-blowers agreed

On Monday, Parliament and Council negotiators reached
a provisional agreement on the first EU-wide rules on pro-
tecting whistle-blowers when they report on breaches of EU
law in a wide range of areas including tax fraud, money laun-
dering, public procurement, product and transport safety, en-

vironmental protection, public health,
consumer protection, data protection.

Safe reporting channels

To ensure that potential whistle-
blowers remain safe and that the infor-
mation disclosed remains confidential, |
the new rules allow them to provide in- §
formation on breaches using internal
and external reporting channels. De-
pending on the circumstances of the

case, whistle-blowers will be able to choose whether to first
report internally to the legal entity concerned or directly to
competent national authorities, as well as to relevant EU in-

stitutions, bodies, offices and agencies.

In cases where no appropriate action was taken in response
to the whistle-blower’s initial report, or if they believe there is
an imminent danger to the public interest or a risk of retaliation,
the reporting person will still be protected if they choose to
disclose information publically.

Safeguards against reprisals

The agreed text explicitly prohibits
reprisals and introduces safeguards
against a whistle-blower being sus-
pended, demoted, intimidated or other
forms of retaliation. Those assisting
whistle-blowers, such as facilitators, col-
leagues, relatives and investigative jour-
nalists are also protected.

Member states should provide whis-
tle-blowers with comprehensive and independent information
on reporting channels and alternative procedures, advice
free-of-charge as well as legal, financial and psychological
support.

Fighting crime: faster EU-wide exchange
of non-EU nationals’ criminal records

MEPs agreed in a vote on Tuesday to create a new database on the past convic-
tions of third country nationals (ECRIS-TCN), to complement the existing European
Criminal Records Information System (ECRIS) that is used to exchange information
on the previous convictions of EU citizens.

The new centralised database will improve the exchange of information in regard
to criminal records of non-EU nationals, throughout the EU, contributing to the EU’s
fight against cross-border crime and terrorism. The new ECRIS Third Country National
(ECRIS-TCN) system will:

@ Enable national authorities to quickly establish whether any EU member state
holds criminal records on a non-EU citizen,

@ Include data on dual nationals, who possess the nationality of a third country
and of an EU country to ensure that individuals cannot hide past convictions simply
by virtue of having two passports.

The Parliament and Council negotiators have agreed that Europol, Eurojust and
the future European Public Prosecutor's Office will also have access to ECRIS and
the Third Country National system, in addition to judges and prosecutors in EU
countries.
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Celebrating 30 years of the

The invention of the World
Wide Web marked its 30th
anniversary on Tuesday,
with Sir Tim Berners-Lee, its
creator, and leading figures in
Britain’s technology sector coming
together to celebrate at Downing
Street.

Sir Tim, a renowned British
computer scientist, first unveiled
his vision for what would become
the web in 1989 as a way to share
information for free and across
the world. It forms the basis of
the internet we know today.

At Downing Street, Sir Tim was
joined by the Digital Secretary
Jeremy Wright, co-founding
director of the World Wide Web
Foundation Rosemary Leith, and
representatives from companies
such as Google, Wikipedia and
Monzo, who have also been at
the forefront of changing the way
people consume information and
purchase online today.

Digital Secretary Jeremy Wright
said: “It was great to meet Sir Tim
Berners-Lee today and mark 30
years since his invention of the
World Wide Web. It remains one
of the finest examples of British
technological ingenuity.

“We are at a pivotal moment in
the history of the internet and |
am determined to make sure it
can be a force for good while
supporting the next generation of
tech innovators.”

From entrepreneurs and inno-
vators to bigger organisations, the
digital technology sector is one
of the UK'’s fastest-growing indus-
tries, worth £116.5 billion to the
economy, boosting productivity
and employing more than
2.1 million people.

What was business like
before 30 years of the World
Wide Web?

Many people in business these
days can’t remember life before
the Internet at work. You would
need to be around 50 years old
now to be able to do that. Even
though people younger than that
can remember life before 30
years of the World Wide Web,
they weren't at work. Of course,
anyone aged less than 35 years

old can’t remember much at all
about life before the Internet.

Life in offices before the World
Wide Web involved lots of paper.
Emails did exist, but only in larger
firms. For most companies com-
munication was through letters
and memos. These were delivered
once a day in the “post-round”
where a messenger would bring
a pile of documents and plop
them on your desk. Office workers
had physical inboxes they had to
work their way through.

