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Prodromou: Lute will return
to Cyprus early 2019

he UN Secretary General’s
I envoy Jane Holl Lute is
not conveying any mes-
sages, Government Spokes-
man, Prodromos Prodromou,
said after a new meeting which
the President of the Republic,
Nicos Anastasiades, had on
Tuesday morning with Lute,
adding that discussions with
a view to formulate the terms
of reference for the resump-
tion of the Cyprus talks will
continue, and Lute will be back
to Cyprus at the beginning of
2019.

Prodromou was asked whether
the UN envoy conveyed any
message by the Turkish Cypriot
leader Mustafa Akinci, whom
she met on Monday, or by any
other of the parties involved in

the process underway on the
Cyprus problem.

In his statements, Prodromou
said that consultations with
Lute continued on Tuesday “in
the same creative and produc-
tive atmosphere. The President
of the Republic discussed with
Lute, with a view to formulate
the terms of reference so that
negotiations will begin again.
The discussion will continue
and Lute will come back at the
beginning of next year,” he
noted.

Asked if the discussion of
details concerning the terms
of reference has begun, Prodro-
mou said that they are discus-
sing about the formulation
of the terms of reference.

“The required discussion is

taking place, both as regards
the general principles and the
details,” he added.

Invited to say if a framework
has been set out as regards the
terms of reference, on the basis
of the discussions underway,
and asked if there is any infor-
mation about what was discus-
sed during Lute’s meeting with
Akinci on Monday, the Spokes-
man said that “an effort is
carried out systematically to
formulate the terms of refer-
ence. Once there is something
to announce, we will announce
it.”

Asked if there is progress and
if something has been agreed,
Prodromou noted that construc-
tive and productive work is being
done.

Invited to say if Lute conveyed
any message from Akinci or
any other of the parties involved
in the process underway on the
Cyprus problem, he noted that
Lute has undertaken on behalf
of the UNSG the mission of
formulating the terms of refer-
ence and ‘is not conveying
messages.”

Lute also held a second
meeting on Tuesday morning
with Akinci.

Before coming to the island,
Lute had meetings with the
EU High Representative for
Foreign Affairs and Security
Policy, Federica Mogherini,
Greek Alternate Foreign Minis-
ter, George Katrougkalos, and
Turkish Foreign Minister Mevlt
Cavusoglu.

Cyprus and UK sign
protocol on double
taxation agreement

ypriot Minister of Finance Harris Georgiades and British
‘ High Commissioner to Cyprus Stephen Lillie, signed

yesterday, a protocol amending the Convention for the
Elimination of Double Taxation between the two countries,
concerning pensions.

The signed Protocol introduces grandfathering period for the
calendar years ending on or before 31 December 2024 so that
persons whose pension was subject to tax in Cyprus under the
provisions of Article 19 (1) of the Convention of 1974, may make
an election that the provisions of that Article shall continue to apply
for calendar years ending on or before 31 December 2024 to be
taxed under the Convention of 1974 and exempted from the
provisions of Article 18 (2) of the 2018 Convention.

In his statements at the signing of the protocol, Finance Minister
Harris Georgiades said that the latest amendment of the Agreement
created a framework that facilitates economic cooperation, fiscal
stability and transparency in the relations of the two countries.

As he said, the first such agreement was signed in 1974, it was
revised in 1980 and again in early 2018. He also noted that there
was a large Cypriot community in the UK and an equally large
community of citizens of the United Kingdom in Cyprus.

He also stressed the really excellent level of political and
economic relations between Cyprus and the United Kingdom.

“The United Kingdom was and remains for us a strategic partner,
a country with which we have relationships that could not really
have been closer

This is also true in the field of the economy and such an agree-
ment, which must constantly be adjusted and modernized, serves
to further expand the already very close economic and political
relations”, said the Minister.

The British High Commissioner expressed his satisfaction on the
signing of the agreement.

“We have very very close relations between the United Kingdom
and Cyprus, not least in the economic field and this amendment
to the double taxation agreement is an important step forward in
maintaining the very close relationship”, he said.

He added that the agreement was particularly important given
the close people to people links and the fact that they had very large
Cypriot community in the UK and the around 70 thousand British
living in Cyprus.

As Lilie said, the agreement was very important for those
individuals, as it modernized the double taxation agreement
between the two countries, brought it in line with best practices and
was also recognizing the important circumstances and aspirations
of the two communities.

‘Dank.co.uk
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Corbyn tables no confidence in
May as she tries to delay vote

eremy Corbyn tabled a
Jmotion of no confidence in

Prime Minister Theresa May
on Monday night after she tried
to postpone the vote on her Brexit
deal to next year.

The Labour leader's broadside
came after the PM confirmed that
a “meaningful vote” on her Brexit
deal will take place in the week
commencing January 14 with a
debate starting the week before.

Mr Corbyn said: “We face an
unprecedented situation — the
Prime Minister has led us into a
national crisis.

“If any more evidence was
needed for why we face this
grave situation, the Prime Minister
demonstrated it at last week’s
summit.

“There were some warm words
drafted and the Prime Minister
even managed to negotiate those
away to be replaced by words
about preparing for no deal.”

He said the “cold reality” was
that Ms May achieved “nothing”
last week after returning to Brus-
sels to seek further assurances
over the Irish border.

“The deal is unchanged and not

going to change,” Mr Corbyn said.
“The House must get on with the
vote and move on to consider the
realistic alternatives.”

Delaying the decision to Janu-
ary was simply unacceptable, the
Labour leader insisted.

Mr Corbyn also accused Ms
May of cynically running down the
clock on the March 29 Brexit
deadline and “trying to manoeuvre

Parliament into a choice between
two unacceptable outcomes — her
deal or no deal.

“A responsible prime minister
would for the good of this country
have put the deal before the
House this week, so we can
move on from this government’s
disastrous negotiations.

