The vines and wines of Cyprus
series more variety

During this journey into Cypriot viniculture, much of the more scientific and
biological elements have been explored yet it seems that the overwhelming
emphasis is on the historic.

Viniculture is deeply engrained in history of Cyprus. Cypriots have been
producing wines from Cypriot wine country for generations albeit with more
crude methods, however their local knowledge has been essential in the
cultivation of Cypriot vines into wines. The vines have developed and are
cultivated with the utmost care.

There are plenty of varieties when it comes to Cypriot vines, they have
been overall rejuvenated with many wines now being produced purely with
indigenous varieties as well as mixed with foreign blends a great example
is Shoufas Winery their delicious ruby coloured red wine, a blended mix of
the indigenous Maratheftiko and Lefkada varieties with Shiraz.

Lefkas or more recently referred to as Lefkada has been cultivated in Cy-
prus for ages, but this variety is originally in fact a Greek variety. This vari-
ety has been described by many names and its exact origins contested, it
has been confused with the Venetian variety Marzemina Nera however
there is a difference whereby the Venitian variety has pointed teeth leaves.
Lefkada was has also be referred to under the name Bertzami and as Vart-
zami it's easy to see the similarities between the etymology as B’s and V's
have often been mistranslated from Greek to English copy and vice-versa
a typical example would be the Byzantine Empire, where scholars mis-
takenly took the appearance of the symbol as the meaning. The Greek
‘Veta’ (B/B) was used as the English ‘B” however this should have been
written in English as Vyzantine or Vyzantio.

Now back to grapes — Lefkas is found in isolated areas of Pitsillia and
Vouni Panayia. Recognised as having white and fluffy young shoots on the
top with the young leaves having a downy texture with areas of brown col-
ouring. The adult leaves are large and orbiculate, coarse and pearly,
usually three-lobed. The petiolar sinus is as much of the Cypriot varieties in
a narrow lyre shape with overlapping edges and a small gap at the base,
the teeth are ribbed and broad with the underside of the leaf downy, ren-
dering it whitish in appearance. The clusters produced are average in size,
cylindroconical, compact and may have two well-developed side clusters.
The grapes are round, black and average in size with thick skinned and
juicy texture, usually maturing in August-September time. LOEL Wines also
produces a delightful Lefkada Dry Rose as part of their Evambelos Gi
range, definitely one for when one feels the need to cool down.

Ophthalmo / Ofthalmo or Ophthalmon / Ofthalmon was described by Pro-
fessor Mouillefert in 1893 under the name Pophtalmo meaning ‘bulls’ eye’,
he described the vine as “An averagely vigorous variety.” A bit of an oxy-
moron but these words are interesting as embedded in the contradiction is
a sense of potential which has been proven by the wines that have been
produced by this variety. He later also drew on comparison with the Mavro
grape, noting however that Ophthalmo produces a more full-bodied wine.
This particular variety has a sensitivity to mildew and thus needs extra care
during cultivation. Professor Mouillefert noticed during his studies of the va-
riety that a particularly good yield in the Larnaka region where the climate
slightly differs. One can draw yet another comparison between Ophthalmo
and Mavro as they both vines mature from July to August. Once again, this
vine may have an ancestral connection to Greece. The Greeks have a
native variety known as Voidomatis which Professor P. Galet describes as
“could be identical to Ophtalmo”. The top of the young shoots is white and
fluffy with he adult leaves being large five-lobed, the lateral sinus is pointed
and narrow, the petiolar sinus is a narrow lyre shape or with overlapping
edges. The teeth are ribbed and average in size with the underside of the
leaf with a downy texture. Clusters are average in size, conical and loosely
packed, the grapes produced are round, average sized with a blue-black
colouring the skin firm, containing juicy flesh. Interestingly one of KEO
wines trademarks is the Othello brand which is made from Ophthalmo and
Mavro varieties the two combined provide a dry red wine with a rich berry
aroma with a soft full palate in this blend, the vines used are both from the
Limassol and Paphos wine regions.

