Kingsbury Greek School
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July 15th marked the
44th anniversary of the
greatest betrayal and

treachery ever committed in
our country’s modern histo-
ry against Cyprus and its
people. On that terrible day
of the fascist coup d’état
of the Greek junta and
EOKA B, the first act of the
Cypriot drama took place,
signaling the beginning of
the greatest destruction in
the history of Cyprus.
That’s how it will always be
perceived in the collective
consciousness of the
Cypriot people.

The coup d’état was not the
isolated action of some fools,
as the attempt is often made to
suggest. Quite the opposite is
true, given that it was the
culmination of the plans and
actions to undermine and
subvert Cyprus independence
over many years. The aim of
the treachery committed,
through the attempt to over-
throw and assassinate
Makarios, was the dissolution
of the Republic of Cyprus, the
Turkish invasion and partition
of Cyprus. Besides, the House
of Representatives’ Finding on
the File of Cyprus it commis-
sioned concluded that the
coup d’état was the result
of a conspiracy that was
machinated by the US and
NATO, whose execution was
assigned to the Greek junta
and the EOKA B organization
of Grivas.

Forty-four years later, the

Cypriot people are still suffer-
ing from the tragic consequen-
ces of the coup. The crime
committed, for which no one
has ever been punished,
continues to determine the
lives of the people of Cyprus
to date. Turkey continues to
occupy 37% of the territory of
the Republic of Cyprus. The
wound of the missing persons,
the enclaved people (in the
occupied areas), the refugees
and the victims is still open.
The threat of new pains and
afflictions continues to hang
over Cyprus. That’s why any
action that seeks to pardon,
vindicate or/and even justify
those who executed and
participated in the coup
d’etat, Grivas and EOKA B is
unacceptable and condem-
nable.

The resurgence of the ideas
and actions of Grivas and
chauvinism in our days is
expressed by the rise of ultra-
right, fascist organizations. It is
expressed by the construction

of monuments and the turn-
ing into heroes of those who
attacked the Presidential
Palace on 15 July 1974. It is
expressed by the pandering
to and the cooperation with
the Nazi ultra-Right. Those
forces and circles who declare
that they want a solution to the
Cyprus problem would do well
to know that the reunification
of Cyprus and the decriminal-
ization of the coup d’état
cannot coexist.

AKEL once again denoun-
ces in the strongest possible
terms the fascist coup, its
instigators, organizers and
executers. It pays tribute to the
memory of the fallen Resis-
tance fighters and embraces
with respect their families.
AKEL expresses its gratitude
towards all the Resistance
fighters who, with their
struggles, saved the dignity of
our people. It once again
condemns the crimes commit-
ted in the eight days of the
duration of the coup d’état.

AKEL: 44 years on, 

nothing is forgotten

The United Nations
Security Council has
called on all parties in

Cyprus to engage meaning-
fully with the UN consul-
tations and to seize the
opportunity they represent
to urgently build on the
progress achieved towards
a Bizonal Bicommunal Fed-
eral solution to the Cyprus
issue, in accordance with the
Security Council resolutions.

In a statement to the press,
the President of the UNSC,
Swedish Ambassador Olof
Skoog, said that the members
of the Security Council, also
called on all parties, to show
real political will, and respon-
sibility and make the neces-
sary compromises to reach a
settlement to the benefit of all
Cypriots and the wider region.

The statements were made
following a briefing that the
members of the Security
Council had by the Special
Representative of the UN
Secretary General in Cyprus
Elisabeth Spehar. Skoog said
that “we have all expressed
our very strong support for her
and for UNFICYP (UN Peace-
keeping Force in Cyprus).”

“The members of the Coun-
cil welcomed the appointment
also of Jane Hall Lute, as con-
sultant to the UN Secretary
General on Cyprus settle-
ment,” he added. Lute is
expected on the island next
week and she is set to meet
the President of the Republic
Nicos Anastasiades and

Turkish Cypriot leader Mustafa
Akinci separately.

Skoog also said that the
Members of the Council
welcomed UNFICYP’s further
efforts on confidence building
measures, as set out in the
Secretary General’s UNFICYP
report, including efforts to
strengthen the participation of
civil society, including Women
and Youth, in a future settle-
ment process.

The United Nations Peace
Keeping Force in Cyprus
(UNFICYP), comprising mili-
tary and civilian personnel
from various contributing
countries, arrived in Cyprus in
March 1964 after intercom-
munal fighting broke out.
The mandate of the force is
renewed every six months
by the Security Council.

