IOSA registration

The United Nations
Secretary General
Antonio Guterres has

asked Jane Hall Lute to
conduct consultations with
all parties to the Conference
on Cyprus regarding the
outcome of their reflections,
a UN official has confirmed.

“Upon the closing of the
Conference on Cyprus last
year, Secretary General
encouraged all parties to
reflect on the way forward in
order to determine whether
conditions will mature again
for a meaningful process in
the near future,” Deputy
Spokesman for the Secretary-

General Ferhan Haq said
replying to a relevant question
on Tuesday.

He added that “the
Secretary General has asked

Jane Hall Lute to conduct
consultations with all parties
to the Conference on Cyprus
regarding the outcome of their
reflections.”

“Jane Hall Lute is currently
planning the next steps,” he
concluded.

His statement does not
refer to an “appointment”,
since Lute works at the United
Nations, nor to the consent
of all parties involved in the
Conference on Cyprus, which
was sought and was granted.

Diplomatic sources have
said that Turkey’s consent
was conveyed to the UN
Secretariat yesterday. Details
of Lute’s visits in the context
of these consultations have
not yet been determined since
she is currently on a trip
abroad.

UN SG has asked Lute to conduct consultations
with all parties on ‘outcome of their reflections’

In its attempt to sell off
the “good” Co-operative
Bank to Hellenic Bank, the

Anastasiades-DISY govern-
ment is trying to pass bills
through parliament with
express procedure. In
essence, without substan-
tive discussion with other
political parties and without
addressing in full the prob-
lem of non-performing loans.

AKEL opposes this
approach. Aristos Damianou
MP, a member of the AKEL
Political Bureau, in his state-
ment said the following:

The Coop had been under
the complete control of the
Anastasiades-DISY party
government since August
2013. The Coop back then
had €14 billion in deposits,
€11.5 billion in loans and €1.2
billion in shares/bonds. Today
the government and DISY are
leading it to a coordinated
liquidation and indeed they
have the audacity to try and
attribute responsibil i t ies
elsewhere. The grave political
responsibilities of the govern-
ment and ruling forces are
self-evident. There might also
be criminal responsibilities too.

At the same time, the
Anastasiades-DISY govern-

ment is called upon to give an
explanation about the contents
of a very bad and damaging
to citizens agreement; an
agreement on the basis of
which, instead of the sellers
making a profit, the seller in
fact is paying the buyer as
well; an agreement that is
devoid of any economic logic,
given that apart from the more
than €5 billion that has already
been given to the Coops, the
State is offering guarantees of
€2.6 billion to the Hellenic
Bank to offset losses, while
shares/bonds worth €3 billion,
which would have been paid
off in fifteen years must now
be paid off in three years, with

a disadvantageous lending
from the markets. In essence,
with its approaches, the
government has donated
Co-operatives to Hellenic Bank
and has placed a huge
financial burden on the backs
of the tax-paying citizens.

No matter what the govern-
ment and ruling forces says,
no matter how many lies they
may say and whatever they
may resort to in order to
cover up their incompetence
and expediencies, the truth is
there and speaks for itself.
Moreover, the European
Commission itself exposes the
Anastasiades-DISY govern-
ment, given that it talks about

an orderly liquidation agreed
with the government and
ruling forces on the Coop and
at the same time it discloses
the behind-the-scenes machi-
nations to Cypriot citizens,
stating that “the Commission
was able to take this decision
taking into account ...signifi-
cant binding pledges made by
Cyprus to reform its domestic
legal and judicial framework.”

What are these pledges?
Faster foreclosures, the
transfer of all old cases to the
new and easier framework for
foreclosures, the abolition of
the 80% limit in auctions and
many more other dangerous
acts.

The government and ruling
forces have destroyed the
Coop, socialized the dam-
ages, privatized the profits,
and now they want, without
even the minimum safeguard-
ing of the primary family home
and small business premise,
to speed up and facilitate
foreclosures. 

AKEL wil l  continue to
resist and fight against the
anti-social policies and the
erroneous practices that end
up being to the detriment of
the economy, society and
taxpayers.

Problems within the
National Health Service
(NHS) are once again in

the spotlight, especially since
the Gosport War Memorial
Hospital scandal where a
review published a few days
ago showed at least 450
patients between 1988 and
2000 were prescribed power-
ful opiates without medical
justification and had their lives
cut short.

