President criticised for
‘two-state’ comments

resident Nicos Anasta-
Psiades was criticised

on Monday by opposi-
tion AKEL over his defence
of comments he made in
an interview published on
Friday.

Anastasiades seemed to
suggest in the interview with
lifo.gr, in answer to a question
about a two-state solution, that
the Greek Cypriot political
leadership should, given
Turkish intransigence and
the failure to reach a solution,
ask in what way there could
be peace.

“It would be inconceivable
at this time that a process is
underway given the basis of
what has been agreed in the
past, namely the reunification
of Cyprus through a bizonal-
bicommunal federation, to
discuss something different,”
he said.

“However, considering
Turkish claims (on Cyprus’
EEZ), the negative conse-
quences of the prolongation
of the deadlock, it would be
good for the Greek Cypriot
leadership, the government
and the political forces to think,

ypriot Antonia Michai-
‘ lidi, 21, was honoured

MPs vote in favour of
Heathrow expansion

Ps have overwhelm-
M ingly backed the gov-
ernment’s £14bn pro-
posal to expand Heathrow
Airport with a third runway.

In a vote late on Monday,
the House of Commons
supported the plan by 415 to
119, giving the government a
huge majority of 296.

Ministers were aided by the
support of 119 Labour MPs
voting in favour of the plan,
with many of the party’s trade
union backers in favour of a
third runway.

Eight Tory MPs, including
ex-ministers Justine Greening
and Greg Hands, rebelled
against the party’s three-line

whip and voted against expan-
sion.

And Labour leader Jeremy
Corbyn, who gave his MPs
a free vote on the issue, was
joined by 93 of his colleagues
in voting against a third
runway.

After the result, Heathrow’s
chief executive John Holland-
Kaye said: “Parliament has
ended 50 years of debate
by deciding that Heathrow
expansion will go ahead.

“This vote will see us
deliver more jobs, create a
lasting legacy of skills for
future generations and guar-
antee expansion is delivered
responsibly.

Joan Ryan MP urges
Government to do more
to tackle UK’s unsafe air

o mark Clean Air Day on
T21 June, Joan Ryan MP

called on the Govern-
ment to do more to tackle air
pollution and make the UK’s
air safe to breathe.

Ms Ryan, a member of the
Environmental Audit Commit-
tee — Parliament’s green
watchdog - is supporting the
British Heart Foundation’s
(BHF) campaign for the
Government to adopt World
Health Organisation (WHO) air
quality guidelines into UK law.

Air quality is a major issue
for Enfield and the whole
of the borough has been
declared an Air Quality
Management Area (AQMA) by
Enfield Council.

Air pollution is now the
largest environmental risk
factor linked to deaths in the
UK, contributing to 40,000
premature deaths across
the country and more than
9,000 in London every year.
The majority of these air-pollu-
tion related deaths are caused
by heart disease or stroke.

Joan is also encouraging
Enfield residents to help
improve air quality for all by
getting active and cycling or
walking when they can. This
will limit their pollution contri-
bution but also protect their
heart health, as air pollution
levels can be significantly
higher inside a car.

Joan Ryan MP said: “The
quality of the air we breathe
has a major impact on our
health and wellbeing, particu-

larly for those with heart and
circulatory conditions whose
health is at increased risk from
air pollution.

“It's important that we have
better air quality so that the
health of people living in
Enfield North isn’t at risk from
dirty air when they leave
the house — a particular prob-
lem for constituents living
in congested and built-up
residential areas, like the
Hertford Road and Bullsmoor
Lane.

“Research from the British
Heart Foundation has shown
that even the smallest reduc-
tion can make a big difference
in preventing new cases of
coronary heart disease.

“That’s why I’'m supporting
their call for all effective action
to be taken to clean up our
air.”

Britain facing halloumi
shortage s farmers in Cyprus
strugsle to meet demand

ritain is facing a
Bhalloumi shortage in

the hottest week of the
year, it has been claimed.

Strict EU rules dictate that
the Cypriot cheese, admired
for its salty taste and meaty
texture, must be made on the
Mediterranean isle from at
least 20 per cent sheep and
goat’s milk.

But farmers are struggling
to keep up with demand from
the UK, the second biggest
consumer of the cheese
outside of Cyprus.

