The Executive Commit-
tee of the National
Federation of Cypriots

in the UK has expressed
their deep disappointment
that the Rt. Hon. Iain Dun-
can Smith, MP for Ching-
ford and Woodford Green,
announced his support for
a petition calling for direct
flights from the UK to the
occupied part of Cyprus. 

Mr Duncan Smith
was speaking
at a Turkish
Cypriot cul-
tural festival
in Enfield,
London on
Sunday 17
June where
the petit ion
was launched.

Federation Presi-
dent, Christos Karaolis,
commented that “at this
crucial time, when our efforts
should be focused on restart-
ing negotiations for a free,
united Cyprus based on the
relevant United Nations
Security Council resolutions
and High-Level Agreements,
it is extremely disappointing
to see this campaign re-sur-
facing and being supported
by a couple of Parliamentar-
ians. 

“The UK Government and
Court of Appeal have made
their positions clear on this
issue - namely, that direct
flights to the occupied part of
Cyprus, would breach the
Chicago Convention and go
against the UK’s obligations

to the Republic of Cyprus.
We fully support this position
– anyone wanting to f ly
directly to Cyprus can use the
legal ports of entry in the
Republic.”

Direct f l ights to the
occupied part of Cyprus
are illegal under interna-
tional law. According to
Article 1 of the Chicago
Convention on International

Civil Aviation (1947), a
sovereign state

has “complete
and exclusive

s o v e r e i g n t y
over the air-
space above
its territory.” 

The Chicago
Convention also

gives each state
the right to designate

the legit imate points of
entry into its territory. There-
fore, as the only sovereign
state on the island of Cyprus,
the Republic of Cyprus
has complete and exclusive
control over its airspace
and the abil ity to decide
what the legitimate points
of entry into its territory
are – Ercan/Tymbou airport
is not designated as
one. 

Ercan/Tymbou airport
operates from Republic of
Cyprus land that has been
under illegal Turkish military
occupation since 1974 and
its suggested use for direct
flights to Cyprus amounts
to i l legal entry into the
Republic of Cyprus.

The next step of the
UN will be to conduct
consultations with all

parties, said yesterday
Special Representative and
Head of the United Nations
Peacekeeping Force in
Cyprus (UNFICYP) Elizabeth
Spehar.

Answering questions
after a meeting with Demo-
cratic Party leader Nicholas
Papadopoulos, Spehar said
she is meeting with the
political parties to “see how
they see the current situation
and touch base and I hope

to be doing that in the
coming period.”

Asked about any moves
following the elections in
Turkey, Spehar replied that
“the SG announced in his
last report that he will conduct-
ing consultations with all
the parties and for the
UN that wil l  be the next
step.”

To a question when the next
step from Antonio Guterres
wil l  be, Spehar replied
“I would say in this coming
period, soon.”

According to the advance

copy of the Report of the
Secretary-General on pro-
gress towards a settlement in
Cyprus for the information of
the members of the Security
Council, the UNSG said he
believes “there is still scope
for the sides to act responsibly
and decisively in order to chart
a common way forward for the
island.”

Guterres also said that in
the coming period, he intends
to send a senior United
Nations official to conduct
in-depth consultations with
the parties. 

“The consultations wil l
provide a more formal, struc-
tured, and detailed channel
for the parties to convey to
the United Nations the out-
comes of their reflection since
Crans-Montana and to help
determine whether conditions
have or have not matured at
this stage for a meaningful
process. 

“I encourage the parties to
recognize the importance of
this exercise and to seize the
opportunity accordingly,” he
noted in his Good Offices
Mission report.

UN’s next steps are consultations with parties

UK Government offi-
cials attended an
event at the Cyprus

High Commission in London
on Monday evening, with the
purpose of updating Cypriot
citizens living in the UK on
the progress that has been
achieved in securing their
rights in the country after
Brexit, as well as the proce-
dure that will need to be
followed for these rights to
be secured.

A deal reached between
London and Brussels last
December, translated into a
legal text in March, foresees
the full protection of all existing
rights of the EU citizens in the
UK up until the end of the
transition (or implementation)
period that will follow Brexit
day (29 March 2019). The
transition period will last until
the last day of 2020.

