Official negotiations
between the Repub-
lic of Cyprus and the

UK, in view of Brexit, begin
yesterday in Brussels, in the
presence of the European
Commission said Foreign
Minister Nikos Christodou-
lides.

“We are at a crucial point as
official negotiations begin in
Brussels,” Christodoulides
said, replying to a question
during an interview with the
Cyprus News Agency, noting,
at the same time, that “taking
into consideration all the
issues which Britain has to
face with regard to its decision
to exit the EU, we believe this
is not a difficult issue. Things
are crystal clear. Our aim is to
fully safeguard the rights of
all the people who live or
work within the British Bases,”
in Cyprus.

Asked about developments
in the Cyprus problem and
government concerns with
regard to Turkish moves
towards a confederal solution
or even a two-state settlement,
Christodoulides underlined
that “our goal is crystal clear
as regards the form of the
solution, and this is a settle-
ment on the basis of the
relevant UN resolutions, EU
values and principles.”

This is where our efforts
concentrate and we will work
on this, he noted, adding that
“we hope that negotiations will
resume soon.”

Christodoulides explained
that this month’s elections in
Turkey are the reason why an
envoy of the UN Secretary
General has not yet been
appointed and sent to inter-
ested parties with a view to

sound out their intentions with
regard to efforts to resume
negotiations.

“Ankara has made it clear
that it will outline its position
on this issue after the elections
in Turkey,” he noted.

“We want this mission to
take place the soonest possi-
ble, we do not want to lose
more time. But this cannot
happen when one of the
interested parties has this
approach. Nonetheless we
hope that there will be some
movement after the elections,”
he added.

The Foreign Minister
welcomed as a positive move
the decision of the UN SG to
propose a second personality
as a Cyprus envoy, after
Turkey turned down his first
recommendation of some-
body hailing from an EU mem-
ber.

Invited to comment on
criticism by the opposition in
Cyprus that President Nikos
Anastasiades and the govern-
ment do not show the neces-
sary wil l  to resume the
dialogue, the Foreign Minister

said that “we show the neces-
sary will through deeds and
concrete actions.”

He recalled that on March
15 he met the UN Secretary
General and conveyed the
President’s readiness to
resume the talks from where
they were left off in Crans-
Montana, last July. He also
told the UN chief that Nicosia
accepted his proposal for the
appointment of a personality.

The Foreign Minister said
that the government and the
opposition are united in the
common goal of terminating
the current unacceptable
situation and it is in this frame-
work that they must work.

Asked about press reports
that Cyprus is interested in
joining NATO, Christodoulides
said that the government is not
concerned about such even-
tuality, noting that there are
“objective difficulties” which
everybody can understand.

He added, “A lot has
happened within the EU since
March 2013, when President
Anastasiades, as a presiden-
tial candidate at the time talked

about applying to the Partner-
ship for Peace. We focus our
goals and expectations with
regard to our defence policy
on the EU.”

Christodoulides said that all
21 defence agreements which
Cyprus has signed in the past
five years focus on this pillar
of the EU.

“I am for example referring
to PESCO, an important
development for the future of
the EU in this specific area,
and therefore as EU members
we focus on the opportunities
within this prospect,” he
added, noting that he has
discussed relevant issues with
the head of the Organization
for Security in Europe during
his visit to Cyprus.

The Minister indicated that
speculation about a possible
interest by Cyprus in joining
NATO is probably the result of
discussions Nicosia has had
with Washington on defence
and security issues, some-
thing, which as he noted has
led to recent actions in the US
House of Representatives, the
Congress with regard to lifting
the US embargo on Cyprus.
These discussions, he
explained, relate to Cyprus’
bilateral relations with the
US “the extended dialogue on
these issues and not to any
thoughts by the government
to submit an application to
join NATO.”

Asked about his forthcom-
ing visits abroad, Christodou-
lides referred to plans to visit
countries of the Middle East
and the Gulf, European
nations, in addition to contacts
with the f ive permanent
members of the Security
Council.

