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T
he Republic of Cyprus
has called on Turkey
and the leadership

of the Turkish Cypriots to
return to the negotiating
table to find a political
settlement, instead of cele-
brating the unilateral decla-
ration of independence (UDI)
which they announced on
15 November 1983, through
which they claimed to have
established a self-styled
regime, in Cyprus’ northern
Turkish occupied areas.

A statement issued by the
Presidency yesterday, on the
occasion of the 34th anniver-
sary of the UDI, says that
both Ankara and the Turkish
Cypriots should demonstrate
sincere polit ical wil l for a
Cyprus solution, adding that
President Anastasiades’ and
the government’s priority and
effort is to end the Turkish
occupation of the island and
reunite it on the basis of the
High Level Agreements, the
UN Security Council Resolu-
tions and the EU principles, of

which Cyprus is a full member
state and will continue to be
after the solution.

The Presidency points
out that the whole of the
international community has
condemned the illegal UDI,
through a number of UN
Security Council resolutions
which describe the UDI as
legally invalid and call on all
UN member states not to
recognise its outcome.

The Presidency also calls

on Turkey and the Turkish
Cypriots to return to the
dialogue for a solution that
wil l  create conditions of
security and prosperity for all,
without any guarantees,
intervention rights and occu-
pying forces.

The leaders of the two
communities, President Nicos
Anastasiades and Turkish
Cypriot leader Mustafa Akinci
have been engaged in
UN-backed talks since May

2015 with the aim to reunite
the island under a federal roof.

The latest round of negotia-
tions, in July this year,
ended inconclusively due to
unacceptable demands by
both Turkey and the Turkish
Cypriots to maintain Turkish
military presence on the island
and retain the right of interven-
tion and the right of guaran-
tee which Ankara secured
through the 1960 treaties that
established the Republic of
Cyprus.

The government of Cyprus
points out that a European
state needs neither guarantors
nor Turkish military presence
nor rights of intervention by
third parties. Turkey, Greece
and the UK are the three
guarantor powers, according
to these treaties.

On 15 November 1983,
nine years after the invasion,
Turkey instigated and
endorsed a “unilateral decla-
ration of independence” in the
occupied area by the Turkish
Cypriot leadership.

The Minister of Energy,
Commerce, Industry
and Tourism George

Lakkotrypis (above) presen-
ted the benefits of Cyprus
as an investment destina-
tion during a business
event organised in London
on Tuesday evening (7 Nov-
ember) to coincide with his
presence in the city for this
year’s World Travel Market.

Mr Lakkotrypis was
addressing a selected audi-
ence of London profession-
als in tourism, finance, com-
merce, energy, media and
entertainment and other
sectors of the economy. 

The event was organised
by the Ministry and the Cyp-
rus Chamber of Commerce
and Industry in association
with the UK-Cyprus Enter-
prise Council, the Cyprus-UK
Business Association and
Invest Cyprus.

Mr Lakkotrypis said that
some of the details that make
Cyprus a unique investment
destination are the exception-
al quality of the island’s
human capital, the modern
and transparent legal and
tax framework, the recently
restructured banking sector,
the country’s location and
its excellent professional
services.

He presented figures
attesting to the stable
increase in GDP over the last
years and he gave special
emphasis in the impressive
record of tourism since 2015,
both in increased revenue
and arrivals (estimated to top
3.6 million this year). As the
Minister commented, “the
resilience and further growth
of tourism create new invest-
ment opportunities.” 

He did however add that
Cyprus needs to diversify its
tourism product, but also to
face up to challenges such
as the change in exchange
rate between the pound
and the euro caused by the
uncertainty over Brexit.

Mr Lakkotrypis also briefly
explained Cyprus’s strategy
to restructure tourism by
2030, making special refer-
ence to the provision for a
new ministerial department
dedicated to tourism.

“I say now is the time to
make changes; now that we
are not cornered and that we
are ahead of the curve,” said
the Minister.

He also presented data
showing increases in exports
both in goods, driven by
halloumi, and mainly in
services, most notably in
shipping and tourism. 

In his reference to the
hydrocarbons discovered
in Cyprus’s Exclusive Econo-
mic Zone, Mr Lakkotrypis
said that the Eastern Mediter-
ranean could be an alterna-
tive energy route for Europe.
He analysed the benefits that
natural gas exploitation could
have for Cyprus, saying
that the government has a
strategy incorporating poten-
tial benefits for the economy
over the short, medium and
longer term.

“By the end of next year we
will have a pretty good idea of
the reserves in the Cypriot
EEZ and that wil l  be the
moment when we take impor-
tant decisions on the best
way to proceed with exploita-
tion,” said the Minister.

