Anastasiades will tell Guterres of his

readiness to go back to the table

yprus President
‘ Nicos Anastasiades

on Sunday repeated
his readiness to return to the
negotiating table, provided
that the fundamental pre-
conditions set by the UN
Secretary-General for the
creation of a normal state
were met by Turkey.

Speaking on the sidelines
of an event at Episkopio
village, in Nicosia district,
the president was asked if he
was expecting any develop-
ments after his meeting with
the UNSG Antonio Guterres in
New York on the sidelines of
the UN General Assembly
meeting later this month.

Anastasiades said at the
meeting “we will express our
readiness, provided everything
that we have noted on the
documents submitted are
kept.”

Anastasiades said he has
repeatedly stated through
letters to EU leaders, the
Islamic Conference, the
permanent members of the
UN Security Council and the
SG that provided the funda-
mental prerequisites set out
by Guterres himself regarding
the creation of a normal state
were implemented, “we would
be ready to return to the
negotiating table.”

e

“Therefore during the
meeting, we will express our
readiness provided the fun-
damental principles of the
UN and the EU which are
included in the documents we
submitted, are kept to enable
us to create a normal state,”
he said.

Asked if there would be a
meeting with Turkish Cypriot
leader Mustafa Akinci in the
presence of the Secretary-
General, Anastasiades said
any meeting that takes place
“should have a purpose.”

“If and when the Turkish
Cypriot side responds to our

positions and the right prepa-
ration takes place, we will not
say no to meeting with our
compatriots.”

He added that a 30-month
dialogue had taken place with
the Turkish Cypriot side, so “it
depends both on Mr Akinci
and on those who define the
lines that Mr Akinci is follow-
ing, namely Turkey.”

Anastasiades also referred
to a number of initiatives he
would undertake through the
international contacts he will
have, either through bilateral
or trilateral meetings.

Asked to comment on the

notion that changes in the
north indicated it was being
rapidly assimilated or fully
controlled by Turkey, the
president said: “This is not a
phenomenon observed after
the collapse of the Crans
Montana talks,” but Turkey’s
firm pursuit.

Mosques had not been built
overnight, after the collapse
of Crans Montana, he said. “It
is a focused and targeted
pursuit by Turkey.”

Invited to comment on press
reports that there is pessimism
on the part of the government
regarding the results of the
exploratory drilling at Block 11
of the island’s Exclusive
Economic Zone, Anastasiades
said this was not the case.

He said Block 11 might not
be satisfactory for exploitation
however the reserves found
were of the same composition
as those located in Egypt’s
Zohr field and this created
some positivity.

Saturday’s edition of
Phileleftheros newspaper said
that no large natural gas
discoveries were made at
Onisiforos but that TOTAL/ENI
consortium which are carry-
ing out the drilling were satis-
fied as it as raises the chances
to find other reserves.

AKEL: Presidential pledges have become a joke

ith election cam-
Wpaigning gradually
intensifying, main

opposition AKEL and the
government exchanged
barbs on Tuesday over the
state of the economy some
five years after Nicos
Anastasiades took office.

AKEL spokesman Stepha-
nos Stephanou accused the
administration of lacking
credibility, saying their
pledges were a joke. He
blamed Anastasiades for the
seizure of bank deposits in
March 2013, as the island
negotiated a bailout with
international lenders.

A presidential candidate
at the time, Anastasiades

!

declared “that a haircut on
deposits would be catastro-
phic for Cyprus,” Stephanou
said. That was why he
pledged that “Nicos Anasta-
siades won’t sign a memoran-

dum that would include
any provision for a deposit
haircut.”

The AKEL spokesman said
the president went back on
his pledge and agreed to a

haircut, “bankrupting Cyprus’
economy.”

“They don’t care if one-third
of the population is below the
poverty level,” he said. “They
only care for the few, the
cronies, and the privileged.”

He accused the govern-
ment of following a policy that
widened the gap between
the rich and the poor and
worsened the problems
instead of solving them.

“People do not trust them,
whatever the government
says, because they know their
words have no credibility.
It’'s no accident that the
presidential pledges have
become a joke,” Stephanou
said.

