Acar rammed into a
group of soldiers in a
Parisian suburb on

Wednesday, injuring six be-
fore speeding off and spark-
ing a manhunt that a judicial
source said ended with the
suspect's arrest on a motor-
way.

Prime Minister Edouard
Philippe confirmed that police
had arrested the suspect
behind the attack.

"A suspect who was driving
the car involved in the attack
has been arrested on the
highway between Paris and
Boulogne-sur-Mer," Philippe
told lawmakers during
parliament question time.

In an attack that authorities
said bore the stamp of terror-

ism, the driver appeared to
have lain in wait for the
soldiers in a pedestrian zone
near their base in Levallois-
Perret.

The affluent suburb on the

northwestern edge of Paris is
home to France's domestic
counter-terrorism agency.
Several dozen troops from
Operation Sentinel, launched
in the wake of Islamist attacks

in Paris in early 2015, are
based there.

The car accelerated into the
troops, who were starting their
patrol, when they were a
few metres away, Interior
Minister Gerard Collomb
told reporters outside the
hospital where the three more
seriously injured victims were
being treated.

"This was a deliberate act,
not an accident," Collomb
said, adding that counter-
terrorism investigators had
taken up the case.

A judicial source said the
unarmed suspect was
arrested on a motorway in
northern France after. A
Reuters witness saw a bullet-
riddled BMW at the scene.

The National Federation of Cypriots
in the UK condemns adverts for

holidays in occupied Cyprus 

The National Federation of Cypriots in the UK has
written letters to the Sunday Telegraph and the

MailOnline following articles that were published advertising
holidays in the occupied area of Cyprus. The UK’s 300,000
British nationals of Cypriot origin strongly object to such
adverts and appeal to fellow Britons not to go on holiday
in the areas of Cyprus that are illegally occupied by Turkey
since 1974.

The Sunday Telegraph, referred to Kyrenia harbour as
being in the “Turkish Republic of Northern Cyprus”. In its
letter the Federation reminded the editorial team at the
Sunday Telegraph that the illegal regime in the occupied
area is described by the United Nations as “legally invalid”
(United Nations Security Council Resolution 541).

The MailOnline, published an article about the occupied
northern part of Cyprus that referred to the Karpass
peninsula as “isolated” and “the most naturally beautiful and
sparsely populated part of the island.” In its letter the
Federation pointed out that the town of Rizokarpasso is
home to enclaved Greek Cypriots who are deliberately
“isolated” and deprived of their human rights by the illegal
regime and are forced to rely heavily on supplies
delivered to them by the United Nations. It is therefore,
both inappropriate and insensitive for the MailOnline to
romanticise such a place.

The letters also asked both the Sunday Telegraph and
the MailOnline to refrain from future advertorials about the
occupied northern part of Cyprus, given the offense caused
to the large number of refugees who now live in the UK
and lost their property following the illegal Turkish invasion.

Overseas Cypriots flock to Nicosia
for 19th World Conference

The 19th World Conference of the World Federation of
Overseas Cypriots (POMAK), the International

Coordinating Committee – Justice for Cyprus (PSEKA) and
the World Conference of Young Overseas Cypriots
(NEPOMAK) is taking place in Nicosia, between August 21-24.

According to a relevant announcement, distributed by
PIO, the President of Cyprus Nicos Anastasiades will open
the conference in the evening of August 21.

Presidential Commissioner for Humanitarian Issues and
Overseas Affairs Fotis Fotiou, House President Demetris
Syllouris, Archbishop Chrysostomos II of Cyprus and
Greece’s Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs, in charge of
issues of Greeks abroad, Terence Quick will also address
the conference.

Heads of POMAK Andreas Papaevripides, PSEKA Philip
Christopher, and NEPOMAK Antonia Savvides will also
speak during the event. It is added that the Central Council
of Overseas Cypriots will be received by President
Anastasiades, at the Presidential Palace. Moreover,
members will be briefed by the Ministers of Foreign Affairs,
Energy and Finance, as well as by the Presidential
Commissioner on issues of their competence.

Leaders or representatives of political parties will address
the Conference’s second day, while Overseas Cypriots will
also meet with other governmental and non-governmental
authorities.

