The National Council met
on Tuesday at the Presidential
Palace, under the chair-
manship of Cyprus President
Nicos Anastasiades and
discussed the way forward in
the Cyprus process as well as
the recent developments such
as the announcement that the
Turkish army has decided to
let Maronites return to their 
villages in the Turkish occupi-
ed areas of Cyprus. Talking
after the session, AKEL Gene-
ral Secretary Andros Kyprianou
said that the framework set by
the UN Secretary General
Antonio Guterres at the dinner
of the Conference in Crans
Montana enables the Greek
Cypriot side to accept the
resumption of substantive ne-
gotiations without worrying
about the issues relating to
security. “Our own experience
tells us that we always face dif-
ficulties and problems when
no substantive negotiations on
the Cyprus problem were
being held. Therefore the most
effective way to address the
problems we are facing now
as a result of Turkish aggres-
sion is to make efforts for a
resumption of substantive ne-
gotiations based on the fra-
mework tabled by the UN 
Secretary-General and all the
work that has been produced
over recent years ‘without any
“protaxis” policy  and without
conditions’.”

Mr Kyprianou emphasized
that AKEL respects the diffe-
rent approaches expressed,
but the appeal they address
to the other political parties is
that they should realise how
critical developments are as
they are evolving.  “The moves

made by the Turkish side with
regard the Maronite villages
and the rumours about the
opening of Famagusta aren’t
accidental,” he added.  In re-
gards to how the Government
needs to respond, the General
Secretary of the Central Com-
mittee of AKEL said that it ne-
eds to react immediately and
in a preemptive manner
towards the United Nations to
ensure that there will be no

moves that will create new fait
accompli, or if moves are made
that they should be under the
auspices of the UN. He stres-
sed that there will also be
other problems that will need
to be addressed, such as the
upgrading and financial
support to the compensation
committee with a view to
solving the property issue on
the ground, a development
which will provoke numerous
fait accompli, as well as
Turkey's attempt to proceed

to the so-called lifting of the
isolation of the Turkish
Cypriots, with all that implies.
“We therefore believe that our
side must act preemptively,
but I reiterate the surest way
is to find ways to resume the
negotiations again, sub-
stantive negotiations, with the
aim of reaching an agreement
on the Cyprus problem,” he
said. Asked whether the
President told him how he will

act, Mr Kyprianou said that he
did mention some thoughts
but not comprehensively.
Commenting on the inter-
national community’s opinion
about what happened in
Crans Montana, Andros
Kyprianou stated that accord-
ing to the United Nations the
conference had not collapse
as a result of the Turkish posi-
tion on the issues regarding
security. “This isn’t the official
position neither of the UN, nor
of the EU too. And this is the

reason why they do not de-
nounce the Turkish stand in
Crans Montana. Consequently,
it is all well and nice when
discussing all this between us
and satisfied that we are
persuading public opinion,
but what the international
community thinks is some-
thing else. “It is therefore
important for all of us,” he ad-
ded “to reflect on how we pro-
ceed to a new effort on the
Cyprus problem. And I do not
imply that we should retreat
on matters of principles.”
Asked whether his position is
that Cyprus should go back to
the talks regardless of whether
Turkey insists on guarantees
and rights of intervention, Mr
Kyprianou said that when the
UN Secretary-General expres-
sed his position at the dinner
held on 6th July he set a frame-
work that satisfied the Greek
Cypriot side.  “We should have
made use of those given
conditions that had evolved. I
do not want to say anything
more because now what mat-
ters is to see how we address
the efforts to create new fait
accompli.” Concluding, Andros
Kyprianou repeated that
Turkey created fait accompli
whenever substantive nego-
tiations weren’t being
conducted.  “The most effec-tive
way to tackle Turkey's
efforts is to enter into sub-
stantive negotiations without
retreating on principles. We
have the UN with us on the
issues relating to security and
guarantees. We need to see
how we utilize this position of
the United Nations.”

The UK Government has
repeated its position that
it is ready to accept any

possible agreement between
the remaining parties  involved
on the Cyprus security and
guarantees issue.

The position is outlined in
a letter, dated 26 July, to
members the UK Cypriot

community, Doros Partasides
and other UK Cypriot refugees
from the occupied part of
Cyprus who had asked the
Minister for Europe Sir Alan
Duncan for the UK Govern-
ment’s support at the Confe-
rence for Cyprus that took
place last month in Crans
Montana, Switzerland.

