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With the way the current
electoral system
works, the only choice

really available at this general
election is between a Labour
or a Tory led government,
whether we like it or not. 

A lot of people may think
that there is not really that
much of a difference between
the two and that there is real-
ly not much point in voting.
However, no matter how
disappointed many of us are
with the Labour party, it would
be irresponsible and self-
indulgent not to see the
difference between a Tory
government that will continue
and intensify the attacks on
the poor, sick and disabled
and a Labour government that
will at least try to address so-
me of the problems and
inequalities in our society. 

As mentioned in the title of
this article, I will today be
voting for Labour and some of
the reasons for doing so are
the following:

● Ed Miliband has shown le-
adership and courage in
moving the Labour party away
from the ‘New’ Labour party
of Tony Blair and in taking on
the establishment in the form
of big business (the energy
companies, city tax dodgers,
non-doms, etc.) and the
newspaper barons.

● Labour has promised to
stop the privatisation of the
National Health Service by
repealing the 2012 Health and
Social Care Act brought in by
the Tories which opens it up
to corporate interests and to
invest in more doctors, nurses
and social care workers.

● It has recognised that the-
re is a severe housing crisis
which is exacerbated by the
free market and promised to
build at least 200,000 houses
each year, abolish stamp
duty for first time buyers (up
to £300,000), put a cap on
rent increases in the private
sector, scrap letting agents
fees on tenants and reduce
empty homes. This by no me-
ans is enough to tackle the
problem but the Tories resist
any control on rents and have
resorted to old Thatcherite po-
licies like selling off Housing
Association houses at huge
discounts and a cost to the
public in an effort to bribe pe-
ople for their votes and in the
process make a bad situation

worse.
● It has promised to abolish

the bedroom tax introduced
by the Tories which represents
a vindictive and despicable
attack on hundreds of
thousands of the poor and
their families which even Theo
Paphitis criticised as at best
being unworkable and not
saving any money.

● It will not push through
like the Tories plan to, 500
more ‘free’
schools which
in essence
are run by
millionaires,
religious fana-
tics or busi-
ness corporations at the tax-
payers’ expense. It promises
more hours of free childcare
and guaranteed breakfast and
after school clubs and a cut in
tuition fees.

● It promises to introduce a
fairer taxation system by
closing some of the tax loop
holes used by the rich to avoid
paying their fair share of
tax (if any!), such as the non-
domicile rule where rich
people may actually live in
the UK but not actually pay
any tax on their worldwide ear-
nings, etc. It will reintroduce
the top rate of tax of 50% for
people earning over £150,000
which the Tories have cut to
45%. This highlights perfectly
the difference in the two
parties’ approaches; at a
time of a severe cost of living
crisis, the Tories are cutting
the taxes for the rich, including
inheritance taxes and at the
same time cutting benefits
from the unemployed, sick
and disabled; or to put it
another way, literally taking
money from the poor and
giving it to the rich!

● It will afford some pro-
tection to working people at
the work place, something the
Tories see as anathema to the

bosses, by: abolishing zero
hours contracts which leaves
employees at the beck and
call of employers without a
steady or secure income;
increasing the minimum
wage to £8: recognising the
role of Trade Unions in prote-
cting workers rights and not
introducing any more anti-
trade union laws as the Tori-
es plan to. 

● I t  has pledged to put
some of Bri-

tain’s railways
back in public
hands and
has acknow-
ledged that
privatisation of

the railways was a disaster.
Whilst not pledging to renatio-
nalise the railways, which I
think they should it is a move
in the right direction. The
party has also promised to cap
rail fare increases.

● Ed Miliband’s stance on
Syria which stopped David
Cameron embroiling Britain in
the Syrian civil war, and his
recent comments that the
West including Britain bear a
responsibil i ty on the dire
situation in Iraq, Libya, etc. are
hopeful signs that under his
leadership Britain will refrain
from entering into illegal and
irresponsible attacks on
independent countries.

What I have set out above
are some of the main areas in
which the two parties differ
and by no means a co-
mprehensive list of their polici-
es. One may well ask can you
trust a Labour government to
deliver what they promise?
There is no doubt that I will
probably be disappointed by a
Miliband government although
definitely less so by another
Cameron/Clegg government. 

I wish that the Labour Party
was more courageous and ra-
dical and if they are elected

we should increase our
campaigning to force them
to adopt more progressive po-
licies in the same way that we
should all demand that they
do more to help solve the
Cyprus problem by putting
pressure on Turkey.