If you wanted to talk to anyone
you either had to phone them, or
go and see them. If you were out
and about, there was no mobile
phone. Many people had “pagers”
which bleeped to let you know
someone was trying to contact
you. You then had to find a public
phone box, some change and
make a call to get your message.

To research facts and figures
you had to subscribe to several
directories of information within
the office. But for most things you
needed to visit the local library or
a specialist library such as one at
a local university.

If you needed to do any shop-
ping for the office you had to order
on printed forms that came with
specialist catalogues. Or you had
sales representatives call in each
week to take your orders for items.
For everyday things, you needed
to go to the local High Street
shops.

What has the World Wide
Web brought us?

There are significant advantages
which have come about from 30
years of the World Wide Web.
Some are ftrivial, such as the
convenience of not having to get
wet when you need to buy some-
thing because you can shop
online without needing to go out
in the rain. Others are significant,
such as the speed with which
business can be done across the
world, reaching new markets and
finding new suppliers globally.

The World Wide Web has also
meant dramatic improvements in
educational levels; literacy rates
are increasing worldwide, for
instance. People are more con-

nected than ever before; indeed,
one in eight marriages now arises
from an initial meeting online. We
are more connected, more suppor-
tive and more informed than ever
before.

However, there are also prob-
lems which have arisen. Social
division appears to be increasing
and is linked to the web. So too is
the rise of terrorism. Stress, anxiety
and depression are also associated
with increased use of the World
Wide Web. So, it hasn’t all been
good in the last 30 years.

What next for the World Wide
Web?

We can already see signs of
businesses getting tired with the
Web. Managing stress at work is
a real issue for many businesses
and they are realising that this is
connected with the use of the web.
Productivity levels are falling or
static and this is also linked to
using the World Wide Web. As a
result, businesses are already
starting to look at the strategic use
of the web. Some companies, for
instance, are starting to limit email
usage and people are seeking
increased ways of preventing
social media overload. What this
all means is that in the coming
few years we will probably return
to some of those tried-and-tested
offline methods of business com-
munication to reduce the pressure
created by the Web.

Technological advances will
continue apace, of course. Biolo-
gical connections are coming soon
whereby people will be connected
to the Internet. That will provide
security, medical monitoring and
associated health improvements,
as well as location information.

But whatever happens in the
next 30 years of the World Wide
Web there is one thing for sure: it
will be vastly different to what you
experience today. After all, the last
30 years have seen a transforma-
tion in society which is the fastest
in human development for the
past million years. Buckle up and
prepare for a bumpy ride in the
next 30 years because if you think
the last 30 has flown by, the next
30 will come at breakneck speed.

How to cut the cost of
Household Insurance

ome insurance comes in two parts:
H buildings insurance and contents insurance.

Buildings insurance, as the name suggests,
covers the building itself. It is there to help out if
there is some serious structural damage to the
property. If you are the freeholder, then you will
need this, but if you are only the leaseholder of your
property, then you don’t need to worry about
buildings insurance.

Contents insurance covers the contents of your
home, and is an essential bit of cover for everyone.

Insuring The Right Amount. One of the most
obvious ways to cut the cost of your home insur-
ance is to lower the amount of cover you have.
However, you should never be tempted to value
your contents for less than they are worth.

When you go through your home, make sure
you cover all of your possessions. Do not forget the
attic, the garage and the garden shed.

Should you need to make a claim, your house
may be assessed by your insurer and it'll only pay
out the amount that you're covered for. If it decides
that the amount insured isn’'t enough to cover what
was in your home, your insurer will ‘apply average’
to a claim, thus reducing its liability. This is calculated
by the sum insured, divided by the true value of the
risk, multiplied by the loss. The pay out that you
would actually get may be significantly less than
what you were expecting.

Although it is less likely, try not to over-insure
either. Of course all of your contents will be
covered, but you'll be paying more than you need
to in premiums, which is a bit counter-productive.

As for buildings insurance, remember you only
need to cover the cost of the rebuild, not the market
value of the property.

Increasing The Excess. Increasing the voluntary
excess on your home insurance will lower your
premiums. Do think twice about how likely it is that
you will claim though as it can put a heavy dent in
your finances.