“It's clear the Prime Minister
has failed to renegotiate her deal,

failed to get any meaningful
reassurances —there is no excuse
for any more dither or delay.”

He demanded the PM answer
three questions as he quizzed her
over the latest Brexit negotiations.

He said: “One, does her deal
still have the confidence of the
Cabinet?

“Two, is Cabinet collective
responsibility still in operation?

“Three, does it remain govern-
ment policy to avoid a no-deal
outcome?”

Ms May answered yes to all the
questions in her response.

The SNP’s Westminster leader
lan Blackford later quipped: “We
thought the Prime Minister had
reached rock bottom, but she’s
still digging.”

He said: “After two years of
negotiation the Prime Minister has
designed a deal that she knows
that she cannot deliver. It doesn't
have the support of this House.

“It is time to call time on this
government, it is a laughing
stock.”

The crucial vote was postponed
earlier this month to avoid a heavy
defeat.

Britons to pay for
visa-free travel to EU
after Brexit

illions of Britons will have
Mto pay €7 (£6.29) every

three years for visa-free
travel to the EU from 2021.

The post-Brexit move was
confirmed by the European Com-
mission in response to a question
to its President Jean Claude-
Juncker.

Alongside the fee, UK citizens
will need to pre-register for the
three-year electronic visa waiver.

The small print of the detailed
draft regulation covering visa
exemptions for UK citizens
travelling to the bloc says that

"the European Travel Information
and Authorisation System (ETIAS)
will apply to United Kingdom
nationals once union law on free
movement of union citizens
ceases to apply to them, as to
other visa-free third country
nationals".

The maintenance of visa-free
travel for short-term visits to the
EU, and by all EU citizens to the
UK has been heralded by the
government and Prime Minister
Theresa May as one of the great
achievements of the political
declaration agreed by EU leaders

at the special summit last month.
The EU has already begun to
implement the system which
preauthorises the entry of citizens
from a special list of countries,
who do not require full visas.

"Once ETIAS enters into
operation, all visa-exempt non-
EU nationals who plan to travel
to the Schengen area will have
to apply via ETIAS," a European
Commission source said.

Cypriot workers in solidarity
with the struggle of the
French working people

symbolic solidarity meet-
ing took place on Friday
orning (14 December)

outside the French Embassy in
Nicosia responding to the call for
solidarity issued by the World
Federation of Trade Unions
WFTU.

The meeting was held to
express the militant solidarity of
the Cypriot working people
towards the strike mobilizations
being organised by CGT and the
trade union movement in France.

The General Secretary of the
class-based trade union federa-
tion of PEO and Vice-President
of WFTU Pambis Kyritsis addres-
sed the symbolic solidarity event.
Leaders of Turkish Cypriot trade
unions affiliated to the WFTU also
participated.

Inter alia, the GS of PEO
pointed out that, “We are on the
side of the French workers, with
all working people across the
EU and the whole world, in their
struggles for better working and
living conditions. We pledge that
Cypriot working people will
continue the struggle from their
own arena to change things.”

He noted that in France as well
as in Cyprus, but also throughout
the EU, neo-liberalism has increas-
ingly prevailed, with the ever
deeper crisis being burdened
one-sidedly on to working people’s
backs, with the continuous wide-
ning of social inequalities and
poverty.

The symbolism of the mobiliza-
tion, the GS of PEO added, “is

not only to express our solidarity
and support, but at the same time
also to denounce the policies of
the EU and to demonstrate
that we here in Cyprus are also
demanding and asserting policies
to provide support to working
people, that should lead to a
growth that respects people,
working people’s rights, collective
agreements and social gains.”

The GS of PEO also made
a reference to the 2019 State
budget that was discussed on
Friday in Parliament. It is clear
that it is yet another budget of
austerity, yet another budget
tailored to the measures of the
neo-liberal prescriptions being
implemented by the government
on the orders and in full coordi-
nation with EU policies.

Mr Kyritsis also welcomed
the presence of Turkish Cypriot
leaders of the Turkish Cypriot
trade unions, noting that neo-
liberal policies affect both Greek
Cypriots and the Turkish Cypriots
in the same way. He also assured
that the organizations that are
members of the World Trade
Union Federation will continue to
work together, not only to improve
working people’s condition, but
also for the reunification of Cyprus
within a bizonal, bicommunal
federation “that will enable us to
wage these common struggles
even more strongly to change the
conditions in our country; For a
Cyprus that will be turned into a
country of peace, security and
prosperity for all its inhabitants.”

With Christmas and the New
Year just around the corner, and
a particularly turbulent year in the
UK and Cyprus, | believe that we
should all take the time to reflect
on the previous 12 months.

As your Federation, we've con-
tinued to represent and advance
our community’s interests and
views at the very highest levels.
We've discussed issues of impor-
tance to our community with
Government Ministers, Shadow
Ministers, as well as representa-
tives of other political parties and
Members of Parliament. We met
with the newly appointed UK High
Commissioner to Cyprus, Mr
Stephen Lillie, and also hosted
Cypriot Government Officials,
including H.E. The President of
the Republic of Cyprus, Nikos
Anastasiades and H.E. President
of the House of Representatives,
Demetris Syllouris.

This year, for the first time, we
used online grass roots campaign-

ing to amplify the voice of our
diaspora. Our community made
its voice heard in March this year,
when Turkey’s illegal actions
blocked exploration in Cyprus’
Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ).
An online campaign resulted in
3,000 emails and letters being
sent to the Foreign Office. We
received an open response from
Sir Alan Duncan MP, Minister for
Europe, which confirmed that
“(UK Government) want to see
exploration go ahead.” The cam-
paign also prompted statements
in support of Cyprus’ sovereign
rights from the Labour Party,
Liberal Democrats and All-Party
Parliamentary Group for Cyprus.