The ingenious wine being internationally recognised especially in the Lef-
kada variety. Makkas Winery’s 2012 Lefkada was awarded at the Decanter
World Wine Awards Zambartas Winery also picked up a Bronze for the
2013 Lefkada-Shiraz and it is our firm belief that that Cypriot wines, espe-
cially those of an indigenous varieites will continue to be recognised as
producing outstanding wines.

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Terms of reference must

be ready hy year's end

The terms of reference
that will determine whe-
ther reunification talks
would resume must be drafted
by the end of the year, Presi-
dent Nicos Anastasiades said
on Tuesday.

Anastasiades said UN special
envoy Jane Holl Lute had asked
the two sides to agree on terms
of reference for the resumption of
the talks.

“She set a timeframe by the
end of December the terms of
reference must be agreed so that
she can submit a report to the
UNSG who will decide whether
the conditions exist for the
resumption of the talks,” the
president said.

Asked whether this would be
feasible, Anastasiades said “if
there is a rational approach by
everyone, why not?”

On the loose federation issue,
the president said he had never
said that Turkish Cypriots will
not participate in all bodies of a
federal state, and decisions will
be taken as in all states.

What he said was, in order for
the Turkish Cypriot community to
feel safe, what is necessary is for
the positive vote to be exercised
where its vital interests are

affected, Anastasiades added.

Later in the day, Baris Burcu,
spokesman of Turkish Cypriot
leader, Mustafa Akinci, said the
federation is not a majority-minor-
ity system and decisions cannot
be made as in a single state on
the basis of a simple majority.

In a written statement explain-
ing Akinci’s position for a positive
vote, Burcu said that, as stated
also in UN decisions, the system
to be created in the framework
of a federal solution in Cyprus
will be based on the principle of
equal political cooperation of the
parties.

“In institutions where there
is no numerical equality, there
will be effective participation in
decisions with mutual political
equality. To be against this funda-
mental reality is like being against
the federal solution and political
equality,” Burcu said.

He expressed the wish for the
Greek Cypriot side to “explain
this element in honesty to its own
community.”

In response to statement by
Government Spokesman Prodro-
mos Prodromou that political
equality does not mean nume-
rical equality in every federal
body, Burcu said that, in some,

there will be numerical equality, in
some a ratio of 2:1. This, he said,
is an element in which there is
general agreement.

“In the federal bodies where
there will be no numerical equali-
ty, the Turkish Cypriots will be
effectively involved in the deci-
sion-making process,” he said,
explaining that every decision in
the federal administration will
require participation by a positive
vote of at least one Turkish
Cypriot.

What the Turkish Cypriot
leader mentioned on Monday,
“was precisely this, because in
the case there is no effective
participation in decision-making,
the presence of the persons
representing the Turkish Cypriot
constituent state in the federal
institutions will not be conspi-
cuous,” Burcu said.

During a news conference on
Monday evening, Akinci said he
considered the aim of federation
feasible under the current circum-
stances and that is why “I wonder
when | see the Greek Cypriot
leadership viewing federation as
a painful compromise.”

The current reunification model
is a logical solution that can unite
the two communities who have

&

been living separated for over
four decades, Akinci said.

Akinci said the Turkish Cypriot
side was not opposed to the
idea of a decentralised federal
government as long as a con-
crete proposal was set on the
table so that it can be evaluated.

Akinci said without joint deci-
sion-making it would mean either
two separate states or a unitary
state and the ongoing effort was
for neither.

Main opposition AKEL leader
Andros Kyprianou on Tuesday
repeated his concerns over the
terms of reference.

“| understand that when it is
clear that we have the same
goal the procedure to arrive to
this common goal must be
discussed,” he said.

“Things are more demanding
and complex and there is a risk of
the procedure collapsing during
discussion of the terms of refer-
ence.”

During a National Council
meeting on Monday the presi-
dent briefed party leaders about
his recent meetings with Akinci
and Lute, especially over the
process of drafting the terms
of reference for the negotia-
tions.

Deryneia checkpoint
operating smoothly
says Mayor
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raffic across the Dherynia crossing has been smooth with

I no problems, the town’s mayor said on Tuesday, 24 hours

after the checkpoint was opened.