Meanwhile, in her state-
ments, Spehar said that with
the UNSC members they
had a good exchange on the
situation in Cyprus at the
moment as well as the conti-

nuing role of the United
Nations in Cyprus.

“I was very pleased to hear
a continued expression of
supports on behalf of the
Security Council, for UNFI-
CYP’s work on the ground as
well as for the work of the Sec-
retary General’s Good Offices
in Cyprus. Many members of
the Council also commended
the work of UNFICYP, in com-
pleting almost all of the rec-
ommendations that came out
of the strategic review, of the
Peacekeeping Mission, that
took place last year,” she said.

She added that “we cited in
the Secretary General’s report
a 94% completion rate of
the implementation of those
recommendations.”

Spehar also praised the fact
that there was a unanimous
welcome of the role of Jane
Holl Lute, who has been
appointed by the Secretary
General to conduct consulta-
tions with the parties in a few
days.

UNSC calls on all parties

to show political will

Tomorrow (20th July) marks the 44th anniversary of
the invasion of the Republic of Cyprus by the Turkish
military, resulting to Turkey’s continuous occupation

of the northern third of the island.
On July 15 1974, supported by the military junta

controlling Greece, paramilitary group EOKA B’, led a coup
against the president of the republic Archbishop Makarios
and installed a pro-Enosis head.

Five days later on July 20, Turkish troops attacked and
secured 37 per cent of the island, forcing thousands of
Greek Cypriots - as well as Turkish Cypriots - to relocate
to different parts of the island.

The results of the double crime of 15 and 20 July are
still visible; 37% of Cyprus’ territory is still illegally
occupied by Turkish troops; 200,000 people are still
refugees within their own country; the whereabouts of
hundreds of missing people has still not been clarified;
Families are still mourning the death of their loved ones

who heroically resisted the coup d’etat or the Turkish
invasion that followed.

The international community steadfastly condemned the
crime against Cyprus and its people through numerous
resolutions of the Security Council of the United Nations,
though these resolutions cannot be implemented due to
the negative stance of the Turkish side to comply with them. 

The only weapon, yet the most valuable in our struggle
against the continuous occupation and the de facto division
of our island, is our insistence to the principles of the
International Law as described in the Charter of the
UN and included in the resolutions of the UN related to
Cyprus. 

Our struggle for justice continues; for lasting peace on
the island, without the presence of foreign troops or settlers
on its soil, for a reunited Cyprus – home to all its citizens
– Greek Cypriots, Turkish Cypriots, Maronites, Armenians
and Latins.

44 years since the Turkish invasion of Cyprus



It is just over one year since
I put my first ever question
to the Prime Minister in the

House of Commons. I asked
Theresa May, ahead of Crans
Montana, if she would be
giving her support to the
settlement talks. Sadly just
two weeks later, I was asking
her about the breakdown
in talks - a disappointing
outcome for all involved. 

This was the start of my
parliamentary career but little
did I know how much would
happen in one year that would
directly affect Cyprus. After a
summer trip to Cyprus to meet
with the High Commissioner,
Presidential candidates and
bicommunal organisations
(and a visit to my parents’
vi l lages) I was back in
Parliament to my new day job.

The ‘strong and stable’
mantra of the 2017 General
Election was a prelude to

uncertain times. In Parliament,
it’s a Brexit shambles and any
deal (or no deal) will have a
huge impact on Cyprus/UK
relations, on Cypriots living
in the UK and on UK citizens

living in Cyprus. This continu-
ing Brexistential crisis was
briefly trumped (excuse the
pun) by a worrying develop-
ment in April earlier this year. 

The US, French and UK

armed forces launched attacks
on Syria from military bases in
Cyprus – shamefully, UK MPs
were not given a vote before
the airstrikes. The tiny island,
so often forgotten in global

geopolitics, suddenly became
the major strategic spring-
board for aggressive and
legally questionable military
action in the Middle East.
Cyprus became vulnerable to

potential retaliation from the
Kremlin and was essentially a
shield for Western aggression. 

While still concerned about
Cyprus’ future and the danger
of it becoming a new political

pawn, I made sure part of my
focus remained on helping to
rectify some of the mistakes
of the past. When I was first
elected to public office as a
Councillor in Palmers Green
ward, I received 1,619 votes –
a sharp reminder of the num-
ber of missing persons
of Cyprus. Justice for the
families of the missing persons
of Cyprus is one of my main
priorit ies for the Cypriot
community. I am working
with the Committee for Missing
Persons to help track down
potential graves of the miss-
ing following searches of army
field reports from 1974 in the
British national archives at
Kew.