In the meantime, more
and more UK residents conti-
nuously complain about
long waiting hours, lack of
funding and age l imits in
examinations.

Long waiting hours

According to research
conducted by BBC News,
three million people per year
wait over four hours for non
emergency operation proce-
dure, as hospitals find it hard
to cope with the demand.

Sam Wells, 53, Media
Manager at the Associated
Press from London, says, “My
mother waited almost two
years to have the problem
with her hearing sorted
out, continuously being told
that her appointments are
cancelled. 

“They kept moving it back.
In the meantime she is deaf
and could not hear a thing.
Finally after two years they
(NHS staff) saw her and got
her to do the hearing test and
the same thing happened
with her eyes with the cata-
racts. She has had individual
operations and they again
kept delaying it and delay-
ing it and kept rescheduling
it.”

Lack of funding

Lack of funding poses one
of the most significant NHS
problems and most l ikely
many other NHS problems
stem from that, but the gene-
ral underlying problem is
basically money, because it is
oversubscribed to people. 

However, according to the
NHS Confederation website,
NHS net expenditure has
increased from £78.881 billion
in 2006/07 to £120.512 billion
in 2016/17. Planned expendi-
ture for 2017/18 is £123.817bn
and for 2018/19 is £126.269bn.

So, where does all this
money go? Is the budget
management right? The NHS
has more than 100 Private
Finance Institutions (PFI)
hospitals and they were intro-
duced by the former British
Prime Minister, John Major. 

“The original cost of these
100 institutions was around
£11.5bn. In the end, they will
cost the public purse nearly
£80bn. The total UK PFI debt
is over £300bn for projects
worth only £55bn. This debt
would cover the entire NHS
budget for approximately two
and a half years,” according
to Youssef El-Gingihy’s

article in the Independent, a
GP working in Tower Hamlets
at the Bromley by Bow Centre.

Moreover, as of March 2017,
NHS Confederation statistics
across Hospital and Commu-
nity Healthcare Services
(HCHS), the NHS employed
(full-time equivalent): 106,430
doctors; 285,893 nurses
and health visitors; 21,597
midwives; 132,673 scientific,
therapeutic and technical
staff; 19,772 ambulance staff;
21,139 managers; and 9,974
senior managers. In addition
to this, the majority of NHS
staffs agree that are underpaid
compare to the long hours that
they work and the services that
provide to the society.

George Orfanidis, 26, a
Registered Nurse at Watford
General Hospital, says, “Our
monthly salary is adequate,
but considering the difficulties
we are facing daily, especial-
ly because of the lack of staff,
I believe we should be paid
more.”

Age limitations in
Medical Examinations

According to the NHS
website in the UK, screenings
for conditions such as

diabetes, cervical (from 25-64
years old), breast (50-70 years
old) and bowel (55-74 years
old) cancer are offered to
patients with age limitations.

Artemi Mattheakaki, 24, from
Crete, who currently lives in
Enfield as a social trainer for
autistic adults, says, “I haven’t
been to a hospital to know
what’s happening there but I
have been to my personal GP
at Eagle House in Ponders
End High Street and I can say
that I am pretty much satisfied
with the service, but there is
one problem I have found;
For some pretty important
examinations, such as the
smear test, they have an age
limit (25+) which I personally
think is not necessary. But in
general, I would say everyone
is polite and professional
towards all the patients.”

Medical tests with age limits
can shorten people’s lives;
there have been cases where
infants and elderly people
above 80 have had cancer
and other illnesses.

Surprisingly, the UK Health
Care System was rated as
‘the best system in terms of
safe care, affordability and
equity’ by the Commonwealth
Fund in 2017, after being
compared with the healthcare
systems of Australia, Canada,
France, Germany, Nether-
lands, New Zealand, Norway,
Sweden, Switzerland and the
USA.

The question is how can
NHS problems be addressed
by the government and what
solutions can be proposed for
better management of the
debt.

The National Federation
of Cypriots in the UK
along with 17 consti-

tuents, has sent a letter to Iain
Duncan Smith MP about his
support for direct flights to the
occupied part of Cyprus. 