Supermarket aisles are
running out of stock and shop-
pers are taking to social media
to decry the shortages.

Now the main producer of

the cheese, Pittas, is sending
emergency supplies across
Europe by road in order to cut
down the normal four week
lag if ferried by sea.

“It costs more money to
send it that way but Brits love
their halloumi,” said compa-
ny director John Pittas.

A team from the Roslin
Institute at Edinburgh Univer-
sity, where Dolly the sheep
was cloned, is helping Cypriot
farmers to increase their milk
production to boost halloumi
yields.

The institute’s Ricardo
Pong-Wong said: “The team
in Cyprus are doing a fantas-
tic job and they are already
seeing the benefits.”

Birmingham’s chip shop queen
Artemis Pili dies aged 100

he much loved fish and
Tchip shop queen of
Birmingham has died.

Greek Cypriot Artemis Pili
ran a number of shops around
the city and was a favourite
with many Brummies - includ-
ing bus drivers who would
stop in for some chips on their
route.

The great-grandma cele-
brated her 100th birthday in
February.

Her son Michael Pili
announced the sad news on
Twitter last week,

He said: “My mom passed
away on Wednesday age 100
and 4 months.”

The amazing woman lived
through the Blitz, ran a number
of shops, and worked as a
safety road crossing lady for
a number of years during her
remarkable life.

Artemisia Pili her 100th
birthday at the Robert Harvey
House care home in Hands-
worth Wood.

She was also a well
respected member of the
Greek-Cypriot community in
Birmingham and enjoyed
her role as a Yiayia - a term of
respect for an older, wiser
lady.

Artemis and husband Louis
moved to Birmingham from

London in 1943.

They worked in his cousin’s
café before setting up their
own business in Nechells.

This was bombed-out in an
air raid but, undeterred, the
couple moved to another fish
shop in Great Russell Street,
Newtown.

Although having five young
children, Artemis spent her
time looking after her young
family and worked hard in the
chip shop.

The family later moved to a
new shop in Gerrard Street,
Lozells.

Artemis and Louis
during World War Two

Artemis was born in the
village of Trachypedoula in
Cyrpus in 1918. She moved to
the UK aged 20, hardly able
to speak any English but
settled in London, working as
a nanny for a doctor and his
family

The Second World War was
looming and before too long
she found herself living
through the horror of the
London Blitz.

Artemis fell in love with a

young Greek-Cypriot man
called Louis, who was serving
in the RAF.

The couple married in 1941
and lived in Hanson Street,
Marylebone, before moving to
Birmingham in 1943.

In an interview celebrating
her mum’s birthday, Artemis’s
daughter Margaret said:
“My parents shop in Gerrard
Street was on the number 8
(inner circle) bus route.

“The bus drivers would stop
at the shop for their fish and
chips.

“The driver would jump out
of his cab and come into the
shop, while all the passengers
were sitting on the bus.

“We would ask the people
in the queue if we could serve
the drivers first, as they were in
a rush.

“But, more often than not,
the conductor would also
follow, coming into the shop
to get their fish and chips
followed by passengers on
the bus, who saw the driver
getting his and thought they
should get theirs, too.”

As well as running her own
shops Artemis helped her son
Michael with his restaurants
and was a crossing lady at
William Cowper School in
Summer Lane, Newtown.

Frankenstein - 200 Years

Frankenstein is a Gothic
novel written by Mary Shelley
(1797 - 1851), which she
started writing when she was
18 years old and published
anonymously on 1 January
1818.

Shelley travelled to Geneva
in 1816 with her future hus-
band, Percy Shelley as well
as friends Lord Byron and
John Polidori. Due to the
dismal weather, which left the
group shut in their villa, Byron

suggested they hold a horror-
story writing competition. After
several nights of intense
thought, Mary Shelley went to
bed and dreamt of a young
man obsessed with creating
life. This led to her writing
the horror story which even-
tually became the novel
Frankenstein.

Since 500 first edition copies
were printed by a small
publishing house in London,
the novel has never been out
of print and has been adapted
numerous times for stage and

screen.
The novel has become
so embedded in our culture
that the word ‘Frankenstein’
even appears in the Oxford
English Dictionary, defined as
‘a thing that becomes terrifying
or destructive to its maker.’
Eight stamps and a 3D
lenticular Miniature Sheet mark
the 200th anniversary of the
publication of the novel.