This deal protecting EU
citizens’ rights extends to all
Cypriots and rest of EU
citizens currently residing in
the UK, as well as those that
will be settling in the country
before the expiration of the
transition period.

However, with the nego-
tiations between London
and Brussels ongoing, EU
residents of the UK are still
concerned about the full
protection of their rights. The
Parliamentary Under-Secre-
tary at the Department for Exi-
ting the EU Mr Robin Walker
was personally present at the
High Commission event to try

to put these concerns at rest.
“I am here to meet with

Cypriots to ensure that we can
reassure them about the deals
that we have reached so far
with the EU to protect the
status of EU citizens living in
the UK, including the 350,000
Cypriots who are here; to
assure them also that we want
to continue to invest in and
deepen the ties between the
UK and Cyprus, which of
course go back long before
our respective membership
of the EU and that we will
continue to be key trading
partners and key security
partners in the years to come,”
the Brexit minister said.

“Of course there is a spe-
cial relationship between the
UK and Cyprus, through a
historical relationship, through
our membership of the
Commonwealth and our mem-
bership of the EU. The UK is
leaving the EU but we are not
leaving Europe and we will

continue to remain friends and
allies of Cyprus,” he noted.

Importantly, he added, “to-
day’s event is about explaining
the detailed arrangements we
are putting in place to ensure
that Cypriots who are here by
virtue of their EU membership
and by virtue of the EU free
movement right can continue
to live in the UK. We want to be
very clear that Cypriots here
in the UK are welcome and we
want them to stay.”

Asked about the eventuali-
ty of a limited or no overall deal
with the EU on the Brexit terms
and the future relationship, the
minister replied: “What we
have already agreed is that the
deal which will apply to EU
citizens already in the UK and
UK citizens in the EU is some-
thing that I believe is impor-
tant to secure. We have legal
agreement on the text of that
and how it should work and
what we are setting out today
is the process the procedure

for how the UK will ensure that
is delivered.”

“I think that should provide
certainty, not only through the
exit of the EU but also through
the implementation period and
afterwards, so that’s absolute-
ly our aim to do that. Of course
you are right that there are
ongoing negotiations between
the UK and the EU and we
believe it’s in all our interest to
strike a deal, which will bring
a strong future partnership
between the UK and the EU.”

Referring to when the UK
Government will be able to
provide details about the
future migration system, which
will follow the end of the
transition period, Walker said
he thought it was right that the
government was taking its
time to gather evidence on
that.

“We want to make sure
that we understand all the
economic and societal impact
of that process. Later this year
the government will set out
more detail in that approach.
But I think importantly what we
are here to discuss today is
about people who are already
here living their lives. We want
to provide them maximum
reassurance that we have a
system that will work for the
people. Our officials are here
to make sure that hear from
the Cypriot community so we
can meet the priorities of that
community in delivering the
future system,” added the UK
Brexit minister.

Brexit Minister: Cypriots
are welcome to the UK



Police are investigating
after a take-away driver
was caught on CCTV

ripping down a cross as he
delivered a curry to UK
Cypriot Georgia Savva’s
home.

Georgia, 48, said while
leaving for work last Tuesday,
she noticed the Palm Sunday
cross, which had been by her
front door for almost a decade,
torn into pieces and scattered
on the doormat.

When her two children
checked the family’s security
cameras, she was stunned to
discover a driver for Romna
Gate Tandoori in Southgate
had snatched it down the night
before.

Moments later in the video,
he is seen smiling at her
teenage son, handing over the
curry and collecting a gener-
ous tip.

Georgia, a Greek Orthodox
Christian, said she now feels
sick at having eaten at the

restaurant for many years,
spending thousands of
pounds.

She has reported the
incident to police as a hate
crime. “There is no way I’m
going to let my children think
that sort of behaviour is OK.
If I can prosecute, I will,” she
said.

The family ordered a take-

away from the restaurant, a
few minutes away, and it was
delivered at 11pm on Monday. 

Georgia, a finance worker
in the City, said: “When I left
in the morning I saw the cross
ripped up on the floor. I
thought, ‘That couldn’t be a
fox.’

“My son looked at the CCTV
and called me up at work to

say it was the delivery driver.
I couldn’t believe it. It was
heavy-duty, nailed down, I’ve
had it for eight years since I
moved in. He had to yank it
hard twice to rip it out.
Then when he answered the
door to my son he was really
cheerful, and said, ‘Hello sir,’
he got a good tip.