The UN has said that it will not propose
an envoy, mediator or a negotiator
between parties for Cyprus if both

parties do not agree to that person,
Stephane Dujarric, Spokesperson for the
United Nations Secretary-General Antonio
Guterres, has said.

The spokesman was invited during
Monday’s briefing at the UN headquarters to
clarify statements by Permanent Representa-

tive of the Russian Federation to the UN and
President of the UN Security Council Vassily
NebenziHe that a special envoy was being
proposed but before some things happen
politically in some of these areas that will not
be done.

Dujarric said “we will announce what we
need to announce when we feel the situation
is ready.” He went on to say that “Cyprus, as
most of the issues we deal with, are delicate

and complex. And I’m not going to try to look
into the future, say when… if and when we’re
going to announce it.”

The UN official said he was not going
to “get into whatever discussions” relating
to a UN attempt to send an envoy to
Cyprus.                

The press remark referred to Jean-Marie
Guéhenno who was rejected on the grounds
that he hails from an EU member. The

spokesman was asked whether the UN accept
that one of the parties of interest in the Cyprus
question now determines that EU members
cannot be envoys.

However, he said it is “an obvious answer
that the UN will not propose an envoy or a
mediator or a negotiator between parties if
both parties don’t agree to that person. But
on Mr. Guéhenno, I have no specific comment,”
adding that every case is looked at.

Turkey must take
its hands off Cyprus.

In the latest round of
negotiations to reunify the
island, Turkey insisted on
retaining its troops on the
island and having ‘the right of
unilateral intervention’ after a
solution. These demands
come despite the United
Nations Security General,
Antonio Guterres, making it
clear that the current system
of Guarantees, with interven-
tion rights, was not sustain-
able. The security of all
Cyprus’ cit izens is best
ensured through Cyprus’
membership of the EU and
UN.

Turkey is becoming increas-
ingly authoritarian and aggres-
sive under President Erdogan.
Turkey increased tensions in
the Eastern Mediterranean just
a few months ago when they
sent warships to physically
obstruct legally permitted
exploratory drilling for hydro-
carbons from taking place
in the Republic of Cyprus’
Exclusive Economic Zone
(EEZ). This is just one of
several threats that Turkey has
made towards Cyprus in

recent months and Turkey’s
aggression, coupled with its
appalling human rights record,
demonstrate why Turkey
should have no role in
Cyprus.

Architecture and interior
design practice gpad London
ltd won the Best London
Home category at the presti-
gious Evening Standard New
Homes 2018 Awards on
Friday 19th May and went on
to secure the top prize, the
Grand Prix trophy.

The prize was awarded
for Wittering House, a stylish
home built on a difficult infill
site in Finsbury Park, North
London. Contemporary in
design, and providing a
discreet intervention in a street
of Victorian houses, the 829
sq. ft. two-bedroom home is a
contextual and sympathetic
response to its location.

The Grand Prix Award is
presented to the crème de la
crème of all the homes and
developments honoured at the
Evening Standard Awards.
gpad beat some strong com-
petition, with 14 other award
winners, including Powell Tuck
Associates, Barratt London
and Hogarth Architects.

gpad London’s winning
design is a modest yet elegant
two-bedroom house on the
site of a small derelict garage.
Architect Charles Bettes
spotted the potential of the
small plot, measuring a mere
6x7 metres, and set about
creating an affordable home
for him and his wife Vicki Lim.

The challenge faced by
Charles was how to create a
comfortable layout and a
relaxing home on the tiny
6x7m site surrounded by
Victorian terraces. gpad
London delivered a contem-
porary design without being
incongruous with the other
buildings in its vicinity. Set over

three levels and clad in brick
and bronze, the house feels
larger due to careful conside-
ration of every inch and clever
use of dual aspect rooms with
a lightwell and free-flowing
spaces. This is further com-
plemented by a coherent
material language and a
subtle palette of muted
colours.

The sleek, warm and subtle
interior is relaxed and
calming, with whitewashed
oak panelling and resin floors.