Ceremony organised by
Haringey Council and wreaths

were laid by the Mayor of
Haringey Cllr. Stephen Mann,
MP for Hornsey & Wood
Green Catherine West, and
Leader of the Council Cllr.
Claire Kober. Also present was
Councillor Emine Ibrahim.

Wreaths were also laid by
on behalf of the Cypriot
Community Centre by its
Chair, Susie Constantinides,

At the service, all faiths were
represented, all of whom
offered a prayer, including
Bishop Athanasios.

Scouts and Guides, inclu-
ding those from St. Barnabus,
paraded flags at the Haringey
Cenotaph. 

The official Remembrance
Day was on Saturday 11th
November, i.e. at the 11th
hour of the 11th day of the
11th month, which is when the
Armistice was signed, official-
ly ending the 1st World War.

Cypriots who came to the
UK before the 2nd World War
were called up, represented
Britain and fought with the
Allies, whilst 25,000 volun-
teered in Cyprus and fought
as the Cyprus Regiment.

Cypriot community marks Remembrance Day
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Detective Chief Superin-
tendent Helen Millichap
has been the Borough

Commander at Haringey since
spring 2016. 

She joined the Metropolitan
Police Service in 1997 and has
also served in the boroughs
of Islington, Hackney, New-
ham and Greenwich, as well
as in the Counter Terrorism
Command.

Now serving in a borough
with a large Cypriot popula-
tion, Detective Chief Superin-
tendent Millichap spoke to
Parikiaki about policing in
Haringey, the problems the
area is facing, the ways our
readers can help in tackling
crime and the role of the
community. 

Commander, what were
your first impressions when
you moved from Greenwich
to Haringey?

There is something very
similar about every London
boroughs and the way we
organise our policing. When I
came to Haringey I was incre-
dibly impressed by the amount
of hard work and the ethos
and professionalism here. 

Haringey is a borough that
has experienced very different
issues with our communities
over time. It is a place where it
is very important we get things
right and if we don’t, we talk
about it, we say sorry and we
move on. 

Coming to this borough
was a challenge but also
something I really wanted to
do. There is such a strong
and vibrant community out
there. 

Many different communi-
ties live in Haringey. Does
this pose a problem? 

I would never describe a
community as a problem; I
would describe it as a com-
munity that at times is in need
of the Police service. This
means the police have to be
sensitive and work hard to
understand cultural differen-
ces. We need to focus on
making sure that we are
giving people in these com-
munities as much chance as
possible to tell us what is
going on. We must not forget
that often the people who are
experiencing crime in those
communities can also help us
tackle the issues that concern
them.

Also, in some cases, the
socioeconomic factors create
deprivation within communi-
ties, making the members of
that community more likely to
be a victim of crime, or poten-
tially a suspect. 

However, it is usually not a
particular community, but a
combination of factors that
make particular areas in the
borough more likely to suffer
crime. It is so complicated.
Areas that are experiencing
higher crime rates, and those
in which young people may
be more likely to fall into crime,

are the areas where we need
to work harder to engage
with the community. 

What do you think the
biggest problem Haringey
facing is?

Haringey does see robbery
and street based violence,
which is most likely to be
visible to members of the
community. We need to make
sure we do everything to catch
the people who carry out these
crimes. To illustrate this point,
we have had a rise in incidents
where people on mopeds
grab people’s phones from
their hands. I want the public
to be aware of that and keep
themselves safe. 

Often these offences
are committed using stolen
motorbikes and mopeds. So,
I would ask that if you are
motorbike owner that you
secure your vehicle and invest
in keeping it safe. If we can
prevent these motorbikes
being stolen, then we can then
prevent them being used in
crime.

There are other types of
crime increasing in Haringey,
which might mean that
people are reporting things
more to us. This is why I am
always very careful when
talking about crime statistics. 

In cases of domestic abuse,
hate crime, offences against
children and sexual offences,
research shows that victims
may think twice before calling
the police. Until I see all those
suffering from the crimes I
have just mentioned reporting
them, I don’t mind seeing the
figures growing. Figures
going up is not always a bad
thing. If people do not report
crimes then we can also
underestimate the problem. 

According to statistics
on the Met Police website,
the crime rate in Haringey
was higher than the average
crime rate across similar
areas in the year ending
March 2017. Has it reduced
since then? 

Some of our crimes have
stabil ized in the last six
months, with rises in some
areas and drops in others.
We usually look at the rolling
12-month period against the
previous rolling 12-month
period. 

Interestingly knife crime,
where a person under 25 has
been injured with a knife, is
lower numbers this year than
last year. 

Other crimes in Haringey
are going down; for example
we are still seeing a reduction
in residential burglary. 

You mentioned knife
crime. We see many teena-
gers carrying a knife now-
adays. How can this be
tackled? 

Young people need to
understand that carrying a
knife is a very bad choice. I
have a plea to parents and
teachers who worry that their
young person might be
carrying a knife to protect
themselves; they must make
them understand that this is
absolutely not the case. 