AKEL and Turkish Cypriot
Comminal Democracy Party call
for the restmption of Cyprus falks

KEL General Secreta-
Ary Andros Kyprianou

and President of the
Turkish Cypriot Communal
Democracy Party Cemal
Ozyigit have called for the
resumption of the Cyprus
peace talks as soon as
possible, warning at the
same time that as time goes
by, the effort to reunite the
island under a federal roof
becomes even more diffi-
cult.

In statements following
a meeting held between
delegations of the two par-
ties in the Turkish occupied
areas of Cyprus, Kyprianou
expressed their common
concern that the two sides
are moving away from a
solution to the Cyprus prob-
lem noting that “we will need
enormous efforts to get
negotiations back on track,
from the point they have
stopped.”

He stressed that as time
goes by, it gets even more
difficult “to reunite our
common homeland. We are
worried about actions that are
likely to take place in both
communities, which will
further deepen the division
and make the effort towards
a solution and reunification
incredibly difficult,” Kyprianou
said.

AKEL'’s General Secretary
that the two parties agree that
conditions which will allow
the resumption of negotia-
tions as soon as possible
need to be formed. Nego-
tiations should continue in
the framework set by the UN
Secretary-General in Crans
Montana, he noted.

He went on to say that the
solution framework exists and

is what has been agreed
since 1977 and repeatedly
reaffirmed to this day provi-
ding for a bizonal, bicommu-
nal federal solution that will
lead to a united state with a
single sovereignty, a single
citizenship and a single
international personality and
with political equality.

The two parties, he said,
agreed to continue and
upgrade their contacts and
intensify efforts for a culture of
peace in both communities
with a view to reunite the
country.

“We have an obligation to
ensure that the new genera-
tions will not live the trauma-
tic experiences of the past,”
Kyprianou said, and expres-
sed his satisfaction over the
fact that there are forces in
the Turkish Cypriot commu-
nity that insist, as AKEL does,
to strive for the reunification of
the country on the basis of
the agreed framework.

On his part, Ozyigit
expressed the need for the
talks to resume as soon as
possible, noting that after the
failure of the talks in Crans
Montana voices saying that
the search for a federal
solution is over have begun
to rise in both communities.
He said that his party rejects
these voices.

He noted that negotiations
should immediately resume
from where they were left
saying that a federal solution
can be reached in the con-
text of the joint communiqué
of 11 February 2014. He
noted that they will continue
efforts for rapprochement
between the two communi-
ties with the aim to reunify the
island.

egean Airlines are set

A spokesperson for Aegean
told Parikiaki that the route will
be closed off on 28 October.

The move to cancel the line
to Heathrow Airport, accord-
ing to an official of the airline,
has mainly to do with the
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“very high cost” of using that
specific airport for the Greek
airline company.

The timeslot at Heathrow
Airport had been rented by
Aegean Airlines from Virgin
Airlines and the rent is report-
edly increasing by the year.

Aegean is currently looking
into a more cheaper alterna-
tives for its London routes but
also more than one destina-
tion due to the high demand
for tickets to the UK.

“This is why we made
this decision,” commented the
Aegean Airlines official.

“Of course, if things change
in the future, then we could
review the possibility of re-
opening the route to London
Heathrow.”

Back in 2013 and following
the bankruptcy of Cyprus
Airways, Aegean Airways
established a hub at Larnaca

The significance of the horse
in ancient Greece

The  horse  (“hippos™)  was
first domesticated in what is now
Kazakhstan five thousand years ago
and eight breeds were cultivated in
Ancient Greece. Some areas of the
Greek world were particularly famed
for their horsemanship, for example
Thessaly. Horses represented wealth
and status as well as being integral to a
thriving economy and an essential part
of warfare.

The cost of purchasing and keeping
a horse was, as now, extremely expensive,
which restricred their use to the wealthy
land-owning  clite, made up a
relatively tiny percent of the population.
In peacetime, these wealthy individuals
practised hunnng and racing and, during
periods of war, engaged in cavalry service,

The fourth century historian
philosopher Xenophon’s two treatses on
the care and training of horses perfectly
caprure this culture’s deep fascinaton
with the art of horsemanship. The horse’s

The horse’s long affiliaton  with
gods and heroes in Greek mythology no
doubr also fostered a special respect and
admiration for this remarkable creature in
the minds of “ordinary” Greeks. The god
Poseidon was credited with creating the
first horse and Athena patron goddess of
Athens with raming it by discovering the
reins and bit, thus rendering it suitable
for human service for the first
Athena was also the inspiratdon behind the

cunning Greeks’ infamous Trojan Horse,

nme.