A press conference is scheduled on Thursday, August
24, at the Filoxenia Conference Center.

stops – allowing buses to pull
in adjacent to the kerb and bus
shelters, reducing congestion
and improving air quality.

Enfield Council is urging
residents not to sign up
for home improvements

on the doorstep to ensure they
are not scammed and conned
out of thousands of pounds
for unnecessary building work.

Residents are being warned
to beware of workmen who
turn up offering to do home
improvement repairs, lay
new driveways or provide
gardening services. 

The repairs are often
completely unnecessary
and/or can result in peoplebe-
ing overcharged by thousands
of pounds compared to the
true cost of works. 

In some cases residents
have been escorted to the
bank by the rogue builders to
withdraw large sums of money
in cash to pay for the works.  

Enfield Council’s Cabinet
Member for Environment, Cllr
Daniel Anderson, said: “These
conmen generally target the
older and more vulnerable
members of society, and
though we will not hesitate to
prosecute any known rogue
sellers and seek to recoup any
money victims have lost, it is,
of course, preferable if resi-
dents avoid getting ensnared
in the first place. 

"We therefore strongly
advise residents not to sign up
for any building works on the
doorstep, however tempting
the offer may be. Remember a
moment's hesitation can lead
to a lifetime of regret."

How do uninvited doorstep
sellers operate?

- Usually they “cold call” i.e.
knock at your door without
invitation;

- If their vehicle has a UK
registration they may park it
out of sight;

- They persuade the resi-
dent to have work done that
is not necessary – typically, to
the roof, driveways, gutters
and fascias or general garden
work;

- Often they will say they are
only working in the area for a
short time so are offering you
a special or discounted price,
and then pressurise you for
the works to start straight
away;

- Once work starts, they may
say they want more money
and provide you with poor
reasons;

- They may ask you to make
payment by bank transfer. Be
particularly suspicious if this

is to an account, not in the
trader's name. Remember, if
in doubt, DO NOT PAY OUT;

- They will not offer you a
“cooling off” period, which you
are legally entitled to; and

- They wil l not give you
written notice detailing your
right to cancel the contract.

Enfield Council offers the
following advice to residents:

- Don’t rush to part with your
money. Wait 14 days to cool
off and think about it, get

other quotes and opinions. 
Most repairs and mainte-

nance can wait 14 days before
you agree to contract. Do not
be pressurised by false claims
such as ‘your roof is rotten and
can fall down’ or ‘you can be
prosecuted if someone is hurt’
by an issue at your property. 

These are just tr icks
these con artists use to prey
on your fears. Never pay cash,
only pay directly (cheque,
credit/debit card, bank transfer)

in the name of the person your
contract is with.

- If you are approached by
any person offering to carry
out repairs to your property,
and you feel unable to say no,
tell them you are not the home
owner. If you not sure who is
at your door, don’t open the
door. 

- You can carry out checks
of any trader you are thinking
of employing to do work at
your property. 

Visit the trader at their busi-
ness or home address to con-
firm who they are, and/or ask
for photo i.d and a recent
utility bill and keep a copy. Ask
for their public liability insur-
ance, and what permissions
and qualifications are required
for the work to be carried out. 

Check online or with a
surveyor. If you feel you may
have a rogue trader at your
property, without putting your-
self at harm take a picture
of the vehicle registration
number and trader. 

- You should always use a
reputable trader and get three
quotes for the work.

- If you feel threatened ring
999 or if you are suspicious
call Citizens Advice on 03454
04 05 06 who will refer the
matter to Enfield Trading
Standards who wil l  then
contact you. 

- Visit Which? Trusted
Trader website for a list of
contractors who have signed
up to trading responsibly.

Post & Go:
Three legs of Man

The Isle of Man Post Office
marks the development of a
new series to our customers
and collectors with this set of
‘three legs of Man’ variable
rate definitive self-adhesive
stamps. 

Developed for use through-
out our counter network to
be both decorative and conve-
nient they are otherwise
known as Post & Go stamps
or Faststamps in other juris-
dictions and a new collectable
in their own right. 

Richaro West writes: 
I t  was inevitable that,

after the introduction of the
adhesive postage stamp by
Great Britain in 1840, ways
would be sought of making it
easier not only to buy stamps,
but also to show that the
postage charges had been
paid. Among the solutions
were stamp vending machines
and stamp booklets. For
businesses needing to post
large quantities of items came
the meter mark in the early
20th century. 