The member of the Cyprus
desk at the Foreign Office
signing the letter states: “It is
disappointing that the Confe-
rence on Cyprus at Crans
Montana ended without
agreement. The Government
continues to work for a just
and lasting settlement in
Cyprus that will benefit all
Cypriots. We are encouraging

all parties to reflect on the
outcome and consider next
steps.

“On security and guarante-
es, we always made clear that
we are open to whatever
arrangements the two sides
and the other Guarantor
Powers could agree on in
order to meet the security
needs of a reunited Cyprus".

Amnesty International has released a report on the pro-
secution of Human Rights defenders and Trade
Unionists by the Iranian state this week. In their 95-page

report, titled Caught in a web of repression: Iran’s human
rights defenders under attack, the International Human Rights
NGO is detailing how scores of human rights activists, often
labelled “foreign agents” and “traitors” by state media, have
been prosecuted and jailed on “national security” charges.

“Rather than propagating the dangerous myth that human
rights defenders pose a threat to national security, the Iranian
authorities should focus on addressing the legitimate concerns
they raise. These are people who have risked everything to
build a more humane and just society. It is appalling that they
are so viciously punished for their bravery,” said Philip Luther,
Amnesty International’s Research and Advocacy Director for
the Middle East and North Africa.

Of particular interest, is the section of the report detailing
the prosecution of workers advancing and supporting trade
union rights in the country - where incidentally independent
trade unions are banned. Nonetheless, Iran’s trade unionists
continue to form unions in response to a number of challenges
in the workforce, including unpaid wages, precarious work
conditions, staggering inflation and poor living standards. In
the report, Amnesty International states that trade unionists
have been arrested and given prison sentences on charges
such as “spreading propaganda against the system,” “gather-
ing and colluding to commit crimes against national
security” and “forming a group with the purpose of disrupting
national security.”

In a statement to our newspaper, Nassim Papayianni, a
researcher on Iran for Amnesty International said: 

“Workers’ rights are human rights. These human rights
defenders are trying to ensure that everyone in Iran has the
right to form and join independent trade unions. Instead of
charging these courageous trade unionists on ludicrous
national security-related charges for peaceful human rights
activities, the Iranian authorities should be meeting their inter-
national obligations to promote and respect workers’ rights,
including by allowing the formation independent trade unions.”

Mathematics teacher Esmail Abdi is one of the workers
convicted on these charges. A member of Teacher’s Trade
Association of Iran-Tehran board of directors, Esmail Abdi is
serving a six-year sentence in Tehran’s Evin prison. Last
year he was convicted on “spreading propaganda against
the system” and “gathering and colluding to commit crimes
against national security” for his trade union activities, includ-
ing organizing peaceful demonstrations held by teachers, as
well as associating with Education International, the world’s
largest sectoral global union. 

According to Nassim Papayianni, “Esmail Abdi is one of
Iran’s imprisoned trade unionists. He had a grossly unfair trial
where he was denied access to a lawyer of his choice during
the entire investigative phase of his case. The Iranian govern-
ment must release Esmail Abdi immediately so that he can be
free to resume his peaceful activities in support of trade union
rights.”

Amnesty International’s research showed other trade unio-
nists caught in the web of state repression. They include the
teachers Mahmoud Beheshti Langroodi, Mohammad Reza
Niknejad and Mehdi Bohlooli, three members of the Syndi-
cate of Workers of Tehran and Suburbs Bus Company,
Davoud Razavi, Ebrahim Madadi and Reza Shahabi and a
member of the Free Union of Workers of Iran, Jafar Azimzadeh.

The report also provides an overview on the crackdown of
human rights defenders from key battlegrounds areas for
human rights in the country. It highlights cases of anti-death
penalty campaigners, women’s rights activists, minority rights
activists, human rights lawyers, and activists seeking truth,
justice and reparation for mass extrajudicial executions and
enforced disappearances in the 1980s in Iran.

“The international community, and in particular the EU,
must not stay silent over the outrageous treatment of human
rights defenders in Iran,” said Philip Luther.