The Labour Party despite
its faults believes in a fairer
society with a more equal
distribution of the wealth of the
country whilst the Conserva-
tive Party remains the party of
privilege and snobbery and
the party of the capitalists
which does not believe in
‘such a thing as society’. The
Tory Party has attacked
the most vulnerable in our
society and demonised the
unemployed, the poor and the
immigrants and deliberately
inflames tensions in our
society by setting sections of
society against each other
whilst perpetuating the propa-
ganda that the crisis was
caused by public spending;
and they promise worse of the
same!

The Conservative Party
don’t believe in the NHS
because they have their own
private medical centres, they
don’t believe in state and free
education because they have
their private and privileged
schools, they don’t believe in
public housing because they
already have their mansions,
they don’t believe in workers’
rights because they want mo-
re profits for them…...

Why I’m voting for Labour today

Tory parliamentary candi-
date for Enfield North,
Nick de Bois (right), has

admitted that the Prime
Minister, David Cameron, has
“utterly let down the consti-
tuents” of Enfield following
the closure of Chase Farm
Hospital’s Accident and
Emergency department and
maternity unit.

Speaking during a pre-
election hustings last week on
BBC Radio Five Live’s Break-
fast Show, Mr de Bois was
asked about the Tories’
decision to shut the frontline
services at Chase Farm in
2013 – despite the explicit
promises he and Mr Cameron
made before the last election,
back in 2010, to keep the A&E
and maternity services open.

“Then along comes my
party leader and he said “
(the downgrade of the hospi-
tal) won’t happen”, and of
course that utterly let down the
constituents”, Mr de Bois said.

His statement is a really
significant intervention, as it
reaffirms the damage that has
been done to Enfield’s local
health services under the
Tories since 2010. 

Joan Ryan, Labour candi-
date for Enfield North, said:
“The Tory candidate is abso-
lutely right. David Cameron
completely let down Enfield
over Chase Farm Hospital –
so why should the people of
Enfield vote for the Tories
again?

“The Tories lied about their
plans for Chase Farm before
the last election and their
plans for extreme budget cuts
threatens the NHS as we know
it. 

“When I was Enfield North
MP we kept Chase Farm’s
A&E and maternity services
open. If I am elected again, I

will fight to protect Chase
Farm from any more cuts. My
party, Labour – the party that
created our NHS and saved it
after 18 years of Tory neglect
– will save it again. Our com-
mitment to recruit more GPs
and guarantee patients a GP
appointment within 48 hours
will ensure that our NHS has
the time and resources to care
for the residents of Enfield.”

Andy Burnham, Labour’s
Shadow Health Secretary,
said: “Even the Tories are
admitting that David Cameron
let people down when he
broke his promises on the
NHS.

“David Cameron posed with
a picture pledging to save the
A&E at Chase Farm, then
closed it. The promises he
made when it was closed - of
an urgent care centre and
better GP services - have not
been honoured.

“He cannot be trusted on
the NHS. Labour will honour
the promises given to people
in Enfield.

“On David Cameron’s
watch the NHS has descend-
ed in to crisis, with growing
waiting times and staff short-
ages.

“After five years broken
promises, working people
cannot afford five more years
of David Cameron.”

Labour on Tuesday re-
vealed a leaked docu-
ment which lays bare the

full extent of the cash crisis
facing hospitals across
England – who now face
having to make cuts to staff or
beds, or even closing some
services. 

Labour argues that the cash
crisis facing hospitals is a
direct result of Government
decisions to waste £3 billion
on a top-down re-organisation,
strip back community services
like social care and GP servi-
ces and cut nurse training. 

Ed Miliband, Leader of the
Labour Party, said: “Britain
faces a clear choice today:
between a Labour government
that will put working people
first – or a Tory government
that will only ever work for the
privileged few.

“Right now, our NHS is in

grave danger because David
Cameron has broken his
promises on the NHS. He’s
closed hospitals he said he
would keep open, he’s allow-
ed waiting times to rise when
he said he would keep them
low, and he’s wasted £3bln
on a top-down re-organisation
which drives forward privati-
sation that he insisted before
the last election would never
happen.

Greek Cypriot Emilia Papadopoulos
commended at CIRCOM Prix 2015 awards

Greek Cypriot author
Eve Makis, has just
published her fourth

book, The Spice Box Letters, a
story of love and loss that
shines light on little-known
culture, 100 years on from
Armenian genocide.

After her first book Eat, Drink
and Be Married was snapped
up by publishers to fill a gap
in the market for Greek
Cypriot fiction, Eve, who lives
in Nottingham, has penned a
further three novels.

Until now her books have
had a strong focus on a
culture she is familiar with but
for her latest, she set out to
explore a minority communi-
ty living in Cyprus.