Increase Security. Fit some high security locks,
install an alarm and get two bolt locks for the
windows: it'll bring your premiums down. If you
have just moved house it might also be an idea to
get the locks changed as you can’t be sure who still
has a key. It may also be worth joining a Neighbour-
hood Watch scheme as it can reduce costs too.

Think Twice Before Claiming. Take a moment
and carefully consider whether you should make a
claim. If it is @ minor issue you're probably better
off getting it fixed yourself - making a claim will push
up the cost of future cover.

Love is in the air

Brits splurge thousands on engagement rings
as 3.5 million planned to pop the question in
February, but a third continue to walk around
uninsured.

‘| don’t care too much for money, money can’t
buy me love’, sang the Beatles, which most of us
would agree is certainly true. However, it is still the
case that plenty of love-struck Brits splash a fair
amount of cash on an engagement ring in time for
Valentine’s Day, latest research shows.

While the old idea that you spend three times
your monthly salary on an engagement ring,
prospective partners still spend an average of
£1,060. One-in-twenty say theyll spend even
more, averaging over £5,000, while one-in-five are
more frugal, or simply not as well off, and only
spend less than £250. Spending on wedding
rings is slightly less, at an average of £768, with
one-in-twenty shelling out more than £2,000.

Although an engagement or wedding ring might
be something someone has saved up for a long
time to buy, many don’t have the right sort of
insurance cover if they lose theirs, as plenty do in
any number of silly ways. Policy Expert's findings
indicate that just over one-in-ten have somehow
managed to lose either a wedding or engagement
ring at some point in their lives.

As you'd perhaps expect, one of the most
common ways of doing so is simply by taking it off
and misplacing it, such as after hiding it in a ‘safe
place’ while on holiday. Other rings are lost down
sinks or drains, or in the sea or pool, and by being
hoovered up or stolen or ‘hidden’ by a child...
permanently.

As only one-in-twenty found their ring after losing
it, the problem for many is that they won't be able
to claim on insurance cover for a replacement.

Just over a quarter don’t have the type of
home cover which allows for loss, damage or theft
away from the home. Another third are a bit
hazy about it and say they aren't sure if they do or
not.

Plenty of ring-losers, just under two-in-three,
don’t bother getting in touch with their insurer, while
others didn’t know they could claim anyway. Only
one-in-thirty-three actually do make a claim for a
lost or stolen ring.

Some rings are so expensive, or indeed old and
fragile, that it excludes them from a home cover
policy, but the vast majority (86%) of ring owners
don't take out separate, specialist cover.

oliere’s classic seven-
teenth century farce,
Tartuffe (National The-

atre), is ostensibly a riot of silliness
and underlying morality. John
Donnelly’s adaptation, directed
by Blanche Mclntyre, plays out
more like an agent provocateur,
turning some of the original con-
cepts on their head. The basic
premise is that Orgon (Kevin
Doyle), a wealthy property owner,
feels sorry for the eponymous
Tartuffe (Denis O’Hare), who has
apparently fallen on hard times.
He invites him into his home and
blinded by largesse arranges for
his daughter to marry him. His
family do everything they can to
get rid of the charismatic con-
man, seeing through the forlorn
facade. Orgon has been duped.

Donnelly’s verbose script whips
up an intellectual storm in sugges-
ting that the rich lot get what
they deserve and in doing so
not only stretches the imagina-
tion somewhat but makes the
production far more laborious
than expected. Playing with
context is fine but removing the
essential raison d'étre is like
writing a new play. Thankfully
there is room for plenty of belly
laughs and some of the physical
comedy is hysterical with Olivia
Williams the comic star in the
role of Elmire, Oregon’s ranting
and raving wife, who becomes
a standard bearer for women, a
fairly unsubtle nod to contempo-
rary matters.

O'Hare is skanky and shame-
less, dressed like a helpless
hobo. His portrayal is deliciously
slimy and subversive as he
schemes and manipulates at
every tum, his malevolence know-
ing no bounds. He fits in perfectly
on Robert James’s dichotomous
design of opulence and bad
taste. Mclntyre does what she
can to rescue the production
from its verbosity with a few
bursts of directorial innovation
and when she does the spirit of
Moliére comes to the fore.

Meanwhile Daniella Skavellis
is uplifted by prison stories...