On the tragic anniversary of the
Turkish invasion, in July this year,
as well to our annual parliamen-
tary reception, our community sent
a clear message to its elected
Members of Parliament that
Turkey needs to take its hands off
Cyprus and end its occupation of
over a third of the island. Our
#HandsOffCyprus campaign saw
Federation representatives visit
Greek schools and community
events to talk to UK Cypriots
across the country. As a result of
the campaign, over 41% of MPs
received emails from their consti-
tuents calling for Turkey to take

its hands off Cyprus. Following
this campaign, we received state-
ments from the Government,
Opposition, other British political
parties and the APPG for Cyprus,
with some welcome positions
especially on the issue of security
and guarantees.

As well as advocating on the
Cyprus issue, we have also acti-
vely engaged with our community
on issues much closer to home —
namely the process of obtaining
Cypriot citizenship and Brexit. Our
recent opinion poll showed that
81% of UK Cypriots are highly
likely to apply for Cypriot citizen-
ship, however a large majority are
unclear about the process, criteria
or requirements. The Cyprus High
Commission has taken significant
steps to improve the application
process at the Consulate.

This year we have continued to
deepen relations with other dias-
poras and have held joint events
with the Jewish community, A
Celebration of Cypriot and Jewish
Communities in the Common-
wealth’ where H.E. the Foreign
Minister of Cyprus, Nikos Christo-
doulides was the Guest Speaker;
and with the UK Egyptian and
Greek communities, as part of
Nostos II' where we were joined

RAmbassador Myleene Klass visited Cuckoo

Hall Primary Academy in Enfield, North
London to host a Klassy Christmas Jumper Jam to
celebrate Save the Children’s Christmas Jumper
Day.

Myleene’s Klassy Christmas Jumper merriments
kicked off with a woolly workshop with 30 pupils
from year three. Playing the piano in her novelty
knit, Myleene led the excited pupils all donning
festive sweaters, in a Christmas sing-a-along of their
favourite carols including ‘Jingle Bell Rock’ and
‘Rocking Around the Christmas Tree'.

Klass’ Christmas Choir then performed in a special
Christmas Jumper assembly which included the
school’s first ever ‘Caught in the Act’ awards cere-
mony to celebrate great behaviour, kindness and
helpfulness. Myleene joined the Headteacher Nicky
Ross on stage to present the awards.

Whilst visiting the school, Myleene also took the
opportunity to see first-hand how money raised from
Save the Children’s Christmas Jumper Day can help
support disadvantaged children at the school to have
a brighter future through the charity’s Families
Connect programme.

Save the Children’s research shows that children
from lower income families are 50% less likely to do

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well than their wealthier classmates in school.

The Families Connect programme at Cuckoo Hall
Primary Academy is delivered by parent-champions
trained by Save the Children and helps to increase
parent’s skills and confidence to support their
children’s learning outside of school, giving them
the best chance to achieve their potential.

Myleene spoke with mums who have taken

part in the programme and found out how it has
changed both their lives and the lives of their
children.

She said: “Save the Children’s research shows
that the consequences of growing up in poverty can
be devastating. By the time they get to school, many
of these children find it harder to learn, struggle to
express themselves and also find it tough to get

along with other children. Many go on to do less
well in their GCSE-level exams than their wealthier
peers and are therefore more likely to be unemployed
and trapped in poverty as adults.

“The mums | met today told me they’re working
long hours often on low incomes and understand-
ably, finding the time or money to buy books and
help support their children’s education outside of
school can be a real struggle. The Families Connect
programme is great because it gives these mums
the confidence and the resources they need to be
able to help their children learn at home and do
even better at school. It's helping them to give their
children a brighter future, which is really what any
parent wants for their child.”

Marino Charalambous, CEO, CHAT Academies
said: “The Families Connect programme is trans-
forming the way our families are supported, giving
them invaluable new skills and the confidence to
help their children’s learning at home.

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A sprinkle of Christmas istory

very year on December
E25th we celebrate the birth-
day of Jesus Christ. We
call this time of year Christmas as
we celebrate the Mass for Christ.
Christmas is a truly magical sea-
son, bringing families and friends
together to share the much loved
customs and traditions which have
been around for centuries.

Saint Nicholas

The true story of Father Christ-
mas begins with Saint Nicholas,
a bishop who lived in Myra. His
wealthy parents died while he was
still young, leaving their whole
inheritance. Nicholas used this to
assist the needy, the suffering and
the sick. It has been said that he
secretly dropped a bag of gold
down a chimney for the daughters

of a poor man. Later, the poor man
searched to find the mystery
patron, and when he did, was
begged not to spill his identity to
the rest of the land. However, when
later revealed, the mystery of
present giving was thought to be
from Saint Nicholas from then on.

Another tradition suggests
giving gifts is related to that of the
three wise men who brought gifts
to Jesus.

Father Christmas

Father Christmas (also known
as Santa Claus), has become the
human face of Christmas - an old
man with a long white beard, red
coat, and bag of toys.

Children are taught from a
young age that the night before
Christmas, he comes into houses

down the chimney and places
presents for them in stockings or
bags by their beds or in front of the
Christmas tree. It is said that he
lives in the North Pole, and arrives
flying through the sky on a sleigh
pulled by reindeer.

Christmas Tree

The tradition of a Christmas
tree began with the paradise tree
decorated with apples to repre-
sent the Garden of Eden on Adam
and Eve’s day, which fell on
December 24. People then deco-
rated their trees with edible goods
and glass decorations.

Around the 1830s, Christmas
trees made it to Britain and in
1846, the royal family was
sketched around their Christmas
tree. The custom then became

very fashionable and has been a
tradition ever since.

Christmas Cards

The custom of sending Christ-
mas cards was started in the UK
by Sir Henry Cole in the 1840s
who alongside his friend John
Horsley, designed the first card
and sold them for 1 shilling each.

As printing methods improved
over the years, they became much
more popular and were produced
in large numbers.

Christmas food
A Christmas tradition involving
the turkey is to pull its wishbone.
The person left with the larger
piece of the bone makes a wish.
Christmas pudding is also served;
Traditionally a silver coin is hidden

in it, thought to bring good fortune
to the lucky finder.