“Civil society responded positively (to the opening of the
crossing point) and had gathered there early in the morning
waiting for the checkpoint’s opening at noon to cross over to the
north,” said Dherynia mayor Andros Karayiannis.

“Many people went across to take a look at their homes in
Kato Dherynia or by the side of the three-kilometre road leading
into the north,” he said.

For many, he added, it was an emotionally charged experi-
ence.

“People seeing their deserted home for the first time in
44 years stood outside and wept, taking pictures and remi-
niscing with family members about the times they had before
the Turkish invasion.”

According to the mayor, from noon on Monday, when the
crossing point was opened to the public, to 8pm of the same
day, some 1,000 people on foot and around 500 vehicles
crossed from the south to the north.

Citing police statistics, he said that from midnight Monday
until 12 noon on Tuesday, 98 Turkish Cypriots and 67 foreign
nationals walked into the south from the north, while 79 vehicles
made the crossing.

He said Greek Cypriots going across on foot or bicycles
are only asked to flash their ID. Their data is not logged. By
contrast, Turkish Cypriots and foreign nationals (EU and
non-EU) as well as Greek Cypriot and Turkish vehicles are
logged and counted by the police.

Karayiannis said several Turkish Cypriots crossing over on
foot did some shopping in Dherynia. On their way back, they
were given a ride by Greek Cypriots in their cars heading the
other way toward the checkpoint.

The same went on the other side, with Turkish Cypriots
offering to drive Greek Cypriots returning to the south.

Responding to questions, the mayor said that his municipality
would again request permission from the north to operate a
church in Kato Dherynia located near the crossing point.

On the ongoing road works close to the checkpoint, he
explained that a parking space would be built there.

On Monday, and three years after Cypriot leaders agreed to
open two more checkpoints, crossing points were opened at
Dherynia on the east coast and Lefka-Aplikli some 50km from
the capital.

The two openings on Monday, which took place at noon, bring
the total crossing points to nine along the island’s 180km buffer
zone.

ears of an imminent global
Fshortage of halloumi could

leave UK lovers of the
rubbery cheese missing out.

The looming threat to
supplies comes from China,
which has recently developed
an appetite for halloumi and has
agreed a deal to import it from
Cyprus, where it is made.

It's likely to make life even
harder for the hard-pressed
halloumi industry, already strug-
gling to meet existing demand
from countries such as Britain,
the second biggest consumer
outside Cyprus.

Farmers on the European
island are concerned they will
not be able to meet demand,
the Cyprus Mail reported.

A staple of the Cypriot diet for
centuries, the salty cheese,
which makes a squeaky sound

when you bite into it, is tradi-
tionally made from a mixture
of sheep’s, goat’s and cow’s
milk.

But producers have already
been forced to increase the
proportion of cow’s milk from
50% to 80% because of a
limited supply of sheep and
goats.

Andreas Andreou, director of

the industry department at
Cyprus’s chamber of commerce,
told the Guardian: “Not all of us
have sheep and goats, and to
meet standards you need them
to make it.

“It's only logical that if we go
on like this there won’'t be
enough to go round.”

The hot Cypriot summers
add to their problems, as when

temperatures exceed 40C
(108F), animals do not want to
mate and produce little milk.

Some farmers have been
forced to bring in sheep from
other countries to meet the
required standard.

Halloumi, which has a high
melting point and can therefore
withstand being grilled, is perfect
for barbecues and is vegetarian-
friendly.

It was initially seen as a
salad-topping when it was first
exported abroad, but has since
been worked into burgers, fries
and sandwiches.

It has even found its way onto
the menus of McDonald’s,
Nando’s and Burger King, while
Waitrose launched an organic
halloumi line in October and a
halloumi festival opened in
Melbourne yesterday.

dustry to tackle excessive alcohol
consumption is already “having
an impact.”

She said: “More should be
done to develop these initiatives
further, including fully enforcing
existing powers that airlines and
the police have at their disposal,
before considering additional
regulation.”