Constituents have also
approached me for help
with their personal cases – I
have helped a Turkish Cypriot
couple to recover damages
from the Cyprus Government

for land seized in the 1960s
and used for the Govern-
ment’s own purposes. I hope
that Turkey will honour any
claims for land that has been
seized by Turkey and built
on.

As the first UK Member of
Parliament with fully Cypriot
descent, it has been an
honour to serve Enfield
Southgate for the last year
and a privilege to be a cham-
pion for Cypriots in the UK.
I have renewed hope of
resuming reunification talks.
Cypriot and Turkish elections
may have caused a hiatus,
but we must all shift our focus
back to those important talks.
Our main goal is sustainable
peace and respect for every-
one’s right to a peaceful,
fulfilled and safe life and it has
to be achieved together as a
united Cyprus. 

On the eve of the Second
World War (1938-1939),
the Mining Industry in

Cyprus reached its highest point
with significant exports of pyrite
and chalcopyrite. The number of
workers employed by all the
mining companies exceeded
10,000, the majority of whom
were landless peasants. 

Miners’ working conditions and
terms of employment were
inhuman. The housing and living
conditions of workers and their
families were in a terrible state.
Accidents at work occurred quite
often, illnesses plagued workers
and protective measures under-
ground, in galleys and buildings
were almost non-existent.

The application to establish
a Trade Union

The struggles of the Miners and
Construction Workers in 1948 did
not appear out of nowhere. In
the period 1938-1939, the dark
shadow of the British colonial
regime of Palmer ruled Cyprus
the miners of the KME Company
in their efforts to organize them-
selves in order to solve their
problems sent the government
their first application to establish
a Trade Union. The government
characterized the application as
“communist” and ignored it. This
left no choice to the workers
other than to wage the honorable
struggle to assert their just
demands.

The demands were an increase
in wages, payment of overtime
on Sundays, the recognition the
Labour Disputes Committee, the
repair of worker’s homes and the
rehiring of those workers who
were sacked. 

The strikes lasted 266 days
with the participation of 4,300
miners and construction workers
and with the support and solidar-
ity of the entire working class.
Greek Cypriots and Turkish
Cypriots workers stood hand in
hand and organized their strug-
gle against the British colonial
government, local and foreign
employers. 

Although the demands of
Greek Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot
workers were justified, apart from
the employer’s complete refusal
to meet the striker’s demands,
they also had to combat the fierce
reaction on the part of the colonial
police, the strike-braking stand
adopted by the “New Trade
Unions” (SEK), as well as the
Church’s hostile stand. Indicative
of the Church’s stand was the
circular it had distributed, calling
on the strikers to surrender, while
SEK, with its statement, urged the
colonial police to seek the help
of the English army in order to
“fight Communist anarchy once
and for all.” It even reached the

point of going around the villages,
organizing strike-breakers for
the American Company with the
slogan “Better 12 hours of blue,
than 8 hours of red”.

The then Director of the com-
pany, Hendrix, declared: “My
country spends millions of dollars
fighting communism around the
world. It will not think about spend-
ing a few thousand pounds more
for the same purpose in Cyprus.”

During this time of intensive
class struggles, the alliance of
workers - peasants and small-
medium strata was forged and
expressed in practice through the
development of an unprecedent-
ed movement of solidarity
towards the strikers. Money, food,
clothes and all sorts of help was
being received from everywhere.
The battle to secure bread and
milk for the strikers’ children, the
struggle for their moral and mate-
rial support is one of the most glo-
rious manifestations of genuine
and unselfish social solidarity. 

Despite the clashes, confronta-
tions, the terror unleashed, the
anti-worker policy pursued by
the employers and those who
supported them, the 1948 strikes
ended successfully and attained
the following:

- Collective agreements were
established and strengthened.

- Significant increases in wages
were achieved.

- Working hours were reduced,
especially in mines.

- Overtime began to be paid.
- Paid holidays were won.
- The Social Healthcare Fund

was strengthened.
- Working conditions in mines

and construction sites improved.
- The cost of living allowance

begun to be granted.
- The mass strength of the

trade union movement of PEO
and KTIBK was strengthened.