Mr Duncan Smith announ-
ced his support for a petition
calling for direct flights from
the UK to the occupied part of
Cyprus at a Turkish Cypriot
cultural festival in Enfield,
London on Sunday 17 June
where the petit ion was
launched. The letter says:

As your constituents, we are
writing to you regarding the
unacceptable announcement
you made at a Turkish Cypriot
cultural festival in Enfield,
London on Sunday 17 June,
expressing your support for a
petition calling for direct flights
from the UK to the occupied
part of Cyprus.

Direct flights to the occu-
pied part of Cyprus are illegal
under international law. Accor-
ding to Article 1 of the Chicago
Convention on International
Civil Aviation (1947), a sover-
eign state has “complete and
exclusive sovereignty over the
airspace above its territory”.
The Chicago Convention also
gives each state the right to
designate the legitimate points
of entry into its territory.
Additionally, this was affirmed
by Lord Justice Richards in
the court case ‘Yollari & Anor,
R (on the application of) v
Secretary of State for Transport
& Anor [2010] EWCA Civ 1093’
where he agreed that:

“the grant of the permits
sought by the appellants
[Kibris Türk Hava Yollari and
CTA Holidays Limited] would
constitute a breach of the
United Kingdom’s obligation
to respect the rights of the RoC
under the Chicago Convention
[1944] and would in conse-
quence be unlawful as a
matter of domestic law. The
judge was right to uphold the
Secretary of State’s decision
and to dismiss the claim for
judicial review on this basis.”

Therefore, as the only sove-
reign state on the island of
Cyprus, the Republic of Cyp-
rus has complete and exclu-
sive control over its airspace
and the ability to decide what
the legitimate points of entry
into its territory are – Ercan/
Tymbou airport is not desig-
nated as one. Ercan/Tymbou
airport operates from Republic
of Cyprus land that has been
under illegal Turkish military
occupation since 1974 and its
suggested use for direct flights
to Cyprus amounts to illegal
entry into the Republic of
Cyprus. Individuals wishing to
fly directly to Cyprus can do
so via the legal ports of entry in
Larnaca and Paphos.

The Republic of Cyprus is
the only legitimate and inter-
nationally recognised state on
the island of Cyprus. United
Nations Security Council reso-
lution 541 declared a break-
away state of ‘Northern Cyprus’
to be “legally invalid” and
resolution 550 strongly con-
demned secessionist activities
in the occupied area of
Cyprus. This is also the policy
of the UK Government, which

only recognises the Republic
of Cyprus. The UK Government
made its position very clear on
the illegal Unilateral Declara-
tion of Independence in 1983
and at the time, the then Prime
Minster, Mrs Thatcher, said the
following to the President of
Turkey:

“As a guarantor power
under the treaty of guarantee
the British government deplor
[sic] this action on the part of
the Turkish Cypriot authorities.
It is clearly incompatible with
the 1960 treaty of guarantee.
It can only complicate the
already difficult task of reach-
ing a settlement in Cyprus
acceptable to the people of
both communities and the
activities of the United Nations
Secretary General to achieve
such a result.

“I should like to urge you,
as President of one of the
signatory states of the Treaty
of Guarantee to do your utmost
to secure the reversal of this
action by the Turkish Cypriots
and, meanwhile, not support
the declaration which they
have already made.”

Therefore, your support for
direct flights to the occupied
territory of Cyprus is not
only hurtful to your Cypriot
constituents, some of whom
are refugees from Turkey’s
invasion, but also breaches
the UK’s treaty obligations
to the Republic of Cyprus.
The status quo in Cyprus is
unacceptable and only a re-
unified and truly independent
Cyprus will deliver freedom,
peace and security to all the
island’s people and ensure
that Cyprus – a member of the
Common-wealth, UN and EU
– will remain a reliable and
stable partner for the UK in the
future.

Aside from the illegality of
the Ercan/Tymbou airport, it is
also worth noting that one of
the main reasons why passen-
gers are required to disembark
the aircraft in Turkey is to
ensure that adequate security
checks have taken place.
Taking in to consideration the
increase in terrorist attacks and
the numerous attacks that
took part at Turkish airports in
recent years, fewer security
checks would only compro-
mise the security of those on
board, which could very well
include British Citizens.

As our MP, we invite you to
show your support for Cyprus
by attending the annual APPG
for Cyprus & National Federa-
tion of Cypriots in the UK
Parliamentary reception on
Tuesday 10 July. The event will
be held in the Grand Commit-
tee Room at 19:15 and will be
attended by Parliamentarians
as well as UK Cypriots. We
hope that you can attend so
we can discuss these issues
in person.