The action which is based
on Peter Rock’s novel “My
Abandonment” begins in
Forest Park, an enormous
wood on the edge of Portland,
Oregon. It is the home of Tom,
a teenage girl (Thomasin
Harcourt McKenzie) and her
father, Will (Ben Foster), for
some years now until govern-
ment officials suddenly raid
the woods and remove any
inhabitants form the park. Will
and his daughter are rehoused
by a social service agency but
it is not long before they leave
these new premises behind for
a long journey seeking a new
home in the wilderness...

Granik makes great use of
the rural landscape which is
beautifully photographed by
her regular cinematographer
Michael McDonough. Her
fluid direction coaches a flaw-
less performance from new-
comer Thomasin Harcourt
McKenzie, who like Jennifer
Lawrence in WINTER’S BONE,
is destined for a bright future.
She is a sensitive performer
and inhabits her role very
realistically sharing a strong
chemistry with Ben Foster as
her restless father. He is a
scarred man, a drifter- possibly
a war veteran but his obses-
sion with living in the woods
is never fully explored. How-
ever, his enigmatic approach
to life is what makes this
striking film such a rewarding
experience.

The Endless

Directors Justin Benson and
Aaron Moorhead made a huge
impression a few years ago
with their first two films
RESOLUTION and SPRING
and now in their latest they
deliver another unique genre
offering which was a highlight
at last year’s London Film

Festival. They tell the story of
two brothers who find them-
selves in the middle of an
outrageous death cult.

This is a truly independent
feature with the directors doing
practically everything from
producing, raising funds as
well as providing their acting
talents playing the leading
roles as the two brothers.

Although the budget is
very limited they display an
effortless flair especially with
their imaginative special
effects.

The Bookshop

Isabel Coixet, the Catalan
director of ELEGY and My
LIFE WITHOUT ME adapts
Penelope Fitzgerald’s novel
with the same title which takes
place in the seaside town of
Hardborough in 1959.

Recently widowed Florence
Green (Emily Mortimer) is

determined to risk everything
in order to open a bookshop in
this sleepy town.

Every day is a struggle
fighting the damp and cold of
the building but overall the
apathy she faces amongst the
locals. But just when Florence
thinks she has made a break-
through by introducing books
like Nabokov’s “Lolita” and
Ray Bradbury’s “Fahrenheit
45” to the disinterred locals
she begins to face another
hurdle when she confronts Mrs
Gamart (Patricia Clarkson), a
wealthy resident who plans to
turn the bookshop into an arts
centre...

It is a good story with a
strong central performance
from Emily Mortimer but
Coixet’s sombre and heavy
handed direction threatens to
sink the ship.

It is an exciting film about a
highly committed athlete
where Millar makes a compel-
lingly flawed hero.

The magmf icence of
doom and gloom

peratic productions have a power to penetrate through to the core
Oof even the most phlegmatic individuals. Love it or hate it, | have

one or two close friends who would not enter an opera house, it is
as art form of high drama with music that can take your breath away.
Wagner’s Lohengrin (Royal Opera House), rarely seen in London, is a tale
of a wrongly accused murderess and a snow-white saviour who of course
weds the damsel in distress who he has just saved. Enter the jealous and
nefarious villains, with wicked names to match, Ortrud (quite a sight in an
ominous blood-red frock) and Telramund, who poison the unfortunate lass,
administered in her ear. Sounds like a recent occurrence in Salisbury.

It actually happens in Brabant, originally a state of the Holy Roman Em-
pire, but David Alden’s superb production, has the look and stench of a
contemporary dictatorship, at the helm of which sits a puppet king. Politi-
cal turmoil and treachery abound and as the temperature rises so Wagn-
er's stupendous music and orchestration takes us on this emotionally cor-
uscating journey. Maybe because of the composer’s Nazi stigma or perhaps
just the magnificence of the sound, either way the score is befitting of
the power and omnipotence of any despotic and oppressive regime. Con-
ductor Andris Nelson relishes the challenge and draws out superlative play-
ing by the orchestra and the chorus are equally thrilling in their intensity.