“I was fuming and went
straight to them after work.
They just smiled and told me
to leave a number. My daugh-
ter who is only a teenager says
she doesn’t want to answer
the door to someone harbour-
ing hate like that, and she’s
quite right. There is no place
for this hate in London.”

The restaurant sent Georgia
a written apology and issued
a statement on its Facebook
page. It reads: “We sincerely
apologise for the actions
of this employee... we have
taken immediate action to
suspend the driver in question
pending further investiga-
tion.

“We wish to make it clear
that the delivery man ... does
not represent the views of the
family, ownership, manage-
ment, front or backroom staff
or ... Bangladeshi communi-
ty.

“Should this matter require
police investigation we will not
hesitate to co-operate.”

According to the Evening
Standard, a Met spokesman
said Enfield’s Community
Safety Unit was investigating
the incident and added:
“A 55-year-old man has been
interviewed under caution, he
was not arrested. Inquiries
continue.”

The UN Secretary-
General’s report, which
has been released,

concerns the progress in the
procedure to solve the Cyprus
problem, which the UN
Security Council had request-
ed before proceeding with the
regular evaluation and renew-
al of the mandate of the United
Nations Peacekeeping Force
in Cyprus (UNFICYP).

The main conclusion
stemming from the Report and
reaffirming the concerns,
which we as AKEL are expres-
sing since the Crans Montana
conference and thereafter, is
that as regards the Cyprus
problem we are in a very
dangerous period of stagna-
tion. Characteristically the UN
Secretary-General states that
“the continuing absence of a
dialogue for almost a year
after Crans Montana and the
uncertain prospects for the
future are a serious cause of
concern for many Cypriots and
the international community.”

Among other things, the UN
Secretary-General:

1. Reaffirms the assessment
he had recorded in his Report
submitted last September
about unprecedented pro-
gress that had been made
both before and during the
negotiations at Crans Montana
on many key issues. This is
an assessment that differs and
clashes with the Anastasiades
narrative.

2. Considers the seeking of
a solution within the parame-
ters of the UN and the body
of work that has already been
done as a prerequisite.

3. As for the six-point frame-
work, he reiterates that this is
a document that had been
presented on 30 June 2017.

4. He records the Akinci
statement accepting the
Framework and the state-
ments Anastasiades subse-
quently made and which led
to further public exchanges to
conclude that the sending of a
representative of the interna-
tional organisation in the com-
ing weeks is an opportunity
for the sides to clarify their
positions in an official manner.
He considers that in-depth
consultation needs to be
conducted in order to see
whether the conditions are or
are not mature for a resump-
tion of a meaningful proce-
dure.

5. The UN SG insists on a
cross-negotiation to achieve
a strategic agreement on the
six key issues, which if
achieved will pave the way for
a comprehensive solution.
That is to say, in essence he
stresses that the verbal
declarations that we agree
with the Framework aren’t
enough and he explains why
the methodology he himself
proposes must be accepted.

6. Regarding the natural gas
issue, he recalls the relevant
convergence which solves
the issue in question to the
benefit of both communities.
However, he does not pro-
ceed to denounce in any way
Turkey’s unacceptable and
illegal activities in the Exclusive
Economic Zone of the Repub-
lic of Cyprus, but is merely

content to express concern
about developments near the
coasts of Cyprus and calls for
a peaceful resolution of the
differences.

7. He underlined that the
leaders themselves bear the
primary responsibility for the
negotiations, the need for
them to recapture the sense
of urgency, to address the
erosion of trust and deliver
strong and unambiguous
signals of political will.

8. With regards the role of
the guarantor powers, he is
content to make general
comments. He notes that they
(the leaders) must do their part
and commit themselves in a
decisive and constructive
manner. More specifically with
regards Turkey, although he
notes that it has expressed
doubts about the possibility
of a solution on the agreed
parameters, he records that it
(Turkey) has reiterated its
support for a “viable solution”
to the Cyprus problem.

9. Regarding the stand that
the United Nations will adopt,
he makes the UN’s readiness
to engage in a new effort to
resolve the Cyprus problem
quite clear, on the indispen-
sable precondition that it will
be meaningful; a precondition
that is described in detail and
explained both in the Report
submitted last September by
the UN SG and in today’s
Report too.