Charles Bettes of gpad
London, comments: “Having
my home considered London
home of the year really feels
like a fantastic achievement. It

is testament that great design
does not require a huge
budget or a lengthy time scale
– Wittering House was com-
pleted in just ten months
and on a relatively modest
budget. While the site is tiny
and the house is not large, the
innovative layout ensures the
interior areas feel spacious,
successfully illustrating that
with a thoughtful, well-consi-
dered approach to a site, good
quality living spaces can be
produced. We’re currently
working on other infill projects
and have a lengthy track
record of creating wonderful
spaces of all sizes on difficult
sites. It’s incredibly rewarding
to see how we can really
get the most out of a small,
awkward site. Scooping the
Grand Prix amongst such
amazing architecture is a
wonderful underlining of the
team’s ability.”

Her aim within the council
is to improve crime, poverty
and housing. She has identi-
fied tackling inequality, hous-
ing, crime and disorder and
child poverty as her key
priorities for the next four
years.

She said: “I look forward to
leading the cabinet to drive my
commitment in ensuring the
Council delivers excellent
services for the people of
Enfield. I want to build a
borough where everyone has
the opportunity to reach their
potential regardless of their
background, feels safe and
lives in a good quality home.

“We face great challenges
as a local authority in the next
four years.

people who need such specialised
support and care to enable them to gain
skills which others can take for granted.”

The College is marking its 10th
anniversary by changing its name in
honour of America philosopher, psycho-
logist and educational reformer John
Dewey, who championed the need
to learn by doing.

My walk to the Playground Theatre was dominated by the
looming monument of death that is Grenfell Tower. The public
inquiry is on-going and far be it from me to promulgate any

particular view but for the sake of those who died, the countless
others affected, and indeed all of us, let’s hope justice is done and
that those responsible for this disaster are punished for what they did
or indeed for what they didn’t to protect those who lived in the fated
tower block. Apparently, the inquiry will not be looking into the
causes until November which seems like an inordinately long time
after the event to be doing so.

It took even longer for the misdemeanours of Dame Shirley Porter
to be exposed back in the 1980’s in Westminster City Council.
However, despite every effort to conceal her malpractice and corrup-
tion she was caught red-handed, found guilty of gerrymandering.
Put simply she was done for a ‘Homes for Votes’ scandal which entailed
dumping homeless families in unsafe tower blocks - yes one of those
- while offering cut-price council houses, made empty by the dumping,
to mainly white middle-class folk, who having been favourably treated
would then hand over their votes to the Dame who had greased their
palms.  A super scam, ironically called ‘Building Stable Communities’
– oh how political slogans are recycled, now we have a ‘strong and
stable’ government - Porter carefully planned and executed the scheme,
got the votes she required and then said nothing. 

Gregory Evans’ Shirleymander is a witty and entertaining reveal of
Porter’s misdeeds and offers Jessica Martin an opportunity to show
off her acting talent. She revels in the blue-blooded naughtiness of it
all, appearing in an eclectic mix of outfits befitting of a pantomime
dame, a figure of fun who displays shameless conceit with little thought
for the consequences of her actions. Evans writes for laughs which he
duly gets, the shower of sycophants that surround her adding even
more blasé arrogance and hubris, but that somewhat dilutes the
seriousness and the balance is too heavily weighted in favour of
giggles than gravitas. Director Anthony Biggs keeps it ticking along
nicely on a colourful set design by Gregor Donnelly that evokes the
period vividly and is backed up by a nostalgic soundtrack which included
many of the hits of the 80’s. 

They say there ain’t nothing like a dame and the one that was in
Downing Street at the time, Lady Thatcher, was a staunch ally. That may
explain why Porter, who was levied with a surcharge of £27m, ended
up only paying a “full and final” settlement of £12.3m. Always good to
have friends in high places but it still didn’t prevent this dame being hoist
by her own petard. 