All the evidence shows that

you are more l ikely to be
injured yourself, if you are
carrying a knife.

I am unapologetic about the
police’s need to stop search
for knives. We have to do it
fairly and we should be using
the evidence and intelligence
to suggest who is more likely
to be carrying a knife. 

We need to carry out
searches to deter people,
but also to make sure we are
taking knives physically away
from them. Every knife the
police finds can save a life. 

What can communities do
to stop knife crime?

What they can do is huge
and it starts at home with
families having a conversation
with their young people. They
need to make sure that if they
feel unsafe, they don’t pick
up a knife but talk through
their options for staying safe.
Getting good advice on how
to stay safe is crucial. Families
should involve the teachers,
or even the police, if neces-
sary. 

I must say that police get
involved in young people’s
lives at a very early stage now.
We work really close with
children services and schools
to make sure that if there is a
chance to divert from crime or
to prevent somebody falling
into trouble, we do it. We also
go and talk to schools so that
the first interaction kids have
with the police is a positive and
pleasant one. Even though this
is not the primary policing role
we have to play, it is still a very
important one.

What would you say
are the different ways of
policing?

Balanced policing is critical
in the environment we live. We
need to have enough police
out answering 999 calls, while
also having enough detectives
carrying out the investigations.
People need to know though
that there is so much more
depth to how we work than
999. It’s not all about arresting
somebody or not. We are in
touch with others who can
help. We have partnerships
with the voluntary sector, or
community organizations or
statutory partners in the
council, who can bring a lot of
support to somebody report-

ing domestic abuse, for exam-
ple. We often have non-police
people in this building work-
ing with our detectives to try
and support those who’ve
come forward. Policing is not
the narrow discipline people
might think of. There is lots we
can do to help put people in
touch with those who can help
them and thus making sure
that we are looking after
them and their future safety.
Because even if you solve a
crime, if that person sti l l
doesn’t feel safe walking
around the streets after
experiencing a crime, then we
haven’t done our job. 

Are Cypriots involved in
crime?

Sadly, the way our system
captures nationality data is not
able to show us the answer to
this question accurately. When
recording crimes, we always
record the ethnicity data for
our victims and, where possi-
ble, we’ll do that if a suspect
has been identified as well.
Nationality is a different thing.
There is the ability for us to
record nationality but is not
mandatory. For hate crime or
crimes to do with someone
being part of a particular
community, we will record
those details. So I cannot tell
you explicit ly how many
Cypriot victims and suspects
we have in Haringey. 

Drug dealing and anti-
social behavior has also
affected Turnpike Lane area
over the years. Has this
changed? 

It is reassuring that between
autumn 2016 through to the
end of spring 2017, we have
put a huge policing operation
in place for drug dealing and
anti-social behaviour that was
affecting commuters and
residents in Turnpike Lane. We
saw crime coming down; we
made over 180 arrests, took a
number of people to court
resulting in sentences totaling
over 30 years. I hope that
people who use that bit of our
borough feel safer now. 

London has suffered three
attacks this year. What was
Haringey’s response to this
emergency situation?

We deploy a lot of police
officers around the places

where people are coming and
going, and probably feel a
little scared, like transport
hubs, crowded places. We do
this because it makes sense,
and hopefully without creating
any extra concern for people.
People need to be alert but not
alarmed. You might think that
Haringey is not one of the
obvious targets in London, but
we must not assume that we
know where the problems
might be. There needs to be
a general policing response
across London, even if events
are in middle of our city and
are directed around our civic
infrastructure. Really, the ways
we need to think about coun-
tering terrorism are about
communities knowing where
there might be something that
is not right. If they feel some-
thing is not right, then they
need to let us know and if their
bit matches with some other
bit of information that we have,
then we need to work on it. 

How should people react
when they witness a crime?

Personal safety comes first.
Then if they can help with
information this is important.
Knowing about it is still very
important. Even if they report
a crime later, it can be useful.
If we know there is something
constantly going on in a parti-
cular area and we gather the
evidence, we will be able to
put the police in that area at
the right time. We also need
people to trust us and talk to
us about different issues. If
people are scared to tell us
then it’s hard for us to help. So
our job is also to make sure
people don’t feel scared to tell
us things. 

When police work closely
with the community we can
get out so much from our
public in terms of things they
know.

Can they maintain confi-
dentiality?

There are many ways in
which they can maintain their
confidentiality. The best way
is for someone to call us and
talk to us openly, to be happy
for us to work with them.
We often need somebody’s
witness testimony. And our job
is to make sure that we pro-
tect the people who are will-
ing to come forward openly.