which ﬁlﬁma[cly led to their victory at the
Battle of Troy. In Homer’s lliad, horses
drive the chariots of the heroes and are
praised for their swiftness and beautiful
coats. They are often depicred as having
special reladonships with their owners, like
Achilles and his immortal horses Balios and
Xanthos. In the Iliad, it is told how, when
Parroclus was killed in battle, Xanthos and

Balios stood motionless on the field of
barttle, and wept, yet when Achilles rebuked
Xanthos for lertting Patroklus ger slain,
Hera granted the horse human speech o
deliver to Achilles a warning about his own
fate.

Other horses connected with the divine
and endowed with special powers include
Cheiron, a centaur, son of Kronos who
acted as Achilles’ wror, and Pegasus the
winged horse, offspring of Poseidon and
Medusa. Zeus later rransformed him into
the constellaton Pegasus,

Horses played a central role in the grear
civic festivals in the ancient world, such
as the Panathenaic Games in Athens and
the Olympic games at Olympos, where
they ok part in chariot races and single
horse races. The fifth century Theban lyric
poet Pindar immortalises the victories
of the horses and riders at the Isthmian,
Olympian, Pythian and Neman Greek
games in his epinicean odes.

Athenian  enthusiasm for the horse
was also expressed in the many civic and
religious buildings that were covered with
paintings and sculprures of rnders and
battle scenes. Such art and architecture
often portraved the prowess of the Greek
warrior in battle, not just during the
archaic period bur also in the classical and
Hellenistic ages, for example, the grave
stele of Dexileos (394/3 BC), which shows
the young cavalryman in battle on a rearing
horse with the enemy cowering beneath
him,

Similarly represented are depictions of
Alexander the Great and his famous horse
Bucephalos, like that of the pair riding
into battle in the Alexander Mosaie at the
House of the Faun, Pompeii. Perhaps
most famous in its depiction of horses is

the Parthenon. The south and west friezes
depict the common motf of the horse
rearing over a fallen enemy, in preparation
for battle and in procession, as well as the
beautifully and expressively carved horse
head of Selene on the East Pediment.

The mulihfarious depictions of the
horse on this magnificent monument
demonstrare their significance in war and
the centrality of this crearure in the civic,
religious and economic life of the city.

The head of the horse of Selene

The head of one of the horses of
Selene has become one of the most
widely-recognised and popular of the
Parthenon sculptures.

Built as a monument to the goddess
Athena, much of the Parthenon’s
sculprural decoration depicts various stages
in the life of the city’s patron goddess, as
well as representations of other events
fundamental to the city of Athens,
including the Panathenaic procession and
scenes of the mythical battles berween the
Gods and Giants, Lapiths and Cenraurs,

The East Pediment of the building is
especially concerned with the birth of

Athena, fully grown and armed, from the
head of her father, Zeus, underneath the
central gable of the pediment. Ar either
corner of the pediment, the artist has
alluded to the time of day by depicting, on
the left side, Helios the sun-god and his
charior rising from the Easr, and on the
righ:, Selene, goddess of the moon sers
with her own horses.

The Selene horse head we are familiar
with today is all that remains of the quadriga
drawn by Selene. Though both the east
and west pediments are severely damaged,
fortunartely the traveller Pausanias recorded
descriptions of the sculprural decoraton
when he visited the Acropolis at the end of
the second century AD, which can help us
to build up a picture of what the original
composition may have looked like.

The horse of Selene itself was carved

from Pentelic marble, and has been
artributed to Phidias, one of the great
sculptors of the Classical Age, whao
was also responsible for the colossal
chryselephantine cult statue of Athena
Parthenos, which stood in pride of place
inside the temple. The construction of the
Parthenon was begun in 447 BC, however
the main pedimental decoration took place
later, berween 438 and 432 BC, and has been
described as consdtuting some of the finest
sculpture of the High Classical Period. The
torso of Selene, which stll now resides in
Athens, and the other deities depicted in
the scene clearly betray the ardst’s skill in
rendering detail and naruralism; the figures
are not static but sculpted in movement,
their bodies twisting and turning in various
positions, their limbs are rounded and
fleshy and their garments are fluid and
fitted to the contours of the body, almost

giving the impression of a see-through-

like fabric. This style is in high contrast to
sculpture of the Archaic period and even
to earlier Classical sculpture, including
some of the reliefs on the east and west
Parthenon friezes, in which the figures
appear more angular, fAatter, expressionless
and less in proportion.