Understandably, develop-
ments have continued. The
range of services offered from
post offices has increased,
some of these demanding
extended transaction times.
Items posted have changed
from mainly letters to packets
and parcels. 

In many parts, the traditional
post off ice building has
disappeared, to be more
conveniently located in other
retail outlets. Over the years
ways have sought of auto-
mating the handling of mail at
the point of posting. 

Perhaps the biggest change
has been the ability to post an
item- or buy stamps- without
the need to queue at a post
office counter. The first of a
new breed of self-service
machine or kiosk- known as
the Postal Automatic Service
System or PASS - was deve-
loped by Samkyung Hitech
of South Korea, installed in
that country in 1999. These
machines were cumbersome
and proved slow to use.
However, manufacturers
preserved and gradually
compact machines have been
developed, now seen in post
offices across the globe. 

The Isle of Man Post Office
some years ago installed its
first such kiosk at the former
Crown Post Office in Regent
Street in Douglas. These
machines provided a simple
blank self-adhesive label
on which were printed the
relevant details (postage rate,
date of posting and so on) at
the time of the transaction. 

The origin of the ancient
motif of the three legs of Man
has been forgotten over the
ages, but it is thought that
Alexander II I  of Scotland

introduced it to the island once
he gained control in 1265. 

Alexander had family
connections with Sicily, which
had adopted a three-legged
version of the sun symbol,
the triskelion, hundreds of
years previously. The legs
usually run clockwise and
carry the Latin motto
‘quocunque jeceris stabit’,
which translates as ‘whichever
way you throw me, I stand,’ a
reference to the independence
and resilience of the Manx
people. 

Working with its information
technology partner, Esher in
Eire, the Isle of Man Post
Office has now developed
a solution that allows self-
adhesive pictorial definitives
of varying values to be sup-
plied both from kiosks and
through all of its retail outlets
around the Island. 

The first set of variable value

definitives feature four highly
attractive designs based on
three legs of Man. These are:
the three legs as they appear
in Douglas Town Hall; the
triskelion design that includes
the smaller visuals of the
Millennium of Tynwald three
legs; the three legs as seen
on a building in Castletown
and a modern interpretation
of the three legs of Man.

While the stamps can be
printed in a range of values
depending on the service
required, the basic four values
are as follow:

45p - 20g UK/IOM rate
77p - 20g European rate
£1.24 - 20g Worldwide rate
£1.86 - 100g European and

40g Rest of the World rate

Residential Landlord
Responsibilities

Safe and Free from Hazards
- Depending on the terms of
the lease or tenancy
agreement, most landlords in
the UK are required to keep
the property safe and free from
hazards. This entails keeping
the structure and exterior safe
and in good working
condition, including drains,
gutters and external pipes.
Installations for the supply of

water, gas, electricity, heating
and sanitation measures
should also be kept in good
repair and working condition.
It is also best practice to
provide operating instructions
and user warnings for supplied
appliances and equipment.

Gas Requirements -
Landlords are required by the
Gas Safety (Installation and
Use) Regulations 1998 to
make sure that all supplied
gas appliances, fittings and
flues are maintained in a safe
condition according to
manufacturer’s instructions.
Every 12 months, a gas safety
check must be conducted by
a Gas Safe Registered
Engineer on each gas
appliance, fitting or flue to
ensure they are safe to use.
Safety check records must be
kept for at least 2 years and a
copy must be given to existing
tenants within 28 days of the
check. New tenants are
entitled to a copy of the check
before moving in.

Electrical Equipment -
While there is no statutory
requirement to conduct annual
checks on electrical equip-
ment and appliances,  land-
lords are still required under
Common Law and various
acts and regulations (such as
The Landlord and Tenant Act
1985 and the Electrical
Equipment (Safety) Regu-
lations 1994) to keep supplied
electrical equipment and
systems safe for tenants. To
stay compliant, landlords
should regularly conduct a
visual check on all electrical
systems and appliances.
Electrical equipment should
be tested frequently enough
by a qualified electrician to
ensure there is little chance
the equipment will become
dangerous between inspections.

Using a qualified electrician
can help you stay up to date
on any changes with electrical
regulations. Adjust the
frequency of checks based on

the number and severity of
issues found.