UK repeats position 
on Cyprus guarantees



We use our devices
more and more all the
time, but while they

keep us connected and put
more information at our finger-
tips than ever before, experts
agree that we should limit how
long our children spend using
such devices, especially those
connected to the internet.

Devices like smartphones,
tablets and TVs have many
advantages for kids. They
make them more informed
about the world, help them
stay in touch with their friends
meaning they’re more active
socially, and playing games
can help them develop their
motor skills. But they also have
their drawbacks.

Children can come under
pressure through social
media to look or behave a
certain way. They can also be
exposed to advertising or
unsuitable content. And far
from encouraging them to
socialise, too much time spent
in a room staring at a screen
can do just the opposite and
harm their social development.

Other potential side effects
include disrupted sleep, not
enough exercise and the
danger of neglecting school-
work. According to one study,
children who watched TV
for more than two hours a day
had higher blood pressure,
which is l inked to health

problems like cardiovascular
disease later in life.

The good news is that most
families have the issue under
control. According to Ofcom*,
almost two-thirds of children
aged 12-15 and their parents
think the child has a good
balance between screen time
and doing other things. But for
those who don’t, help is at
hand.

According to the American
Academy of Pediatrics,
children shouldn’t be exposed
to media before they’re 18
months old, and then only
under strict supervision.
They should only watch high-
quality programming made for
their age group.

Those aged two to f ive
shouldn’t have more than an
hour of screen use a day.
Again, it should be age-appro-

priate and high quality.
School-aged children and
older should balance media
use with other healthy behav-
iour, it advises.

Unfortunately, here in the
UK, there are no official guide-
lines on how much screen
time is healthy for children. But
Common Sense Media, a
non-profit organisation that
aims to help kids thrive in a
world of media and technolo-
gy, advises setting a family
schedule for media use. This
can include weekly screen
time limits, limits on the kinds
of screens kids can use, and
guidelines on the types of
activity they can do or pro-
grammes they can watch.

Experts also advise parents
share screen time with their
kids. That way, you can see
what they’re being exposed to

and help them apply its teach-
ings to the real world.

How to limit your 
child’s screen time

-  It’s important to set a good
example with your own device
use. Children will model their
behaviour on you, so make
sure you’re not glued to a
screen every time they see
you.

- Talk to them about the
amount of time they spend
online and what they spend
that time doing.

- Agree on an appropriate
amount of time they can use
their device. These limits could
well help adult members of the
family too!

- Get the whole family to
unplug together and create
screen-free zones of the
house, such as bedrooms or
the dinner table. This will
encourage kids to talk more
and not be absorbed in a
screen all the time.

- Technology can help. The
Forest app, for example, lets
kids grow a beautiful forest in
return for keeping their phone
use within the set limit.

- Be sensible and exercise
some common sense and
you’ll set your kids up for a
far healthier relationship with
technology that will stand
them in good stead later in
their lives.

How much is too much time online for your kids? A British-born Cypriot’s 

experience on NDCP 2017
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Wow, where do I begin.
I think I’ l l  start by
giving a brief overview

of what NEPOMAK is about
and how I found out about
NDCP.

NEPOMAK is a World Orga-
nisation for Young Overseas
Cypriots. They connect young
Cypriots through a variety of
programmes that they run.

I found out about NDCP
through a couple of friends.
Both are heavily involved in
NEPOMAK. They told me
this was an experience of a
lifetime and it was very rare
that I’d ever find anything quite
like this program. They also
told me all about their experi-
ence and after a year of
‘oh that sounds cool’, I finally
decided to apply. Applying
was a million per cent the best
decision. NDCP turned out
to be one of the most l ife
changing experiences.

NDCP stands for
NEPOMAK’s Discover Cyprus
Program. We had three weeks
of learning the language,
cultural and history lessons,
dance lessons and wonderful
trips and excursions and some
nights out. I loved the variety
that the program offered. I
have visited Cyprus many a
time but never have I seen it as
I did in the past three weeks.
Bonding with people from

across the world, all different
but all similar because of our
Cypriot roots.

I learnt so much about
myself and others on this trip.
I really connected with my
Cypriot roots and I felt so
proud that my grandparents
are from such an amazing
country. Our history lessons
taught us so much about
our past, a lot of stuff that I
hadn’t really known before I
embarked on this trip. I learnt
about global Cypriot commu-
nities and the similarities we
hold. I was educated on
different cultures and how we
don’t realise just how different
our lives can be.