As a result, the stirr ing
story of a fractured family
shines l ight on the 1915
Armenian genocide in which
up to 1.5 million people are
believed to have perished.
But Eve never set out to write
about the tragedy.

The mum-of-two explains:
“I had a loose plot for a story.
I decided to explore one of the
minority communities in
Cyprus and decided to make
my characters Armenian – that
was the starting point.

“In order to get to know my
characters I had to research
their history. How had they
come to Cyprus? That’s when
I discovered they’d been
expelled from Eastern Turkey,
and the tragedy of 1915.

“I interviewed the relatives

of survivors, I researched on
the internet, I read around the
subjects, lots of books, not just
history books but books about
Armenian folk law and listened
to Armenian mu-
sic.

“I tried to get a
three dimension-
al picture of the
culture as well
as the history
that just wasn’t
research into
the events of
1915 but reading
around the sub-
ject and the cul-
ture as well.”

The Spice Box
Letters is a tragic yet humor-
ous and romantic tale of a
young woman’s (Katerina)
emotional journey to piece
together her family history
after inheriting her grand-
mother’s (Mariam) spice box
containing letters and a diary

written in Armenian. 
As she pieces together her

family story, Katerina learns
that Mariam’s childhood was
shattered by the Armenian

tragedy of 1915.
Exiled from her

home in Turkey
and separated
from her beloved
brother, Gabriel,
Mariam’s life was
marred by grief
and the loss of
her f irst love.
Dissatisfied and
restless, Katerina
tries to find reso-
lution in her own
life as she com-

pletes Mariam’s story – on a
journey that takes her across
Cyprus and then half a world
away to New York, while the
reader feasts on an historical
tale rich with the aroma of Ar-
menian cuisine, shadowed by
the atrocities of the Armenian

genocide and resurrected by
the endurance of family love. 

Eve, who teaches creative
writ ing part-t ime at the
University of Nottingham, was
partly inspired by her own
experience of losing her uncle
during the 1974 invasion of
Cyprus, unaware of his fate for
decades. Her careful research
into Armenian history has
created a rich, authentic and
illuminating tale. 

The Spice Box Letters is
available online and from all
good book stores, priced
£8.99. 

While Eve promotes her
latest novel, plans are moving
forward for book number
three, Land of the Golden
Apple, to be turned into a
feature film.

It will be shown in cinemas
in Greece but the author
hopes that it will reach the
foreign fi lm circuit so UK
movie-goers can see it.

“It’s being filmed in July. I
wanted it in English but it has
been translated into Greek.
We did um and ah whether it
should be in English or Greek
but for authenticity’s sake it
had to be in Greek.

“There are some very well
known Greek and Cypriot
actors,” she added.

Eve’s first book Eat, Drink
and be Married was published
in five languages and award-
ed the Young Booksellers
International Book of the Year
Award.

Millions of households
face soaring insurance
premiums as their

homes are sucked into post-
code blackspots – created by
a new flood map highlighting
properties at peril.

The key feature of the new
map unveiled by the Environ-
ment Agency is that it will for
the first time, show homes at
risk of surface water flooding,
instead of just from rivers or
the sea. Together with their
own existing information,
insurers will be able to use this
intelligence to reassess a
home’s likelihood of being
flooded and increase pre-
miums for many.

Nearly three million homes
in England alone are in
postcodes deemed in danger
of surface water flooding,
which happens when heavy
rain does not drain properly
and flows over the ground.
Blighted households on the
map are likely to see a rise
in insurance premiums or
excesses – the fee you pay
before an insurer intervenes
to cover remaining costs.
However, some properties
previously considered at risk
because of their postcode
may now also be taken out of
that bracket and their
premiums could fall.

Graeme Trudgill, head of
corporate affairs at the British
Insurance Brokers’ Associa-
tion and a former insurance
broker himself, says: ‘A new
surface water map from the
Environment Agency wil l
provide a lot more information
and could alter a home-
owner’s risk profile.’ 

Simple prevention mea-
sures are better than a cure
should floods or storms hit.
Such action could be as
simple as taking all valuable
items upstairs when a storm
is forecast. Homeowners are
only likely to have minutes to
react when flooding starts. 

Martyn Foulds, senior
claims manager for Halifax
Home Insurance, says: ‘A lot
of the concern before the
tidal surge last week was for
Great Yarmouth but for our
company, south of the River
Humber was most badly
affected. The vast majority of
our customers there were only
on an amber alert, not red.
They didn’t have much more
than three or four minutes to
remove valuables before
they were inundated. It ’s
very distressing for people
affected.’