Devised and performed by
members of Clean Break, a
theatre company which exists to
bring the stories of imprisoned
women to a wider audience,
Inside Bitch (Royal Court
Theatre) is a hard-hitting
ensemble piece. It features a
series of tragicomic soliloquies
that are poignant, moving and
sometimes incredibly  funny.
When one of them quipped “don’t
touch my toast when you've
been touching your fanny all
night” it cracked me up. Excuse
that pun because moments
later one of them is talking
revealingly about her addiction
to crack and heroine.

My child doesn’t want to go to
Greek School. What can | do?

ome reluctance when
Slearning a second lan-

guage is normal. Young
students wonder why they can’t
just use the free time to watch
television or have fun with their
friends. But there are things
parents can do to help put kids
back on track, and they’ll thank
you for it in the long run.

1. Explain the value. Chil-
dren should be made aware
that they’re not just learning
a second language but also
becoming more in tune with
another side of themselves.
Show them pictures of friends
and family in Greece and
Cyprus that they’ll be able to
communicate with. Set up Skype
chats with cousins living in
Greece or Cyprus to create a
need for them to communicate
in that language.

2. Play language
games. There are many fun
word games, board games and
card games that can be used to
keep kids interested. The focus
is taken off language but they
still use language as they play
the game and compete.

3. Associate Greek school
with fun. Getting up early on a
Saturday when other kids are
watching cartoons isn’t easy,
so make the prospect a little bit
more exciting for the child by
associating the school with a
simple outing afterwards. Take

a break together or a walk to
the park after the lesson is
over.

4. Take a holiday. A visit to
Greece or Cyprus can work
wonders for the child to be
immersed in the language and
see it as relevant and fun.

5. Culture. The next best
thing to going on a holiday to
Greece or Cyprus is to visit the
country through books, music,
movies and theatre productions
in the language. The more
contact, the better.

6. Ask for help. Parents wait
too long to inform the teacher

that their child is acting up and
doesn’t want to go to Greek
school. By the time they address
the problem, it is already firmly
entrenched. Don’t waste time
and discuss the student’s reluc-
tance to continue learning the
language with the teacher so
that you can work together to
get over the plateau.

7. Don’t give up. If you want
your children to use both
languages, you must hit the
ground running, right from birth
if you can — day in and day out
— with as much exposure and
familiarity as possible.

Just before the break, the match would swing back into the hosts
favour when Coulthirst was shown a second yellow card for simu-
lation.

The hosts levelled three minutes after the restart. Olley got on
the end of a cross from Thomson and slid past Cousins from close
range.

The hosts applied more pressure on the 10-man Bees and took
the lead when Tom White curled home from the edge of the box.
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Arsenal beat Manchester United
2-0 on Sunday, lifting the Lon-
doners above their opponents into
fourth place in the Premier League
and ending Ole Gunnar Solsk-
jaer’'s unbeaten domestic run as
United’s caretaker manager.

Goals from Granit Xhaka and
Pierre-Emerick ~ Aubameyang
earned the Gunners a victory that
sent them into the Champions
League places while pushing
United back down to fifth.

It was United’s first league de-
feat since Dec. 16, Jose Mou-
rinho’s last game in charge, and
ended Solskjaer’s remarkable un-
beaten start in the league as
United’s manager.

The win lifted Arsenal to 60
points, just one point behind their
north London rivals Tottenham
Hotspur, who are third, and two
points above United who slipped
to fifth.

Raheem Sterling scored a hat-
trick for Manchester City as they
brushed aside Watford to go four
points clear at the top of the table,
with Gerard Deulofeu netting for
the Hornets, 17 seconds after
coming on as a substitute.

Two goals each for Roberto Fir-
mino and Sadio Mane helped Liv-
erpool to keep in touch with Pre-
mier League leaders Manchester
City with a 4-2 win over lowly
Burnley at Anfield on Sunday.

Juergen Klopp’s side move to
73 points, one behind City, who
beat Watford 3-1 on Saturday.
Both teams have eight games re-
maining.

It was the visitors though, who
took a surprise lead in the sixth
minute, with Ashley Westwood
scoring direct from a corner al-
though Burnley’'s James Tar-
kowski looked to have impeded
Liverpool keeper Alisson Becker.