Change In Traditions
Many would agree that Christ-
mas has become more about

spending money on gifts, and
forgetting the religious meaning.

In the UK, shops remain open
till late in the lead up to Christmas
and even open on Boxing Day
with the cut-price sales.

early Beloved in the Lord, The
Dbells of the Churches of the One,

Holy, Catholic and Apostolic
Orthodox Church of the World will ring
happily again this year to remind us that
‘The virgin will conceive and give birth to
a son, and they will call him Emmanuel,
which means God is with us’ (Matt.

The Kalikantzari cause mis-
chief more than harm. Having a
fire burning through the twelve
days of Christmas is meant to
keep them away.

Epiphany

On Epiphany, the ceremonial
blessing of the waters takes
place.

Young men dive into cold
rivers and sea to try to be first
to get a cross which has been
blessed by a priest and thrown
into the water. Whoever gets
the cross first is meant to have
good luck during the coming
year.

Epiphany festivals also
include music, dancing and lots
of food.

To the members of the
Greek Orthodox Church,
Christmas comes in sec-
ond after Easter. However, this
is not to say that Christmas isn’t
widely celebrated with unique
traditions. It’s difficult to differen-
tiate the traditions between
Greece and Cyprus because
they are merely the same.

On Christmas Eve, everyone
goes to church; children around
the villages travel from house
to house singing Kalanda
(carols) and are rewarded with
sweets and fruits from the
locals.

Christmas Food
As family and friends arrive

for the Christmas Day feast,
which is much looked forward
to following 40 days of fasting,
they greet one another by
saying, “Hronia polla” (Many
happy years).

Pigs are slaughtered and are
on most dinner tables, along-
side dishes such as roast turkey
stuffed with rice, chestnuts and
vegetables or other meats such
as lamb.

Sweets and treats such as
Kourabiedes (almond cookies)
and Melomakarona (honey
spiced cookies) are also placed
on the table as a Greek Christ-
mas tradition.

On almost every dinner table,
there are loaves of Christopsomo

(Christ Bread) which is a round
loaf, decorated on the top with
a cross.

Gifts

Both Greece and Cyprus
share a different tradition to
the UK - instead of opening
presents on Christmas Day
(25th December), the exchange
of gifts takes place on 1st
January, St Basil's Day.

On this day the “renewal of
waters” also takes place, a ritual
in which all water jugs in the
house are emptied and refilled
with new “St Basil's Water.”

Christmas trees have become
more popular but are not
traditional. Most houses will

have a shallow wooden bowl
with a sprig of basil wrapped
around a wooden cross hanging
from the wire instead. Once a
day, someone dips the cross
and basil into some holy water
to sprinkle water in each room
of the house. This is believed
to keep the bad spirits (Kalikan-
tzari) away.

Kalikantzari

Kalikantzari are believed to
be a species of goblins or spirits
who appear only during the
12-day period from Christmas
to the Epiphany (January 6).

They are meant to emerge
from the centre of the earth and
to slip into people’s house

Kourabiedes (Almond Cookies)

Ingredients:

1 packet of unsalted butter or Trex

2 egg yolks
1 Greek coffee cup icing sugar
3 tablespoons baking powder

3/4 cups roasted almonds, chopped in large chunks

Rosewater

Self raising flour (your own required amount)

1 vanilla sachet
Brandy

Ingredients:

3 cups sunflower oil

1 1/2 cups sugar

Juice of 2 large lemons

Juice of 2 large oranges

3 teaspoons baking powder
1 1/2 teaspoons soda

1 teaspoon ground cinnamon

Method:

Melomakarona (Honey Cookies)

1 teaspoon ground cloves
3-4 cups self raising flour
Roasted sesame seeds
Chopped walnuts

For the syrup:
1 cup each of sugar, honey
and water

Method:

Beat the butter well and then add the icing sugar and egg
yolks.

Add the roasted almonds, rosewater, vanilla brandy, baking powder
and lastly the flour. Combine together until the mixture is soft and does
not stick to your hands.

Form the kourabiedes into flattened oval shapes and cook in a
medium oven until golden.

Allow to cool, brush over with rosewater and then sprinkle with icing
sugar.

Beat together the oil, lemon juice and orange juice. Add the sugar,
baking powder, soda, cinnamon, cloves and gradually stir in enough
flour to make a soft dough (make sure it does not stick to your hands).

Pinch off small portions of the dough and form into flattened oval
shapes. Bake in a preheated oven for 20-30 minutes until golden
brown.

Whilst cooling, prepare the syrup by boiling water, honey and sugar.
Dip the melomakarona one at a time into syrup for approximately
1 minute and then using a spoon, place them on a tray to cool.

Mix together the roasted sesame seeds, chopped walnuts, cinnamon
and cloves and sprinkle over the melomakarona.

Vasilopitta (New Year’s Cake)

Ingredients:

1 glass oil

1 1/4 glasses sugar

4 glasses flour

5eggs

1 glass orange juice or a small natural yoghurt
1 glass coarsely ground almonds

3 tablespoons baking powder

Zest of an orange

Brandy to taste

Method:

Beat the oil and sugar and then gradually add the orange squash
or yogurt and eggs one by one. Then add the remaining ingredients
into the mixture.

Place in a greased baking tin and bake in a preheated, moderate
oven for about 1 hour or until a knife inserted into the centre comes
out clean.

Note: For the sake of tradition, wrap a coin in a piece of foil and
press it into the mixture before baking. The person who finds the coin,
will have good fortune for the year.