But Tim Alderslade, chief
executive of Airlines UK, said
licensing laws must be applied
airside as the problem of disrup-
tive behaviour has got “progres-
sively worse over a number of
years, despite the best efforts of
industry to tackle it.”

Travellers already face up to
two years in prison or an unlimi-
ted fine for drunken behaviour
on an aircraft.

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Brexit seminar held by
Parikiaki and Nepomak UK

rexit: Advantages & Dis-
B advantages was the topic

of discussion on Thurs-
day 8 November at a seminar
co-organised by Parikiaki News-
paper and NEPOMAK UK at the
Cypriot Community Centre in
Wood Green.

The Leader of Merton Coun-
cil, Stephen Alambritis, was the
main speaker and presented
a thorough and sophisticated
evaluation of the positives and
negatives of Britain leaving the
European Union.

After Councillor Alambritis’
main speech, he was joined
for a panel discussion on the
issue by Stephanos loannou,
NEPOMAK UK committee
member and Councillor for
Southgate on Enfield Council,
and Chriso loannou, represen-
tative of Parikiaki Newspaper.

The panel discussion was
chaired by the President of
NEPOMAK UK, Harry Chara-
lambous, who called for an
open and honest exchange of
views between the panellists
and audience about Brexit.

The event was also attended
by the Managing Director of
Parikiaki Newspaper, Bambos
Charalambous; President of the
National Federation of Cypriots
in the UK, Christos Karaolis;
and the President of NEPO-
MAK, Christos Tuton.

In his opening remarks,
Councillor Alambritis dissected
the arguments for and against
Brexit and analysed critical
issues including immigration,
Britain’s contribution towards
the EU budget, the potential for
free trade deals with the rest of
the world, and the consequen-
ces for the NHS. He also dis-

cussed potential impacts on
the UK Cypriot community with
regards to travel to Cyprus and
trade with Cyprus. Councillor
Alambritis’ analysis of the Brexit
debate was balanced and
looked at the merits of both
sides of the argument using

well-researched figures and
statistics.

He concluded that he
believes that Britain is better
off remaining in the European
Union. Perhaps his most impor-
tant message was the need for
“strong political leadership” to
combat populism and “take
Britain forwards as a great
country, whatever the relation-
ship between the UK and the
EU is.”

During the panel discussion,
Councillor Stephanos loannou
talked through the historical
relationship between the EU
and the UK and explained some

aspects of the political and
social context that led to the
British public voting to leave the
European Union.

Councillor loannou said that
he believes that there will be,
and should be, a referendum on
the final Brexit deal before it is

passed, where the public will be
able to vote for one of three
options: 1) accepting the pro-
posed Brexit deal, 2) accepting
a so-called ‘no deal’ Brexit or
3) reversing Article 50 and,
therefore, remaining in the
European Union. He said that
“the debate has changed” since
the referendum in 2016 and that
needed to be matched by a new
referendum.

Chriso loannou, representing
Parikiaki Newspaper, discussed
the implications of Brexit on
the financial services industry
with a particular focus on her
specialist field of insurance. She

said that her assessment is that
London is “unlikely to lose its
competitive edge” and pointed
to “product innovation and
expertise” as areas where Lon-
don excels. Ms loannou also
explained that some insurance
firms will feel relieved that they

would no longer be compelled
to comply with EU regulations
and directives.

However, she also highlighted
the potential damage that the
loss of ‘passporting’ rights for
firms who do not have regis-
tered offices in the European
Economic Area (EEA) could
have and explained that it may
force some to relocate. Ms loan-
nou used Lloyd’s as an example
of a firm who have already
taken contingency measures
regarding ‘passporting’ rights by
setting up a registered office
in Brussels that will start opera-
tions in January 2019.

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fter the worst period of burst pipes on
Arecord plagued the UK earlier this year,

and with the first lot of arctic winds
already sweeping across the UK — the Associa-
tion of British insurers is reminding property
owners not to get caught out by the misery of
frozen and burst pipes.