However, the most important
achievement of the 1948 strike
struggles is that the strikers
Greek Cypriot and Turkish Cypriot
workers as genuine class broth-
ers, succeeded in achieving the
recognition of the existence and
role of the Trade Union
Movement.

On the path of this glorious
history, PEO this year is comme-
morating the 70th anniversary of
the 1948 mass strikes of the
Mineworkers and Construction
Workers by organizing numerous
events; On 8 July, there was an
inauguration event for the memo-
rial to honor the heroic fights of
1948 at PEO Rest Houses in
Pelendri. The main speaker at the
event was PEO Secretary General
Pambis Kyritsis. There were also
speeches by PEO Builders’ Union
S.G., Michalis Papanicolaou,
DEV-IS President, Hasan Felek
and Soteris Socratous, veteran
miner.

Greek Summer Eating

As we enjoy the hot weath-
er, beautiful sunshine and the
sea, what could be better than
to sip a cool drink along with
the taste of the traditional
Greek barbeque? As the man
of the household takes great
pride in his barb abilities, it has
become a competitive skill.

As always, there may be
some variation in ingredient or
technique from area to area.
Some of the simple recipes
that work well for summer
eating are not only easy, but
also good for you. Here are a
few to get started on that
healthy eating:

Lamb on skewers
Lamb leg or shoulder cut

into 1-1/2 inch cubes or a little
larger if preferred. Some
chunks of onions, peppers
and tomatoes. 

Marinade in some olive oil,
salt and pepper, oregano,
minced garlic and oregano. 

Thread lamb onto the
skewers with onions and

tomatoes in between. Get the
household barbi chef to place
on the gri l l  t i l l  cooked to
desired taste.

Chicken on a spit
Sprinkle some ground black

pepper and salt along with
some sweet paprika. Stuff
and fill the chicken with a
tablespoon of olive oil and half
a lemon. 

Place on barbeque spit
and let it turn on slow speed
setting till cooked through and
outside looks crisp golden

brown.

Bouyiourdi side dish
Cutting tomatoes in half,

cook on the barbeque till soft,
add some long green chilli
peppers till cooked on each
side.

In a bowl put approxima-
tely 200 grams of Feta cheese
and 3 tablespoons of olive
oil. Remove skin from chilli
peppers and then run a fork
from top to bottom of each
one, leaving it in strands.

Remove the stems of the
peppers and place on top of
the Feta. Using a knife and
fork, cut up the chilli pepper
and then add the tomatoes,
also skinned. On top of this,
add some oregano and some
red wine vinegar to taste. 

Using a fork only and not a
blender, mash and combine
all ingredients together and
serve with some hot toasted
crispy bread or pitta with olive
oil and oregano.

Tzatziki
Mix 3 cups of plain yoghurt

with 1 large cucumber peeled
and grated. Add some finely
crushed garlic or use garlic

powder as an alternative. Add
some pepper. For variation
some finely chopped mint or
dill can be added.

Your favourite Greek wine
or beer will compliment all this
beautifully.

He spends the next three
years in two of Thailand’s most
notorious prisons where he
sinks deeper into a world of
drugs and extreme gang
violence. There is no escape
from this living nightmare
until the authorities allow Billy
to take part in the Muay Thai
boxing tournaments…

Joe Cole made his name as
Cil l ian Murphy’s younger
brother Tommy in PEAKY
BLINDERS but here he proves
he is more than capable in
carrying a whole film almost
singlehandedly. He is a
striking presence and his lean,
well-formed white body sticks
out amongst the other prison-
ers like a fly in a glass of milk. 

Director Jean-Stephane
Sauvaire is a true visionary and
a poet who makes great use
of the claustrophobic prison
environment which he films
with imagination and style. 

It is a horrific, violent world
as brutal as that of Billy Hayes
who was stuck in a Turkish
prison in MIDNIGHT EXPRESS
in another true story. This is
such an extreme story it
could only be true. Essential
Viewing!

Hotel Artemis

Drew Pearce’s highly origi-
nal concept has cult written
all over it. He sets his action
in 2028 during violent riots in
Los Angeles and follows the
story of Jean Thomas known
as The Nurse (Jodie Foster),
who is in charge of a secret
member - only hospital strict-
ly for criminals. 