Furthermore, as your con-
stituents we would appreciate
a private meeting with you and
representatives from the
National Federation of Cypriots
in the UK to discuss these
matters further.

The letter is signed by 17 of
Iain Duncan Smith’s consti-
tuents and the President of the
Federation. 

Consumers in Cyprus
now have to pay a levy
of 5 cents plus 19% VAT

per plastic bag, in the frame-
work of the island’s harmoni-
sation with an EU Directive,
aiming at protecting the
environment from plastic.

The Department of Envi-
ronment, of the Ministry of
Agriculture, Rural Develop-
ment and Environment has
launched a campaign to
inform the public which will
run until July 8.

Environment Commissioner
Ioanna Panayiotou said that
the measure concerns the thin
plastic shopping bags less
than 50mm thick. These bags
will no longer be provided free

by sellers. The exceptions are
the bags used as packaging
for unpacked foodstuff, for
hygienic reasons or to prevent
waste.

She noted that according
to European Commission
data, every year Europeans

produce 25 million tonnes of
plastic waste and less than
30% of this waste is sent for
recycling. Globally, plastic
materials constitute 85% of
waste on beaches, and even
end up in people’s food and
lungs.

She pointed out that
disposable plastics need just
five seconds to be produced,
are used for five minutes at
the most, and need at least
500 years to decompose.

The money from the extra
levy will go to a special fund
that will subside actions for the
environment in order to raise
awareness.

According to the European
Directive, member states
will have to reduce the use of
plastic bags by 90 maximum
by the end of 2019 and 40
per capita by the end of 2025. 

She also said that measures
should be taken for the
reduction of other plastic
items, such as straws, plastic
plates and cutlery, plastic
mugs etc.

On behalf of the Cyprus
Supermarket Association,
Andreas Hadjiadamou said
that all supermarkets are ready
to introduce the measure
and have been equipped
with reusable bags. The tally
machines have also been
programmed to charge the
extra levy.

Head of the Consumers
Association Stamatis Rossides
said that it is high time for
people to realize that plastic
is bad for the environment and
they need to change their
lifestyles and take measures
for reuse and reduction of
plastic waste.

Sisters raising money
for Lupus UK

UK Cypriot teacher
Andria Zafirakou who
was voted the most

outstanding teacher in the
world this year, will give the
¤1 million global teaching
prize which came with the
award to get more artists into
UK schools by founding a
non-profit organisation.

Surrounded by her stu-
dents, colleagues, family
members and supporters
including historian Simon
Schama, author and broad-
caster Melvyn Bragg, musician
Naughty Boy and artist Mark
Wallinger, she launched her
charity, Artists in Residence,
last Tuesday.

Zafirakou, who was born in
London to a Greek Cypriot
mother and a Greek father,
made her announcement in
Alperton community school in
Brent where she works as an
art teacher.

“This is our time, this is the
time for the arts, we are going
to make a change and do
something quite incredible,”
she said. 

“I knew what I had to do,
I had to start a mission, a
crusade, to help fix a mess, to
raise the profile of arts in our
schools,” the 39-year-old
teacher said during the event.

The role of the organisation
will be to bring together artists
with schools so that students
can be inspired and develop
their creativity.

Zafirakou hopes to sign up
artists and arts organisations
who will work with schools for
fixed periods, whether for a
day or a full academic year.

“I get schools, I know the
problems they have and I
know the language of
schools,” she explained. 

“I know that many artists
cannot get into schools
because of logistical prob-
lems.”

She said subjects such as

art, music and drama were
being squeezed out of the
curriculum at a time when they
are important.

“They’re not only essential
for personal growth and
self-understanding but they
also teach young people
to think creatively, learn to
communicate effectively and
build resilience. All these skills
will be important for the jobs
that they are likely to do when
they leave school.”

The programme wil l  be
piloted in 30 schools from less
developed communities in
London. It wil l  then be
extended to the whole of

London and to schools across
the UK.

Asked why she did not
choose to use her Varkey
Foundation money for herself
and her family, as there were
no strings attached to it,
Zafirakou said she could not
use the money as if it had
come from gambling or a
lottery.