The two sopranos, Jennifer Davis (Elsa) and Christine Goerke (Ortrud),
are a joy, each offering texture and clarity that gave me goose bumps.
Goerke is a performer who offers an abundance of vocal beauty and
beneficence each time she sings, quite an achievement considering the
role she has. Adding to the impressive list of top-drawer singing is Klaus
Florian Vogt in the eponymous role and an incredibly powerful Kostas
Smoriginas as the Herald. Unsurprisingly for a story that regales in
impending doom and gloom it is dimly lit but the overriding feeling is one
of an operatic production that shines brightly with its brilliance.

Meanwhile Arianna Havana gels with girl power...Polly Stenham’s
Julie (National Theatre), a punchy and very witty update of Strindberg’s
Miss Julie, is a thing of pleasure for us and the main protagonists. A
couple pleasure each other as the alcohol and cocaine cocktails loosen the
zips. Imagine City boys grabbing their balls in the company of glam media
women and you'll get the picture. Vanessa Kirby is great as Julie, a
confused young woman but lacking the wherewithal to do anything
meaningful about it but it is Thalissa Teixeira as Brazilian housekeeper
Kristina who stood out and even brought tears to my eyes.

This is a classic tragi-comedy and you must be from Mars if you can’t
see that it will end badly. It does an excellent job of looking at mental health
and relationships through a lens of class and wealth but as my mother
used to say, “in the end we are all going to die”. The lesson there being think
carefully about your actions and the emotional legacy you leave behind. Julie
and Jean get too lost in each other’s loins to worry about that. As we
approach a slightly unsatisfying ending the lasting impression is that you
can take the silver spoon out of the woman but you can’t change her
superiority complex which will ultimately leave her in a permanent
psychological mess.

And Renia Praxiou wants to dye her hair... The lyrics of the song go “some
girls have all the luck; some girls have all the fun”...if you're blonde! Though
in the case of Legally Blonde (New Wimbledon Theatre) it's the pinkest
show I've ever seen, full of fluffy bits, sentimentality running through its per-
oxide veins and a shameless celebration of Americana, wildly entertaining
too. It's been thrilling crowds on a nationwide tour especially the likes of my
“naturally blonde” aunties. It tells the story of a very determined Elle. De-
termined to follow her boyfriend into Harvard and defy those who think she
can't make it. It's fun, full of syrupy songs and music, high energy dancing
and you warm to Lucie Jones in the title role. But Rita Simons steals the show
as salon owner Paulette Bonafonté. Sit back and enjoy the dye.

While Sotira Kyriakides wants more...A Night at the Musicals (Soho
Theatre) featuring Le Gateau Chocolate and Jonny Woo, is a delight from
start to finish and is in London to end its award-winning world tour.

The stage set consists of two microphones and a curtain. The perfor-
mances are so electric that there is no need for anything else. The divine
beaded costumes that sway as they sashay around the stage, as well as
the wigs, the choreography and physicality of these superior artistes, are
all just fabulous. Their homage to show tunes includes The Phantom of the
Opera, Chess, Cabaret and many more. Le Gateau Chocolate’s voice is a
rich deep bass baritone which fills the venue. Woo’s resonant tenor balances
with Le Gateau Chocolate, their duets are delightful and captivating. A great
night of entertainment that you will want to see more than once....it will
return!

Finally, Uncle J remains to be convinced...Opera North’s production of
Cole Porter’'s 1948 musical Kiss Me Kate (London Coliseum) is polished,
lots of verve and in parts very funny, adapted as it is from Shakespeare’s
The Taming of the Shrew. The show within a show is nothing new and is
executed well but...whisper it gently my first encounter with Porter’s music
was not pleasing. In the eyes and ears of the musical cognoscenti | have
probably committed a cardinal sin, but it did little for me. Witty yes but mu-
sically | was flummoxed and floundered in the very British sense of humour
that delighted a mainly Anglo-Saxon audience. On the plus side the cast
are excellent, and the tap-dancing is very impressive. The show looks good
on Colin Richmond’s set. For me however, kissed once and maybe now shy.