The Report of the UN
Secretary-General constitutes
a confirmation of the concern
which has developed among
the international community
about the stalemate situation
on the Cyprus problem, and
sounds the alarm about the
future even more urgently.
He calls on the two leaders
to demonstrate a genuine
political will for a solution, to
engage in a procedure that is
meaningful, and once again,
exempts Turkey from any
responsibilities. This is a stand
that we must reflect on.

The Report fully confirms
AKEL’s assessments about
what happened at Crans
Montana and all that subse-
quently followed to date, as
well as with regards what
needs to be done from now
onwards so that the prospect
of a solution to the Cyprus
problem which is lost today
can at long last be recovered.

We hope the coming of the
special envoy of the interna-
tional organization marks the
exit of the Cyprus problem
from the dangerous current
deadlock. We hope that both
leaders will respond positive-
ly and that Turkey will demon-
strate in practice the readi-
ness for a solution that it is
signaling in public. We call
on President Anastasiades
to make use of the special
envoy’s coming and the only
existing way to achieve it is
to express a clear position that
he is ready to proceed in the
way that the UN Secretary-
General proposes as he also
reiterates it in his new Report,
otherwise he wil l  be held
responsible for the devasta-
ting consequences that will
follow.

People across the UK
have been emailing their
local MPs and calling

on them to publicly speak out
against Turkey’s unacceptable
demands towards Cyprus. 

MPs from Aberdeen all the
way down to Exeter have
received emails about the
latest developments in Cyprus. 

So far, over a third of MPs
have been contacted by
constituents about Cyprus
and many MPs are beginning
to reply to the emails.

Full speed ahead for five a day

There has been a drop in
the number of eligible
women being screened

for cervical cancer in Haringey
according to the latest NHS
data. Local London Assembly
Member Joanne McCartney
AM has described this as “a
concerning move in the wrong
direction.” She also said it
was “further evidence that the
NHS needs to be allocated
more resources to effectively
engage with women across
our community.” 

Cervical screening looks for
abnormal cells in the cervix
that can develop into cancer.

The most recent statistics,
which cover the period of
March 2016-March 2017,
show that there was a 1.7%
decrease in the number of
eligible women aged 25-64
years who were adequately

screened in Haringey, com-
pared to the previous year.

This reflects the national
trend where there has been a
0.7% reduction in screening
coverage, down to 72%. The
fall in coverage comes in spite
of the fact that there was an
increase in the number of
women, totalling 4.45 million,
invited to undertake a screen-
ing.

London has the lowest

average rate of coverage in
the country with only two thirds
of eligible women having
gone through the screening
programme between 2016
and 2017. 

Ms McCartney AM said she
was backing calls for the
Mayor of London to consider
how to further promote aware-
ness of cervical screening in
the capital. She said: “Cervi-
cal screenings save lives, and

it is clear more must be done
to encourage all el igible
women to undertake them. It
might be that the downward
trend we are seeing in our
local community, and across
the capital, is due to our
increasingly transient popula-
tion, with less Londoners
registering with a GP, or down
to a lack of NHS resources.

“With the level of take up in
London lagging behind the
national average, it’s vital the
Mayor takes action to address
this serious health inequality.
That’s why I’m backing calls
for Sadiq Khan to look into
how we can promote aware-
ness of cervical screening in
the capital. 

“The Government must
also do their part by looking
at how screenings can be
made more accessible.”

Tea total!

We all know how drinking
enough water and fluid is
good for us in order to keep
hydrated. It is especially so in
a hot summer when it is easy
to get dehydrate, bearing in
mind that our body is approx
60% water and we are con-
stantly losing water through
perspiration and urine.

There are many of us who
do not drink enough, some
through just being busy and
forgetting to do so until thirsty.
If you have reached thirst
point, you have already left it
too long. Having little sips of
water regularly throughout
the day is recommended.
Carrying a bottle of water or a
bottle of fluid is the norm now.
It does not look odd when
carrying a bottle or a flask with
a type of fluid, be it water,
flavoured water, coffee or tea.
It is commonly recommended
to drink eight 8 ounce glasses
which is equal to about 2 litres.
This is a basic guide and can
vary according to one’s body
weight.