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides is far from happy...TriOperas (Peacock
Theatre) is guilty of operatic treason. My charges against it are
numerous. Firstly, it abridges classic operas crudely making them a
parody of what they are. It uses amateurish stage designs which would
not pass muster in a bad ‘am-dram’ production. The vocal quality is
distinctly dodgy, especially the men, though thankfully it is partly
redeemed by a very good female lead in Turandot. There are always
far too many actors on stage at one time leading to a shambolic
mess. As for the choreography, imagine somebody trying to do a gala-
mathkiano to the music of Madame Butterfly. Finally, the flying acrobatics
are farcical. I rest my case and sincerely hope the usually excellent
Peacock productions are not tarnished by this abysmal show.

And Gregoriou Bellapais applauds the audacity of adaptation...Stephen
Sondheim’s Into the Woods (Cockpit Theatre) is best described as
‘of the street’ with a subject matter that homes in on messed up folk
of all kinds. Tim McArthur’s adaptation is like a musical version of tough
love. The fact that it is a woodland fairy-tale does not detract from
the weighty theme and Joana Dias provides a set more urban than
pastoral. As a result, the characters strut and chat in a manner that
would not be out of place in Glasgow or Hackney. I wasn’t taken with
the songs which lacked a cutting edge but the actors are all very
capable both in creating a posse of believable characters and singing
with confidence despite the weakness of the compositions.
Particularly strong are Florence Odumosu as a feisty Red Riding Hood
and Michele Moran who is a furnace of emotion as Witch. A really good
adaptation that deserves a larger audience.

Finally, Matheous Gologeri is bewitched by the crepuscular...
Peter Pan is a fantastically magical start to the season at the Open-Air
Theatre in Regents Park, one of those productions that will make you
laugh and cry, sometimes within an instant. Set in a French military
hospital during the horrific First World War we see the young man who
does not want to grow up forced into confronting ageing and death
through the vehicle of war. The set, designed by Jon Bausor, is full of
invention and playfulness and composer Nick Powell mirrors the
design with music that is a mix of favourite nursery rhymes that morph
into the militaristic. Beguiling stuff that takes on an extra layer of
atmosphere as day turns to night in this wonderful setting. 

The whole cast, an ensemble totally in tune with each other, are
superb in bringing the story to life with energy, charm and craft.
Directors Timothy Sheader and Liam Steel have created a theatrical ex-
perience that is rich in emotion and creativity and will move even the
most hard-hearted. The parents who grieve for their lost boys, the beds
no longer occupied, this is real life, a war not played out on TV screens
or video games but one that left an indelible mark on human history.
It’s nice to be young but in the end we all return to the earth and this
spellbinding production is a reminder that Peter dwells in all of us.

Lampard, seen above with
our Michael Yiakoumi has been
capped 106 times by England
between 1999 and 2014, won
three Premier League titles, four
FA Cups and one Champions
League with Chelsea, and will
be taking his first steps into sen-
ior management by replacing
Gary Rowett.

“I’ve always wanted to man-
age a club with a big tradition
and history like Derby County,
so this is a huge opportunity,”
Lampard told the club’s web-
site.

Lampard’s move means that
he did not wait long to follow
former England team mate
Steven Gerrard into manage-
ment, with the ex-Liverpool mid-
fielder taking charge at Scottish
side Rangers earlier this month.

“We want to build on the

club’s top-six f inish in the
Championship last season,
while at the same time bringing
through some of the excellent
youth and academy talent we
have at Pride Park,” Lampard
added.

“I’m delighted to have some-
one of Frank’s calibre as our
new manager,” Derby executive
chairman Mel Morris said.

“Few players have achieved
what Frank has in his career.
He’s a winner, a leader who

knows what it takes to succeed
and who has the character and
charisma to be a fantastic man-
ager.”

Rowett guided two-times
English champions Derby to the
playoffs last season, where they
were beaten 2-1 on aggregate
by Fulham, who went on to earn
promotion to Premier League.

The 44-year-old left Derby to
take charge of Stoke City, who
were relegated from the Premier
League last season.

Southgate will take comfort
from the performance of Cahill

whose powerful headed goal
from a corner after seven min-
utes will strengthen his claim
for a place in the heart of de-
fence.

England took control of the
game in the 39th minute when
Kane drilled a shot from the
edge of the penalty area and
Nigeria goalkeeper Francis
Uzoho allowed it to squeeze
past him.