However there may still be
people who aren’t confident
to come forward openly, so
there are other ways for them
to get us information without
necessarily involving them-
selves more than they want to,
like Crime stoppers for exam-
ple (https://crimestoppers-
uk.org). Everyone can choose
how they wish to come for-
ward. Treating these people
confidentially is very important;
we need to make them feel
assured that they can report
without others necessarily
knowing.

How can the people of the
borough reach you?

In cases of emergency they
always have to call 999. This is
the emergency number. It
should be used for reporting
crime in progress or any
situation where an immediate

response is required to
preserve life or property. Our
best chance of catching some-
body is to arrive quickly and
get the investigation going
from the start.

101 is the non-emergency
number. This is for incidents
that do not require an immedi-
ate attendance by police. This
is the number through which
they report crimes that have
already occurred and the
suspects are no longer there,
or to report anti-social beha-
viour (ASB) that has occurred.

Our website, www.met.
police.uk, can also be used
by people who want to reach
us. It is suitable for reporting
a variety of issues - not for
emergency situations - and
making different types of
applications online. If it is
unsuitable to be recorded
through our website, it will
direct you to the most suitable
method of contact. 

The Met’s twitter for the
contact centre is @MetCC.
Advice and assistant can be
given. They also take reports
for some crimes through Direct
Messaging. 

The borough’s main Twitter
account is @MPSHaringey.
Questions can be asked but
the account is not monitored
24/7. This account is not
suitable for reporting crime.

Again they are not a report-

ing platform for crime. They
can be messaged but again
they are not monitored 24/7.

Lastly, has policing
changed in any way recent-
ly?

The Met generally, and
Haringey very recently, have
body-worn video on, which
means that every police
officer who goes out doing the
999 response has got the
ability to record things. This
means that we can get better
evidence for crimes. Soon
officers will also have laptops
and tablets they can work with
when they are out and about.
An officer will actually be able
to sit with the victim and do
everything with them at the
time. This wil l  make the
procedure much more efficient
and takes out any room for
doubt. If our police officers
spend less time transferring
information from notes into the
police system, we will get
more people out there doing
more policing work. This will
be the biggest thing in my
policing career in terms of how
we work. It is a huge step
forward. 

HARINGEY BOROUGH COMMANDER:

Balanced policing is critical in the environment we live
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Municipalities in Britain
are charged with
holding glitzy citizen-

ship ceremonies for their far
flung residents. Normally the
appointed Mayor of the
council attends to undertake
this agreeable task. But some-
times others are pulled in
when the red robed and gold
chain wearing mayor cannot
make it. This could be a past
Mayor; it could be the Chief
Officer of the council. At other
times it may well be the
elected leader of the council.
And so it transpired in
England recently. 

The London Borough of
Merton has the first ever
elected Cypriot council leader
in Stephen Alambrit is.
Stephen, who came over to
England by boat in 1964, was
duly called up to do this
pleasant duty at the councils
Registry Office on the Morden
Hall Estate. This is a Grade II
listed fine 1770 building. 

Merton borough residents
from throughout the world are
brought into the Grand Room
to swear an oath of allegiance
to Her Majesty Queen Eliza-
beth II. They also sing the
National Anthem. Everyone is
then seated, those getting
their long awaited citizenship
in the front row. Family mem-
bers and excitable children are

there too as witnesses. They
take a seat at the back. 

There were aspiring British
cit izens from Sri Lanka,
Poland, Australia, Ghana,
Nigeria and so on. The Chief
Registrar calls out the names
one by one to go over to
receive their citizenship certi-
ficate from Aradippou born
Alambrit is; And what a
surprise when the Registrar
called out for Dimitra Christo-
doulou to come forward.         

Dimitra now lives in Merton
but was born in Nicosia. The
two Cypriots exchanged some
small talk. Alambritis asked
after her well being and
Dimitra committed to getting
involved in the local commu-
nity. Alambrit is handed
Dimitra her certificate of British
Citizenship. Dimitra accepted
the embossed paper with
glee. They both posed for a
photo in front of a portrait of
the Queen with the Union Jack
in the background. 

So there you have it. A
Cypriot council leader hands
over British citizenship to a
Cypriot resident living in his
borough. Both were born in
Cyprus. Both left the building
using the grand imperial
type staircase with wrought
iron balustrades. Both were
probably thinking what a
fortuitous world.

Larnaka is enjoying a
starring role in Cyprus’
tourism sector following

a record number of arrivals
and hotel bookings this
summer. 

According to information
from the Larnaka Tourism
Board, tourists, particularly
from the UK, Germany,
Russia, Israel, Lebanon,
Poland and Romania, are
discovering the delights of
Larnaka region, resulting in
an increase in local hotel
bookings of up to 12%, with
most units fully booked until
at least November. 

The total number of tourist
arrivals to Larnaka Region in
2016 was 366,448. Chairman
of the Larnaka Tourism Board,
Dinos Lefkaritis, told Parikiaki
during the World Travel Market
last week that the increase in
arrivals is set to continue. 