Similarly, the horse head, which can
now be found in the Brinsh Museum, is
remarkable because of the expression
carved into the animal by the sculptor.
As the horse comes o the end of irs
journey, we can sce its cyes bulging, irs
nostrils flared and its mouth gaping and
panting, with the muscles and veins in its
face expertly rendered, encapsulating the
animal’s exhaustion in its effort to pull the
moon across the sky.

background. Lawrence beau-
tifully captures the vulnera-
bility and confusion of her
character caught in circum-
stances beyond her control
and understanding.

The supporting cast is also
excellent and it is particularly
good to see Michelle Pfeiffer
in a juicy character role.

This may not be to every-
one’s taste but it is definitely
worth having a look!

Assassin

The future is bright
ounded in 1987 the British Youth Opera was created to provide
Fperformance opportunities for emerging singers, musicians and
technical trainees on the threshold of their careers. If their produc-
tion of Don Giovanni (Peacock Theatre) is anything to go by we can
look forward to some superb talent to soon be gracing the stage in our
major opera houses. Based on the legend of “Don Juan”, it presents a
range of challenges and director James Hurley made a bold decision to
set it in one 1970’s location. We see the motley crew of characters
assembled in a bleak, insipid hotel where menace and foreboding lurk
in every corner.

Jake Muffett plays the Don, an oleaginous sleaze-ball, who could
charm birds out of trees but woe betide those who stand in his way.
He is a better actor than singer; nevertheless his raw voice will un-
doubtedly improve with age and some technical fine tuning. Samantha
Clarke conversely provided a rich and colourful tone, singing Donna
Elvira with great passion and lyricism, though her neurotic desperation
was overplayed. If | were a theatre agent, based on this showing, the one
performer | would sign up tomorrow was Charlie Drummond. Her
Donna Anna, bear in mind she witnesses the murder of her father by
the nefarious Don, was a superbly crafted portrayal. Her range and tone
were excellent but she also has a uniqueness of sound that will land her
many diva roles.

For all his misdemeanours Giovanni rightly ends up in hell after
a strange encounter with the statue of Donna Anna’s father,
Commendatore. In the original it happens in a graveyard but Hurley
reimagines it onto a piece of land that you see tagged onto many
dilapidated tower blocks around the UK. It adds a kind of bizarre social
commentary to proceedings. Lightening the atmosphere with some
timely interventions was Michael Mofidian’s Leporello, attendant to a
monstrous master, who had excellent comic timing if a little limited
vocally.

We live in times where referring to people as “young” or “with
potential” sounds slightly patronising. This cast may have just stepped
onto their career path yet almost without exception they seem likely to
have very bright futures.

Meanwhile Christinaki Efthyvoulou wants to get her claxon out...I am
not a football fan. Having watched the National Youth Theatre’s (NYT)
energetic production of Zigger Zagger (Wiltons Music Hall), I'm still not
a football fan. However, I'm now a huge fan of the NYT. It premiered
50 years ago at a time when football hooliganism was festering which
suggests it no longer exists. Not true. Cockney teenager Harry Philton
gets caught up in the tribal conflicts after befriending the eponymous
Zigger Zagger and quicker than you can shout “offside” he becomes
one of the yobs. Soon enough the 15-year-old ends up in trouble with
the authorities, though back then they had little control of the problem.

Juliet Knight directs the cast of fifty with military precision. Stomping
feet and clapping hands creating a cacophony of sound, which is backed
by live music and an infectious rock sound. It is deafening and almost
lifts you out of your seat with its passion and impact. So, this is what
being part of a gang feels like. It really felt like we were in a football
stadium at times and being the age | am | wanted to shake my football
rattle and blow my claxon in appreciation. Fantastic stuff.

Meanwhile Stella Embellou feels the pain...The Rosie Kay Dance
Company did on stage what Dunkirk has done on film. Made us
viscerally understand what it means to suffer injury in the theatre of
battle, not the sanitised version we see on our TV screens. 5 Soldiers
(Yeomanry House, Bloomsbury), a site-specific piece, builds from a
slow, almost lethargic start, deliberately so, into an extremely moving
and brilliantly executed final scene where a young amputee learns to
move on his stumps. Gripping and emotional, in a venue with a proud
military history, it felt as though we were part of a happening rather than
dance performance.