Fire Safety Regulations -
Landlords must also comply
with all fire safety regulations,
including the Regulatory
Reform (Fire Safety) Order
2005 in England and Wales,
the Fire (Scotland) Act 2005
in Scotland, and the Fire
Safety (NI) Regulations 2010
in Northern Ireland. Fire risk
assessments should be
conducted and reviewed
periodically. Access to escape
routes should be carefully
planned out and monitored.
Smoke alarms should be fitted
throughout the property. The
tenancy agreement should
state whether the tenant or the
landlord is in charge of
maintaining and testing the
smoke alarm, including
changing the batteries. 

Energy Performance
Certificate - An Energy
Performance Certificate (EPC)
is required whenever a
property is built, sold or
rented. The certificate assigns
the property an energy
efficiency rating from A (best)
to G (worst) and is valid for 10
years. Landlords in Scotland
are required to display the
EPC on the property itself. In
order to get an EPC certificate,
you must hire an accredited
assessor to evaluate your
property. 

Protecting Deposits -
Residential landlords are
required to protect their
tenants’ deposits in a
government-backed scheme
through independent third
parties. Assured shorthold
tenancy landlords in England
and Wales, and all private
landlords in Scotland, have 30
days to place a deposit in an
approved scheme and provide
tenants with key information
the tenancy and deposit.
There are currently no official
requirements in Northern
Ireland for protecting tenant
deposits.

The film chosen to close the
recent London Sundance Film
Festival tells the story of a
loving married couple whose
peaceful existence takes an
unexpected turn when the
husband (Affleck) suddenly
dies in a tragic car accident.
He soon returns to his
suburban home as a white-
sheet ghost in order to con-
sole his bereaved wife (Mara)
but he is unable to make any
connection with her and feels

even more frustrated as the
time goes by...

It is expertly constructed and
it is also cleverly playing with
time. It is much more than
a simple ghost story-it has
deeper, philosophical under-
tones about existence,
memory and the universe.

Both actors deliver mesme-
rising performances and share
a tremendous chemistry like
they did in their previous
collaboration.

Before Touko Laaksonen
(Pekka Strang) becomes the
world renowned Tom of
Finland he is a decorated
officer following his military
service during World War II.

But l i fe after the war in
Helsinki is very dull and claus-

trophobic especially with all
the homophobic persecution
all around him.

His only pleasure is his homo-
erotic drawings of muscular
men which soon become
popular in Berlin before they
reach Los Angeles...Dome
Karukoski directs with energy
and style and elicits a tremen-
dous performance from Strang
as the eponymous hero. The
raunchy gay sex scenes are
often quite explicit but are
sensitively brought to life.
Essential viewing!

ATOMIC BLONDE
It is not a huge surprise that

first time director David Leitch
is also an accomplished
stunt man as he puts more

Lorraine
Broughton (Charlize Theron)
is a ruthless MI6 spy assigned
to investigate the murder of
a fellow agent in Berlin and
also expose a ring of double
agents...

Miller) who has no filter but
multiple expressions which
soon becomes a hindrance
to his popularity.

He seeks help from his
friend Hi-5 (James Corden)
and Jaibreak (Ilana Glazer) in
order to overcome his
problem... The animation and
voice work are f ine but
the witless script is often
repetitive and not as funny as
it thinks it is.

It is not offensive by any
means - just dull and unimagi-
native. Blame this on the
success of THE LEGO MOVIE!

Elton John described her as "the greatest female artist of the twentieth
century" and I have to confess to being a huge admirer too, both for
her music and activism. Once you have seen Josette Bushell-Mingo's

This is an intelligent, challenging and fearless theatre
that shirks none of the difficulties Simone encountered in her life while also
asking tough questions of those watching.

Bushel-Mingo is unremitting in her attack on racism, and in doing so
draws direct parallels between her life experience and Simone's. She declares
with an air of battle-hardened defiance, "I'm a member of Nina's church...she
didn't forgive anyone." Neither was surrender part of her vocabulary and
when Bushell-Mingo launches into further assaults on racism that includes
her re-enacting the shooting of unarmed Laquan McDonald by a Chicago
policeman. She does it with anger and rage, stamping out the 16 shots fired
at him. As she plays out the scenes a sequence of horrendous racial episodes
flash up on a screen, and as if to make sure we are listening with the same
intensity as she is performing she delivers a vocal ticker-tape of dates.