The bonds I built over the
past three weeks will last a
lifetime, I’m sure of it. It takes
time to get to know people but
the strength of our bond at the
end of the three weeks was
magical. I met people I would
never have met otherwise and
if it wasn’t for this trip, I would-
n’t be able to say that I have
best friends across the globe
now. People that made me
laugh till I cried, and looked
after me if I ever needed it. I
can’t tell you how much I miss
them already; they go from
strangers, to fr iends, to
family.

I would recommend this
trip to anyone that would want
to connect with their Cypriot
roots and Cypriots across the
globe.

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Sally Hawkins and Ethan Hawke
deliver two of the most spellbind-
ing performances of the year in this

beautifully moving film based on a true
story. The action takes place in mid-cen-
tury Nova Scotia and follows the story of
Maud Lewis (Hawkins), a talented folk
artist, crippled by arthritis. She is des-
perate to escape from her oppressive
family and her only chance to become
independent is when she answers an ad
for a housekeeper to Everett (Hawke), a
temperamentally grumpy fish meddler.
Maudie is not the best at housework by
any means but instead she manages to
transform Everett’s tiny shack with paint-
ings of flowers, birds and butterflies. Her
art develops and so does her relationship
with Everett...Director Aisling Walsh and
writer Sherry White bring to life this touch-
ing and ultimately uplifting story with grace
dignity which wisely puts more empha-
sis on the relationship between the two
protagonists. Hawkins delivers her best
performance since her breakthrough
HAPPY GO LUCKY as the eponymous
heroine- a vulnerable creature who
manages to become a celebrity very
much against the odds. Hawke is suit-
ably moody as the ill tempered Everett
who also gets gradually transformed in-
to a loving human being by Maude’s art.
Kari Matchett also makes a valuable con-
tribution as Sandra the New Yorker, who
accidentally discovers Maudie’s paintings
while on holiday in Canada. Next year’s
Oscar race begins now!

ENGLAND IS MINE

Man of the moment Jack Lowden fresh
from TOMMY’S HONOUR and DUNKIRK
plays Steven Morrissey, an introverted
teenager in 1970’s Manchester. He is
frustrated with his dull job at the tax 
office and uninspired existence –his
only escape is at the city’s underground
gig scene where he meets Linder Ster-
ling (Jessica Brown Findlay) a free
spirited artist who inspires him to chase
his dreams and turn them into reality...It
is a fascinating film about the early years
of Morrissey before he became the icon-
ic lyricist lead singer of The Smiths.
Lowden captures perfectly Morrissey’s
isolation and frustration under Mark Gill’s
laid back direction. It is in fact so laid back
that it occasionally needs a kick up its
arse to get moving. The period details
work well until thoroughly modern day
Jessica Brown Findlay makes her grand
entrance but soon after her character
moves to London and disappears from
the action. It is a likable film but eventu-
ally it lacks fireworks and passion!

VALERIAN AND THE CITY
OF A THOUSAND PLANETS

Luc Besson has a passion for comic
book adventures as he demonstrated
earlier in THE FIFTH ELEMENT and wanted
to make this film years ago but waited for

the technology to catch up with his
vision. This futurist tale takes place in the
year 2740 where Valerian (Dane Dehaan)
and Laureline (Cara Delevigne) are
special operatives for the government in
charge of maintaining order across the
universe and their latest mission is to
travel to the intergalactic city of Alpha....
The film looks magnificent in 3D but the
script is incomprehensible. The acting is
wooden and one dimensional which is
not surprisingly from Delevigne who has
one expression throughout but the real
disappointment comes from Dehaan
who has shown how good he can be in
other films.

THE WALL

Doug Liman’s powerful film takes place
in Iraq in 2007 at the time when President
Bush was declaring victory. Two American
soldiers are trapped behind a wall in the
middle of nowhere while an Iraqi sniper
keeps on firing at them...It is a simple
premise with one claustrophobic location
despite the vast, open space surrounding
the wall. Dwain Worrell’s sparse script
builds up the tension brilliantly while
LIman’s well measured direction allows
his actors to develop tension and
suspense without much movement. Aaron
Taylor-Johnson and John Cena are both
excellent as the cocky American soldiers,
who soon become target practise for their
unseen enemy. This is not only a nail
biting adventure but also one of the best
anti war films of recent memory - it also
brings to mind films like BURIED and
PHONE BOOTH where the action is
contained in a single location.