Sandbags can be difficult
to handle and wil l  retain
contaminated water, such as
sewage. Special equipment
can protect a property more
effectively. For example:
Shields can be fitted to doors,
stopping water from seeping

into the home. A Flood shield
barrier starts at £149. Non-
return valves can protect water
and waste water pipes from a
backflow of flood water and
are priced at around £30 to
£50. Anti-flood air bricks allow
air into buildings but not water.

BIBA said a small business
moving to a new location just
next door was quoted a 600
per cent rise in its excess fee
for buildings insurance from
£350 to £2,500 – despite there
being no history of flooding.
The Environment department
recently cited such concerns
as a compelling reason why
the Government and insur-
ance industry need to thrash
out a new deal to make insur-
ance available and affordable
for high-risk households. It
said: ‘Both public authorities
such as the Environment
Agency and private compa-
nies servicing the insurance
sector have developed increa-
singly sophisticated flood risk
models and maps. Insurers
are already starting to set
premium prices more reflective
of flood risk.’

Previously a general cross-
subsidy was in place, where
householders in low-risk areas
paid a litt le more on their
cheaper policies to bring down
the high premiums paid by
people in areas deemed more
likely to flood. A deal to main-
tain a cross-subsidy is being
debated by the Government.
Known as ‘Flood Re’ – ‘re’
standing for reinsurance – it
will add an extra £10.50 to
everyone’s premiums by 2015,
even those who have never
had any claims or flooding.
This money will go into a fund
to help insure homes most at
risk.

Meanwhile those living in
flood-prone properties will see
their insurance bills capped.
Homes in Council Tax bands
A and B will pay no more than
£210 a year to cover their
homes for flooding, rising to
£540 a year in Band G. Small
business owners employing
up to 49 people and homes
in Council Tax band H, of
which there are more than
130,000 in England, will not
be covered, nor will homes
built since 2009 to avoid
promoting housebuilding in
flood prone areas.

A committee scrutinising
Flood Re is due to report back
by Tuesday this week. But any
changes are unlikely to be
implemented before summer
2015, during which time pre-
miums could simply become
unaffordable for a significant
minority of people.

Though rare, it is possible,
and has become a popular
contest promotion for many
golf courses. With contests like
these, promoters need to be
prepared to give out prizes,
even if it does seem unlikely
that they will ever need to.

Costas Yennaris

EROGLU is the continuation of
Denktash’s perceptions which
rely on lies, distortions and
myths. Unfortunately Turkey for
its own reasons, sustained this
state of affairs for decades.
This has been the main reason
a solution to the benefit of all
Cypriots was prevented over
the years. This time, there is a
real chance to revive hope for
this island and its people. The
Turkish Cypriots are asked to
elect a leader who is willing to
bargain hard but resolute to
bring about a solution. And this
is Mustafa Akinci. This is a
chance for the Turkish Cypriots
to send a loud message to
Turkey, the Greek Cypriots and
the world that they desperate-
ly wish for a solution for the
benefit of all the genuine
children of this land. They must
not be fooled by black propa-
ganda exercises. They must
not be carried away by what-
ever is negative in this process
and insist on following on what
by definition is positive. We all
owe it to our children to secure
a much better future.”

As EURONEWS always
says, ‘NO COMMENT’, this
statement speaks for itself;
Costas’ knowledge of the
situation is second to none
and I respect his views, always
have and always will. Hope-
fully his words come true.

39 Years Ago

39 years ago this week, I
gave birth to my first child,
Kristina, at the North Middle-

sex Hospital’s brand new, in
those days, maternity wing. I
was 22-years-old and had
absolutely no idea what I was
doing. 

I had spent two years of my
married life (I got married in
1974) fighting the cause for a
free Cyprus, after being drawn
into the conflict on honey-
moon. For two years I worked
with a Cypriot newspaper
‘Eleftheri Kypros’ listing the
dead and the missing. No
newlywed and then pregnant
woman should go through
this, let alone try and fight a
system that does not listen
and still does not listen. 

I spent two years going
around all the factories trying
to get clothes for the refugees
of Cyprus and finding them
homes to live in. It was 24/7
work with no thanks, not that
I wanted thanks, but to this day
I have never come across any
of the people we helped or
have spoken to anyone who
admits that they were helped
by the British Cypriots when
they arrived - I find this strange.
What happened to these peo-
ple? Did they feel ashamed of
being helped? 

It seems to me just yester-
day that my waters broke on
the 1st April, only to be a false
alarm and my big brother
thought it would be funny to
let everyone know I had twins,
which I didn’t of course. Over
one month later, 5th May 1976,
my daughter was finally born
and although she took over 18
hours to arrive, she was and
still is perfect. She was around
10 weeks old when I put her
into her pram and pushed her
on a march outside the Turk-
ish Embassy and onto Trafal-
gar Square - I can’t see many
mothers doing this today. 