Tarkowski and Clarets keeper
Tom Heaton got in each other’s
way as they made a mess of a
low cross from Mohamed Salah
and Firmino was left with the sim-
plest of tap-ins to equalise.

The tension having eased,
Mane then put Liverpool ahead
with a fine, curling finish after a
poor clearance from Jeff Hendrick
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was blocked by Lallana.

Burnley started the second half
well but the outcome was put bey-
ond doubt in the 67th minute when
Heaton poorly kicked straight to
Salah, the Egyptian bursting into
the area, and Charlie Taylor’s slid-
ing tackle fell kindly to Firmino
who made no mistake.

Substitute Johann Berg Gud-
mundsson pulled back a goal in
stoppage time for 17th-placed
Burnley who remain two points
above the relegation zone.

For a moment, with winger
Dwight McNeil causing problems
on Liverpool’s right with his drib-
bling and crosses, Burnley threat-
ened an improbable comeback.

But after another cheap give-
away Mane added a fourth goal
to make sure of the three points,
rounding Heaton and slotting into
the empty net.

An injury-time goal from Eden
Hazard salvaged a point for Chel-
sea against a dogged Wolver-
hampton Wanderers in the Pre-
mier League on Sunday after Raul
Jimenez had put the visitors
ahead with one of their only two
shots on goal.

Hazard smashed the ball past
Rui Patricio in the 92nd minute
after constant pressure from the
home side, who are bidding for a
top-four place.

Southampton produced a stir-
ring comeback to beat third-
placed Tottenham Hotspur, who
failed to win for the fourth succes-
sive Premier League game.

Harry Kane’s 17th top-flight
strike of the season put Spurs 1-0
ahead at St Mary’s before two
goals in five second-half minutes
by Yan Valery and James Ward-
Prowse earned Saints a fine win.

Spurs are 13 points behind
leaders Manchester City with eight
games remaining after the reign-
ing champions beat Watford 3-1
in the evening game.

Despite Southampton’s battling
win, the comeback of the day
came at St James’ Park, where
Newcastle trailed Everton 2-0 be-
fore winning 3-2.

Leading through Dominic Cal-

Warnock’s side the points.

In the early game, Crystal Pal-
ace’s poor home form continued
with a 2-1 defeat by fierce rivals
Brighton at Selhurst Park.

Former Palace forward Glenn
Murray, who was listed as a sub-
stitute on the teamsheet before
Florin Andone was injured in the
warm-up, put Brighton ahead —
but Luka Milivojevic equalised
from the penalty spot.

The Seagulls completed the
league double over Palace for the
first time since 1983-84 through
Anthony Knockaert’s sublime fin-
ish. Palace have lost eight of their
15 home league games this sea-
son.

Real Madrid reappoint Zidane
as coach to replace Solari

Real Madrid have reappointed
Zinedine Zidane French inter-
national World Cup winning foot-
ball star as coach on a three-year
deal following the sacking of San-
tiago Solari, the club said on Mon-
day, after the European cham-
pions’ season collapsed inside a
week.

“Real Madrid’s board met and
decided to end the contract linking
Santiago Solari to the club as first
team coach and, at the same
time, have offered to keep him at
the club,” Madrid said in a state-
ment.

“The board have named Zine-
dine Zidane as the new coach to
be incorporated immediately for
the rest of the season and the
next three, until June 30, 2022.”

Frenchman Zidane seen above
with our Michael Yiakoumi won an
unprecedented three consecutive
Champions League titles with the
club before resigning in May last
year, with his replacement Julen
Lopetegui sacked in October and
Solari lasting just over four
months in charge.

Madrid were eliminated from
the Champions League in the last
16 by Ajax Amsterdam on Tues-
day after two Clasico defeats by
Barcelona, knocking Real out of
the Copa del Rey and leaving
them 12 points adrift of the Cata-
lan Liga leaders.

Solari, a former Real Madrid
and Argentina midfielder who took
over at the Bernabeu on Nov. 13,
had replaced former Spain man-

ager Lopetegui but failed to bring
success to the Bernabeu.

Solari leaves Real third in the
Liga standings, with Zidane’s job
now to keep them in the top four.

Zidane, who took over at Real
in January 2016 after Rafa Beni-
tez was dismissed, won the
Champions League that season,
before claiming a La Liga and Eu-
ropean Cup double in 2017.