Mary Poppins
Returns

This has to be the longest gap in
history for a sequel — 54 years after the
1964 classic with Julie Andrews as the
eponymous heroine, the beloved creation
of PL. Travers. Now Emily Hunt steps into
her shoes and under her umbrella for this
eagerly awaited revisit to the Banks
household. The time now is the thirties
and Depression is hitting hard especially
Michael (Ben Wishaw) and his family in
London. After losing his wife he struggles
to make ends meet and pay back his
debts to the bank which threatens him
with repossession of their home unless
he pays within five days. His sister Jane
(Emily Mortimer) and housekeeper Ellen
(Julie Walters) give as much support to
him and his three children as possible, but
when they reach a dead end their
favourite nanny Mary Poppins arrives
from the sky like a “deus ex machina ...

Emily Hunt has a hard act to follow but
sheis a very pleasing presence and gives
aluminous performance despite her over
pronounced posh accent. She gets solid
support from a strong cast especially from
the highly acclaimed Broadway actor
Lin-Manuel Miranda as Jack, the friendly
lamplighter who is Dick Van Dyke’s
substitute from the original. Ben Wishaw

and Emily Mortimer are also perfectly
cast as the adorable siblings who can't
believe their luck when their beloved
nanny returns to their home in order to
look after Michael's own three children.
Even Meryl Streep has a cameo as the
eccentric cousin Topsy while David
Warner is even more eccentric as a Sea
Captain living on a boat above a house
in Cherry Tree Lane opposite the Banks.
But it is the veterans Dick Van Dyke and
Angela Lansbury that deliver the most
memorable cameos and effortlessly bring
the house down.

Rob Marshall's expert direction and
imaginative choreography keep the
action and tuneful music flowing in one of
the most engaging family films of the
year!

1985

Yen Tan’s terrific film follows the story
of Adrian (Corey Michael Smith), an
advertising executive who returns to his
conservative family in Texas for Thanks-
giving following a three year absence.

Adrian is now a changed man living an
openly gay life with his New York friends
but still closeted to his parents. His trip to
Texas forces him to re-examine his life

especially when he sees his much
younger brother Andrew (Aidan Langford)
struggling to cope with his deeply conser-
vative parents. The acting is outstanding
throughout - the scenes between the two
brothers are gentle, sensitive and deeply
moving. Virginia Madsen and Michael
Chiklis are also excellent as the god
fearing parents both in deep denial about
their children’s predicament.

Yen Tan recreates the mid-eighties
with care and authenticity - the time when
the AIDS crisis was still in its infancy as
well as a dark stigma. His compelling film
is perfectly complimented by Hutch's
black and white super 16mm cinemato-
graphy and by Curtis Heath's memorable
score. Essential viewing!

There have been many films about the
life of young ballerina’s struggling to
survive the cruel world of ballet, most
memorable in Darren Aranofsky’s recent
BLACK SWAN. Valerie Muller and
Angelin Preljocaj’ engaging film based on
the graphic novel “Bastien Vives” offers a
new insight into the life of a dancer.

From a young age Polina (Anastasia
Shevtsova) always wanted to become a

ballerina despite her loving parents’ lack
of funds in order to provide for her train-
ing. She is a dedicated dancer but her
classical training at the Bolshoi is sud-
denly put on hold when she follows her
French lover to a Contemporary Dance
Company in Aix-en-Provence led by
Juliette Binoche....

Shevtsova conveys beautifully the
anxieties and frustrations of an ambitious
and dedicated artist determined to reach
her goal despite the immense obstacles.
Her dignified presence and ability to
dance both ballet and contemporary is
captivating!

Bumblebee

| have never imagined in my wildest
dreams that | would actually enjoy a
TRANSFORMERS film. This is a prequel
to the franchise and takes place in 1987
where Bumblebee is sent to earth in a
small Californian beach town. Charlie
(Hailee Steinfeld), a sensitive teenager
still grieving for the loss of her father dis-
covers Bumblebee hiding in her garage
and almost immediately forms a bond
with this unlikely new friend who tums into
a yellow VW beetle when in trouble...

Itis a likable film that brings to mind not

only the HERBIE movies but also ET.
Steinfeld, received an Oscar nomination
for her remarkable performance in TRUE
GRIT and here she delivers another fully
fleshed character despite the thin material
she is working with. Her relationship with
Bumblebee is fun but when the outside
forces led by John Cena’s Agent Burns
begin to track down the friendly alien the
film then loses some of its momentum
and impact. But overall, enjoyable family
entertainment!

This fascinating film is not a sequel to
last year's SOLO: A STAR WARS
STORY but a breathtaking documentary

about Free Solo Climbing. Directors
Elizabeth Chai Vasarhelyi and Jimmy
Chin follow celebrated free soloist climber
Alex Honnold as he prepares for his most
daring and dangerous yet-to climb the
treacherous 3,200 foot EI Capitan in
Yosemite National Park without a rope. ..

Honnold is a highly committed athlete
who fell in love with climbing from a young
age and is determined to reach his
goal at any cost. Meanwhile, we see his
understanding mother and girlfriend
sharing their thoughts about Honnold and
standing by this humble man as he is
getting ready to fulfil his passion and
dream of a lifetime despite the fact that
most of his friends and colleagues have
lost their lives while practising their
sport.

The stunning aerial cinematography
will simply take your breath away and
compliments perfectly the nail biting
tension as Honnold climbs higher and
higher...Unmissable!

All | want for Christmas...

he weather outside is
I frightening, one of those
Arctic blasts headed out
way last week, Storm Deidre to
be precise. It's beginning to look
a lot like Christmas. So warm
your cockles and get into the
festive spirit with some chestnuts
roasting by an open fire. Better
still, how about a large helping of
human plum pudding. For that is
exactly what you get with Simon
Callow in a superlative one-man
show of A Christmas Carol
(Arts Theatre), every word he
utters infused with an intoxicating
mix of ripened fruit and vintage
brandy. "Stop mumbling, use your
mouth more...brebi na yemossi
do stoma sou", a theatre director
once screamed, chastising me
for my laziness in speech. Callow
is the antithesis, a rich, mature
cadence that brings this familiar
story to life, each character seem-
ing to appear before us as he
intones and gestures.