The cost and inconvenience caused by a
burst pipe can be considerable. Just a small
rupture can release gallons of water, damaging
plaster, carpets and other contents. If that isn’t
bad enough, ABI data shows that during a spell
of freezing weather, a claim to repair a burst
pipe cost an average £8,800 over the past year,
but can often be even more.

The cold weather at the start of this year saw
claims for burst pipes jump from £4m to £197m
quarter-on-quarter, suggesting people are
unprepared for the impact of extreme weather.

To reduce the risk of frozen pipes this winter,
the ABI recommends:

* Keep your heating on at regular intervals and
make sure to set it on a timer if you are going away.

* Make sure that water pipes and water tanks
in the loft are insulated with good quality lagging.

* Know where your stopcock that turns off the
incoming water supply is and test that it works.
It is usually found under the kitchen sink. If you
cannot locate it, ask a neighbour or seek advice
from an approved plumber.

* Repair any dripping taps. This will help
prevent water from freezing.

If your pipes freeze and burst, the ABI advises:

* If your pipes freeze, turn water off at the
main stopcock straight away and then wait for it
to warm up, or you can try and thaw the pipes
with a hot water bottle.

* Move any possessions, such as furniture or
clothing, in case the pipes burst.

* If a pipe bursts, turn off the water at the stop-
cock. Switch off central heating and any other
water heating installations. Open all taps to
drain the system.

* Contact your insurance company helpline for
help and advice, including arranging for profes-
sional repairs to be carried out.

Laura Hughes, the ABI's Senior Policy Adviser,
General Insurance said: “The key to preventing
wintry weather-related headaches is prepara-
tion. So far, we have had a year of weather
extremes, so it's always prudent to prepare for
the worst and hope for the best.

Taking just a few simple steps now and know-
ing what to do if the worst happens can protect

your home and help reduce the misery of frozen
and burst pipes this winter.”

Surgeon ‘faked burglary at £1.1m country
home to claim £180,000 insurance pay-out’
after renovation left them in debt

A surgeon told the police that a cottage he was
renting on a country house estate had been
burgled so that he could make a fraudulent
£180,000 insurance claim, a jury heard last week.

Anthony McGrath and his GP wife Anne-
Louise were allegedly up to their necks in debt
and hoped that lying about a burglary would
raise the funds needed to renovate their new
£1.1 million pound home, it was alleged.

The lIrish surgeon claimed that valuable
antiques, jewellery and a 19th century marble
fireplace had been taken, but the police became
suspicious because of an absence of clues.

Detectives were said to have discovered that
they had run up massive debts and had made
false claims on mortgage applications.

Before the reported burglary, Mr McGrath was
trying to raise funds by selling off antiques. He
allegedly told the owner of one antique business
that he was trying to raise money to build a child
refuge in Syria. But prosecutor Charlene
Sumnall told the jury: “This was all a lie. Anthony
McGrath was trying to raise as much money as
possible in early 2015, not for the children of
Syria, but to alleviate the significant financial
pressure facing him and his wife.”

The couple were renovating a home in St
Albans while paying rent on another property
and for private education of their four children.
Despite the money troubles, Anthony McGrath
spent £50,000 on a Maserati, later telling the po-
lice he was “not particularly good with money.”

Ms Sumnall said: “In a nutshell, this case is
about greed. These offences were motivated by
the defendants’ desperate need for money. They
were in dire financial straits, and resorted to
dishonest and fraudulent means to alleviate
their pressing financial problems.”

She alleged there were three episodes of
fraudulent conduct committed by the husband
and wife. Both work in the medical profession;
he is an orthopaedic surgeon and she is a self-
employed GP. She also looked after their four
children and her elderly mother. They had lived
in Aberdeen and Southampton before he went
to work at the Royal National Orthopaedic
Hospital in Stanmore, North West London.

A knight,
a horse and
a squire...

Marie Baumer delivers a
phenomenal performance as
Romy Schneider in Emily Aterf’s
remarkable film set in 1981 one
year before Europe’s beloved
star’s untimely death at the age
of 43 following her son’s tragic
accident.