Waikiki (Sterling K. Brown)
and his younger brother
Honolulu (Brian Tyree Henry)
arrive at this hidden hospital
known as Hotel Artemis with
gunshot wounds following a
botched up bank robbery and
it is not too long before the
notorious gangster and
owner of the hotel, named
The Wolf King (Jeff Goldblum)
arrives on the scene… 

It may be a bit rough around
the edges but Jodie Foster’s
vanity free performance
manages to keep it together.
The plot is complicated and
almost incomprehensible at

times but overall it is a remark-
able achievement for a first
time director. 

Skycraper

This enjoyable cross
between DIE HARD and THE
TWERING INFERNO reunites
Dwayne Johnson with Raw-
son Marshall Thurber, his
CENTRAL INTELLIGENCE
director. 

There are no surprises in
this routine summer block-
buster but Dwayne Johnson
powerful presence is used
well here. He plays Will Ford,
a former FBI Hostage Rescue
Team leader whom we see in
a pre-credit sequence losing
one of his legs in a failed
assignment. Now his new job
as an expert on skyscraper
security leads him and his
family to China but it is not too
long before he finds himself in
the middle of a blaze in the
world’s tallest building and he
is framed for it… 

Dwayne delivers the goods
and so is Neve Campbell as
his feisty and resourceful wife
trapped in the skyscraper with
their two children. The villains
are more of the stereotypical
kind lacking Alan Rickman’s
depth in DIE HARD with Noah
Taylor signall ing his bad
intentions from his very first
entrance making good use of
his Adolf Hitler looks.

Generation

Wealth

Lauren Greenfield, the
director of THE QUEEN OF
VERSAILLES delivers another
compell ing documentary
about American greed and its
endless obsession with mate-
rial things, which also arrives
via the recent Sundance
London Film Festival. Her

analytical, well-structured film
revisits a glamorous and care
free group of Californian
teen agers twenty years later,
where they talk about their
disappointments in life as well
as the sour effects of their
American Dream. 

She also spends a lot of
time examining her own past
with her family as well as with
her journalist mother who first
inspired Lauren to pursue a
career in photo journalism. 

An intelligent film very much
worth seeing!

Spitfire

As the tit le suggests
this nostalgic documentary
celebrates the glory years
of this “most beautiful of
machines” says one RAF
officer or “a killing machine”
says another. 

As World War II was
approaching the English
engineers were working round
the clock in order to finish
this new plane which became
a vital force against the
enemy. 

Many surviving pilots
reminisce about their love for
this engine as well as about
their adventures during the
war. Even women had a vital
part in transporting the planes
and one magnificent lady who
is now nearly 100 years-old
talks candidly about her
experiences and passion for
spitfires. 

The music may be occa-
sionally verging on the
sentimental but overall this
is a special celebration on
the valiant work of these
fine men and women who
constantly put their l ives
on the line for their country. 

Thomas & Friends: 

Big World! 

Big Adventure!

This charming CG anima-
tion feature follows the
adventures of Thomas the
Tank Engine (voice John

Hasler), the daring Blue
Engine who decides to
become the first ever to travel
across the globe. His dream
begins to become a reality
after he meets Ace (Peter
Andre), a manipulative racing
car…

It is a fine, big adventure
with likable, colourful charac-
ters. The action effortlessly
moves from Africa to Rio
before Thomas is drawn to the
cold mountains of China. 

It is an enjoyable film for
all ages with a strong message
about love, friendship but
most importantly diversity
especially after Thomas falls
for Nia (Yvonne Grundy) a
smart Tank engine from
Kenya.

Mayhem

Joe Lynch’s highly ener-
gised horror seen at last year’s
Frightfest is now available
on DVD from Kaleidoscope. 

Derek Cho (Steven Yeun) is
having a perfectly ghastly day
- he first loses his job and then
he gets trapped in the office
after the building is put under
quarantine when a dangerous
virus begins to spread…

It is a fun premise with an
engaging performance from
Steven Yeun, who is in practi-
cally every single scene and
carries the film efficiently. 

The comedy and horror
is well balanced by Joe Lynch
who draws decent perfor-
mances from his cast. He may
tread familiar territory but
overall he delivers the goods
effectively.

Many things are more important than football. Having said that
if we could bottle the passion and unifying effect the game has
on hundreds of millions of people worldwide and convince

them to invest that in serious global issues we might yet have a
chance to pass this planet on to future generations in a more stable
state than the current status quo. Right now, one of the biggest
challenges is the huge movement of people. It’s a subject that is
topical, poignant and often divides national opinion in half, especially
in European countries where many have come seeking refuge.