“This is something I won
because I am a teacher, so it
is right to give it back to the
profession,” she said.

Zafirakou made her second
visit to Cyprus in May this
year after she was invited by
the government. She said she
considers the island her
second home.

The first time, she said, she
visited the island as a student
to see Lefkara embroidery.
She has roots from Yialousa
in the north from where her
grandmother and grandfather
came, but also from Fama-
gusta, her mother’s birthplace.
The Greek she speaks was
taught to her by her parents
and her grandmother.

She was honoured at
a special ceremony by
Education Minister Costas
Hambiaouris on May 29 in
Nicosia.

Kevin Macdonald’s compel-

figure compliments perfectly last
year’s film WHITNEY: CAN I BE
ME directed by Nick Broomfield
and Rudi Donezal. Inevitably they
cover a lot of similar material
especially when Whitney was a
young girl before she reached
superstardom as one of the most
exciting and remarkable talents
the world has ever seen. On the
other hand Whitney’s world and
career were so huge that there
is room for even more films or
documentaries. 

It was Whitney’s mother Cissy,
a talented singer herself, who first
encouraged and coached little
Whitney to develop into a fully
fleshed global star. Cissy always
dreamt of being a star herself and
had a strong track record as a
solid back up and gospel singer
but fulfilled her own ambitions
through her daughter’s eyes.
Despite the fact that Whitney’s
two brothers were always protec-
tive towards their little sister, they
both admit that they are the
ones responsible for introducing
Whitney into drugs, which
became her downfall and fall from
grace which ultimately led to her
untimely death. 

There is a lot of archive
material with Whiney at her glory
but also sadly towards the end
when drugs took over her life
completely. 

You don’t have to be a fan of
Whitney to enjoy this excellent
film!

Sicario 2: Soldado

Stefano Sollima, the acclaimed
Italian filmmaker of GOMORRAH,
takes over from Denis Villeneuve
as director of the second chapter
for this intense drugs war thriller. 

Federal agent Matt Graver
(Josh Brolin) joins forces with the
enigmatic Alejandro (Benicio Del
Toro) in order to put a stop to
the illegal trafficking across the
Mexican border. Their assignment
is to create a war amongst
opposing cartels and their brutal
plan leads them to kidnap the
kingpin’s daughter…

It is superbly made by Sollima,
whose fluid direction demands
attention from the opening
credits till the final credits. Brolin
and Del Toro are on superb form
working brilliantly together and
are well supported by Catherine
Keener and Matthew Modine as
USA government, the brains
behind this deeply violent opera-
tion which sadly feels very
topical as if taken from today’s
news. 

The tense action sequences
are magnificently accompanied
by Hildur Guonadottir’s stirring
score. One of the best thrillers of
the year!

Adrift

Shailene Woodley first came to
prominence as George Clooney’s
daughter in THE DESCENDANTS
before she reached stardom in
the DIVERGENT trilogy. Now she
produces this sea adventure

based on a true story but also
plays the leading role of Tami
Oldham, a free spirited young
woman on a working holiday in
Hawaii. She soon embarks on a
romantic journey with Richard
Sharp (Sam Clafl in), who is
assigned to deliver a luxury yacht
from Tahiti to San Diego but their
blissful trip turns into a nightmare
when they sail r ight into the
middle of a hurricane… 

Woodley, under Baltasar
Kormakar’s efficient direction,
carries the whole film magnifi-
cently, as the resourceful heroine
determined to survive against
the odds. She shares a lovely
chemistry with Claflin, as the
English Captain and love of her
life. 

A worthy addition to the genre
not dissimilar to Robert Redford’s
recent ALL IS LOST.

In Darkness

Blind women usually make
vulnerable and highly watchable
heroines – Audrey Hepburn in
WAIT UNTIL DARK and Mia
Farrow in BLIND TERROR. Now
Nathalie Dormer plays blind
pianist Sofia, whose neighbour
Veronique (Emily Ratajkowski)
falls to her death from the flat
above. 

Veronique is the enigmatic
daughter of Milos Radic, a
successful business man from
Serbia accused of war crimes
which makes Sofia believe that
her death was not a suicide but
murder…

The first half is excellent -
stylishly directed by Anthony
Byrne and intriguing with a
luminous performance by Dormer
but as the action develops the
twists and turns come fast but
thin losing credibility along the
way!