What is a wine festival without a great selection (and amount!) of

wine? The 36th CyWineFest certainly delivered on that with hav-

ing two large wine tasting stands providing a wide selection of wine
from wineries all around Cyprus. A third wine tasting stand focussed on
wines from the Paphos wine making region, which were kindly donated by
the Municipality of Paphos, as well as wines produced by the Ministry of
Agriculture and were represented at CyWineFest for the first time. In ad-
dition to the general CyWineFest tables, we were fortunate enough this
year to also have Makkas Winery and SODAP-Kamanterena Winery as
exhibitors, offering visitor samples of their specific range of wines. For
many visitors, trying these wines at CyWineFest is the only opportunity to
do so, as many of the smaller boutique wineries, which incidentally are
producing internationally renowned and award winning wines do not have
a distribution method by which to export their wines to the UK. So anoth-
er first for us this year, was to be able to sell bottles of some of these wines
to visitors, and we hope to be able to offer a wider selection next year.

In the meantime, and with summer holidays around the corner, we en-
courage everyone to take a day off from our beautiful Cyprus beaches,
and instead take a drive along one of the seven wine routes. The Wine
Routes programme has been implemented by the Cyprus Tourism
Organisation (CTO) with co-funding from the structural funds of the
European Union for the initial six routes and by the European Fund for
Agricultural Development for the seventh. The CTO has designed these
routes to be easy to follow, but to give explorers the chance to not only in-
corporate a few wineries en route, and learn about the wine making process
which goes back 6,000 years in Cyprus through the many traditional wine
presses and museums, but also embrace the diverse agrotourism of the
different regions, various antiquities you may pass along the way, village
tavernas and restaurants, and even boutique hotels if you don’t fancy pack-
ing the entire route into one day.

The Laona Akamas wine route, offers four different wineries, but is de-
scribed as offering the most unique geography — one particular section of
the route which is at a significant height, includes fascinating views mixed
with greenery and forests, vineyards, and the stunning Akamas peninsu-
la in the distance. The Vouni Panagias-Ampelitis wine route in the Paphos
region reaches a height of over 1,100 meters and includes seven wineries,
and the ‘Metochi of Kykkos’ which includes the famous monastery has al-
so been developed into a cultural centre and definitely worth a visit. The
Diarizos Valley route is to the east of Paphos and follows the Diarizos
riverbed, and includes a drive through the ancient settlement of Palepafos
(present day Kouklia) which is the centre of adoration of the Cypriot god-
dess Aphrodite. Moving eastwards, we come to the Krasochoria of Lemesos
route which comprises of twenty scenic villages, a whopping sixteen winer-
ies, a chance to visit the stunning Kolossi castle, and visit the Cyprus Wine
Museum! All the villages along the Commandaria route belong to the
“Commandaria” OEOP appellation. Most vineyards along this route cul-
tivate the indigenous grape varieties, and have to keep to strict criteria to
allow them to use the designation, and there are lots of handicraft work-
shops and sights of interest along the way. The Pitsilia route passes through
the mountainous areas east of the highest peak of Troodos, and includes
two wineries and covers eleven villages and is surrounded by forests, which
makes it not only stunning, but also perfect for cultivation making the lo-
cal village markets a treasure trove for foodies everywhere! And last but
not least, the Mountainous Larnaka-Lefkosia route which is the most
eastern of the routes and takes in the rural areas of Larnaka and Lefkosia,
covering ten villages including Lefkara with its famous Lefkaritika lace,
three wineries and lots of small museums and craft workshops. There is
definitely something for the whole family when exploring these routes,
and they serve as a reminder to us all that Cyprus is more than just sun-
shine and beaches. There is lots of information about these routes, and oth-
er hidden treasures in Cyprus available from the CTO - http://www.visit-
cyprus.com/index.php/en/.

CyWineFest gives everyone the chance to have a whistle stop tour of some
of these amazing wines, but listening to the knowledge, passion and expert-
ise of the winery owners themselves, really leaves a lasting impression.
Maybe next time you're at a taverna back home and look at the wine menu,
it will remind you of wonderful holiday memories and a new appreciation
of the quality of the wine our little island produces. And if there are no
Cypriot wines, ask the owner to start stocking some!! In the meantime, the
CyWineFest team will continue to work hard to get an even bigger vari-
ety at next year’s event. Follow us on our social media pages @ Cywinefest
for more information.