So let’s talk water! Some
say the taste of tap water,
with all its chemical process
and added fluoride, is not
desirable or favourable. A way
round this is to filter your tap
water through a water filter jug,

unless you happen to have it
built into your water system at
home. This is not readily avail-
able to those with the old
water system set up and
would need to be installed.
There are also kettles with
built in water filter
systems that will
f i l ter the water
prior to boiling it.
The kettles have a
water filter cartridge
that needs replacing
just like those within
an ordinary water
filter jug.

For those that don’t
like drinking bland
water, try flavouring
your water. You can do
this by adding slices of orange
or other fruits that you like,
adding some ice is a cool
refresher in the heat. Another
option is to use flavoured

herbal teas. Make the herbal
tea in a large jug, allow it to
cool and drink cold. You can
bottle it for carrying. 

There are some great
flavours that are also good for

you and each
have their own
beneficial heal-
ing properties -

Mint for digestion
and stomach ache;
Cinnamon is known
for menstrual cramps;
Cranberry for urinary
tract; Hibiscus is said
to be good for lower-
ing high blood pres-
sure; Green tea is
said to be good for

reducing joint pain and
inflammation caused by
rheumatoid arthritis. It is also
said that green tea can help
in slimming. Rose hip tea is
known to be good for pain

related rheumatoid arthritis
and osteoarthritis and Camo-
mile for its calming effect and
aiding a good sleep. Herbal
teas have so many other
amazing beneficial qualities.

For those that don’t like
fruit flavoured teas, don’t
underestimate the benefits of
ordinary black tea. Black tea
can help with digestion. It
nourishes the skin with vita-
mins B2, C and E with miner-
als such as potassium, zinc
and polyphenols and tannins.
Some scientists believe that
some of these antioxidants
may help prevent cancer. 

For those not so keen on
ordinary black tea. try some
of the various black teas like
Earl Grey or Lady Grey which
have a slightly sweeter, floral
taste. Greeks have their
own version with adding the
traditional cinnamon and
cloves to ordinary black tea. 

The common tea with a hint
of lemon is also very popular
and is ideal as iced tea. If you
are not a fan of water, then
carrying around some ice tea
is a good option to keep
hydrated.

He is
well supported by a highly
watchable young cast inclu-
ding Abigail Breslin, LITTLE
MISS SUNSHINE herself
as the deeply conservative
Lynnette who finds stiff oppo-
sition in the homecoming
queen contest. 

A coming of age story
unlike anything you’ve seen
before!

Arcadia

Scottish director Paul
Wright’s highly original film
uses 100 archive film clips
from the past 100 years and
explores the complex connec-
tion to the land we live in. 

His choice of fiction with
non-fiction footage from the
BFI National Archive is sharply
edited to a frenzied rhythm
beautifully complimented
by Adrian Utley and Will
Gregory’s pulsating score. 

This unique fi lm which
defies description is structured
around the four seasons and
it focuses on the contradic-
tions of nature primarily on
rural life before it moves into
city life. 

An experimental horror folk
tale of our times!

Any attempt at reconciliation requires all those involved to enter the
process in a spirit of compromise rather than entrenchment and
to think very carefully about the words they use. Witness Trump

and Kim in recent days though with them it’s probably more a case
of do they have enough words in their lexicon for a meaningful
conversation. 

The polar opposite to that dynamic duo is the late playwright Brian
Friel whose play Translations (National Theatre) could not be staged
at a more pertinent time with the Northern Irish border question once
again up for debate, and murmurs of Irish reunification on the political
horizon. The play depicts the 19th century Ordnance Survey charting
of Ireland as an act of Imperial brutality – forcing Anglicised names on
the Irish landscape and trying to stamp out Gaelic from local schools.
Friel described it as “a play about language and only language” but that
sounds like a man trying to hide something. His writing is layered and
mined, so many of the passages having the potential to ignite polemic. 