“All the information and the
feedback we receive is pro-
mising. Throughout the past
three days in London I have
had meetings, received feed-
back and l istened to any
complaints, so we can make
things better. What I can say is
that hopefully we will break
another record next year.”

Commenting on last year’s
record, Mr Lefkaritis said that
Larnaka had more beds,
with the opening of 16 new
units and small hotels, which
accommodated more tourists.
He also added that there is
information that another four
to five similar places will be
available this season, as
they are now renovating old

houses which will be trans-
formed into boutique hotels
and small hotel units.  

“These, along with the
opening of Radisson Blu in
mid-2018, will be a big oppor-
tunity for tourists. Radisson Blu
will be a huge place near the
port. Located in a nice area,
overlooking the sea, the port
and the marina, it will attract
even more visitors,” he added.

In regards to the port area,
Mr Lefkaritis said that the
ministry has announced a
shortl ist for whom will be
awarded the area of the port
and the marina. It is estima-
ted that by the end of the
year they will be able to do
something. 

Asked about agrotourism
and the winter arrivals, the
Chairman of Larnaka Tourism
Board said that it is increasing
and this is a good opportu-
nity. 

“We arrange walks and
excursions to the outskirts
of Larnaka and our tourism
project is constantly being
updated. The numbers for this
winter season look good.”

Larnaka also attracts divers
who visit the island to explore
the Zenobia wreck, which
ranks among the top 10 best
wreck dives globally. From
next year however, Larnaka’s
artificial reef will become even
richer with the addition of
another vessel. 

Mr Lefkaritis told our paper
that the aptly named ‘Elpida’
(which means ‘hope’ in
Greek), a 63 metre long Greek
vessel, will be sunk off the
coast of Voroklini, giving divers
more opportunities to explore. 

“We are now in the process
of cleaning the vessel and we
hope that it will be sunk by
March, making our diving
tourism even richer.”

Larnaka Tourism Board
is delighted to have been
recognised with a 2017
Certificate of Excellence from
TripAdvisor for its free ‘Larna-
ka Free Winter Experiences’
programme, based on excel-
lent reviews. The region has
organised complimentary
activities for the past five years
for tourists staying in licenced
hotel accommodation within
the Larnaka region from
November until April.  

Mr Lefkaritis explained that
the aim is to enrich Larnaka’s
tourism winter product and
enhance the visitors’ experi-
ence through their acquain-
tance with the local culture and
tradition. Activities available
include guided tours, excur-
sions in picturesque villages,
wine tasting, halloumi-cheese
production demonstrations,
basket-weaving sessions,
birdwatching and traditional
cooking sessions.

Larnaka is easily accessible
throughout the winter months
with flights from Birmingham,
Manchester, Liverpool, Gat-
wick, Heathrow, Stansted and
Luton airports. Airlines flying
direct to Larnaka from the UK
during the winter include
Easyjet, Cobalt Air, Blue Air
and British Airways. There are
34 weekly flights, including
daily flights with Easyjet and
British Airways from Gatwick
and Heathrow - so plenty of
capacity and choice for those
looking for some winter sun.

Summing up, George
Lakkotrypis said that Cyprus
is trying to be a “predictable”
partner for investors, open to
discussing any suggestions.

Asked by a member of the
audience to comment on the
challenge of Brexit, he said
that Cyprus is really sad to see
a strong ally leave the EU,
adding that more clarity on the
kind of Brexit that is pursued is
required by the UK.

Mr Lakkotrypis also said that
Cyprus is offering UK-based
companies a “complemen-
tary” EU base post-Brexit.

The Chairman of the UK-
Cyprus Enterprise Council,
Peter Droussiotis, said that
the event “symbolises the
uniqueness of the UK as a
partner to Cyprus and of the
uniqueness of the extremely
valuable and multi-faceted
relationship that exists
between these two countries
on a range of different levels.”

He also stressed the
importance of the populous
Cypriot diaspora in the UK.

Mr Droussiotis concluded
“that Cyprus’s biggest attrac-
tion, in a business and invest-
ment context, is the intellectu-
al capital of its people, whether
they are located in the UK or in

Cyprus. Initiatives around
energy exploration, intelligent
tourism, shipping, infrastruc-
ture development, incentives
for enterprise and investment,
provide significant scope for
the development of bilateral
trade, joint ventures and
business collaboration. The
vital ingredient which imbues
and fires up all such initiatives
and which makes Cyprus an
especially attractive destina-
tion for investment is the
quality of its people and the
imagination which underlies
their efforts to diversify and
strengthen Cyprus’s econo-
my, to take advantage of the
island’s unique position, as a
member of the European
Union and the Eurozone, at
the cross roads between

civilisations and three conti-
nents.”