We were shown to our seats by soldiers, which added to the
atmosphere and bearing in mind the performance only lasted sixty
minutes this set the scene. Having said that, one hour of non-stop move-
ment and dance is exhausting and they were to a man and woman
incredible in their portrayal and technique.

visits Speciality Fine Food Fair

September 2017, and what an enlightening experience it was,
mustering up cuisines from around the world to London’s
Olympia.

The Specialty Fine Food Fair took place on 3rd to 5th

One can’t help but draw comparisons from each exhibition visited,
comparing stand and venue décor, accessibility and all other elements
that make up an event, but more importantly foods! The most
immediate components that differ from our very own CyWineFest
are obvious, for a start this exhibition was trade only and this
exhibition featured specialty food from all around the world — from
Northern Europe to Japan. A very encouraging factor was that
there were many homegrown companies; in fact different regions
of the UK had come to celebrate and promote their unique produce.

The European exhibitors were very much dominated by the French,
Spanish and Italian stands, although the Spanish stands was by far
the most elaborate with great big red and yellow signage; The Italian
companies dominated the event, dotted all around the ground floor
and all over the upper terrace with loads of different products, new,
classic and traditional. There were however several Greek companies
promoting the famous olives and olive oils from various regions.

The product ranges have increased extensively and have been infused |t

with various flavours, mainly basil, garlic, chilli and lemon. Greek
chocolate was also on offer; sadly it was not promoted as strongly
as it should have been. Although the stands may not have been as
elaborate, the produce spoke for itself - the Kalamata Ultra-Premium
Extra Virgin olive oil from Acropolis was one of the best oils I've
had the pleasure of tasting. Cypriot company Ozerlat was there
promoting their Cypriot coffee and Turkish delight, with an

impressive coffee machine that produced a rich and earthy coffee |

in no time at all. Arzum’s Okka coffee machine have created an
express way to prepare this slowly consumed coffee.

What was very encouraging was the fact that these various European
cuisines didn’t provide anything that unique or that diverse from our
very own Cypriot kitchen. In fact, other than the far eastern
exhibitors, Cyprus offers nearly all these foods under its extensive
umbrella.

There were cured meats from Spain, the world renowned Iberico [

ham, Italy has its famous Parma ham and Cyprus has hiromeri, or
even if we switch to beef, Cyprus has many different ingredients in
their salami much like the French do. Or if particular with pork, there
is the lamb alternative of tsamarella, a cured meat salted and
seasoned with plenty of oregano. There were Indian fusion food
and beverages on offer with spices like cinnamon and cloves, which
again the Cypriots have fused with the English breakfast tea. English
pies and Cornish pasties are not farfetched from the offerings at any
Cypriot bakery; can anyone really distinguish between a gourmet
sausage roll and a well sourced loukanikopitta? The very translation
is ‘sausage pie’ or kolokotes and pumpkin pie for that matter. Even
the desserts on offer echoed the showrooms of bakeries in Cyprus,
the Italian bakeries at the show had most of what you’ll find at a
Zorba’s (Cypriot bakery chain), the Ventika (Venetian biscuits)
for example, however this is not because of a contemporary
cosmopolitan change in patterns and the inclusion of other foods
to provide more options, these food have made their historic journey
and rooted themselves in the expectations of modern Cypriot cuisine.

Are all these culinary coincidences a product of the islands }

geographic positioning, or a result of the settlements and conquest
of many different nations? The point is that Cyprus has kept all
these influences, they have survived until the modern day. Cypriot
food has a rich history and diverse offerings, the blend of European,
North African, and Middle Eastern influences is a winning formula
its culinary ties blend in an inoffensive manor, whilst at the same time
remaining exciting and flavoursome.

Our vision is that each region and every specialty of that region is
represented at the Cypriot Wine Festival & Business Expo. We
have always encouraged the participation of various companies that
produce foods that appeal to our Cypriot palette and of course that
companies from around the UK come to present their goods and

services, we believe that integration and not segregation is the |

solution to a successful event for visitor and exhibitor alike.