That may seem uncomfortable enough but she also provided the
theatrical moment of the year so far when halfway through a song, yes she
does sing too, she stopped abruptly and turning the spotlight on us
described the horrific scenario of murdering all the white people in the
theatre. Suddenly the movement "Black Lives Matter" made so much sense
for the question she was really posing was to dig deep inside our souls and
ask the question about the lack of equality when valuing human life. Many
years ago I saw Simone in concert at Ronnie Scotts when she did something
similar, though in this case she remained silent and fixed her manic gaze on
us (she was going through a particularly rough time). This lasted two
minutes. Art imitating life etcetera...whichever way you look at it the
intensity of those moments stay with you for a very long time.

When Bushell-Mingo sings she delivers some of the classics with great
assurance and passion. I Got Life was particularly strong but the one that
made my hair stand on end was Mississippi Goddamn, a song with the
power, and lyrics, to penetrate to your very core and turn liberal thinking on
its head. She ends by telling us she is not Nina Simone. No but what she
has achieved is something truly remarkable and it is to be hoped The Young
Vic will revive it sometime soon. Thavmassio.

Meanwhile Thomas Hendricks bears witness to Black British talent…

This one-off Laura Mvula show, accompanied by the London Symphony
Orchestra (LSO) at The Barbican, directed by multitalented Troy Miller,
comprised an original hour and a half set followed by a Q&A session with
Mvula and Miller. This was chaired by the LSO’s Alan Bennett-eqsue
principal percussionist Neil Percy.

The arrangements built on Mvula’s existing orchestral version of her
debut album Sing to the Moon and the orchestral elements Miller had
written for The Dreaming Room, added an epic and cinematic dimension.

Highlights included a breath-taking overture, and a solo cello number by
Mvula’s brother. The core band, which provided the underlying groove for
the whole set, also included her sister on guitar, and there were more
relatives, including her mum, in the crowd.

Q and A topics ranged from the Miller and Mvula’s creative and collabo-
rative process (‘I’ve reduced you to tears at least once, haven’t I Troy?’), to
advice from Mvula for a fellow Brummie music graduate on making it in the
London music scene (‘cut out the haters’), to the inevitable question of when
the next Mvula-Miller-LSO gig would be. No firm answer, but everyone who
was in the room – performers, audience and even Barbican staff – must be
keeping their fingers crossed.

Mvula is a wonderful talent, part of a thriving British music scene.
And Anoushka Grottopov wishes she was somewhere else...

The Marriage of Kim K (Arcola Theatre), part of their Grimeborn
season, is at best oddly funny and at worst interminably dull. It is described
as Kardashian's musical and Mozart's opera, The Marriage of Figaro, at the
same time. Strange but true and the execution was even stranger, a
musical cum opera which does little justice to either genre. A fictional
couple get off on watching make up shows and relaxing to classical music
respectively. Cue fight for TV control. Leo Mercer's writing is tacky and when
it does occasionally ignite Stephen Hyde's music tends to douse any
embers of excitement. 

The Echo Chamber band provided live music and they are a talented
bunch but did they do a sound check beforehand? The decibel level was
farcical, which perversely did us all a favour by drowning out the singing. The
moral of this story is if in doubt leave it out. 

Finally Leonidas Finaglou kicks off our Proms season reviews...

Yes, I drew the long straw this year. Prom 10 featured The Aurora
Orchestra, best known for playing long and difficult pieces from memory;
an amazing achievement in every sense. However, it was their musical
education and orchestral stroke symphonic deconstruction that had me
rapt. The first thirty minutes comprised of their conductor Nicholas Collon
and presenter Tom Service  illustrating how they break the music down
giving us a great insight into Beethoven's Eroica symphony and how Strauss's
Metamorphosen for 23 Solo Strings had echoes of The Eroica in it.
Fascinating stuff. 

With all of that whirring in my head they began the formal concert part of
the evening. They playing was sublime and although I was hugely taken by
the string soloists in the Strauss, the Beethoven reached greater heights as
the tribe of memory artistes appeared to be adding an extra layer of inter-
pretation as they played. Because of what they were doing I listened with an
intensity that took my consciousness to an incredible place. Yes it was an
ethereal, metaphysical experience.