WISH UPON

John R Leonetti’s enjoyable chiller may
spring a series of sequels like the FINAL
DESTINATION franchise even though it
is not as slick or imaginative. 17-year-old
Clare Shannon (Joey King) is still haunted
by her mother’s suicide when she was a
little girl. She now lives with her father
(Ryan Phillippe) who tries to make ends
meet by collecting scrap metal from skips
and dustbins which is always an embar-
rassment for Clare until he gives her as a
gift an old music box with ancient
Chinese writing. Clare can’t believe her
luck when her first wish comes true. Life
in high school won’t be the same again
but there is a price to pay with blood-people
close to her begin to drop like flies, dying

in the most horrible and unexpected
ways...Joey King makes a vulnerable
heroine- an awkward teenager having
a terrible time at high school until her
wishes begin to come true. Phillippe looks
suitably down and out as the struggling
father until his luck changes and becomes
the most popular dad on the block while
the presence of Sherilyn Fenn from TWIN
PEAKS adds class and mystery. It is all set
up for a sequel or perhaps even a
prequel about the origins of the box in
China.

WILLIAMS

This moving documentary tells the
story of Frank Williams, the man who
created the celebrated Formula One
racing team. Williams fell in love with cars
and racing from a young age and followed
his dream to the top until in 1986 at the
height of his career he nearly lost his life
in a car accident which left him paralyzed.
Now his daughter Claire is in charge of
the company, a controversial choice as
she is the first woman in such a male
dominated sport. Director Morgan
Matthews delivers an honest and
passionate film about a man, his family
and his beloved sport.

PRICK UP YOUR EARS

Stephen Frears’ 1987 biopic of play-
wright Joe Orton is back on the big screen
showing at the BFI season of “Gross
Indecency: Queer Lives Before and After
the 67 Act”. This compelling film based on
Orton’s diaries and John Lahr’s book is
wittily adapted by Alan Bennett whose
clever script plays with time but also paints
a clear picture of the flamboyant life of
the artist during the swinging sixties. Play-
wright Orton (Gary Oldman) leads a
promiscuous and open life as a gay man
sharing his small Islington apartment with
his partner Kenneth Halliwell (Alfred
Molina). Soon his first radio play is
picked up by Peggy Ramsay (Vanessa
Redgrave), one of theatre land’s most
powerful literary agents before he estab-
lishes himself as a leading figure in
modern writing. It is superbly acted
especially by Oldman who literally inhabits
the body of Orton. Molina is also very
believable as the fragile Halliwell a
frustrated writer who finally finds the
success of his partner too much to handle.

THE GHOUL
The tit le of Gareth Tunley’s dark

psychological thriller is misleading as it
suggests horror. Chris (Tom Meeten) is
a homicide detective who goes under-
cover as a patient to a mysterious
psychiatrist in order to solve an old
mystery crime where the victims seemed
to keep moving despite taking bullets. It
is dark and atmospheric but it is difficult
to care much about these vastly unsym-
pathetic characters.

The Southbank Centre on summer weekends is always a fun place to
be, people chilling, excitable families, buskers busking and London folk
generally in good spirits. The Sunday before last I was there too and

wouldn’t you know it the first person I bumped into was Spock, closely followed
by Captain Kirk and up above us posing on the balcony taking in the views
and vibe, a Klingon. They were quite a sight and one of the excitable families
became so animated that one of their children slipped into the water art
installation taking Spock with her. It was that kind of day and Star Trek: The
Ultimate Voyage proved just as enjoyable, perhaps not in that way.

The ubiquity of these screenings with music played live by an orchestra is
a phenomenon that has grown considerably in recent years and you can see
why. Featuring music and visuals from five decades of series and films the event
was ‘Trekkie’ heaven. Some of the footage brought back fond childhood
memories, fighting for space with my seven siblings in our cramped kitchen/
diner watching a black and white Rediffusion (now defunct) TV on four thin legs
which my mother needed to kick to get a picture. That was the first time I
encountered the Star Trek characters, my personal favourite being Uhura,
because of her exotic name and similarity in look to one of our neighbours.