On the day this newspaper
is published, Thursday, the
British public would have
voted and probably a Labour
prime minister will take over
No.10, just as it was 39 years
ago when they allowed the
Turkish troops to go into
Cyprus and not only allowed
them to go in, HELPED them

go in. This is not just hearsay,
this is the truth; as I waited at
Akrotiri for a flight out of the
country, I saw the Brit ish
planes taking off with bombs
and arriving back on base
without bombs, tell me till you
are blue in the face that the
British were not behind the
Turkish invasion and I will not
listen to you because I was
there and saw it with my own
eyes. Saying that, my father
voted Labour and I have
always also been a Labour
supporter, even after they did
so much damage to us as
Cypriots, I would argue that a
Conservative government in
power in 1974 would have
done exactly the same thing,
so what is the difference in
either party I ask myself,
nothing, is my answer to
myself, but I would still want a
socially conscious party in
power as I am a humanitarian
and will always be one.

39 years ago, 1976, seems
like yesterday as the powerful
feelings of becoming a moth-
er, of f ighting a cause, of
setting up organisations to do
this or that in the name of our
Cypriot brothers, the painful
negotiations with councils, the
pleading, the hours I left my
baby with my mother because
I received a late call out to a
distressed family newly arrived
from Cyprus and lost both

mentally and physically. Hun-
dreds of people stepped up to
help yet no-one has stepped
up to recognise them. In 1976
the community was a different
animal, more passionate,
more ambitious and kinder to
one another and I miss those
times, not of the conflicts but
of the togetherness. We
helped one another and I don’t
see that anymore unless there
is something in it for the third
party. 

My daughter turning
39 years old this week has
stirred such memories of those
times that I am genuinely sad,
friends were true friends,
Cypriots were truly united and
our community a precious
mountain to be defended at
all times. 

BUT there is light at the end
of the tunnel as I have realised
that there are some that are
still kind and good and giving
and this is because there have
been certain individuals and
companies that have given us
money to buy tickets for the
elderly to see the theatre of
Georgos ZENIOS and Co so
not all is lost, our sense of
community is still there, under
the surface and I’m so glad for
it.

Firth is mean and moody as
the solitary figure still mourn-
ing for Ruth’s death who died
in the concluding episode of
the series while Gabel makes
a charismatic vi l lain and
appears to be more trust-
worthy than some of Harry’s
ex colleagues. 

An entertaining thriller with
many twists and turns that will
keep you guessing till the end! 

Futuro Beach

This intriguing and cleverly
constructed film is assuredly
directed by Karim Ainouz. 

The action begins in Brazil
at the beautiful but treach-
erous Futuro Beach, where
Donato (Wagner Moura) works
as a life guard. One day Do-
nato dives into the rough sea
and saves Konrad (Clemens
Schick), a German tourist from
drowning but fai ls to f ind
Konrad’s friend. Soon after Do-
nato and Konrad begin a sex-
ual relationship and it is not too
long before Donato decides to
leave everything behind and
follows Konrad to Berlin... 

It is a strong, sensual film
excellently performed while the
unpredictable action moves
effortlessly from Brazil to
Germany in an intriguing and
satisfying manner.

Phoenix

The winning partnership
between director Christian
Petzold and leading actress
Nina Hoss that started with

“Yella” and “Barbara” conti-
nues with another compelling
piece of filmmaking. 

The time is 1945 and Nelly
(Hoss), an Auschwitz survivor
returns to her home town
Berlin. Her face is badly
disfigured and needs surgery,
so soon after, with a totally new
appearance, begins to search
for her German husband who
believes that she died in the
Holocaust... 

It is a compelling film super-
bly acted by Hoss and Ronald
Zerfeld as the husband who
may have betrayed his Jewish
wife to the authorities. It is a
subtle, sensitive film that will
keep you hooked till the end.

Big Game

The action of this enjoyable
thriller takes place in the moun-
tainous countryside of Finland
and follows the adventures
of a 13-year-old boy (Omni
Tommila) after he is left all
alone in the wilderness as
part of a traditional initiation.
During the night he witnesses
a plane crash and discovers
that the man he finds in the
escape pod is the President of
the United States (Samuel L.
Jackson)... 

It is a fun premise that works
thanks to a winning chemistry
between its two protagonists.
The direction is efficient but
lacks pace especially in the
beginning.

Girlhood

Celine Sciamma delivers
another remarkable film about
female teenagers following
“Water Lilies” and “Tomboy”.
Marinne (Karidja Toure) is a
confused young teenager
struggling at school and at
home especially with her
bullying brother. But she soon
starts a new life when she
meets a group of 3 free spirit-
ed girls... 