Dickens wrote this over one
hundred and seventy-five years
ago at a time when he was
struggling to re-establish himself
as the go-to author of his day. He
was also an acclaimed raconteur
hosting many an evening where
he would entertain folk with read-
ings from his work. This perfor-
mance would definitely have
met with his approval for Callow
imbibes the spirit of the tale and
slowly but surely, over an absorb-
ing eighty minutes, reveals the
redemptive transformation of
Ebenezer Scrooge - having been
visited by the ghosts of Christmas
Past, Present and Future - from
a curmudgeonly misanthrope into
a man of extravagant benevo-
lence, much to the surprise, and
delight, of those who knew him in
his previous incarnation.

There is a beautiful simplicity
to storytelling but to do it well

requires craft and nuance. Tom
Caims, who directed and designed
the show, rightly chooses a mini-
malistic approach. Subtle lighting
by Adam Povey and an ethereal
soundtrack by Ben and Max Ring-
ham that evokes Dickensian Lon-
don street life, offer extra layers
of atmosphere, allowing Callow
to switch characters with a simple
swapping of chairs or swish of a
curtain. The narrative appears to
move seamlessly from one
episode to another, the snow falls,
bells chime, chains clank and
finally we emerge into light and
joy as the unfortunate Cratchits
get the best Christmas present
of all, their crippled son, Tiny Tim,
will not die.

So as you rush around fretting
about which presents to buy,
what baubles to hang, why the
turkey is not big enough and how
many goubebia to make - you
can never really get it right - task
a break and head to Leicester
Square for a bravura perfor-
mance that will settle your nerves
but more importantly remind you
what you should really want for
Christmas. Peace and good health
to you all...and a silent night.

One group definitely in a festive
mood are The Pink Singers,
proudly announcing themselves
as Europe's longest-running
LGBT+ choir. | did ask about the
plus sign but got lost in non-
binary and gender fluidity. Their
first Christmas concert in over a
decade at Cadogan Hall was
well worth waiting for. Titled
Sleighing It! the programme was
made up of an eclectic mix of
seasonal favourites which began
with Jingle Bells, ended with
Last Christmas and in between
the likes of the magnificent
O Magnum Mysterium and the
winsome White Winter Hymnal.
They were joined by the equally

amazing and angelic voices of
Burntwood Chamber  Choir,
schoolgirls from a state school in
Wandsworth, who provided a con-
trasting set of choral works such
as Hodie Christus Natus Est and
Silent Night under the inspiring
direction of Debbie Lammin. In
the second half both choirs joined
forces to startling effect. Some
fine comic moments ensued such
as a rendition of You're a Mean
One, Mr. Grinch with an actual
grinch threatening to spoil the
evening and the Mariah Carey

song All | want for Christmas is
You opened by pink singer's own
Maria-Casey! All in all a splendid
Christmas event with sufficient
campery for the festive season.
Death is sad but it can also be
very funny. Gloria, matriarch of a
Jamaican family, is dying. She
soon passes. We never see her
but her influence can be felt
everywhere. Her portrait photo-
graph sits on a shelf as though
she is carefully watching all the
shenanigans and machinations
going on with her offspring and

relatives, no different from any
other family really. | am no fan of
awards but if my hand was forced
| would, without hesitation, give
the gong for best new play of the
year to Nine Night (Trafalgar
Studios), the title of which
describes a Jamaican wake when
a whole heap of people turn up,
over nine nights, to mourn but
mainly to celebrate with lots of
food and drink. Writer Natasha
Gordon has penned an insightful,
poignant and at times hysterically
funny play.

On Rahja Shakiry's very realis-
tic set, comprised of a typical
immigrant household kitchen in
South London back in the day
(ours was identical) the gaggle of
characters come and go, each
with an axe to grind or pain to
bear. Gordon plays Lorraine,
Gloria's youngest and outwardly
the most 'normal’. But the pages
of her book do not match the
cover. Her activist daughter Anita
(Rebekah Murrell) is more con-
cerned with saving the planet and
is apoplectic at the thought of

visitors for a continuous nine nights.
Enter Auntie Maggie (Cecilia
Noble), a woman who knows what
is best for everybody. Resistance
is futile, it is only met with another
put-down, she can cuss for the
whole of Jamaica. A show-steal-
ing performance that had me and
my companion in stitches.

All the action takes place in the
kitchen, much noise and hullaba-
loo are heard offstage but as with
Gloria's passing we see nothing.
Director Roy Alexander Weise
paces it just right giving us time
to reflect on the generational
conflict, inter-racial difficulties -
Lorraine's s brother Robert has a
white girlfriend - and the inevita-
ble joker in the pack. She being
Trudy (Michelle Greenidge) long
estranged daughter of Gloria, left
behind in Jamaica years ago.
With some urging from Auntie
Maggie she arrives "unexpectedly"
and in a whirlwind entrance soon
takes over, bearing gifts for all,
including several bottles of rum.

The final scene is classic tragi-
comedy as Maggie goes all psy-
chic and will have you not
knowing whether to laugh or cry.
Amazingly this is the first play by
a black British woman to be pro-
duced in the West End and itis a
gem. Now let's talk unconscious
bias and institutional prejudice...
the pathetic Windrush legacy
continues.

Meanwhile Vivat Stactou is
swept away by elegance and
strength...

Make no mistake about it
Matthew Bourne's Swan Lake
(Sadler's Wells) is one of the
most innovative and brilliantly
executed pieces of choreography
of modern times. It is outstanding
in every way with my only con-
cern being how those new to the
story might struggle to follow
the narrative. That said they
would probably get lost in the
athleticism and elegance of the
extraordinary corps de ballet
swans, all men with rippling
torsos, who added to the drama
of the piece with loud hissing
sounds. Swans do that.