Romy Schneider’s retreat in a
small village on the coast of
Brittany in France is interrupted
when journalist Michael Jurgs
(Robert Gwistek) and photogra-
pher Robert Lebeck (Charly
Hubner) arrive in order to conduct
an interview for the German
magazine Stern. Luckily for
Schneider her old friend Hilde
Fritsch (Birgit Minichmayer) also
turns up at this spa hotel and
provides solid support to the
fragile star...

It is superbly photographed in
black and white with superb
production values that convey the
period most effectively. But it is
Baumer’s outstanding perform-
ance that provides the heart and
soul of this compelling film. She
bears an uncanny resemblance
to the vulnerable actress but
most importantly she inhabits the
role so truthfully that the whole
film feels like a documentary.

A remarkable achievement for
both director Atef and leading
lady Baumer!

THE WORKSHOP

Laurent Cantet, the director of
THE CLASS and RETURN TO
ITHACA, delivers another intelli-
gent film, co-written by him with
Robin Campillo, the director of
last year’s 120 BPM.

The action takes place in La
Ciotat, in the South of France
and follows the story of Antoine
(Matthieu Lucci), a young man
part of a summer writing work-
shop selected to write a crime
thriller.

In charge of the workshop is
famous novelist Olivia (Marina
Fois) who encourages the group
of seven to examine the town’s
industrial past and use it as a
backdrop to their story. Antoine
begins to become increasingly
provocative and volatile espe-
cially when he develop his story
from a cold blooded killer's point
of view...

It is a fascinating premise,
well-acted and intelligently direc-
ted. It stimulates the mind but
curiously not the soul!

SUSPIRIA

This is an odd choice for Luca
Guadagnino as a follow up to his
multi-award CALL ME BY YOUR
NAME - a remake of Dario
Argento’s 1977 giallo classic with
Jessica Harper as an American
student in a Berlin dance school.

Now Dakota Johnson steps
into her dance shoes in this
spooky tale about witches in
Germany. In the streets there is
political unrest caused by the
Baader - Meinhof Group while
the school is facing its own
demons...

The original was bright and
colourful with a stunning sound-
track and had an amazing use of
sound. This is clearly a labour
of love for Guadagnino who
purposely goes against the tide
and curiously delivers an over-
long, arty film which looks very
dark and appears to be photo-
graphed in natural light. The

result is a totally different experi-
ence.

Try and see the original before
you see this which is currently
playing at the Prince Charles
Cinema in a sparkling 4K restora-
tion.

DEAD IN AWEEK (OR
YOUR MONEY BACK)

This likable British film tells
the story of William (Aneurin
Barnard) a suicidal young man
who fails to kill himself more than
seven times. But he believes his
luck is about to change when
he meets a professional contract
killer called Leslie (Tom Wilkin-
son) who is very happy to accom-
modate William's wishes for the
sum of £2.000...

This is an impressive feature
film debut from Tom Edmunds
who wisely underplays the dark
comedy in a naturistic style and
draws realistic performances

from his accomplished cast.

THE GRINCH

This animation feature tells the
same story as Jim Carrey’s HOW
THE GRINCH STOLE CHRIST-
MAS made in 2000, also based
on Dr. Seuss’ famous children’s
book. Now Benedict Cumber-
batch provides the voice for the
grumpy, Scrooge like, Grinch
determined to spoil Christmas for
everyone in his village.

The endless Christmas songs

and preparations are enough to
drive anyone crazy especially
Grinch who devises a plan in
order to put a stop to Christmas
once and for all in Whoville. ..
The bright and colourful
designs are cleverly drawn
cleverly but unfortunately the
script lacks the wit and sophis-
tication to match a Pixar anima-
tion feature. Thankfully there is a
MINIONS’ short called YELLOW
IS THE NEW BLACK before the
film, which is fun and hugely
enjoyable which makes the
whole experience worthwhile.

HELL FEST

Another film that takes place
during Halloween is Gregory
Plotkin’s routine horror inspired
by the eighties slasher movies.

A group of friends are eager to
spend the night at the touring
show of Hell Fest which arrives in
town just in time for Halloween.
The spooky rides and dark
labyrinths are suitably designed
to scare the pants out of the
visitors until things get seriously
scary when a masked stranger
begins his own countdown...