Joe Murphy and Joe Robertson spent some time in The Jungle
(Playhouse Theatre), the Calais refugee camp, a temporary refuge
or place of notoriety depending on your viewpoint. The impact on
them must have been huge so they wrote this very realistic piece
of immersive theatre to bring it home, no holds barred. You are
immediately transported to that place, the sights, smells and sounds,
the chaos, confusion and unrelenting discomfort of existing in such
an environment. This is not a sanitised TV report but an experience
that will stay with you long after you emerge into another jungle; the
London full of despondent football fans knowing they have another
four more years of hurt.

The people in The Jungle hurt much more and there’s is a daily
experience. When you have nothing but hope the reserves of strength,
determination and fortitude are almost bottomless. The committed
and wholly believable cast are all around us at various points,
suggesting continual movement and displacement. The insightful
Safi (Ammar Haj Ahmad) guides us carefully through the emotional
and psychological turmoil that each of the characters must endure.
However, the most fascinating, and in some ways challenging
component is the portrayal of the Western volunteers. No answers,
no judgement but lots of questions and the obvious references to
post-colonial trauma and our role in creating this hideous mess is
stark and very uncomfortable. 

Directors Stephen Daldry and Justin Martin do a superb job in cre-
ating a production that does not let go and the realisation that this place
was created in January 2015 and bulldozed in October 2016 may
give the impression that the problem has gone away. That is not true,
and some are still in and around Calais waiting for the day when they
may be able join their football loving friends in London or Manch-
ester; a chorus of football songs, including profanities, brings home
the sick irony and inhumanity of the whole situation. One very
emotive speech by Safi will either make you cry or determined to act. 

For now, just make sure you see it. My one recommendation would
be to transform the play into more of an Augusto Boal Theatre of
the Oppressed experience which allows for more dialogue and
interaction between performer and audience, thereby transforming the
passive observer into thinking solution provider. 

Meanwhile Bev C (and mum) love their trip down memory
lane...Tevye from Fiddler on the Roof (Barbican) has to be the most
famous milkman of all time. He spends much of the time pleading to
God, with If I Were a Rich Man, that wonderful song capturing his
yearning sentiment. Topol made the part his own and all these years
later I thought I might still want him to be up there on stage. Well let
me tell you this Guildhall School of Music and Drama production
was a five-star hit and in Alex James-Cox they have a worthy
successor to the great man. He was brilliant but then so were the
rest of the cast and I particularly liked Poppy Allen-Quarmby as Yente,
a woman for whom broxenia are meat and drink.

Martin Connor’s direction was very clever in the way it balanced the
comical and the serious. This is essentially a musical play about a
community who are eventually forced into the wilderness. Adam
Wiltshire’s wood set was very evocative and apart from being very
realistic also symbolised the predicament of the village folk, close to
nature but never truly embraced. As for those musical numbers it’s
difficult to know where to begin. Mum’s favourites? Tradition and Sun-
rise, Sunset. They are now the stuff of theatrical folklore and if there
is no professional production due in the West End soon I’d take this
show as is and put it on there. A blessing on their heads...Mazeltov! 

Finally, Susie Brodie is conflicted...The King and I (London
Palladium) is one of the great musicals. Who would not swoon at
those songs, that orchestration, the lavish set and costumes, and
gorgeous children who could charm monkeys out of trees. Yet as I
allowed myself to be swallowed up by the spectacle a little voice in
my head kept asking those awkward questions about imperialism
and its uncomfortable legacy. It is set in Siam in 1862 (Thailand
today) and this portrayal is very faithful to the original which is all very
well, but the stereotyping of the king and his English governess are
so caricatured they almost became laughable despite top quality
performances from Ken Watanabe and Kelli O’Hara.

That said the production is a looker. What especially took my eye
were the ostentatiously beautiful costumes from Catherine Zuber,
worthy of their own catwalk show which came into their own during
the equally delightful choreography. And those Rodgers and
Hammerstein songs are a joy. Shall We Dance, Getting to Know You,
Something Wonderful, there are several. The chemistry between
O’Hara and Watanabe is so-so with the vocal medals all going to her
while he is a real character, his likeability overcoming his less adept
singing voice. 

You will laugh, you may cry but both those emotions will be borne
out of very different responses to the show. In the end I was won
over.