Swimming 

With Men

Oliver Parker’s feel good com-
edy takes a while to get going but
once the synchronised swimming
begins its charm is irresistible. 

Aschlin Ditta’s workmanlike
script is inspired by true events
and tells the story of Eric (Rob
Brydon), an accountant with
marital problems who gets a new
lease of life when he joins an
all-male group of synchronised
swimming…

It is hardly earth shattering but
feels formulaic in the league
of many Brit ish movies l ike
STEPPING OUT and the recent
FINDING YOUR FEET. The per-
formances are decent - Brydon
and Rupert Graves as one of the
group’s members are on fine form
but the female roles are totally
underwritten - Jane Horrocks as
Eric’s wife and Charlotte Riley
as the group’s coach. Overall a
mixed bag!

Every other film these days is
inspired by true events even this
bizarre comedy about a group of
former school friends who for
the last 23 years still play “Tag”
for one month every year. There
are no rules and they risk almost
everything in order to “Tag” one
another - the only problem is
that there is one undefeated
player but the perfect opportuni-
ty arises when Jerry (Jeremy Ren-
ner) is planning to get married so

The cast of fr iends also
includes Jon Hamm and Ed
Helms and the enjoyment of these
actors especially Renner playing
these infantile games is highly
infectious. The premise of this
unexpected delight is so far-
fetched that it could only be true!

Ignore Me

Furse becomes a first-hand
witness to a plethora of demon-
strations, meetings and discus-
sions with politicians in a despe-
rate attempt to rescue the National
Health Service before the Conser-
vatives change the system into an
American style corporation where
only the rich can afford health
care. 

It is an important film worth
seeing but most importantly the
politicians should be forced to
watch it on a loop unti l  they
change their policies.

Director Richard Jones divides opinion almost as much as
Brexit. To some he is coarse, disrespectful and solipsistic,
taking classical Opera by the horns and giving it a good

kicking for nothing but his own artistic gratification, witness social
media content. To others he is a maverick who brings a welcome
breath of fresh air, innovation and excitement to an art form in need
of attracting a generation other than the Baby Boomers who occupy
most operatic venue seats. 

The revival of La Bohème (Royal Opera House), one of his
own, will do nothing to assuage the fears of the cynics who will
begin their verbal assaults by pointing to Stewart Laing’s stark and
minimalist set that is much more New York loft apartment than
Parisienne pied-à-terre. A moot point. Jones draws you into the
drama with intelligent and disarmingly comical direction using
every wave of emotion in Puccini’s extraordinary score to
wonderful effect as the devastating tale of Rodolfo and Mimi unfolds.
The third act especially is thrilling as the two fated lovers are
snowbound, a chilling metaphor as life ebbs away. 

Matthew Polenzani ‘s strident yet sensitive Rodolfo and Maria
Agresta’s vulnerable Mimi are breath-taking, delivering arias and
duets that would melt the coldest of hearts while Étienne Dupuis
is a superb Marcello, a voice like cut crystal which reached an
apogee of passion during that wonderful final act. The orchestra
once again excelled, and conductor Nicola Luisotti is a picture of
intensity and verve drawing out gorgeous playing. Each to their
own but for me Jones manages to strike the right balance between
love, passion, poverty and living on the precipice of heartache,
death and ruin. This La Bohème epitomises everything that is
genius about Puccini, an opera that will delight the fans and
convert the sceptics. 

Meanwhile Erinoglu Skandelou gets lost in the shadows...
Firstly, a declaration of ignorance; I am not very au fait with opera.
However, I believe I have a discerning eye and I hoped that would
stand me in good stead when I saw Turn of the Screw at Regents
Park Open Air Theatre last week. It’s a disturbing story about a
deranged governess who takes care of two strange children.
One look at her and I wouldn’t have left my shopping bag in her
care. There is insinuation and innuendo at every turn of Benjamin
Britten’s creation and this collaboration with the English National
Opera was certainly a dark event, in every sense.

Timothy Sheader’s production is a shadowy, sombre affair,
gothic in look and nature, and it certainly made my hair stand on
end in parts though sometimes it was so dark, literally, I struggled
to fathom what was going on. The implication being something
untoward, bordering on cruel, was about to happen and though we
never actually see anything ghastly, the ghostly characters of Miss
Jessel and Peter Quint brought an otherworldly element to it all, their
voices sometimes appearing to come out of the bushes and trees. 