He peppers the text with classical allusions to Greek and Latin mytho-
logy – seeing Gaelic as a dead language in waiting, and the Irish as a
culture in need of being swept away by the ‘modernising’ force of
British Imperialism. Hugh, an alcoholic Classics scholar, is dismayed
to find that British soldier Yolland sees contemporary Ireland as a
romanticised prelapsarian culture, just as Hugh sees ancient Athens.
Ian Rickson’s engrossing revival is designed to generate passion and
debate and will strike a chord with students of cultural imperialism and
its lasting impact. Fittingly Rae Smith’s design is a bog, in the middle
of which sits Hugh’s language school, naturalistic yet heavy with
symbolism. 

Colin Morgan plays Irish turncoat Owen, complicit in the colonial
suppression of his countrymen, growing evermore uneasy at his own
actions. His is one of many excellent performances along with Dermot
Crowley’s mentally fragile Jimmy Jack who observes life from a battered
armchair while Ciaran Hinds is a walking dichotomy as Hugh, a man
who rules in class but struggles with the cultural storm. He knows that
language is so much more than just words and the loss will be profound
and long lasting. A superlative production and a play with relevance to
the past, present and future with many more intractable problems in
need of carefully crafted language. 

Meanwhile Lucia Giardinelli is consumed by discrimination...
San Domino (Tristan Bates Theatre) is about a group of male friends
who are arrested in 1939 in a bar in Catania, Sicily, considered to be
‘degenerate’ by the Fascist regime. They are sentenced and taken to
the tiny island of San Domino, a prison just for gay men.  Friendships
develop between the various characters, some more intimate than
others. The story is told through a mixture of dialogue and song, with
all the actors playing an instrument. There is the added dimension of
Franco, who just happened to enter the bar at the time the arrests were
made. He is not gay and develops a relationship with Lucia, a villager
on the island responsible for bringing food to the prison. 

We witness betrayal, love requited and not, and a sense of how men
still maintain their dignity even when suffering the cruellest torture. The
sense of intimacy between the characters and the heat of the island
is heightened by the theatre itself – snug and very warm! The play
clearly illustrates the perils of being gay in an era where being
different was simply not tolerated. Stand-out performances were
given by Andrew Pepper (Pietro) and Callum Hale (Paulo the guard).
Go, and take a fan). 

And Sara Damianou is surprised by the weather...When I first came
to England my mum used to joke about how people here loved taking
about the weather, for no reason in particular than to begin conversa-
tion. I laughed and witnessed it on my first walk around North London.
A genteel elderly lady said “‘wevvers’ a bit funny ‘taday’”. I nodded
and wished her “galez vroshez” and carried on walking wondering
what planet I had landed on. Imagine then how I felt when I was asked
to go and review a play about the weather. Pressure (Ambassadors
Theatre), is about one of the most important weather predictions
ever made when Scottish meteorologist James Stagg has to make the
call on whether the prevailing systems will allow for the 1944 Normandy
landings to go ahead. D Day in more ways than one.

Written by and starring David Haig as Stagg it is a gem. It is
compelling in a way I thought not possible. The huge meteorological
chart where isobars rule becomes a world of conflict as Haig and his
smooth-talking, but mistaken, American counterpart Eisenhower
(Malcolm Sinclair) disagree vehemently. Both Sinclair and Haig are in
top form with first-rate portrayals. Although the sub-plots, involving
their son and wife respectively, add a little diversion from the job at
hand it is the high pressure that makes this such a riveting watch. 

Finally, Lynn Lee salutes amateur spirit and talent...The Guildford
Performance Preparation Academy’s production of The Producers
(Yvonne Arnaud) was a treat. High spirits, good singing and dancing
and a verve for comedy that would make Mel Brooks smile. When we
reached that moment the politically incorrect but highly amusing
Springtime for Hitler was spawned – an opportunity to offend anyone
and everyone – the show really got into the swing. The humour is off
the wall and could only have emerged from the mind of somebody as
crazy as Brooks who is to Nazism what Christopher Hitchens was to
God. Zak Laurence took the role of Franz and had a ball, but my
favourite scene was the Zimmer frame tap dance…should be seen in
every care home to cheer up the residents. Many congrats to the PPA
for super entertainment.

Russia launched the World

Cup party in spectacular style
when they thrashed a feeble
Saudi Arabia 5-0 in the tourna-
ment’s opening match on
Thursday to give the host na-
tion the lift they desperately
needed after a nine-month win-
less run.

Substitute Denis Cheryshev
scored two brilliant goals after
Yury Gazinsky had headed the
World Cup’s first after 12 min-
utes.