In his short remarks, the
Cyprus High Commissioner in
the UK Euripides Evriviades
spoke of the “umbilical cord”
in the relationship between the
two countries, adding that this
relationship will continue after
Brexit.

On behalf of the Cyprus
Chamber of Commerce, its
Director Dinos Lefkaritis called
upon UK investors to focus
on Cyprus’s real estate,
hydrocarbons and profes-
sional services, amongst
other sectors of the economy.

Renting out property is
never going to be a risk-
free activity. Whether it’s

careless tenants leaving
the taps on, rotten tenants
refusing to pay the rent, or
thieves ripping copper piping
out of an empty property, there
are a host of hazards to disturb
a landlord’s sleep.

For every risk there’s an
insurance. If you haven’t got
a specialist policy however,
you won’t be covered. On top
of buildings insurance,
landlord policies include
public, or landlord’s, liability
cover, offering legal protection
if tenants are injured. Such
policies also come with
employer’s liability, covering
injury claims from tradesmen,
and should also include
loss-of-rent insurance.

Aside from these core
requirements, however, land-
lord insurance varies conside-
rably. 

“As with all f inancial
products the devil is in the
detail,” says Steven Hilton of
the National Landlords Asso-
ciation. For landlords seeking
out that detail, there are
questions to be asked.

Do all landlords need
insurance? Owners of lease-
hold properties may find they
already have buildings insur-
ance through the freeholder,
but should check their lease
carefully.

Do I need contents cover?
Possibly not, if you let your
property part-furnished. David
Lawrenson of a property
consultancy says landlord’s
insurance often includes a
small level of contents with the
buildings cover. “If you only
provide a l imited amount
of furniture why go to the
expense of getting a stand-
alone contents policy?” he
says. Make sure tenants know
they need to insure their own
personal contents.

What does loss of rent
cover? Most landlord policies
will pay to re-house a tenant
if your property becomes
uninhabitable due to some
insured risk, such as flooding
or fire. The cost of re-housing
tenants while a new kitchen is
put in, for example, would not
be covered. Some policies will
also cover you for loss of rental
income if tenants cannot get
access because of damage to
neighbouring properties. The
maximum cover is usually 20
per cent of the property’s
rebuild value.

What if tenants stop paying?
Rent guarantee insurance is
getting more popular. Good
cover should include legal fees
and eviction costs. Be aware
that the first month of any
claim is excluded. 

Can property stand empty?
Some policies reject claims on
properties left empty for more

than 30 days, but others
allow 90, useful if you let to
students, who often go home
over the summer holidays, or
you are planning a refurbish-
ment.

THE TRUE IMPACT
OF BURGLARY

Victims of home burglaries
are so traumatised by the
experience that many can no
longer face living in the same
place and move, latest
research shows.

The results of a study by
insurer Policy Expert reveal
how truly devastating the
psychological impact of
unwanted intruders can be.

Burglary is a relatively
common experience, with
one-in-ten adults expected to
have their homes broken into
at least once, and another
3% more than once. As the
latest Office for National
Statistics indicate, this means
that 2.7 million households will
have been affected at some
point.

Unfortunately, 12% of the
Brits who have gone through
the ordeal can’t cope with
being in the same property
anymore and have moved
somewhere else. Another
one-in-three found it hard to
sleep afterwards and nearly
one-in-ten (9%) lost confi-
dence in themselves.

One-in-twelve (8%) were too
frightened to be left alone in
the home and a significant
minority (3%) became ill and
needed to take medication for
anxiety and depression.
One-in-twenty (5%) say it
affected their ability to con-

centrate at work.
Although burglary can

clearly have a damaging
impact on people’s lives, it’s
perhaps surprising that only
one-in-twenty subsequently
improved the security of their
homes.

The majority of burglaries
took place while those
surveyed were at work (28%).
But it’s extremely creepy for
the one-in-five (20%) who were
upstairs sleeping and the
one-in-fourteen who were
somewhere else within the
property.

Nearly a fifth of victims were
out shopping and socialising,
while another one-in-seven
(15%) were on holiday, Policy
Expert’s research indicates. A
very small number were either
doing the school run (2%) or
gardening (1%).

The importance of keeping
windows locked is, once
again, driven home by the
stats which reveal that the
most common entry point for
burglars is through a window
(38%).

Next is by damaging or
breaking down a door (29%),
tampering with locks (13%)
and via the garage (4%). For
an unlucky few (1%) the
burglar will already be in the
home (a builder with a criminal
side-line, for example)!