PAFOS2017
EUROPEAN CAPITAL OF CULTURE

yWineFest 2017 was proud

once again to host Pafos
2017: The European

Capital of Culture with plenty of

wines to try from all different re-

gions. In all the commotion and

interest of wine tasting, though,

there was little time to discuss the

origins and wine routes of Pafos. 

Pafos is most famous for Petra
tou Romiou, the birthplace of

Aphrodite, the Greek goddess of

love, giving Cyprus its iconic name

of the island of love. It must be

noted at this point that Pafos, like

most of the places in Cyprus, has

multiple spellings, it may be

written both as Pafos and Paphos

they are indeed one in the same! 

This year’s European Capital of

Culture, with its many projects and

programmes all around the city,

has given the opportunity to

visitors to explore Pafos like

never before.  

A very interesting and unusual

wine event, ‘The Garden of Tastes’,

organised in collaboration with the

Cypriot Wineries in conjunction

with the Cyprus Sommelier
Association and the Pancyprian
Divers’ Association, was held at

the historic Kato Pafos harbour on

7 May 2017. This spectacular event

involved the hoisting up of

280 bottles of wine that were

immersed in 2015, stored in

‘winery conditions’ followed by the

tasting of these immersed wines.  

The district has been producing

wines since ancient times and some

of the wine routes pass through

both the ancient and mediaeval

sites, making the tour through

Pafos Wine Country an exploration

of culinary, cultural and historical

significance.  

Kamanterena Winery would be a

great starting point; a morning

visit with wine-tasting, an excellent

prelude to lunch at one of Pafos'

many restaurants. Along the road

to Polis, lies the Mesogi Industrial

Estate- don’t let the name deter

you, only seven minutes’walk away,

the Fikardos Winery on this

industrial estate is modern and

functional, the welcome warm and

the range of wines worth the

journey. The Kathikas region has

several excellent eating places and

two wineries, K and K Vasilikon
and the Sterna Winery, which also

doubles up as a museum. Moving

westwards to the Statos region, you

may visit the Avakas Winery and

Kolios Winery to look, taste and buy. 

Like most other wineries, here

you may choose from a range of

dry to medium red, white and rose

wines. Further into the hills, the

Vouni Panagia Winery is impres-

sively sited and its cellars and tasting

facilities are equally so. Nearby is

the lovely Chrysorrogiatissa

monastery, which makes a delightful

visit, where you may also look at

the winemaking plant, which is the

oldest regional winery. The Lagria
Winery in Salamiou village and

Nelion Winery in Pretori village are

also well worth a visit.

Wine Routes
Laona-Akamas route starts at

Mesogi and passes through the

villages of Ineia, Pano Arodes and

Kathikas and ending at Polis

Chrysochous. 

Situated in the western shores

of Cyprus, these villages invite you

to visit their windswept vineyards.

Where you can familiarise yourself

with the Xynisteri, an indigenous

grape variety that grows in a

climate tempered by the sea

breezes, offering cool yet solid

wines with a fine aroma and

ranked among the best white wines

produced in Cyprus. Equally as

divine, is the region’s Maratheftiko,
one of the best red wine varieties

of Cyprus. This evocative region,

with its rugged coastline and

charming little villages oozes with

culture and lush vines, is a place

where the rustic and contemporary

elements nestle side by side. 

Vouni Panagias-Ampelitis route

begins at Mesogi and ends at

Acheleia, offers a panoramic

excursion into the glorious interior,

accompanied by the delights of the

locally produced wines.

At an altitude of 800 metres and

higher, the route from Vouni

Panagias to Ambelitis offers an

unparalleled wine experience. The

wineries are numerous, the diverse

pleasures of equal magnitude. The

local Xynisteri grape variety stands

out once more, offering white wine

of finesse in smell and lightness of

body with a taste of green apples,

peaches and apricots overflows.

Additionally, red fruit, violets and

roses enrich the other local grape,

Maratheftiko, which is also

cultivated here. In the villages of

this route and especially the Vouni

Panagias, Chrysorrogiatissa and

Statos - Agios Fotios, you will also

discover some the best wines of the

indigenous Mavro grape which

benefits from the relatively high

altitude and mild climate, offering

pleasant dark and rose wines.