The Senbla Concert Orchestra, conducted by Timothy Henty, demonstrated
meticulous timing, the synchronicity of sound and footage tiptop throughout.
For a lesser known outfit, I was also very impressed by their quality and
all-round musicianship. The brass and woodwind sections were particularly
good while the various percussionists in the back line seemed to be having
a whale of a time creating atmospheric and climactic moments. Some of the
most effective, and moving, scenes were without dialogue when the
expressions of the Enterprise crew appeared with the accompaniment of that
iconic music.

The encore included those unforgettable lines, “to boldly go where no man
has gone before” and happy to say the Enterprise continues to do so, much
to the delight of so many in this enthusiastic audience. Now where did I put
my Spock ears… 

Meanwhile, Andreas Scholaris happily joins the bandwagon...Everything
you’ve read in this column about other Shakespeare Globe productions
(raves) has now been witnessed by me and I wholeheartedly join that
bandwagon of ecstatic critics. Much Ado About Nothing is yet another
Emma Rice inspired fiesta of fun, though it’s actually directed by Matthew
Dunster. Relocating to revolutionary Mexico was an inspired move providing
a whole new perspective on The Bard’s work. The music added an extra
layer of pleasure which was a combination of incidental and song. The big set
piece dances were a riot of colour and exuberance.

The train carriage set, terrific creativity by designer Anna Fleischle, with a
ramp leading down from stage to audience, made it into a semi-immersive
production. The crowd loved it. The buoyant cast included some super
portrayals, including Anya Chalotra (Hero), Beatriz Romilly (Beatrice) and
Matthew Needham (Benedick). Needham spoke the lines effortlessly, quite a
feat. His asides to the audience were nonchalant as though he were letting us
all in on something. He was. Sir Mark Rylance set the standard years ago and
Needham is headed in the same direction.

Not everything comes off, witness clumsy moves from the wire horse and
tottery stilt work but overall a thrilling ride. 

And Rena Patsalides wallows in her other culture...Yes, I’m torn between two
cultures, part Greek Cypriot and part Peruvian, so when I was offered the
chance to review Tanguera (Sadler’s Wells) I pulled out my castanets and
screamed olé! I grew up with the tango all around me, my mother (compan-
ion for this evening) is a Milonguera - the highest possible accolade for a
female tango dancer, though she doesn’t like to admit it. The first thing to say
is this production is full of all the racial stereotypes that Western audiences
pretend to recoil from but that didn’t prevent it from being an amazing show. 

The setting is Buenos Aires and the main elements are love and sex, lots
of both. Director Omar Pacheco does a very good job in bringing all the strands
of dance, acting and singing together to create some kind of coherent
musical. Marianella, well known to Spanish speakers, is an incredible singer,
a voice which has star quality emblazoned on every note. Esteban Domeni-
chini meanwhile, a hunk of a dockworker who falls for a prostitute, is thrilling
in his passion and intensity, testosterone seeping from every pore. The
routine with his fellow dockers was an eruption of melodramatic machismo.

It doesn’t all hang together but the overriding impression is that of wonderful
entertainment and having no interval worked too. Mum stayed rooted to her
seat but as we left she quietly nodded her approval...that is a huge statement
from a Milonguera.

While Victoria Striker revels in a revival...Enda Walsh is a big stink in theatre
and now I know why. Although his play, Disco Pigs (Trafalgar Studios) dates
back to 1997 it still packs a punch. Two messed up teenagers Runt (Evanna
Lynch) and Pig (Colin Campbell), with the same birthday and birthplace in
Ireland are attached by an emotional and psychological umbilical cord. They
cannot bear to be apart and their attachment is so close that they even speak
a unique language they have constructed to exclude everybody else. But their
‘issues’ are plenty and the downward spiral into crime and violence is
inevitable and horrid to watch too. But you can’t stay young forever and as they
age they encounter a whole set of other difficulties. 

John Haidar’s revival, on a minimalist set, is like a frenetic theme park ride,
fast and furious, turning you this way and that and then delivering you back
to terra firma to try and gather your thoughts. Campbell and Lynch give
superlative performances. Together they take us through a range of emotions
and although there is a feeling that all hell could break loose at any time there
are also moments of real tenderness and longing for something different. You
will need to keep your wits about you to keep up, especially when trying to make
sense of their language, but otherwise this one-act cracker will keep you
captivated throughout.

exploring Cypriot Wine
Country we progress to

the second largest Cypriot city,

Lemesos, where the winemaking

villages are renowned for their

deep-rooted history of viticulture,

as well as their excellent local

wines and the stunning scenery of

the area that produces them.