Toure delivers an assured
performance under Sciamma’s
sensitive direction. Visually the
film is striking and is very much
worth seeing.

The Canal

Film archivist David (Rupert
Evans) moves with his wife and
small son into a new home
only to discover through news-

reel material that it was the
setting of a brutal murder in
1922.  He becomes haunted
with this idea and things get
worse when he begins to sus-
pect that his wife Alice (Hanna
Hoekstra) is having an affair...

An intense supernatural
thriller confidently directed by
Ivan Kavanagh. The acting is
very believable particularly
from Evans as the man on the
brink of insanity in his quest to
unearth the truth behind the
curious happenings.

Wyrmwood: 

Road Of The Dead

The zombie genre gets a
new lease of l i fe with this
enjoyable movie which takes
place in the Australian bush.
Barry and his family find them-
selves in the middle of a zom-
bie apocalypse while his sis-
ter Brooke is kidnapped by a
psychotic doctor and his team
of gas-mask wearing soldiers... 

It is inventive and fun with
many hysterically funny set
pieces and the idea of using
zombie blood instead of petrol
is a scream.

HONEYTRAP: Rebecca
Johnson makes a remarkable
feature film debut with this
engaging teen drama inspired
by true events. Trinidad born
15-year-old Leyla arrives in
Brixton for a new life with her
mother and is head over heels
when Troy an attractive rapper
appears to be enamoured with
her. But her joy soon turns
sour when Troy dumps her...
Jessica Sula is terrific as the
vulnerable heroine who finds
herself involved with the wrong
crowd while Lucien Laviscount
is suitably seductive as her
dangerous lover.

ROSEWATER: Jon Stew-
art’s directorial debut tells the
true story of London-based
Iranian Canadian journalist
Maziar Bahari (Gael Garcia
Bernal), who was detained and
brutally tortured in Iran while
trying to cover the presidential
elections in 2009. A powerful
story that needs to be told but
curiously the film lacks tension
and leaves one unmoved
despite all good intentions. 

STILL: Writer/director Simon
Blake makes an impressive

debut feature with this beauti-
fully understated drama about
a photographer (Aidan Gillen)
still grieving for his teenage
son’s recent death. But he may
be able to exorcise his demons
when he decides to confront
the teenage gang that terror-
ises the neighbourhood. Gillen
is excellent as the fragile man
and so is Amanda Mealing as
his ex wife.

SAMBA: Omar Sy is brilliant
as the eponymous hero, a
Senegalese man who after
living in Paris for ten years he
gets arrested for being illegal...
The makers of “Intouchables”
deliver another engaging film
with first class performances. 

UNFRIENDED: The entire
action of this cyber horror
takes place on a computer
screen where a group of
friends are being terrorised by
a stranger while skyping each
other. It is a good idea which
works - it practically cost a
miniscule budget but let’s
hope it doesn’t encourage a
lot of imitators.

MONSTERS DARK CONTI-
NENT: This is a disappointing
follow up to Gareth Edwards’
hugely imaginative “Monsters”.
Tom Green’s film is not exact-
ly a sequel- the only thing that
these films have in common
are the monsters which now
ten years later have spread
worldwide. But the main focus
is on a Detroit group of soldiers
who are sent to the Middle
East for a special mission. It is
well filmed but it is difficult to
care about any of the charac-
ters.

ANTI SOCIAL: Although
Reg Traviss’ gangster thriller
about two contrasting London
brothers treads familiar terri-
tory it gradually improves
towards a satisfying climax.
One brother is an armed
robber, the other a graffiti artist
and inevitably their lives are
interlinked.

A FUNNY KIND OF LOVE
(THE LITTLE DEATH): This
wonderfully funny Australian
comedy follows the lives of
people with taboo sexual
fantasies in a Sydney suburb.
At first these people appear
to be unconnected but as the
action develops their lives are
intertwined. Great fun and very
much worth seeing!

BLACULA THE COM-
PLETE COLLECTION: This
double DVD disc from Eureka
includes BLACULA and its
sequel SCREAM BLACULA
SCREAM made in 1972 and
1973. William Marshall is terri-
fic as the African Prince turned
into a vampire by Dracula
himself back in 1780. Now
two centuries later Blacula is
awaken from his coffin in a
L.A. warehouse and he is
thirsty for blood. Pam Grier
adds class to the sequel as a
voodoo expert whose path
crosses with the elegant
vampire. A wonderful double
bill including a very informa-
tive interview with film critic
and horror film expert Kim
Newman.