The solo artistes all had their
spot in the limelight. Katrina
Lyndon gave a very regal and
polished performance as the
Queen while Carrie Willis (The
Girlfriend) was not only a terrific
dancer but also an excellent
comedy actress. The pampered
Prince, a spoilt mummy's boy
shone a light on Dominic North's
very accomplished technique
and eye-popping elevation on his
jumps. As wonderful as they were
the major headlines will be
grabbed by Will Tozier, a Swan
who brought tears to the eyes of
many such was his portrayal,
a combination of prowess and
sensitivity. | was also struck by
the colourful design which inclu-
ded giant sized beds, classic royal
regalia and a seedy nightclub.
Stupendous. Unforgettable.

And Rubina Sarkou enjoys an
adventurous advent programme...

The Choir of New College
Oxford (St John's Smith
Square) are one of many excep-
tional choral groups to take part

in the 33rd Christmas Festival
at this beautiful venue. Founded
in 1379, they enjoy performing a
diverse repertoire with a particu-
lar scholarly focus on renaissance
and baroque music. Their Advent
to Christmas programme reflected
this with traditional seasonal
melodies to more recent pieces,
encompassing music of several
centuries.

Their voices are fine as cut
crystal and their choirmaster
Robert Quinney conducted with
great precision and fluency though
he did not greatly enamour him-
self to me with his sustained effort
to advertise the choir's Friends'
programme. | forgave him that
musical faux pas for the overall
concert was wonderful. So many
gorgeous pieces, such variety
and they sang in several langua-
ges with some very creative
arrangements. The swete roose,
a 15th century folk hymn by Toby
Young, was my favourite and a
lovely discovery. | also enjoyed
the way they used the space,
spreading themselves out which
created a marvellous polyphonic
surround sound. An Advent
delight.

Finally Susanna Efthyvoulou
gets the message in glory...

Christmas at Cadogan 2018,
as you have already heard above
has a delicious mix of events
but believe me when | tell you
this was the most glorious of all,
The Sixteen with a programme
entitled The Little Child, lest we
forget why we are celebrating
at this time of year. It included
Kirbye's dramatic Vox in Rama,
wave after wave of lamentations
which made the silence so much
more pregnant and evocative.
As ever the two Byrd pieces,
This day Christ was born and
Lullaby my sweet little babe,
included mellifluous harmonies
while the carols It came upon a
midnight clear and the Coventry
Carol added a traditional flavour
to proceedings.

The Sixteen arose from its
Founder and Conductor Harry
Christopher’s formative experi-
ence as cathedral chorister and
choral scholar, launched in 1979
and almost 40 years on they
have become one of the premier
vocal ensembles around. Unlike
many others he says nothing and
allows the dulcet tones of this
magnificent group to do all the
talking which they do with preci-
sion and expressive intensity.
By the time we reached a corus-
cating climax the message had
been received loud and clear;

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St Paul spreads
the word

the old men still speak the language that Jesus

spoke — Aramaic. In his time this was the com-
mon language of the Middle East. It remained so for
centuries, until Arabic replaced it, and it stretched
eastwards from Palestine over a vast area, right into
the Persian Empire. But that was not, as it turned
out, the direction that Christianity was to take. Nor
was Aramaic the language in which it would spread.

The first Christians believed Jesus was God;
and that this faith gave them the strength to spread
a new religion, eventually throughout the world.
But apart from their faith, the disciples were not
particularly well equipped for the task. St Peter
would have a lot in common with the people of
Malula. Like them he spoke Aramaic, an eastern
language. But Christianity was to have its most
lasting success moving westwards; converting
people in the cities; and using European languages,
first Greek and then Latin. For that a different type
of apostle was needed, and Christianity found
precisely the man in St Paul.

Paul — or Saul in the Hebrew version of his name
—was born both a Jew and a Roman citizen. He had
grown up in Tarzus, (a city in Turkey) which had long
been part of the Greek world. So legally he was
Roman, intellectually he was a Greek, spiritually he
was a Jew. Three trump cards for someone hoping
to spread any faith through the Roman Empire.

The irony was that Paul was Pharisee, a Jewish
sect that Jesus had often criticized, and one that had
done much to bring about his death.

Paul had come to Jerusalem to study as a rabbi.
He was eager as anyone to root out this new heresy
of Christianity. It is easy to see their point of view.
When the Messiah came, the Jews believed it
would be to restore their promised land. But the
Christians said the Messiah had come; and had
been crucified, among criminals, at the request of
the rabbis. A scandalous suggestion. Paul was on

I n the ancient Christian village of Malula, in Syria,

all round the Mediterranean without ever leaving
Roman soil. In this huge area little Palestine was an
unimportant outpost, yet a minor heresy from that
one small area was to become the religion of the
empire. Much of how Christianity spread is only
tradition and guesswork but the missionary travels
of St Paul are authentic history, and are amazing.

His three great journeys would be hard work even
today. His letters are the earliest writings in the
New Testament and they give a vivid picture of his
life as a missionary.

At Athens, Paul the Greek intellectual was able
to debate in classic style, among equals, but his
principle was to go to the synagogues first. After all,
he was a Jew preaching about a Jew, but when they
ejected him, he would reply: ‘My conscience is clear;
now | shall go the gentiles.” Gentiles included every-
one outside the Jewish faith — the rest of the world.
It was a significant new direction for Christianity,
which thus became free to take its place as one of
the many religions filtering through the empire,
spreading along those convenient Roman roads
and competing for converts.

Paul’s last great journey was to Rome; but he
came as a prisoner. The Jewish authorities in
Jerusalem had complained of him, just as they had
of Jesus — and the words of the New Testament
make it plain that they still regarded Christianity as
a dangerously radical movement.

“We have found this man a pestilent fellow, an
agitator among all the Jews throughout the world,
and a ringleader of the sect of the Nazarenes.”

It was a tribute, at least of Paul’s effectiveness. At
his own request, as a Roman citizen, he was sent
to Rome for his trial.