It is a fun premise decently
acted by a young, enthusiastic
cast led by Amy Forsyth as
Natalie, the vulnerable protago-
nist, whom no one believes after
she witnesses the real murders.

OUTLAW KING

David McKenzie's ambitious
historical epic was recently given
a Headline Gala at the London
Film Festival despite the fact that
this is a Netflix movie straight for
television.

The story picks up more or less
after the end of BRAVEHEART.
Edward | (Stephen Dillane from
PAPADOPOULOS & SONS) of
England is till occupying medi-
eval Scotland with an iron fist
which prompts Robert the Bruce
(Chris Pine) to seize the Scottish
crown and begin a long battle
against the megalomaniac King.

This is definitely a labour of
love for McKenzie who directs
with integrity and style. However,
it is difficult to get involved in this
long and brutal story despite
strong acting especially from
Dillane and impressive produc-
tion values.

en | first saw Don Quixote
(Garrick Theatre) way back
in my teens | was struck by

two things, his eccentricity and his
horse. | was young and impression-
able and having just seen the Royal
Shakespeare Company's production,
first seen in Stratford two years ago,
my first impression remains intact.

In Miguel de Cervantes original
early seventeenth century novel, on
which this inventive adaptation by
James Fenton is based, the novelist
gives us an insight into the man's
character, the book title being The
Ingenious Nobleman Sir Quixote of
La Mancha. Ingenious maybe but
also hopelessly romantic and a serial
fantasist. Fed up with how civility and
chivalry are becoming behaviours of
the past, in his world, he embarks on
an adventurous journey which blurs
the lines between the reality and
imagination. Fortunately, he is aided
and abetted by Sancho Panza, a
squire who is either sycophantic,
bonkers or both.

It is @ wonderful tale and Angus
Jackson's gloriously insane produc-
tion, ripe for an advent audience
before the invasion of the panto,
adopts a 'Pythonesque' approach,
which draws hysterical laughter while
making you ponder your position
on the clash between the power of
societal thinking and individualism.
A world where sheep become
soldiers about to wage war, windmills
are giants and deep in the forest lurk
wizards waiting to unleash their
magic. All this after having declared
himself a knight errant, and all
apparently without the help of any
mind-altering substances. Perhaps
Cervantes knows better...

David Threlfall's Quixote makes an
opening entrance befitting of a queer
fella. Entering from the auditorium a
somewhat bedraggled looking man
with long white hair and a beard
heads for the stage with purpose.
Richard Ill exclaimed "My kingdom
for a horse" and David Threlfall's
magnificently aberrant Quixote seeks
similar equine redemption. He does
just that and with trusty Panza (Rufus
Hound) at his side, they set off.

Hound is given free rein to use the
audience as his jousting partner.
He does so superbly, quipping
quirkily and quixotically. While he
has fun Threlfall spirals downwards
into cloud cuckoo land. The rest
of the cast, clad in suitably crazy
and colourful outfits, lend splendid
support and they too have an oppor-
tunity to add to the pandemonium,
especially during a fight scene where
we also get involved with buns
landing on several of our bald pates
and perms.

Grant Olding's songs are a
surprising treat, very atmospheric,
and Toby Olie's puppetry poetry in
motion. Although almost three hours
long it whizzes past in no time. Viva
La Mancha.

Meanwhile Jonoulla Havana will
not forget...

The weather on Saturday evening
was horrendous. Driving rain, strong
winds, a night to stay in and batten
down the hatches. Those men trapped
in the life-draining trenches of World
War | had no such choice. The week-
end saw countless events happening
around the globe to commemorate the
truly horrific events of the two World
Wars and | was very fortunate to be
part of a concert also playing its
part. Remembrance (St John’s
Smith Square), performed by the
choir and orchestra of the London
Choral Sinfonia was quite literally
music to die for, in the most solemn
sense.

The beautiful church was lit by
candlelight creating an atmosphere
for mindful reflection.

ith the cold weather