Like all good BBQ’s, the heat must be just right, that is especially the
case when referring to souvla where the large cut meat chunks are
raised high up at first and the skewers lowered to complete the cook-
ing process. Extra care must of course be taken when cooking sausages
like loukanika and pastourma and sheftalia as too hot you burn the
outside and the inside doesn’t get properly cooked, however leave the
charcoal too long and the meat might cook right but you won’t get the
right layering - the crispiness of the outer fat conceals the juicy fats that
adds flavour to the leaner parts of the cut. 

Most refer to the souvlaki as a kebab, it is a shorter word and much eas-
ier to pronounce, however typically, there are differences in their
preparation, for example the ways in which they are marinated. Kebab
has become a more generic term and many, Caucasian, Near and
Middle Eastern cultures have some type of kebabs in their cuisine
though the word souvlaki is synonymous with Greek food, unlike sou-
vla which is traditionally Cypriot cooked with plenty of oregano, lemon,
and salt, served with Cypriot potatoes and salad, although not served
in a pitta, the flat bread is still on hand to be dunked into dips. It is easy
to see that ‘souvlakia’ means souvla in a smaller size as it common
place to add ‘aki’ in the Greek language. The term has come to mean
skewed pieces of meat cooked on a foukou, a BBQ or a spit. Once
cooked, the meat, along with any vegetables on the skewer are trans-
ferred in a piping hot pitta, also cooked on the BBQ, retaining all the
flavours from the cooked meat. 

In an article by Philip Chrysopoulos published by the Greek Reporter
on 15 July 2018, archaeological findings show that the origins of today’s
souvlaki were a cooking tradition used by the ancient Greeks. It was
known as Obeliskos, a term derived from obelos meaning spit. The ar-
ticle goes on to describe how the method of cooking this meat and
bread recipe is referenced by the ancient greats such as Xenophon,
Aristophanes and Aristotle. According to professor Christos G.
Doumas, during excavations on the Greek island of Santorini, stone sets
for BBQ were found dating back to 17th century BC! 

Present day Cypriots cut out the complete sentence and have incor-
porated an English word into the mix. A typical ‘one of each’ order
would be ‘mia pitta halloumi, pitta kotopoulo, pitta hoirino kai ena mix’
basically directly describing that you would like a pitta bread then the
chosen meat, each pitta would be accompanied with salad, the appro-
priate salad is quite a big subject for debate! When one refers to ‘a mix
souvlaki’, it typically consists of a skewer of pork souvlaki and sheftalia.

Sheftalia is difficult to describe as the way it’s prepared is as a sausage
with meat wrapped in lining or panna. Some refer to it as pork patties,
the closest word to describe this meaty invention is the French word
crepinette, not to be confused with a crepe; what is not up for debate
is how deliciously juicy they are. The name is derived from the Turkish
word Seftali which bizarrely means peach, some say that this is due to its
consistency and texture. There is also a somewhat simpler origin story
that although may not be the birth of the Cypriot crepinette, it could
have been what made them famous. The story goes that a Turkish
Cypriot by the name of Ali was a street food vendor who specialised
in souvlakia/kebabs and one of his recipes consisted of minced meat
dressed in lemon with parsley, onion, salt and pepper, which was very
common and some say the only way to eat souvlaki, wrapped in caul
fat or membrane. The story continues that these became so popular that
they were named after their creator, giving birth to the name Chef Ali
kebabs, gradually turning into chef-Ali then as there is no ‘CH’ in the
Greek language, this was translated in an S giving us today’s reference
Sheftalia or Sheftali - once again we must drop the ‘H’ as this would cre-
ate a completely difference sound in Greek and we have Seftali the
‘SH’ is still used when referred to in English as the sound is more ac-
curate to the genuine pronunciation. The only difference as with most
dishes is that Greek Cypriots use pork and Turkish Cypriots use lamb
shoulder but otherwise the same ingredients.

So, there we have it, a typical Cypriot dish with ancient Greek cook-
ing method, French idea and Turkish etymology all came together to
create it.

France led 2-1 at halftime after
a Mario Mandzukic own goal
and an Antoine Griezmann
VAR penalty, with Ivan Perisic
briefly bringing first-time fina-
lists Croatia level.

Quickfire strikes by Paul
Pogba and Kylian Mbappe

midway through the second
half put France on course for
the title but Mandzukic was gi-
fted a goal by French keeper

Hugo Lloris to set up a nerv-
ous last 20 minutes.