The cast impressed as did the musicians and as the night air
began to chill so too did the atmosphere on stage. A compelling
evening, in a wonderful setting, I only wish I could have seen more
of what went on in the shadows. 

And Sotira Kyriakides is in awe of courage and performance...
New York’s inspirational Wooster Group have been pioneering
dynamic, debate-provoking theatre since the mid-70s. They were
back in London with The Town Hall Affair (Barbican), a piece
that vividly documented and unpicked “an explosive Night in 1971”
when a panel of prominent feminists met at New York’s Town hall
to publicly discuss women’s liberation. One of the panellists
was Germaine Greer, whose book ‘The Female Eunuch’ changed
perception. Other women taking part were literary critic and
author Diana Trilling and lesbian author Jill Johnston. The irony of
the whole event was that it was moderated by Norman Mailer,
the highly controversial and ultra-macho author.

The play was engaging to the point that you felt you were
actually at the original event, and you could not come away
without wanting to thank and congratulate those courageously
outspoken and committed individuals who forged the way for us
into a more equitable world. We were left in no doubt that there is
still a lot more to be done. The acting was compelling, especially
the amazing 

lip–synching with the footage from the real event, shown on
monitors. One is in awe of performers portraying real people, as the
onus to do them justice is even more demanding. If you closed
your eyes you would have believed Greer and Mailer were there. 

Finally, Rose Goodenough offers some (un)friendly advice...
The plot of Sherlock Holmes: The Final Curtain (Yvonne
Arnaud) is as thin as cigarette paper. The main theme is about
age and the impact on our minds and bodies...don’t I know it!
Nicholas Parsons is 94 and still going strong but just a minute; this
production features Robert Powell and Lisa Goddard and forgive
my insolence but I felt at several points during the evening that the
time had come for the final curtain to fall on their distinguished
career. It all felt very laboured and writer Simon Reade struggles
to do justice to Arthur Conan Doyle’s creation lacking the nuance
and wit of the original. Despite sterling efforts from the cast, the
unbelievable plot and very strange ending left me worrying about
retirement and death far more than I did before the show.

F
ollowing on from last week’s article focussing on the many wine

routes on offer in Cyprus begging to be explored, and in advance of

holiday season, the CyWineFest team thought we’d continue the

theme and highlight the many hidden gems in Cyprus worth a visit. Cyprus

is truly one of the most diverse places in the world – it is full of indigenous

species of flora and fauna, and has one of the most unique histories which

has influenced modern Cypriot culture. Whether your interest is in archi-

tecture, archaeology, nature, culinary exploration or general fun in the

sun, Cyprus has it all, and if you can drag yourselves away from the beau-

tiful blue flag beaches, you won’t be disappointed. 

It is always so easy for families to repeat the same holiday routine every

year, visit the same beaches, the same waterparks, and same restaurants,

and these are great, otherwise we wouldn’t all keep going back! But why

not take a drive one day to Panagia tou Araka in Lagoudera village in

the Troodos mountains about 50km from Nicosia? It is one of Cyprus’

painted churches. It was built in the 12th century as part of a monastery,

and its interior is an exceptional example of Byzantine art. It is believed

that the many stunning murals which cover the church’s ceiling and walls

were painting around 1192 by Theodoros Apsevdis. The quality of the

centuries-old art is astounding, and it’s all been incredibly well preserved.

In fact, the building boasts the most complete set of frescoes from Cyprus’

Middle Byzantine period. In 1985, the church was put on the UNESCO

World Heritage List which has ensured that these stunning murals can be

enjoyed by thousands of visitors in the future. If you’re looking for some-

thing different to do in Larnaca, you can head out to the Zenobia shipwreck

which was a large ferry that sank, some say in mysterious circumstances,

on its maiden voyage in 1980. The massive wreck has since become a ma-

jor diving destination, but you don’t have to scuba dive in order to see it.

The water is so clear you can see it just from snorkeling at the surface, or

even from a glass-bottomed boat. 