Artem Dzyuba was also on
target a minute after coming on
as a 70th-minute substitute and
Aleksandr Golovin completed
a memorable day by smashing
in a free kick with the last ac-
tion of the game.

The result equalled the best
in a World Cup opening game
– Brazil beat Mexico 5-0 in
Geneva in 1954 – and watch-
ing Russian President Vladimir
Putin wasted no time in phon-
ing coach Stanislav
Cherchesov to congratulate
him.

“We are not getting ahead of
ourselves. We saw that we are
on the right track but we should
forget this game and concen-
trate on the next one,”
Cherchesov said after ending
a seven-game winless run in
emphatic style.

“To be good is one thing, to
be good at the right time in the
right place is another.”

It also helps if you are facing
a team who have now lost eight
and drawn two of their last 10
World Cup matches, whose de-
fending fell painfully short of
World Cup standard and whose
attack was non-existent.

Russia’s fans, forced to suf-
fer years of poor performanc-
es in friendlies that left their
team an embarrassing 70th in
the world rankings will not care
about the quality of the oppo-
nents.

Cristiano Ronaldo scored a
dramatic late free-kick to com-
plete his first World Cup hat-
trick and rescue a point for
Portugal after a thrilling 3-3
draw against Spain in Sochi.

Spain, who lost their manag-
er Julen Lopetegui on the eve
of the tournament, were seem-
ingly heading towards victory
after coming from behind twice
to lead 3-2 with just minutes re-
maining, but Ronaldo, who be-
came the first player to score
in eight consecutive major tour-
naments, denied them right at
the death on Friday night.

Earlier, the Real Madrid for-
ward opened his Russia 2018
account from the penalty spot

in the fourth minute before
Diego Costa fired Spain level
in the 24th minute.

Croatia beat Nigeria 2-0 on

Saturday with an own goal from
Oghenekaro Etebo and a
penalty from Luka Modric to go
top of World Cup Group D, one
of the toughest and most un-
predictable in the tournament.

lessly as they wrote another un-
likely chapter in their short but
glorious major tournament his-
tory.

Yussuf Poulsen redeemed
himself by scoring the solitary
goal against Peru after giving
away a first-half penalty as
Denmark picked up a crucial
victory in Group C to begin their
World Cup campaign at the
Mordovia Arena on Saturday.

After wasting a handful of
first-half chances while living
dangerously in their own half,
Hirving Lozano’s 35th-minute
strike on the break proved just
reward for the Mexicans who
had not beaten Germany for 33
years.

Brazil joined the host of big
guns who have failed to fire in
their opening World Cup game
as lax defending from a corner
allowed Switzerland to cancel
out Philippe Coutinho’s spec-
tacular curling strike and grab
a 1-1 draw on Sunday.

The five-times world cham-
pions took a deserved lead
midway through the first half in
the Group E game when
Coutinho’s irresistible long-dis-
tance shot cannoned in off the
far post, but Tite’s side, who
had looked so impressive in the
tournament build-up, did not
build on their advantage.

The highly organised Swiss
hit back early in the second pe-
riod from one of their few
chances as Brazil’s Casemiro
and Miranda switched off and
the unmarked Steven Zuber
barely had to leave his feet to
nod in Xherdan Shaqiri ’s
whipped corner.

Aleksandar Kolarov pro-
duced a moment of captain’s
inspiration, curling home a su-
perb free kick as Serbia got
their World Cup Group E cam-
paign up and running with a
1–0 victory over Costa Rica on

Earlier Argentina was held to
a 1-1 draw by Iceland. Tiny
Iceland made a stunning im-
pact in their first-ever World
Cup on Saturday when they
held 2014 runners-up
Argentina to a pulsating 1-1
draw but Lionel Messi’s tour-
nament began wretchedly as
he saw his penalty saved by
Hannes Halldorsson.

Sergio Aguero gave the two-
time world champions the lead
after 19 minutes before Iceland,
showing the same commitment
and self-belief that saw them
stun the soccer world with their
run to the Euro 2016 quarter-
finals, hit back four minutes lat-
er through Alfred Finnbogason.

Iceland, by far the small-
est country by population to
appear at a World Cup and in-
spired by their “thunderclap-
ping” fans, ran and battled tire-