Here are f ive relatively
simple things householders
can do to improve their
home’s security:

1. Install motion sensor
lighting in and around a home,
especially at entrances.

2. Get to know the
neighbours.

3. Keep gardens free of
toys, tools and ladders

4. Don’t label personal keys,
or hide spares outside.

5. Consider buying a home
security system.

of Wales’ Royal Regiment
Date of issue: 1/9/2017

Guernsey Stamps is
delighted to celebrate the
25th anniversary of the
formation of The Princess of
Wales’ Royal Regiment
(PWRR), an occasion which is
marked by new Colours
presented on 9 September
2017.

Through its ancestry via
the Queen’s Royal Regiment
(West Surrey) (2nd Regiment
of Foot), the PWRR is the most
senior English line infantry
regiment. The current regi-
ment was named in honour of
Diana, Princess of Wales, who
was at the time of its formation
Colonel in Chief of the Regi-
ment, a role she held from
1992-1997.

Princess Diana was a tire-
less worker for many charities,
as well as a fundraiser for
numerous good causes. She
was a close friend and keen
supporter of the Regiment and
was held in great affection by
all ranks.

The PWRR, also known as
The Tigers, was formed follow-
ing the coming together of the
Queen’s Regiment and the
Royal Hampshire Regiment,
the latter of which was
Guernsey’s ‘local’ regiment,
although the strong l inks
continue today, since the
PWRR recruits its soldiers from
London and the South East,
the Channel Islands and the
Isle of Wight.

During the Second World
War, many Guernseymen
volunteered to fight with the
Regiment, including Lt Hubert
Nicolle MC, formerly with the
Royal Guernsey Light infantry
who successfully landed on
Guernsey twice during the
occupation to carry out spying
missions. Another, Major –
later Brigadier – Wallace Le
Patourel, joined the 2nd
Battalion of the Hampshire
Regiment and was awarded
the Victoria Cross, having
engaged the enemy single-

handed with his pistol and
hand grenades, having lost all
of his men.

Reports from other soldiers
initially seemed to suggest that
he had been killed in action,
and he was awarded the VC
posthumously. He was later
discovered to have survived,
been taken prisoner and was
in hospital in Italy. He was
repatriated in 1943 and was
awarded his Victoria Cross at
a ceremony in Cairo.

Bell is also reunited with
Julie Walters who now plays
his mother, the kind woman
who offers hospitality to
Grahame when she becomes
fragile and sick.

Dream

William Shakespeare’s “A
Midsummer Night’s Dream” is
set in modern day Barbados
with colourful locations and
enjoyable cameos particularly
by a group of local fishermen
as the mechanicals. 

A female Bottom (Lorna
Gayle) is also a fun idea while
Shakirah Bourne’s inventive
direction keeps the action
flowing despite some strained
performances.

They hear him here and see him there the orange alpha male with
golden hair. The most ubiquitous man of his generation, the
president of the United States, could not have been elected at a

better time for playwright David Mamet. His 1983 Pulitzer-winning play
Glengarry Glen Ross (Playhouse Theatre), a surgical dissection of
masculinity, has been revived just as the deal-maker cum deal-breaker
Donald Trump has completed a Far East tour that resulted in very little but
was a shining example of masturbatory language and ego massaging by
apparently complicit hosts, also men. Power and male behaviour could
not be a hotter topic right now and this searing exposé is given five-star
treatment by director Sam Yates and a superb cast.

Its topicality gives the impact an immediacy of understanding, but it
also presents a challenge of getting the balance right between ridicule and
redemption. The wheeling and dealing of days gone by are nostalgically
remembered by a posse of men who yearn the time when they could sell
ice to the eskimos, salesmen at the top of their game. Now it’s going wrong,
the ability remains but the dollars are disappearing fast and if it continues
they stand to lose everything. Resorting to type they scheme in every way
they can, hopeful that one day it will all come right again. 

Moss (Robert Glenister), a man in need of happy pills, decides on
desperate measures, theft of key documents, possibly. Often for men of this
ilk the thought remains a fantasy. Unfortunately, in a sad case of life
reflecting art Glenister “became unwell” during Act 1 and as a result his
understudy Mark Carlisle had to step in. To his credit the transition was al-
most seamless. Shelley (Stanley Townsend) meanwhile will do anything it
takes to ensure his daughter has what she needs to succeed in life. Mamet’s
writing of this character is almost Shakespearian in its oratory and brilliantly
encapsulates the writer’s elegance in portraying the good and the bad of
a man caught between the quest for filthy lucre and love for his child.

Presiding over all the crookedness is sinister sleaze-ball Ricky Roma
(Christian Slater), an oleaginous crook who could charm birds out of the
trees with a smirk that suggests callousness and fraud. Slater has
charisma and stage presence in abundance and when he rests nonchalantly
in his chair surveying the scene you know that this is the unquestionable
leader of a seriously dodgy pack. Nevertheless, the performance that is a
masterclass in characterisation sees Kris Marshall as John the office
manager, a man who craves recognition and power as he hands out jobs
to his desperate mates but in truth is nothing more than an emasculated
megalomaniac.