Kilada Diarizou route, the

Diarizos valley is the least known

wine producing region in Cyprus.

Along the Diarizos River lies the

village of Acheleia, a region that

initially was not a popular spot due

to its low-lying altitude and with

the local Mavro grape variety

predominant. Although it has for

years kept away from the main-

stream wine scene, this region has

modernised its wine producing

methods and the small wineries are

now producing very good quality

wines.

The Diarizos region has been

transformed into a competitive wine

producing area of great promise.

Get to know the region and enjoy

its striking tranquility, the genuine

hospitality of the local people and

the pleasurable delights of its ex-

panding wine trade.

Wherever you travel there are

coffee shops with a warm welcome,

refreshments and a complimentary

glass of wine, either made by the

owner himself or locally produced

in the village. Places to eat range

from the very simple taverna where

charcoal grilled meat is the staple

dish, to restaurants catering for all

tastes. And, of course, there is wine

everywhere, so you can get the

real taste of Cyprus.

NOTE OF THANKS

My father came to this country
in 1960 with his new bride

with hopes and aspirations for a
better life and brighter future, as
did so many of his generation. For,
although his homeland of Cyprus
was a small and beautiful island
in the Mediterranean, it was at
that t ime heading towards
troubles and turmoil and offered
little hope of any future.

He worked hard in the first
few years and, eventually, in 1969
started work at the Industrial
Society, the same year I was born.
The Industrial Society was an
organisation that was dedicated
to man management, running
courses on leadership, t ime
management, training and report
writing. Headed at the time by Mr.
John Garnett; whom my father
greatly admired and personally
considered as his mentor, the
company was to provide my
father with knowledge that would
help him in later life though little
did he know it at the time. My
father worked hard eventually
becoming transport manager, a
position he held unti l  his
redundancy due to the downsizing
of the company in 1981.

My father now found himself
in a predicament, but never one to
give up decided to try the
travel business having some

experience due to friends in the
industry. After working for a short
while at a travel agency in central
London, he decided to go it alone
and set up his own business. The
first few years he worked from
home from a desk under the
stairs, the phone constantly
ringing while my father sold ticket
after ticket for Cyprus. He became
well-known for the man to go to
for holidays to Cyprus and
eventually in 1986 acquired a
shop near his home which is still
there today. He suffered a major
blow when his son, Adonis was
struck seriously ill in 1986 but,
thankfully, with the dedication and
care of many, we came through
it.

The inspiration for the name
Born Free came from a blouse my
mother had and, with the help and
designer skills of our good family
friend, Bobbi Agathangelou, the
logo was created and the
company we know today came
about. My father loved his
business and his homeland and
here he was able to mix the two.
It was to be a hugely successful
combination. The company went
from strength to strength, clients
telling others and word of mouth
soon meant that Born Free was
the place to go for Cyprus, where
Panayiotis was sure to get you the

best price he could.
My father never criticised

others or spoke badly of anyone,
even if he may have had good
reason to do so, he never did. He
was kind and generous to a fault
always giving whatever he could;
like the oranges and bottles of
wine that he ordered from Demos
Continental from Cyprus every
year that he would distribute
amongst our elderly neighbours,
who were always delighted to
receive “Tony’s Christmas boxes”.
He was always willing to help
others in any way that he could
without expecting anything in
return. He was a family man,
providing his wife and children
with homes and security to make
their lives easier. He doted on his
grandchildren, even though they
were far away and they will have
many fond memories of him.
Every time he visited his
homeland of Cyprus, each and
every relative, friend and associate
was visited right through to great
uncles and aunts.

short of. He was what we should
all strive to be and hat is a good,
decent and honourable person.
We will miss you Dad, may you
rest in peace.

bought a hundred raffle tickets to
win a teddy bear for me when I
was three at a firework display.
We didn’t win it and when it was
going to close, I started crying and
the lady gave us the bear. My dad
said I could have started crying
earlier.

My dad was the man who took
me to Oxford University in the
summer holidays when he
delivered literature from the
Industrial Society. He pulled a
large wooden trolley, first with the
literature on it and on the way
back with me on it going through
the inner courtyard and hallowed
halls.

My dad was the man who took
us to Wales in the summer
without booking a boarding
house. When we arrived,
everywhere was full and we spent
the first night in one of the
landlord’s camper van. I slept in a

hammock and it was the best
holiday ever!