Located on the southern slopes

of the Troodos mountain range,

nowhere else in Cyprus can such

a great presence of wineries be

found! Collectively, the villages

are known as Krasochoria, which

is comprised of the two Greek

words for wine Krasi, and villages,

Chorio - a name that tells the sto-

ry of its rich winemaking history.

Wine Routes
The route is outstandingly

beautiful with a dry climate,

combined with a unique geology

results in first-rate wine cultiva-

tion, made mostly from the local

grape varieties, the white Xynisteri
and the red Mavro, as well as some

imported varieties, including

Cabernet Sauvignon, Mataro,
Grenache and Syrah, among a

total of 23 different varieties.

A total of 20 charming, un-

spoilt villages comprise this route

with 16 wineries between them.

The villages are well worth visit-

ing, not only for their wineries,

but also their traditional architec-

ture, cobblestoned narrow pas-

sages and delightful surroundings.

They are also home to some of

the best-known tavernas on the

island. This scenic route passes

through the Lemesos regions of

Kolossi, Erimi, where you’ll find

the Cyprus Wine Museum,

Kantou, Souni-Zanakia, Pano

Kivides, Agios Amvrosios, Lofou,

Vouni, Koilani, Pera Pedi,

Mandria, Kato Platres, Omodos,

Vasa, Malia, Arsos, Pachna,

Anogyra and Avdimou. The

villages themselves can all be

found at an altitude of 500 to 900

metres. Their vines share the land-

scape with thick, bushy wild

growth and sparse woods, whilst

the rich flora and fauna are quite

impressive - as are the historic and

archaeological monuments of the

vicinity. The area is also home to

the Kouris Dam, the biggest

in Cyprus and an important

ecological wetland.

Koumantaria
Take a trip back in time and dis-

cover the secrets of the island’s

most ancient and famous wine,

Koumantaria the sweet dessert

wine that is which has been

praised and renowned worldwide

for centuries. Silikou holds the

claim for the oldest Koumantaria
village and from its humble begin-

nings, to its continued growth

through ancient times and later

as part of the Byzantine empire

the wine continued to flourish and

was always associated with divinity

from antiquity to the present day.

Famous throughout the Middle

Ages and known as one of the

most ancient wines, its reputation

grew, and at the time was one of

Cyprus’ biggest exports, consumed

by the elite all over Europe. ‘The

Wine of Kings’ a term coined by

Coeur De Lion, otherwise known

as King Richard the Lion Heart. 

Known in Cyprus as Kastro

Kolossiou, Kolossi castle in the

Kolossi region of Lemesos, played

a major role in growing the repu-

tation of Koumantaria, when the

Knights Templar established the

castle as their La Grande
Commanderie and hence forth this

most infamous desert wine was

known as Commandaria. The

route through 14 Koumantaria
villages goes back to 1192 AD

when the Knights of St. John were

perfecting the production of the

world’s first named wine. The

sweet wine took its identity from

the place it was mainly produced.

So famed was Commandaria that

it even won in the first recorded

wine tasting competition, the

‘Battle of the Wines’, which took

place in the 13th century, and was

held by the French king Philip

Augustus.

Made from indigenous Mavro
(red) and Xynisteri (white), grapes

are picked late in the season and

dried in the sun to intensify their

natural sweet flavours, giving the

drink its distinctive taste. The

dried grapes are then pressed,

with the run-off collected and

fermented in tanks or huge

earthenware jars - much like those

used in bygone times.

The Cyprus Wine
Museum
Situated in the heart of the wine

producing countryside, a short dis-

tance from the centre of Lemesos

lies the village of Erimi.  The

Cyprus Wine Museum is perfectly

placed in the heart of the Cypriot

Wine Country, here one can ex-

plore the journey through history,

exploring the of wine making her-

itage of Cyprus. The experience

is somewhat nostalgic with pho-

tographic backdrops and audio-

visual presentations of ancient

jars, vases, amphora, medieval

drinking vessels, old documents

and instruments that encompass

all aspects of wine production. 