While the “ayes” are being cast today in favour of poli-
tical parties my suggestion is once you have com-
pleted your democratic right is to then feast your

eyes on a couple of productions at The National. Everyman
(Olivier) and Light Shining in Buckinghamshire (Lyttelton)
are such a rich mixture of handsome and colourful that you
will almost definitely be awestruck by their visual splendour.

Poet Laureate Carol Ann Duffy is responsible for an
extraordinary interpretation of the 500 year old morality play,
Everyman, a contemporary vision with global resonances
as she homes in on the environment and her implication
that we are responsible for the scarily imminent demise of
the planet unless we change course. Her writing is incisive
and she manages to combine acute observation and com-
ment with a wry nod in the direction of modern vernacular.
She has a willing and able ally in Chiwetel Ejiofor (12 Years
a Slave), who is mightily impressive as Ev, a high achiever
who we first see at his 40th birthday party getting high as a
kite. As his altered state of consciousness kicks in Death
pays him a visit and suddenly he is made to look back at all
his foolhardiness and selfishness and totally re-evaluate his
life.

The theological bent contained in the original is negated
by Duffy but the underlying ethical dilemmas are never far
from the surface. The omnipotent being, aka God, arrives
in the form of an exhausted cleaner, a lovely performance by
Kate Duchene. It is just one of several witty touches in a very
entertaining production, the first to be directed by the
National’s new artistic director Rufus Norris, who chooses to
make this a Technicolor rendition with a sequence of scenes
that blaze bright and cut across the potential heaviness of
a play with a central theme of man against the world.

Having said that when you throw in Javier de Frutos’s
lascivious choreography, which as ever will either make you
scratch your head or captivate, and William Lyons’ wildly
eclectic score you have an evening that is never dull and
mostly enthralling.

The Putney Debates of 1647, when Oliver Cromwell was
in a position to give everyone the vote but bottled it for fear
that England could not cope, is a central part of Carol
Churchill’s Light Shining in Buckinghamshire. It is not only
topical but is so brilliantly played out in Lyndsey Turner’s
production that it makes you yearn for that level of debate
and intellect in our world of sound bites and spin. Even the
most cynical among you would be engrossed by a scene that
is played out on a set overseen by a huge gold mirror which
hovers above. It is a piece of design magic by Es Devlin
(Olympics Closing Ceremony) who uses the rest of the stage
as a mixture of grim trenches and opulent banqueting
tables which when reflected back are akin to scenes from
Bunuel’s The Discreet Charm of the Bourgeoisie. 

Apart from this scene some of the remainder is indulgent
and pretentious as Churchill attempts to make the English
Civil War relevant to a modern audience. In doing so her
1976 script becomes stilted and though it sparks into life
intermittently it lacks the consistency to have real impact
and keep you connected. Nevertheless the impressive
cast, led by Leo Bill’s General Ireton are committed and
convincing. Ashley McGuire gives a very moving portrayal
of Margaret Brotherton, a starving hungry woman who has
to let her baby go.

Helen Chadwick’s songs are a delightful mix of serious
and uplifting, offering insight into the potential of a grass-
roots revolution and provide the play with a heart. Despite
its dramatic undulations it will appeal to all those interested
in our rhapsodic political history and how we reached the
state we are in today. Whenever you get entangled in the lardy
discourse you can always lose yourself in the visuals.

Meanwhile Leveret Mandriou is in search of a manager...
As somebody who has “reffed” a few football matches in

my time I was reaching for my yellow card early on when
Result (Pleasance Theatre) kicked off half an hour late. I
surmised all types of scenarios and it would have been nice
to have been told why. I managed to overcome that niggle
but in truth this play felt like too much of a training session
rather than a match day ready production.

Professional football is a selfish, crazy world. Those who
make it generally have a ball but those who don’t make it
onto the big stage can be unceremoniously dumped. This
serious look at the rituals of the Premier League Academy,
where talented teenagers are put through their paces is
tough stuff. On a set made up of artificial turf the six actors
show off their skills through a series of choreographed se-
quences. It is interesting without ever really hitting the target
as too much of the script is contrived and unconvincing.

A play with potential that at the moment feels like a work
in progress requiring better tactics and a Mourinho to kick
it into shape. Right now the formation is too fragmented to
score with a theatre audience. Extra time beckons.

Lewis and Susan Boyle.

Now she brings her own
exciting show to The Dugdale
Centre in Enfield, for two very
special evenings (12th and
13th May), showcasing her ver-
satility and spectacular talent. 

I caught up with the remark-
able performer to find out what
we can expect…

Elizabeth, when did your
interest in music first begin?