He found a small community of Christians already
there. We don’t know how they had got there. Some
perhaps had been brought from the east as slaves.
Others may have heard the news from traders, who
have always carried ideas from place to place along
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his way to suppress those in Damascus who were
spreading this sort of subversive rumour, when he
experienced his sudden conversion.

Instead of using Jewish law to convict the local
Christians, Paul preached that the Messiah had
arrived. Eventually the Jewish authorities laid plans
to rid themselves of this heretic, much as they had
with Jesus. Paul got away when his friends lowered
him in a basket from the walls. It was the first of
many clashes with synagogues on his travels
through the Roman Empire.

The empire was already vast. You could march

with silks and spices. The early Christians in Rome
spoke Greek - it remained the language of the
Roman church until the third century - and they were
almost all from the poorest classes. They ran a tiny
welfare state among themselves, looking after
widows and orphans.

Nor do we know what judgement was passed
on Paul himself, because the Acts of the Apostles
comes to a sudden end without telling us. It is
generally assumed that Paul died in Rome, some-
where around the year 63.

Traditions add that Peter came to Rome too and
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was martyred here — crucified upside down. So the
capital of the empire was able to claim the two
greatest saints of the early church. They were to
give Rome its special position once the original
church in Jerusalem had collapsed. In the year 70,
Palestine rose against Roman rule and Roman
soldiers destroyed the Jewish city.

With Jerusalem gone, Christians would increas-
ingly look to Rome and would come to think of Peter
as its first Pope.

By the third-century Rome had been gradually
reduced by emperors as strong as Aurelian and
Diocletian. Constantine finally brought it to an end.
The god that Constantine chose to help him in battle
was the Christian god. With his conversion Christia-
nity turned the crucial corner from heresy to ortho-
doxy.

Barnabas and Paul's first
missionary journey to Cyprus

It is a little known fact that by the time Barnabas
and Paul (then still Saul) arrived in Cyprus on their
first missionary journey, there was already an estab-
lished Christian community on the island, and had
been for about a decade, preaching only to the
Jews. In actuality, it was from Cyprus and Cyrene

(Libya) that early Christians first set out to convert
the Greeks of Antioch (southern Turkey).

The ancient city of Antioch had an eclectic
population of Jews and Greeks who would come
together, to create a major Christian Church centre.

And although this, and other, information about
early church history is readily available for anyone
to read, it is usually overlooked, because the
passages relating to Cyprus are thought to be
devoid of important events, when they are in fact
crucial to laying the foundation for Barnabas and
Paul’'s mission to spread the Word of Christ among
the Gentiles in foreign lands.

Though few people realise it, the story of the first
missionary journey to Cyprus actually begins on the
island itself a few years before Barnabas and Saul
ever set foot there, for “there were some of them,
men from Cyprus and Cyrene, who came to Antioch
and began speaking to the Greeks also, preaching
the Lord Jesus” [Acts 11:20]. It would seem that
the conversion carried out by these men met with
unprecedented success. So great was the rate of
conversion to Christianity at Antioch, that news soon
reached the Church of Jerusalem, and Barnabas
was dispatched to Antioch as a resullt.

There he found the reports to have been true and
rejoiced in the Lord’s grace for some time before
leaving for Tarsus, most probably by sea, to find
Saul and bring him back to carry out the divine work.

Upon their return to Antioch, the pair spent an
entire year preaching to both the city’s Jews and
Gentiles, and it was there, at some stage during this
year, that the term Christian was first applied to the
Followers of the Way. This was a truly monumental
development for the Faith, since it completely
nullified the distinction between Jewish Follower
and Gentile Follower, and instead enabled ALL
Followers of the Way, regardless of previous beliefs,
to proclaim themselves as Christians.

Christmas culinary countdown

With only 5 days left to go the countdown to Christmas is almost
upon us. Christmas as many of us would agree really is the best
time of the year.

It's a time for attending Church and spending precious time with
our loved ones. We all have our own traditions and the way we
celebrate the birth of our Christ, however traditionally a prayer
and blessing will be said before the Christmas Eve feast begins,
and the head of the family would greet each person with the say-
ing " Christ is born" to which the response would be " to glorify
him". Traditionally bread would be torn by hand and shared with
all those present around the table. On Christmas day Orthodox
Christians will attend Church for the divine liturgy and receive the
holy Eucharist, or as many of us know it as the holy communion.
It is tradition to light candles in honour of our Christ.

Christmas in Greek Orthodox households would not be complete
without many of our traditional staples such as kourabiedes,
melomakarona and Christopsomo 'Christ bread' which is baked
bread made on Christmas Day.

Growing up as a Cypriot in London, it is only natural that many
have adopted English customs too so let us not forget to mention
the many wonderful treats that grace our tables at this time of
year too, such as mulled wine, mince pies and the delicious
Christmas pudding. Of course, these delights are tasty treats just
the way they are, however some of the traditional ingredients can
be replaced with our very own Cypriot produce.

Here are some recipes of the classics, with a twist.

Mulled wine - a warm beverage made with wine and various
spices.

Ingredients -

2 x merlin oranges

caster sugar

1 x cinnamon stick

4 x cloves

1 x nutmeg for grating

2 x bottles of Maratheftiko wine

Mince pies —

200g butter

1 x egg yolk

1 x jar of mince fruit

Zest of navel orange

1259 caster sugar

1tbsp of KEO five kings brandy.

Christmas pudding —

1 x small glass of KEO five kings brandy
1 x Washington orange

4 x eggs

300g fresh white breadcrumbs
100g self-raising flour

1tbsp mixed spice

350g raisins

100g mixed peel

509 flaked almonds

2509 suet

220g sugar

2259 sultanas

2259 currants

Lastly an interesting fact - did you know that Christmas pudding
is sometimes referred to as plum pudding? It originated in Medi-
eval England, and its association with Christmas was that it
should be prepared with only 13 ingredients to represent Christ
and his 12 apostles....

Enjoy time with loved ones and remember to introduce those lit-
tle Cypriot twists to spruce up that fabulous Christmas dinner!