France, however, withstood
a spirited Croatia assault to lift
the trophy for the second time,
following their success on ho-
me soil 20 years ago, and en-
sure there was no repeat of two
years ago when they were be-
aten in the European
Championship final by

Portugal in Paris.
The victory means that

Didier Deschamps, captain of
the 1998 side, becomes the
third man to win the World Cup
as player and coach after
Brazil’s Mario Zagallo and
Germany’s Franz Becken-
bauer.

It was the highest-scoring fi-
nal since England beat West
Germany 4-2 after extra-time
in 1966 and the highest in nor-
mal time since Brazil beat
Sweden 5-2 60 years ago.

England still did us proud 
by reaching World Cup 

Semi Finals
England's World Cup ca-

mpaign in Russia ended with a
2-0 defeat by Belgium in St
Petersburg that meant the
Three Lions finished in fourth
place.

Gareth Southgate's team
were unable to bounce back
from the despair of
Wednesday's extra-time loss
against Croatia in the semi-final
in Moscow - but this still repre-

sents a highly creditable
tournament for England.

Thomas Meunier put
Belgium ahead after just four
minutes when he slid in ahe-
ad of Danny Rose to divert
Nacer Chadli's cross past go-
alkeeper Jordan Pickford.

England had chances to lev-
el in the second half as Toby
Alderweireld cleared off the li-
ne from Eric Dier, while Harry
Maguire also headed wide
from a good position.

Eden Hazard wrapped it up
for Belgium with eight minutes
left when he got the better of
Phil Jones to beat Pickford,

who had just saved magnifice-
ntly from Meunier, with a pow-
erful finish.

England score first 
but Croatia win to 

reach their first ever
World Cup final

Croatia yet again showed
their magnificent resilience to
come from behind and beat
England 2-1 on Wednesday as
Mario Mandzukic’s extra-time
goal sent them into their first
World Cup final and a possi-
ble revenge mission against
France.

For the third successive
knockout game the Croats trai-
led, this time to Kieran
Trippier’s fifth-minute free kick,
but they fought back once mo-
re to force extra time.

Ivan Perisic levelled after 68
minutes and, having got past
Denmark and Russia on penal-
ties, Croatia rolled up their sle-
eves for another extra period.

This time they did not need
the shootout as, seemingly gai-
ning in energy when they
should have been on their kne-
es, they took charge and won
it when Mandzukic struck with
a well-taken low shot in the
109th minute.

Croatia become the 13th te-
am to contest the final and the
first new finalists since Spain
in 2010.

Since their dream run to the
last four in 1998, their first
tournament as an independent
nation, Croatia have failed to
get past the group stage, with
every subsequent failing team
being compared unfavourably
with the heroes of France.

Novak Djokovic proved
conclusively he remains
one of the biggest be-

asts in men’s tennis by
outplaying South African giant
Kevin Anderson to claim a
fourth Wimbledon title on
Sunday.

The 31-year-old put two ye-
ars of turmoil behind him to
beat a battle-weary Anderson
6-2 6-2 7-6(3) on a sweltering
Centre Court and add a 13th
Grand Slam trophy to his
bulging cabinet.

It was clear what it meant to
the Serb as he ended a two-
year Grand Slam title drought
by getting his hands back on
the trophy he also raised in
2011, 2014 and 2015.

“I had any moments of
doubt and didn’t know if I
could compete,” Djokovic said
on court. “It’s my first Grand

Slam final in a couple of years
and this is the best place to co-
me back. It’s very, very special.”

A first Wimbledon men’s fi-
nal in the professional era fe-
aturing two players aged 30
or over was no classic.

The last drops of
Wimbledon drama had been
used up in the two longest

men’s semi-finals ever played
at the All England Club. But
Djokovic did not care about
that.

Having dropped to his low-
est ranking since 2006 and
without a title of any descri-
ption this year — the world
number 21 entered Wimble-
don in the unusual position of

being an outsider.
But his game caught fire

throughout a sun-drenched
fortnight and against Rafael
Nadal in an epic semi-final co-
mpleted on Saturday he loo-
ked like the player who has
spent 223 weeks of his brilliant
career as world number one.

In truth he never had to sca-
le those height against the 32-
year-old Anderson who for two
sets was clearly suffering the
effects of having spent 21
hours on court just to reach
his first Wimbledon final.

Anderson stunned Roger
Federer in the quarter-finals,
saving a match point to win in
five sets, then beat John Isner
26-24 in the fifth set in a semi-
final serve-a-thon which, at six
hours 36 minutes, was the se-
cond longest tennis match of
all time.