Foinikas in Paphos, is an oddly beautiful ghost town village which was

supposedly founded by the Knights Templar in the 12th century after

Cyprus was invaded by Richard the Lionheart during the third crusade. The

village had been inhabited mainly by Turkish Cypriots and then subse-

quently Greek Cypriots. But following a decision by the Government to

build a dam in a nearby river, the settlement became prone to floods and

unsafe, and so was abandoned. The old stone houses alongside the more

newer structures have been left to erode and decay. The weathered build-

ings stand like sad, forgotten memorials to the people who once called

the settlement home. Tombs of the Kings in Paphos is perhaps better

known to Cypriots and tourists alike, and is an ancient necropolis con-

taining numerous tombs dating from the 3rd century BC to the 3rd cen-

tury AD. There is no evidence that any kings were actually buried there,

but rather, the area got its name due to the grandeur of the tombs which

were the burial places of wealthy senior government officials and aristo-

crats and had elaborate decorated walls and columns carved out of the

solid rock. The site is fascinating and is yet another of Cyprus’ UNESCO

World heritage sites. And last but certainly not least, why not take a walk

in Protaras? But don’t fret….. I’m not suggesting a night out on the town,

but something altogether different, and in complete contrast to the party

night life - Ayioi Saranta Cave Church. It is special because it simply is a

church that has been built into a cave, in an out of the way, rugged loca-

tion. Cyprus doesn’t lack churches, but this is arguably one of the most mag-

nificent simply because of its uniqueness. There is no official reference

of when this church was first built, or why, but it is thought that the word

‘Saranta’ meaning ‘40’ in Greek is derived from forty stalagmites on the

ceiling of the cave.

The Cyprus Tourism Organisation (CTO) and the Cyprus Trade Centre

are always on hand at CyWineFest every year providing visitors with lots

of interesting facts and stats about the island, as well as countless infor-

mation on all places of interest to visit. It is not every day that you get to

talk first hand with representatives of the Cypriot Embassy here in the

UK. But if you missed them at this year’s event, information about the

places highlighted in this article, and a wide range of places of interest

throughout Cyprus can be found on CTO website and other travel sites.

If you have your own Cypriot hidden gem you’d like to share with us,

please get in touch, and we may feature it in a future article – unless of

course you want your hidden gem to stay hidden from tourists!!

Eleni Artymata Mario Georgiou Apostolos Parellis
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England beat Colombia 4-3 in a
penalty shootout after drawing
their World Cup last-16 clash 1-
1 following extra time after the
South Americans equalised in
the 93rd minute.

England had previously lost
all three World Cup shootouts
but this time the final penalty tak-
en by Eric Dier won the game
for England

It was the first time Colombia
had been involved in a World
Cup shootout and they looked
favourites when Jordan
Henderson missed his spot kick
– but for once fortune smiled on
England.

Earlier Harry Kane smashed
in a 57th-minute penalty, his
sixth goal of the tournament, and
England looked to be through
until Yerry Mina headed an
equaliser in the third minute of
stoppage time.

It was England’s first win in a
knockout game since 2006 and
earns them a quarter-final with
Sweden, who beat Switzerland
1-0 earl ier during the day
Tuesday.

Colombia started off well as
it took England time to settle with
both teams  erratic with plenty
of fouls and disputes with the
referee and eight bookings six

Colombian and two for England.
England were always the

more purposeful side but they
lacked the key final ball and
needed a gift to take the lead.

The South Americans had
been getting away with blatant
holding and wrestling at each of
England’s many corners and the
referee’s patience finally
snapped when Carlos Sanchez
hauled down tournament lead-
ing scorer Kane once too often.

After four minutes of arguing
by the Colombians,Kane kept
his cool and smashed in his third
spot kick of Russia 2018.

When Juan Cuadrado blazed
horribly over the bar with the
goal gaping 10 minutes from
time with Colombia’s first chance
of the match it looked all over
for them.

England keeper Jordan
Pickford made a superb save to
touch wide a furious long shot
by Uribe but from the following
corner – Colombia’s first of the
match – giant defender Mina
rose highest to head in the
equaliser and send the massed
Colombian fans into a frenzy.

England substitute Dier
missed the best chance of the
extra period when he headed
over the bar but he made up for

it in emphatic fashion with the
winning penalty in the shootout.

England wil l  now play
Sweden in the quarter final who
earlier in the day beat
Switzerland 1-0 with a goal from
a deflected shot from Emil
Forsberg sending the Swedes
through to the World Cup quar-
ter-finals for the first time in 24
years