The production reeks of testosterone and in parts is dark and
depressing but in the main the banter and locking of horns is great fun.
Trump would hate their impotence, I was sold. 

Meanwhile Julie G delights in awfulness...First, we had Gangsta Granny
and now we have Awful Auntie (Richmond Theatre). David Walliams has
almost cornered the market in nasty adult characters to entertain the kids.
Neal Foster has transformed it from page to stage with great wit and
imagination. Poor Lady Stella Saxby is given hell by her truly awful Aunt
Alberta, played with dollops of menace and glee in equal measure by
Timothy Speyer. She throws her niece into the coal cellar and gives her
electric shocks and is constantly thinking of her next awful deed, looking
completely demented in hideous purply-pink tweed. 

However, Stella is made of sterner stuff and the 12-year-old girl, ably
assisted by chimneysweep Soot (chirpy chappy Ashley Cousins), wills
herself to overcome any obstacle that befalls her and bring the nasty
aunty to justice. Georgina Leonidas is tip-top as Stella and I loved
Wagner the Bavarian owl. The set design by Jacqueline Trousdale is so
clever, using moveable shapes to represent all manner of things. And the
car chase was terrific. The icing on the cake was having Walliams there in
person. Awfully awfully good.

And Anoushka Grandiou is artfully unamused...Picasso is the opening
production at the new and very nice Playground Theatre in West London
(formerly a bus depot). A prolific and innovative artist he also spent much
of his life philandering and bullying women. True to life perhaps but the
depiction is relentlessly misogynistic and ultimately dull telling us very
little about his art. The fact that it is set in a sand pit symbolises something,
maybe a bullring into which his willing promiscuous partners come to play.
Who knows? Who cares. 

Peter Tate tries hard to give life to the artist but Terry d’Alfonso’s writing
is one dimensional and stilted. Alejandra Costa on the other hand is excellent
as Jacqueline and Claire Bowman’s portrayal of Marie-Thérèse is nicely
nuanced providing a better insight into another of his ‘victims’; she
commits suicide. The one thing that this play shows is times have changed
little but at last women are fighting back. #MeToo. An incredible artist and
a pig of a man. 

Finally Rose Goodenough is still flying...The Yvonne Arnaud season
thus far has been of a very high standard and Around the World in
80 Days provided further superb entertainment. Much of the credit goes to
designer Lis Evans for fantastic creativity, a set made for playfulness and
the cast look like they are having enormous fun. We certainly were. It is of
course all about the amazing and bonkers Phileas Fogg, whose incredible
life is represented by incessant tick tocks. His bet that he can travel round
the world and arrive back at his club in 80 days is such a hoot and
brilliantly realised here. All sorts of mishaps and obstacles befall him but he
will not be denied.

The repartee with the audience is hilarious and there were many willing
victims happy to participate. The ingenuity is extended to use of props
to represent everything and the travel is simple movement brilliantly
executed. The icing on the cake is James Athertons’ madcap music.
Fantastical fun.

England held world champi-
ons Germany to a 0-0 draw after
giving debuts to five players as
their inexperienced team came
through a first-half lesson to hold
their own in a lively Wembley
friendly on Friday.

But England also had some
bright moments, with midfield-
er Ruben Loftus-Cheek making
an assured debut and having
great chances at the start and
end of the match.

England manager Gareth
Southgate, shorn of more than
half his likely first-choice side,
was pleased with much that he
saw, despite the result leaving
England still searching for their
first home win over their old ri-
vals since 1975.

On Tuesday Five-times world
champions Brazil were held to
frustrating 0-0 draw by a
makeshift England side in a dis-
appointing friendly at Wembley.

Brazil manager Tite fielded a
top class team including the

world’s most expensive player
Neymar, but despite the samba-
rhythm that beat out from their
5,000 fans, the men in the fa-
mous yellow shirts only showed
only flashes of showmanship.

England manager Gareth
Southgate still learned more
about his fringe squad players.

Brazil cruised through South
American qualifying to reach
next year’s World Cup, and had
won 13 of their 16 matches since
Tite took over, but rarely tested
Joe Hart, who became the first
England goalie to keep a clean
sheet against them since 1990.

England players defenders Joe
Gomez, making his first start,
John Stones and Harry Maguire
all impressed, while Marcus
Rashford was a powerful pres-
ence up front.

The hosts spent most of the
match watching the ball being
played around, but the visitors
were disappointing in the final
third of the pitch where Neymar
and Jesus barely had a sight of
goal.

Brazil’s best two chances
came late on with Coutinho
going close, substitute
Fernandinho’s shot clipping the
post and Paulinho’s effort
pushed away by Hart.

Substitute Dominic Solanke
had a good chance to win it for
England ain the dying minutes
bur failed to capitalise.