My dad was the man who took
us to the Isle of Wight when his
boss lent us his holiday home and
let us sit on the roof of the car
which had a roll top sunroof with
our legs dangling in while he
drove round the island and we
sang “there’s a hole in my
bucket”.

My dad was the man who let
me help him set up his office
when he was made transport
manager and we laid carpet tiles
and moved furniture and joked
with his righthand man Max about
his carpet laying abilities.

My dad was the man who took
us to Tottenham Court road for
Italian ice-cream and drove us
round Piccadilly Circus to see the
Coca-Cola sign and the lights.

My dad was the man who took
us to the toyshop when my
mother was ill and let us buy
whatever we wanted, well, up to
í2 anyway. Believe me, that went
a long way then!

My dad was always there
whenever we needed him and the
memories are too many to
mention them all.

May we all strive to be like him.

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Olivier Giroud scored the de-
cisive spot kick as Arsenal beat
Chelsea 4-1 in a penalty
shootout to win the Community
Shield at Wembley on Sunday.

Wenger’s side also handed a de-
but to record signing Alexandre
Lacazette.

Chelsea begin their title de-
fence when they host Burnley on
Saturday, while Arsenal enter-
tain Leicester City on Friday to
kick off the Premier League sea-
son.

At a sun-kissed Wembley

UK Cypriot Stephen Constantine manager of
Indian National football team and his new book

Our Michael Yiakoumi with Stephen Constantine Tony Antoniou with Stephen Constantine

From the Cypriot fourth divi-
sion to the Indian national team,
Stephen Constantine’s career
has taken the scenic route. Ever
since leaving his home in
Cyprus with nothing at the age
of 16, Constantine has been
used to life on the road; his
sense of adventure dwarfed on-
ly by his appetite to improve and
develop those he works with.

Our Michael Yiakoumi met
with India’s National team man-
ager in Cockfosters with Tony
Antoniou on his side He is cur-
rently in his second spell of
managing India, having previ-
ously been in charge of Nepal,
Malawi, Sudan and Rwanda –
and several sides in his father’s
native Cyprus to add to his in-
credible CV.

In Cyprus “Salamina were
second to last in the Cypriot
Second Division when I arrived.
We won promotion and were
fifth in the league the following
year and beat Apoel of Nicosia,
who were in the last eight of the
Champions League.”

“Go back to Rwanda, they
were 155 [in the Fifa rankings]
when I came [in 2014]. When I
left [a year later], they were 64.

“I think one of my strongest
points is I get the best out of
players. If you look at my most
recent role, when I came to India
they were 174 in the Fifa world
rankings in 2015. We are now
96. We don’t have a stable
league. There is no real youth
development to speak of. I have
one player who is a back-up
goalkeeper in Norway. I don’t
have the [luxury] of my players
being fed and coached
properly.

That yearning for fresh expe-
rience has inevitably led
Constantine into a host of
unique situations. He has
hugged a pitch-invading prince
in Kathmandu. He has been

threatened with kidnap in
Khartoum. He has seen the
Millwall chairman tip í10,000
onto the changing room floor,
and he has watched his goal-
keeping coach attack a pitch in-
vader in Congo. Many in the
game allege to have seen it all,

but there is no one with a better
claim to such a statement than
Constantine, a veteran manag-
er of six different national sides
across four continents.

But ‘From Delhi to the Den’
isn’t simply a tale of one man
planning his next coaching

expedition in another far-flung
corner of the world. Constantine
explores the pressures of pay-
ing the mortgage when most
jobs don’t last 12 months, and
the solitude of life on the road
when your wife and children still
reside thousands of miles away.

We hear of how qualifications

are trumped by reputations, and
why dealing with Football
Associations isn’t exactly plain-
sailing, especially with govern-
mental interference.

Constantine’s journey – for
the time being, anyway – ends
up in India, where he is looking
to stir the passions and enhance
the professionalism of Asia’s
sleeping giant. Progress has al-
ready been achieved, but noth-
ing is finished yet.

Anyone interested in football,
travel, or adventure will love this
book.

managed five national teams,
which is more than any other
Englishman. His first national
job was in Nepal in 1999; he

has since managed India,
Sudan, Malawi, and Rwanda.