The ‘Lemesolians’ have been

celebrating life and living by their

much-loved festival slogan, Pinne
Krasin Na’seies Zoin. For 55 years

the original Cypriot Wine Festival,

known by Cypriots as Giorti
Krasiou has entertained visitors of

all ages from all corners of the

earth and all walks of life.  The

Giorti Tou Krasiou takes place

every year at the municipal

gardens of Lemesos and is a must

see!

“I'd like to share a little about
our Yiayia, who we have been
blessed to know for so long, and
who I'll try to describe with some
justice.

Yiayoulli was so thoughtful, ge-
ntle, sweet, caring and genuinely
beautiful. Her accent was lovely,
as was her little laugh and the fun-
ny ways she would mix up her

words sometimes; she was so
cute, but mostly I love how she
loved us. ;

Even when her arthritis was
most terrible near the end of her li-
fe, she would still be determined
to get up and come to the window
to wave us goodbye and blow kis-
ses until we drove off. I also dear-
ly loved Yiayia’s cheekiness- even
to her last days: on the Sunday, 3
days before she died, she woke
up from being under a strong se-
dative all day and bent her arm
which made the machine beep.
The nurse came over and said it
wasn’t her fault to which Yiayia
said, “I’m a naughty girl!”

I love how Yiayia would talk
about Bappou- when I asked her
what her best memories were, she
said everything with Bappou was
the best, there was nothing bad
with him. Her stories about their
life together were wonderful, a re-
al love story from beginning to
end. Yiayia said how one time
Bappou got thrown into solitary
confinement for going AWOL to
see her! And how when they we-
re apart for three years whilst
Bappou was in the army, they
would continually write letters to
each other. Soon after, they got
married. Their love has touched
us all. It is so inspiring, even to
their deaths, as they both died at
the age of 93, and on the 19th of
the month!

As Yiayia lay in hospital, I spo-
ke to her about all the things we
used to love doing together: like
going to Regents Park, admiring
the roses, feeding the ducks and
squirrels, Parliament Hill, making
koubebia, playing spastra and
kounka! I would not have been
able to describe with justice what
a wonderful grandmother would
be like, had we not been blessed
with our own grandmother. 

I read bible verses to Yiayia in
hospital which gave her some
comfort - she also liked me doing
this at home, then we shared
thoughts about Jesus. Last year,
I asked her who she thought
Jesus was and she said, “He’s the
Son of God and He came to earth
to save us.” She said, “people al-
ways say, if God is so loving, why
did He kill His Son?” “But they
don’t understand,” she said, “He
did it because He loves us so
much.” Then she said about
Jesus, “Manamou, how he had to
carry that cross.” When I read the
Lord’s prayer over her, the part
that says, “and forgive us our sins
as we forgive those who have sin-
ned against us,” I felt her body re-
lax. I believe she is in Heaven now.

There are many more things I
could say about Yiayia, but the
main thing now is thank you for
being the best Yiayia we could
ever have dreamed of. Thank you
for your love, and for the wonder-
ful family that you and Bappou
have left behind. We are privile-
ged to have you and Bappou as
our grandparents. We will never
forget you, Yiayia.”

Marcos survived a three-

hour rain delay to move into
the second round at the Citi
Open on Tuesday, streaking
past Edan Leshem.

Marcos spoiled the ATP
World Tour debut of the 20-
year-old Israeli, prevailing 7-
6(1), 6-0 in one hour and 43
minutes. He fired six aces and
claimed 82 percent of points
on his first serve. He did not
face a break point, while
converting on three of five of
his own.

Neither player faced a bre-
ak point in the first set, as
Marcos pulled ahead 5-1 in
the tie-break before the stor-
my weather arrived. Play was
suspended for three hours
and Marcos was a dominant
force when the match re-
sumed, taking the opening set

and not dropping a game in
the second.

It was Marcos’ 10th match
win in Washington, where
he’s making his fifth appea-
rance. A finalist there in 2010,
the ATP World Tour 500 event
is one of his favourite events.

He will next face American
Ryan Harrison in the second
round. Harrison is coming off
a runner-up finish in Atlanta,
but Marcos leads their head-
to-head 2-1. He most recent-
ly prevailed in four sets at last
year’s US Open.