Music has always been
around me, especially with my
dad being in the band. I’ve
loved singing since my nurs-
ery years and always took the
opportunity to perform at fam-
ily occasions. I took piano
lessons at the age of 5, com-
pleted all my grades and I now
also teach.

At college, I did A’ Levels in
Drama, Music, English Litera-
ture and Dance, followed by a
Performing Arts degree at
university. Since then I have
had musical theatre training at
the American Musical Theatre
Academy. 

When did you join Midas
Touch and what do you
enjoy most about being in the
band?

I started in the band when I
was 15. People often ask me if
I’m fed up of it but honestly,
the answer is no! It can be
physically exhausting but I love
it and it’s a privilege when a
couple ask us to share their
special day. Music unifies
everyone.

You have worked alongside
artists such as Mariah Carey,
Emile Sande and Susan
Boyle. Describe the experi-
ence and who stood out for
you as a performer?

I’m a huge Mariah Carey fan
so doing backing vocals for
her during her X Factor per-
formance was a highlight! I
remember feeling so nervous
and yet having to keep myself
together and try to be profes-
sional. I also enjoyed perform-
ing for the Susan Boyle Story,
and at the Brit Awards for Emile
Sande – that was surreal! 

Tell us about your shows
at The Dugdale Centre? What
can people expect on the
night?

I t ’s important that our
community understands that I
won’t be performing the style
of music you’d expect to hear
from me at weddings. It’ll be
mainly musical theatre with

songs from We Will Rock You,
Wicked, Hairspray, Sunset
Boulevard, A Chorus Line, My
Fair Lady, Sister Act, as well as
songs from movies such as
Dreamgirls and a couple of pop
songs. 

My special guest is Patrick
Alan who’s biggest claim to
fame was performing as a

backing dancer in Michael
Jackson’s Moonwalker. Lil’J
who teaches at Pineapple
Studios will be dancing for me.
The nice thing about it is I get
to change my voice and step
into a different character which
isn’t something I get to do
often.

How did the idea for the

show come about?
My drama teacher from col-

lege got in touch with me about
a production she was directing
and suggested I audition for it.
I did, but there wasn’t really a
part for me in the play. I was
then asked to perform Noel
Coward songs, dressed up as
a 1930’s songstress, in the
foyer before the audience went
into the production and whilst
I was a bit weary about doing
it to begin with, I actually real-
ly enjoyed the experience. 

The manager of both the
Mill f ield Theatre and the
Dugdale Centre, who is always
willing to support local talent,
liked what I did and asked
me to do my own show. And
this fantastic opportunity has
come just 3 months before my
wedding! 

Have you written/composed
your own music? 

I have written songs mainly
with my fiancé Simon Chap-
man which have been record-
ed in a studio. I also work
closely with Chaz Dabat; I
co-wrote a song with him with
appeared in The Inbetweeners
movie.

What are your plans for the
future?

Because I like all different
styles of music, I never really
know where I’m going to go
next. If I was offered the oppor-
tunity to get signed as an artist,
I would jump at it, as I would
if I was given the chance to
appear in a West End show!
Saying that, I also love being
a part of Midas Touch and I
would miss my Greek music
too much! If believe that if you
plan too far ahead you narrow
your chances whereas if you
keep your options open, you
don’t get disappointed. 

Finally, do you have a
message for the community?

I would love to see as many
of you at my shows! If you like
musicals, it’s your chance to
see much loved musical the-
atre songs packed into one
production... with the added
bonus of getting to see me act!

I would l ike to take this
opportunity to thank Parikiaki
for all your support, the Dug-
dale Centre for giving me this
amazing opportunity, all those
that have helped organise the
show, especially the director
Greta Jenkins, and last but not
least, my fiancé Simon for
always believing in me.

Woman arrested
on hooliganism

charges in Cyprus
Police in Nicosia have arrest-

ed a 24-year-old woman on sus-
picion of hooliganism after she
reportedly targeted rivals after
Saturday’s football derby be-
tween APOEL and Omonia.

Police are investigating
charges of conspiracy to com-
mit a crime and a misdemeanor,
illegal possession and use of ex-
plosive material, vandalism, ille-
gally throwing dangerous items
and violence at sports grounds
against the woman.

The woman is accused of
playing a hand in two different
incidents after the game in which

she allegedly targeted rivals fans.
The first instance occurred

when the car she was travelling
in pulled up alongside another
car close to the Yiannis
Kranidiotis roundabout. At one
point, according to the 33-year-
old victim, she rolled down the
window and threw a flare into the
man’s passenger seat which ig-
nited. The flare caused damage
to the inside of the car but there
were no injuries.

The same car had been spot-
ted earlier in which people from
the same vehicle had been spot-
ted hurling flares at rival support-
ers.
