meefing with the Declaration of Nicosia

ith the adoption of
Wthe Declaration of
Nicosia the three

leaders of Cyprus, Egypt and
Greece agreed yesterday on
further broadening and
deepening the relations
among their countries in a
series of sectors, including
the economy, trade, tourism
and energy.

The three leaders examined,
on the basis of the Declaration
of Cairo which was adopted
six months ago at a similar
meeting in Egypt, the deepen-
ing of their cooperation in
existing areas of action and
the expansion of the coopera-
tion to other fields, Anasta-
siades said at a joint press
conference with the Egyptian
President and the Greek Prime
Minister.

President Anastasiades
stressed that the Declaration
of Nicosia is a “point of refer-
ence” for the priorities of the
three countries.

He noted that the tripartite
dialogue and cooperation
promotes peace, stability,
security and cooperation in
the Eastern Mediterranean, a
cooperation, he said, that
includes the fields of politics,
economy, trade, tourism and

energy.

Anastasiades said that
the three leaders reaffirmed
their common belief that the
discovery of significant hydro-
carbon reserves can be a cat-
alyst for regional cooperation
and contribute to regional
stability.

The Cyprus issue was part
of the agenda, the President
said, adding that he briefed
the two leaders on the latest
developments in the Cyprus
issue and expressed his will
and determination to work in
cooperation with the new
leader of the Turkish Cypriot
community, hoping for Turkey
to support the process to
achieve a just, viable and func-
tional solution of the Cyprus
problem as soon as possible.

Egypt’s President Abdel Fat-

tah al-Sisi, speaking through
an interpreter, noted that his
country is interested in the
unity of the people of Cyprus,
with all its communities, the
sovereignty, independence
and integrity of the country.

He said that they discussed
new fields of cooperation
including the economy,
energy, trade, tourism and
maritime transport.

“We have agreed to
upgrade the level of coopera-
tion in order for our countries
to become a natural gateway
to the strengthening of coop-
eration between Africa and
Europe,” he said, emphasi-
zing his sincere intention to
promote relations among the
three countries.

Alexis Tsipras, the Greek
Prime Minister that this trila-

teral cooperation is of great
strategic importance as
Greece, Cyprus and Egypt are
pillars of stability and security
in a destabilized region.

He stressed his position for
a just solution of the Cyprus
problem based on the princi-
ples of the UN and underlined
that Greece supports the
efforts for the talks to resume,
adding that he hoped they will
lead to substantial progress.
Tsipras said that Mustafa
Akinci’s election to the lead-
ership of the Turkish Cypriot
community is an interesting
development.

The Greek Prime Minister
welcomed the results of the
tripartite meeting and invited
the leaders of Cyprus and
Egypt to Athens for their third
meeting.

President: Akinci’s election gives hope for reunification

resident of the Repub-
Plic Nicos Anastasiades
has said the election of
Mustafa Akinci to the leader-
ship of the Turkish Cypriot
community creates hope that
peace can return to the
island and Greek Cypriots
and Turkish Cypriots will live
again together in harmony.
Speaking to a group of
children from elementary
schools from Limassol and
visiting Thessaloniki, President
Anastasiades said he is deter-
mined to continue working
hard for a solution to the
Cyprus issue. He also said he
was satisfied with the mes-
sages conveyed by “our friend,
Mustafa Akinci”.
“We have had develop-
ments which create hope that
peace will prevail throughout

the island once again and
Greek Cypriots and Turkish
Cypriots will be able to live
together in peace like they
used to for centuries, he said.

President Anastasiades
expressed the hope that apart
from Greece’s beyond doubt
support in the common effort
of Cypriots for a solution,
Turkey will also contribute
because the occupation
continues due to the presence

of occupation troops on the
island.

“Let us hope that soon we
will be able to say that free-
dom, justice, principles and
values as well as the acqui
communautaire will determine
the fate of the people of this
small country which should not
remain divided and under
privileged”, he remarked.

Akinci won a runoff election
on Sunday in the Turkish occu-

pied north of Cyprus, with over
60.5% of the vote, against
incumbent Dervis Eroglu who
got 39.5%.

President Anastasiades will
be meeting the new Turkish
Cypriot leader on Saturday at
noon, following a telephone
conversation the two had on
Tuesday morning. The venue
is yet to be announced.

Government Spokesman
Nicos Christodoulides ex-
plained this will be a social
meeting, however the Cyprus
problem and the resumption
of the peace talks will be on
the agenda.

UN-led peace talks are
expected to resume in May,
with the top UN Cyprus envoy
arriving on the island next
week to prepare the ground
for the resumption of the talks.

Humanitarian Commissioner
calls for pressure on Turkey
01 Missing persons’ issie

he Greek Cypriot side
Tis not happy with the

work carried out by
the Committee on Missing
Persons (CMP) due to the
Turkish position which
does not allow exhumation
in military zones or access
to Turkish archives, said
Monday Presidential Com-
missioner for Humanitarian
Issues and Overseas Cyp-
riots Photis Photiou.

Speaking after a meeting
with the chairwoman of the
Panhellenic Missing Persons
Committee, Maria Kampourtzi
he said they examined prac-
tical ways to overcome fun-
damental obstacles which
prevent them from ascertain-
ing the fate of their missing
persons.

Photiou also announced
that procedures to exhume
the remains buried at the
Constantinou and Elenis
cemetery in Nicosia will
begin shortly.

The Commissioner said
that “irrespective of our sup-
port to the CMP as it is the
only tool in this procedure,
we are not pleased by the
work and progress of the
committee and this due to
fact that Turkey continually
poses problems and creates
delays”.

He said the international
community must realize that
without Turkey being pres-
sured to grant access to the
so called military zones for ex-
humation work to be carried
out or to give its go ahead to
look for evidence in Turkish
archive, the CMP will never
be able to continue its work
at the desired speed. Turkey
cannot hide the truth by pre-
venting access to the Turkish
army‘s archive and prohibi-
ting exhumation”.

Photiou said he will go to
Athens in the next few days
to coordinate with the Greek
government on the issue at a
diplomatic and political level
and to put pressure on the
EU, the US and the United
Nations to persuade Turkey.

Kalpourtzi said that there is
a political will, adding that “we
must proceed with actions
and see the facts before us
which unfortunately are the
Turkish intransigence and

attitude.”

Speaking at a service at the
cemetery of Constantinou and
Elenis, the Commissioner
also said that scientific proce-
dures to exhume the remains
of those buried at the ceme-
tery will shortly begin.

The aim of this humanitari-
an effort, he added, is to give
every family the identified
remains of their loved ones
enabling the state and fami-
lies to posthumously honour
them. He assured that both
he and the government will
stand by the families in the
difficult days to come.

The list of missing persons
includes 1,508 Greek Cypri-
ots, forty three of whom went
missing between ‘63-'64
when intercommunal violence
broke out in Cyprus.

The list also includes 493
Turkish Cypriots, 229 of
whom are thought to have
been lost during the period
1963-1967.

A total of 264 Turkish
Cypriots have gone missing
during the 1974 Turkish inva-
sion of the island and there
have been some reports that
126 of them were lost in the
areas of Aloa-Maratha-
Sandalari.

So far 435 identifications of
Greek Cypriots were carried
out and 138 of Turkish Cypri-
ots. Approximately 200 cas-
es are on the stage of anthro-
pological or genetic analysis,
100 Greek Cypriot missing
cannot be identified and the
remains of 800 missing per-
sons are still to be located.

In most of the cases (99%)
the families of the missing
persons have given DNA for
the appropriate analysis.

CMP is funded mainly by
the EU. The total budget
including funding from inter-
national donors is around
three million euros annually.

Since Turkish troops inva-
ded and occupied Cyprus’
northern third, the fate of
hundreds of people remains
unknown.

The CMP was established,
upon agreement between the
leaders of the two communi-
ties, with the scope of exhum-
ing, identifying and returning
the remains of missing per-
sons to their relatives.

crucial general election in

the UK. How do you see
the role of the UK Cypriot
community and the broader
organised Greek diaspora in
relation to this election and
how can this affect the way
the Cyprus issue is per-
ceived by British politicians?

It is abundantly clear from
all the polls that this will be
an extremely close election.
Every vote will count, espe-
cially in the battle ground
seats which will determine the
outcome. This makes the UK
Cypriot vote electorally signi-
ficant, certainly in those seats
where there is a large pres-
ence of British Cypriot voters,
but also in other marginal
constituencies where a hand-
ful of votes can make the diffe-
rence to the result. It follows
that the Cypriot vote, however
small, in seats where the
contest is really tight can be
equally decisive. This leverage
must not be squandered.

It is vitally important for
UK Cypriots eligible and regis-
tered to vote to turn out and
cast their votes. The commu-
nity’s strong participation in
the election will illustrate the
fact that UK Cypriots are signi-
ficant players in the electoral
process of this country and
will, by itself, help raise the
profile of the Cyprus issue in
the minds of parliamentary
candidates. There is no doubt
that the election is also a
unigue opportunity to highlight
the injustice which still afflicts
Cyprus with such candidates
and to seek their commitment
to speaking up for a free,
united Cyprus in the British
Parliament after their election.
It is also a chance to repay
those who have supported our
cause with our vote.

The worst possible stance
is to abstain from the electoral
process. In the final analysis,
apathy and abstention are
enemies of democracy; in the
case of a minority community
such as ours, a failure to par-
ticipate would simply reduce
our community’s political
clout and would make us less
important in the eyes of those
who seek to represent us.

It’s just a week before a

The result of the local
elections in the UK last
year, which was described
as a ‘defeat’ for the Greek
Cypriot community, high-
lighted the lack of sufficient
active engagement of mem-
bers of the community with
the British political life. Do
you agree with this analysis,
and if so, how can this
more active engagement be
achieved?

There is no doubt that our
community needs to up its
game when it comes to poli-
tical engagement and patrtici-
pation in the main political
parties of this country. Of
course, there is widespread
alienation from political parties
and politics, in general, and
this affects our community too
because it is, after all, an inte-
gral and mature part of British
society.

This makes it even more
important for organised

community groups, especial-
ly those with British party
affiliations, to make the case
for political engagement, in
particular to our new genera-
tion. Active membership of the
main political parties must be
an important component of
a community strategy to influ-
ence both the development of
policy within such parties but
also, and equally importantly,
internal party selection con-
tests, whether for Council, As-
sembly, UK or European par-
liamentary candidates or other
official positions in party struc-
tures. It is grossly disappoint-
ing that in a constituency like
Edmonton, for example, where
there is a significant Greek
Cypriot presence, and where
a Labour Party parliamentary
selection took place only a few
weeks ago which effectively
determined who will be the
next MP in that area (as this is
a very safe Labour seat), out of
about 290 members eligible
to vote in that selection only
4 appear to have been of
Greek Cypriot origin.
Personally, | would have
preferred constituency-wide
primaries, similar to those held
in the US, in order to select
parliamentary candidates for
the main parties, but even if
these were introduced in the
future, our community will not
carry weight unless it partici-
pates actively in selection
processes. For now, it is vital
that more Cypriots register as
party members so that the
community’s voice can be
heard more loudly and more
often within such parties.
This is not only important in
relation to the cause of
Cyprus; it is also critical in the
context of a more empowered
and influential stakeholder
community in this country.

Are there any signs that
young or older Cypriots are
indeed willing to join the
major British parties as
members? Are you encour-
aged by the appearance of
a younger generation of
British Cypriots that have
entered the political arena
through local councils?

There are notable examples
of British Cypriots joining the
major British parties and seek-
ing office — all such people
ought to be encouraged and
applauded. Several Cypriots

have served as Councillors
and political role models in
areas with large Cypriot com-
munities for decades and such
persons deserve to be recog-
nised and honoured.

Even more important is
the need to see a lot more
younger, new generation

talented men and women of
Cypriot origin becoming mem-
bers of the main parties. The
more such members we have
the better it will be and the
greater the chance of several
of these emerging as poten-
tial candidates for high public
office. My perception is that,
at present, we do not have
enough Cypriots (young or
old) registered as party
members and that is the case
across the board. For this to
happen, there is a need for a
more conscious effort led by
community organisations and
prominent individuals which/
who are already affiliated or
have an affinity with British
political parties.

| have advocated and will
continue to call for the creation
of a focused Cypriot/Greek
diaspora co-ordinating lead-
ership body whose mission
it should be to foster and
support worthy and main-
stream community candidates
for political office, irrespective
of party affiliation.

There is some Cypriot
representation in the party
lists for this year’s general
elections. How many Greek/
Cypriot origin candidates
are there? How should UK
Cypriot voters approach
their candidacies?

As far as | am aware, we
have two very capable parlia-
mentary candidates of Greek
Cypriot origin standing for
election on 7th May, both on
behalf of the Labour Party:
Suzy Stride in Harlow and

Cllr Bambos Charalambous
in Enfield Southgate. Both are
clearly quite challenging,
though arguably potentially
winnable, seats. Suzy is stand-
ing in a constituency with very
few Cypriot electors, whereas
Bambos is a candidate in a
seat probably with the highest

concentration of registered
Cypriot voters in the country.
He is standing against David
Burrowes of the Conservative
Party, an acknowledged and
respected friend of Cyprus
and the Cypriot community,
which presents a dilemma for
Cypriot electors, especially
those without a strong party
affiliation.

What is obvious is that
both the incumbent MP and
Bambos, if elected, would
be excellent advocates for
the Cypriot cause and for the
community in the House of
Commons. So what are
Cypriot electors to do in these
circumstances? | cannot
speak for the Federation in
relation to this particular case
and each elector must be
free to act according to his
or her conscience and politi-
cal orientation but, | stress,
speaking purely in a personal
capacity, there is no question,
in my opinion, that, at a time
when our community has no
representation at all in the
House of Commons and is
craving a voice at Westmin-
ster, our collective priority
should be to elect a credible
Cypriot candidate as an MP;
this would be a strategic win
for British Cypriots. And where
else would it be more appro-
priate for our community, at
this time, to achieve this than
in the seat with the largest
Cypriot electorate in the coun-
try? | appreciate that it may be
easier for me, as a long-stand-
ing Labour Party member,
to say this though, in this con-

text, | am trying to view this op-
portunity from the perspective
of an ordinary and broadly un-
aligned British Cypriot voter.
At any rate, no such dilem-
ma exists in Harlow where
Suzy has the chance to be the
first woman MP of Cypriot
origin. Although that is not a
constituency in which the
Cypriot vote is likely to have a
material effect on the outcome,
our community can play a
pivotal role through practical
support for Suzy, especially in
the last two critical weeks
of campaigning when many
undecided voters will be
making up their minds about
how to vote. Such support can
include canvassing voters on
the doorstep, leafleting, parti-
cipating in ‘phone banks’ or
reaching out to postal voters,
as well as helping to get the
vote out on election day. | take
this opportunity to applaud the
work that has already been
done by many members of our
community, above party poli-
tics, to support Suzy’s candi-
dacy morally and materially.

How about the number of
candidate MPs, other than
Greek/Cypriot, that support
the Cypriot cause?

Speaking in the light of my
experience of the last 8 years
at the helm of the National
Federation of Cypriots in the
UK, | can safely say that our
political influence in this
country and our ability to
apply pressure on the British
Government in relation to
Cyprus and other issues of
concern to our community are
undoubtedly tied to our friends
in Parliament and the way
we engage with them. So,
although my colleagues and
| on the Secretariat of the
Federation cannot dictate to
anyone how to vote and that
decision is, ultimately, down
to each individual elector, we
can, nevertheless, cogently
express the position that the
cause of Cyprus, which is
close to every UK Cypriot’'s
heart, will be better served if
as many of our known and
tested friends in the House of
Commons are returned on the
7th of May. The same goes for
those candidates from all

How can British Cypriots
support these candidate
MPs?

Obviously by giving their
votes to such candidates.
Additionally, of course, British
Cypriots can show their appre-
ciation to friendly candidates
by joining forces with their
campaign teams on the
ground and by lending practi-
cal support through door and
phone canvassing, leafleting,
envelope stuffing, targeted
voter ID, getting the vote
out on election day etc. The
outcome of parliamentary
elections in individual consti-
tuencies is invariably affected
by the national swing but there
is no question that the effec-
tiveness of the campaign on
the ground can also make a
huge difference to the final
result, especially in closely
fought contests.

Federation’s strategic goals.

The Federation cannot be
effective unless it remains a
non-party political organisa-
tion. At the same time, the
Federation’s member organi-
sations are best placed to
extract maximum value from
their own party political affilia-
tions and close relationships
in a way that confers an
advantage on the Federation’s
collective actions. By and
large, this formula has worked
well for more than 40 years. It
is not, nor should it be, the role
of the Federation, as an insti-
tution, to support a particular
political party or particular can-
didates, purely along partisan
lines, and siren voices which
might suggest otherwise must
be resisted at all costs. Such a
course of action would under-
mine the Federation’s non-
partisan leadership role and,
ultimately, lead to its demise.

Death of Alexander

In 334 BC, with an army
of 32,000 infantry and
5,100 cavalry, Alexander
of Macedon crossed over
to Asia Minor to start his
conquest of the Persian

Empire.

By 327 BC, he had
achieved his and his father's
ambition and conquered
King Darius Il and his
empire.

Alexander now set his
sights on India and beyond.

India and mutiny

In 327 BC, with the
Persian Empire firmly under
his control and newly married
to the Bactrian noblewoman
Roxana, Alexander turned
his attention to India. Having
heard of the exploits of the
great Macedonian general, the
Indian King Omphis of Taxila
submitted to his authority
without a fight, but the Aspasioi
and Assakenoi tribes strongly
resisted. In battles throughout
327 BC and into 326 BC,
Alexander subdued these
tribes, finally meeting King
Porus of Paurava at the Battle
of the Hydaspes River in 326
BC. Porus charged Alexander’s
forces with elephants and
fought so bravely with his
troops that, after defeating
Porus, Alexander installed
him as ruler of a larger region
than he had previously held.
Alexander’s horse Bucephalus
was killed in this battle, and
Alexander named one of the
two cities he founded after the

battle Bucephala after him.
Alexander intended to
march on and cross the

River Ganges toward further
conquests, but his troops, worn
out by the hard-fought battle
with Porus (in which, according
to Arrian, Alexander lost 1000
men), mutinied and refused
to go further. Alexander tried
to persuade his men to press
on but, failing to win them
over, finally assented to their
wishes. He split his army in
two, sending half back to Susa
by sea under the command of
Admiral Nearchus through the
Persian Gulf, and marching
the other half on through
the Gedrosian Desert. His
reasoning behind this decision
is still unclear and debated by
historians. Even though he
had abandoned his conquest
of India, he still paused on his
march to subdue those hostile
tribes he encountered along
the way. The harsh terrain of
the desert, and the military
engagements, took a great

toll on his troops, and by the
time they reached Susa in 324
BC, Alexander had sustained
considerable losses.

Upon his return he found
that many of the satraps he
had entrusted with rule had
abused their power and so
executed them as well as those
who had vandalised the tomb
of Cyrus the Great at the old
capital city of Pasargadae. He
ordered the ancient capital and
tomb to be restored and took
other measures to ingratiate
and integrate his army with
the people of the region and
merge the cultures of Persia
and Macedonia.
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fever, though some reports
suggest he may have been
poisoned. Historians' accounts
of Alexander's response to this
event universally agree that
his grief was insupportable.
Plutarch claims that Alexander
slaughtered the Cossaeans
of a neighbouring town as

a sacrifice to his friend,
and Arrian writes that he
had Hephaestion's doctor

executed for failing to cure
him. The manes and tails of
the horses were cut as a sign
of mourning, and Alexander
refused to promote another
to Hephaestion's position as
commander of the cavalry.
He abstained from food and

Plutarch and Arrian,
however, claim he passed his
reign to Perdiccas, the friend
of Hephaistion with whom
Alexander had carried their
friend's body to his funeral in
Babylon. Perdiccas was also
Alexander's friend as well
as his bodyguard and fellow
cavalryman, and it would make
sense, considering Alexander's
habit of rewarding those he
was close to with favours, that
he would choose Perdiccas
over others. However that
may be, following Alexander's
death, the generals ignored
his wishes and Perdiccas was
assassinated in 321 BC.

#
o

Alexander held a mass
marriage service at Susa in
which he married members
of his senior staff to Persian
noblewomen. Many of his
troops objected to this cultural
merger  and increasingly
criticised his adoption of
Persian dress and manners,
which he had affected since 329
BC. They further objected to
the promotion of Persians over
Macedonians in the army and
to Alexander's order merging
Persian and Macedonian
units. Alexander responded
by appointing Persians to
prominent positions in the
army and awarded traditional
Macedonian titles and honours
to Persian units. His troops
backed down and submitted to
Alexander's wishes, and in a
gesture of good will, he returned
the titles to the Macedonians
and ordered a great communal
feast at which he dined and
drank with the army. He had
already dropped the custom of
proskynesis in deference to his
men but continued to comport
himself as a Persian, rather
than Macedonian, king.

At about this time, in
324 BC, his lifelong friend
and second-in-command,
Hephaestion, died from a

drink and declared a period
of mourning throughout his
empire and funeral rites usually
reserved for a king.

lexander’s death

Upon his recovery
from Hephaestion's death,
Alexander returned to plans
for expanding his empire but
would never realize them. He
died in Babylon at the age of
32 on 10 or 11 June 323 BC
after suffering ten days of high
fever. Theories concerning his
cause of death have ranged
from poisoning to malaria to
meningitis to bacterial infection
from drinking contaminated
water (among others). Plutarch
says that, 14 days before his
death, Alexander entertained
his fleet admiral Nearcus and
his friend Medius of Larissa
with a long bout of drinking,
after which he fell into a fever
from which he never recovered.

When he was asked who
should succeed him, Alexander
said, “The strongest”, which
answer led to his empire being
divided between four of his
generals: Cassander, Ptolemy,
Antigonus, and  Seleucus
(known as The Diadochi or
‘successors').

The Diadochi

His longtime comrade,
Cassander, would order the
execution of Alexander’s wife
Roxana, Alexander’s son by
her, and Alexander’s mother
Olympias to consolidate his
power as the new King of
Macedonia (a title he would
later lose to Antigonus and his
heirs).

Ptolemy stole Alexander's
corpse as it was en route to
Macedon and spirited it away
to Egypt in hope of securing
the prophecy that the land
in which it was laid to rest
would be prosperous and
unconquerable. He would
found the Ptolemaic Dynasty
in Egypt which would last until
31 BC, ending with the death of

his descendant Cleopatra VII.

Seleucus founded the
Seleucid Empire, comprising
Mesopotamia, Anatolia, and
parts of India, and would be the
last remaining of the Diadochi
after the incessant 40 years of
war between them and their
heirs. He came to be known

as Seleucid | Nicator (the
unconquered).

None of his generals
possessed Alexander’s
intelligence, understanding,

or military genius but would

found dynasties, which,
with exceptions, ruled their
respective regions until the
coming of Rome.

Their influence over the
regions they controlled created
what historians refer to as The
Hellenistic Period in which
Greek thought and culture
became entwined with that of
the indigenous populace.

According to Diodorus
Siculus, one of the stipulations
of Alexander's will was the
creation of a unified empire
between former enemies.
People of the Near East were
to be encouraged to marry with
those of Europe and those of
Europe to do likewise; in so
doing, a new culture would be
embraced by all. Although the
Diodachi failed in the peaceful
fulfillment of his wishes,
through the Hellenization of
their empires they contributed
to Alexander's dream of a
cultural unity; even if such unity
could never be fully realisec

'He was a man like no
other man has ever been'

So Arrian sums up the
career of Alexander the Great,
who in twelve years that
changed the world led his army
in conquest of a vast empire,
and died in Babylon at the age
of 32 with further ambitions
unfulfilled.

Arrian (c. 86-161 AD), a
Greek man of letters who had
experience of military command
and of the highest political
office in both Rome and Athens,
set out to write the definitive
account of Alexander's life
and campaigns, published
as the Anabasis and its later
companion piece the Indica .
His work is now our prime and
most detailed extant source for
the history of Alexander, and it
is a dramatic story, fast-moving
like its main subject, and told
with great narrative skill. Arrian
admired Alexander and was
fascinated by him, but was also
alive to his faults: he presents
a compelling account of an

exceptional leader, brilliant,
ruthless, passionate, and
complex.
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Who are the richest Cypriots in the UK?

he collective wealth of
TBritain’s richest people
has more than doubled
in the last 10 years, according
to the Sunday times Rich List
compiled by Philip Beresford.
This year’s list found the
wealthiest 1,000 individuals
and families now have a
combined fortune of just over
£547bn — or £547m each on
average.

The figure has more than
doubled since a total of just
under £250bn was recorded
in 2005, despite the world
economy being gripped by a
punishing recession over
much of the last decade.

The list, published on
Sunday 26 April, includes
117 billionaires — up from 104
last year. And 80 of these are
based in London — giving the
capital more sterling billion-
aires than any other city in the
world.

London-based Ukrainian
businessman Len Blavatnik,
whose empire includes the
Warner Music Group, came
top of the list thanks to his
estimated fortune of £13.17bn.
He rose from fourth to first
after his wealth rose by more
than £3bn.

The list charts wealth inclu-
ding land, property, assets or
significant shares but excludes
bank accounts.

The richest Cypriot in the list

is EasyJet founder Sir Stelios
Haji -loannou at number 36
with a value of £2.76 billion.
His family have a stake worth
2.38 billion in Easyjet. They
received £94 million when their
shipping company Stelmar
was sold. Easy Group dona-
ted £1.6million to the Stelios
Foundation in the past year. It
funds scholarships at the
London School of Economics

and elsewhere. He also has a
charity food from the heart
provides poverty relief in
Greece and Cyprus.

Second richest, at number
65, is Cypriot property entre-
preneur Chris Lazaris from
Dora in Cyprus who has a blue
chip London based property
operation with a fortune of
£1.45 billion.

Third is Alki David at 80,
valued at £1.25 billion. He was
born in Nigeria to Cypriot
parents and splits his time
between homes in the UK and
Los Angeles. David, who has
appeared as heavies and the
like in films or TV series in
Britain, runs FilmOn, a patent-
ed live-streaming internet
business, allowing access to
live HDTV streaming via PCs,
televisions and cell phones, in
which he had a controlling
80% stake. David is a mem-
ber of the prominent Cypriot
Leventis family. His late father,
Andrew A David, was the man-

aging director of the Leventis-
David group, a family business
which owns bottling plants for
Coca-Cola in 28 countries.
Fourth richest is 49-year-old
John Christodoulou at 93rd
position with a value of £1.1
billion. Nicosia-born Christo-
doulou, who came to the UK
after the Turkish invasion of
northern Cyprus, bought his
first property in 1964. Assets

at his London-based Yianis
Holdings rose to £291.3 mil-
lion in 2013/14 and is the
second largest freeholder in
Canary Wharf which includes
two five star hotels - the
Marriot and the Four Seasons.
He also has 2,000 residential
and commercial freehold units
in Central London. Other inte-
rests include Brazilian land,
New York apartments and
Manchester’s Hilton Tower.
His overseas assets are worth
£600 million.

Former Dragon’s Den star
Theo Paphitis was born in
Limassol, Cyprus, in 1959 and
came here aged six with his
parents. He went to the local
comprehensive in North
London, where they failed to
detect his dyslexia but did let
him run the school tuck shop.
His first job, when he left at 16,
was helping make the tea at a
Lloyd’s insurer. He revived
stricken brands such as
Ryman, the stationer and the

Contessa lingerie chain as well
as La Senza. The latter was
sold in 2004 netting Paphitis
around £100m for his stake.
Theo saw strong trading at
Ryman stationers and Boux
Avenue Lingerie. He also
has commercial properties
all round the UK. He is
worth £280m and is placed at
357.

In position 688 is Stelio

Stefanou. He was born in
Egypt to Cypriot parents and
came to England where he
built up the Accord mainte-
nance which was sold for £180

million in 2007. He runs his
Hertfordshire based Stefanou
Foundation charity and is
valued at £140 million.

At spot 901, with a value
of £105 million, is George
Michael.

Association of Rizokarpasso in Britain AGM

he 41st Annual General
TMeeting (84th GM) of the

Association of Rizokar-
passo, held in the hall of the
Cypriot Community Centre,
Wood Green, was very well
attended, and gave the oppor-
tunity for the members present
to discuss the many challen-
ges faced by Cyprus and the
specific issues regarding
Rizokarpasso, especially in
relation to the plight of
compatriots who have been
enclaved for over 40 years and
denied basic human rights.
Members began the AGM with
one minute silence in remem-
brance, with great sorrow, that
in the past year several mem-
bers of the Association had
passed away.

Maria Karaolis, the Presi-
dent, presented a report of the
Association’s activities since
the last General Meeting.
Members were appalled that
the Headteacher and teacher
of English had been expelled
from Rizokarpasso by the
illegal regime in occupied
Cyprus with no reason given.

There was disappointment that
even though the Association
had written to the British High
Commissioner and the United
States Ambassador in Cyprus,
to the United Nations Peace-
keeping Force in Cyprus, the
British Foreign & Common-
wealth Office and to British
politicians, no progress was
made on the issue and no
explanation provided by the
illegal regime for their action.
Andreas Gavrielides, the Trea-
surer, presented the Financial
Report; Tony Vouros and
Pavlos Pavlou, the Auditors,

presented their report.

The members present said
they would be exercising their
democratic right to vote on
Thursday 7th May General
Election and to tell political
campaigners that they expect
their MP to work on their behalf
for a just and viable solution
for Cyprus. The meeting
finished with all the members
enjoying souvlakia, catching
up on news and discussing
their arrangements for the
Association’s summer trip to
Eastbourne on Sunday 21st
June and to the 40th Anniver-

Mulligan carries the film
beautifully but she tries too
hard to be liked and desired,
whereas Christie’s strong pres-
ence bore much more author-
ity and a kind of childlike inno-
cence. Her obsession with
Frank Troy, the handsome
Sergeant played by Terence
Stamp was totally believable
and their relationship was
sexy and very sensual. In the
remake Tom Sturridge’s Ser-
geant is creepy and is played
as if he is in a bad mood
throughout the film.

Peter Finch brought dignity
to Boldwood, the rich landown-
er, who waits patiently for Bath-
sheba’s heart, while Michael
Sheen is pale by comparison.
Again, here is a decent actor
who tries hard to be liked but
lacks Finch’s quiet authority.

Alan Bates was perfectly cast
as the charismatic, vulnerable
and loyal sheep farmer Gabriel
Oak, while Matthias Schoe-
naerts is encouraged to play
this pivotal role as stern and
solid as his name implies. But
above all is Nicolas Roeg’s
majestic cinematography that
is very much missed in this
only workmanlike remake.

STONEHEARST ASYLUM:

Brand is deter-
mined to expose those dread-
ful bankers that caused the
recent financial crisis and gave
themselves massive bonuses.
Brand is such an eloquent
performer with an amazing
energy which takes you on a
rollercoaster from its very first
scene and doesn't let go till the
final credits.

scene is the most diverse and wonderful anywhere to be found this

was it. The plethora of shows (we can only review a few of
them today) that we have been out covering include a wide range
of innovative and entertaining productions. If only the election
campaign was that eclectic and colourful.

We begin with a theatre company known as 1927. Their show,
Golem (Trafalgar Studios), is a dazzler which will occasionally leave
you awestruck by its technical wizardry, courtesy of animator and
designer Paul Barritt. The irony there being that a fundamental
message of the show is how we have all become obsessed with
consumer capitalism with our reliance, in many cases unknown
addiction to, technology. Writer/director Suzanne Andrade is a real
wit and turns perception on its head. She laughs in the face of
adversity, something she sees as a losing battle, by embracing the
madness through the eyes of a dyssemic soul Robert.

Living in a city with no name he personifies one of the maladroit
“workers” that film director Fritz Lang captured so vividly in
Metropolis. Robert however decides to change his dreary life script
buying himself a “man made of clay who can only obey” which takes
on very interesting connotations. Suddenly the gawky man is
unchained, and while clay man takes care of all things dull and
domestic, Robert begins experimenting and trying to explore his
fantasies. It takes him into some very interesting situations but at
last the man with nerdy round glasses and a shock of red hair is
beginning to live life to the full rather than let it pass him by.

It is a theatrical delight, a very clever and innovative version of a
Jewish myth (in Jewish folklore a golem is an animated anthropo-
morphic being created magically from inanimate materials). Shami-
ra Turner is terrific as Robert, a picture of gawky awkwardness who
becomes disillusioned once more when the upgraded version of his
clay man fails to deliver. A dystopian allegory that will ask questions
of your lifestyle and dependency on all things technical. Alas the
tyranny of technology.

The Millers are a “regular” (tempting fate) Connecticut family.
Eugene O’Neill’s Ah, Wilderness! (Young Vic) is a meandering
coming-of-age comedy exploring how one middle class clan come
to terms with their teenage son, Richard, declaring his independence
on 4 July 1906 and the events that follow. A prequel to O’Neill’s
better known and classic Long Day’s Journey Into Night the playwright
described the play as his “idealised version” of his childhood.

It is very prosaic and director Natalie Abraham chooses to
construct the production around memory, which includes an O’Neill
doppelganger skulking around like a brooding headmaster. This,
combined with the occasional lapse into intellectual longueur creates
the impression it is taking itself far too seriously. Fortunately the
performers don’t. If you can get over the fact the accents are a little
askew, and one in particular that was a cross between a screech
and a squeal - the play would work perfectly well, perhaps better,
without having to feign North American twangs - you will undoubt-
edly be impressed by George MacKay’s portrayal of Richard. A book-
ish adolescent with an uncontrollable libido he is simultaneously odd
and alluring.

Janie Dee beautifully conveys self-controlled intensity coupled
with her natural maternal instincts to smother her child with love
while Dominic Rowan makes the most of his opportunity to steal
the show in a hilarious dinner scene as permanently cut Uncle Sid,
a man for whom love equals alcohol. An interesting theatrical folly
that includes a set designed by Dick Bird made up of mounds of
sand which are both obvious metaphor and occasional impediment.

Meanwhile Sue Rosario enjoys a night of deconstruction...Have
you ever thought of Bizet’s Carmen as a narcissistic rent boy? Me
neither but in Michael Longhurst’s most enjoyable Carmen Disrup-
tion (Almeida Theatre) that and several other parts of the opera are
given a total makeover by writer Simon Stephens. It is transformed
into a sequence of monologues that are in part parable yet also
obsessional rant about our digitalised world. Throw in a set with a
dead bull as its centrepiece and a beginning which involves us
having to find our seats via musicians and a humming diva you
begin to understand the kind of experience that this was.

In among the technological mayhem Bizet burns bright as though
his musical genius is sticking two fingers up at our tweets and texts.
Mezzo soprano Viktoria Vizin is superb, keeping alive the maestros
music despite the enervating impact of the multitudinous emails. By
the end of an evening that twisted this way and that, and verbosity
that sometimes corroded the ability of my brain to absorb any more,
| was completely drained yet utterly captivated. It was as though | was
experiencing theatre from a third dimension.

Finally Victoria Bressou is among friends... The Udderbelly
Festival is back. A Simple Space is made up of seven acrobats
who have a great rapport not unlike a group of mates showing off to
each other. One hour later you will have been massively impressed
by their ability and synchronicity. It also includes a bit of audience
participation not unlike a gymnastic coconut shy and if that isn’t
enough to convince you maybe the thought of rippling torsos and
some inadvertent nakedness might. The final sequence is unadul-
terated joy and a fitting climax to a brilliant show. Welcome back
Udderbelly. Yia sou Londino....believe!

We’ve argued for a recovery
that would benefit the whole
country and people of all
income groups-everything
we’ve said about the minimum

of that. With the Conservatives,
too much of the recovery is
eschewed towards the very
wealthiest. So, | think if peo-
ple care about the kind of
recovery we have, and they
care about the kind of public
services we have then Labour
is the best choice.

Party and the Tories. The
Scottish National Party, Plaid
Cymru (Welsh National
Party) and the Greens
appear to be increasing their
support because they are
saying they don’t want a
recession and they don’t
want cuts either.

It's very easy for parties who
don’t have to take these deci-
sions to say we would like not
to have any cuts. But I'm afraid
the fiscal position in the UK
doesn’t really allow such a
stance. One of our criticisms
of the Conservatives is that
they came to power saying
they would eliminate the deficit
and have failed to do that.
They have borrowed billions
more than they planned.
There’s been more borrowing
in the last five years, then in
the whole of the 13 years of
the Labour government. And
so what that means is the
failure to get rid of the deficit,
because we haven’t had
enough growth. Whoever
comes to power in May is
going to have some tough
decisions to make. That
doesn’t mean we’re signed up
to the same plan as the
Conservatives. We've said we
will get the deficit down and
we want to reach balance in
the current budget as soon as
we can. We will do this in
a fairer way than the
Conservatives, who will intro-
duce levels of public expendi-
ture not seen since the 1930s.
So | don’t think the two big
parties are the same. And |
understand the appeal of
parties who say that we don’t
need any of these cuts, but
they won’t be forming the
government and it’s easy to
say anything if you are not in
that position.

council chief has warned.

Stephen Alambritis, Labour
leader of Merton, blamed
individual voter registration,
introduced for this General
Election, for putting obstacles
in the way of people wanting
to take part in the ballot.

His council has around
1,000 would-be new voters
whose National Insurance
number details do not match
the Department for Work and
Pensions’ NI database, which
is checked before people are
put on the electoral register.

If there is a discrepancy
people are asked to provide
proof of identity such as their
passport.

Some of these problems,
cropping up in boroughs
across London which have
been swamped by a last-
minute rush to register, are
believed to have arisen after
women got married and took
their husband’s surname, so
their details do not match
DWP records.

In other cases, people are
understood to have made
mistakes about their NI
number when filling out regis-
tration forms.

Mr Alambritis said: “There
must be thousands of people
in London who have tried to
register but risk missing out
as a result of this complex
system.

“We do believe it's some
shenanigans to try to disen-
franchise people who would

normally vote for parties other
than the Coalition parties.”
The Conservatives and Lib-

Dems rejected this, saying the
move from the “outdated”
head-of-household system to

individual voter registration
will tackle electoral fraud.
They also said £10million

had been allocated to boost
registration among hard-to-
reach groups such as students.

Merton and other town halls
are urgently contacting indi-
viduals in danger of missing
out on their vote.

The Electoral Commission
urged people to respond
“as quickly as possible” as
boroughs have just days
to finalise their electoral
registers.

But Labour’s Baroness
McDonagh accused the
Commission of having “been
asleep” over the problem:
“It needs to wake up and
guarantee that not one resi-
dent who completed their
forms on time will lose their vote.”

Some people may have
moved but others may not
have got around to replying
and sending a scan of their
passport or other ID docu-
ment to their council, or taking

them in person. Other London
boroughs are facing similar
problems with non-matching
NI numbers. Kingston has
1,146, while hundreds also
risk missing out in Lambeth
and Harrow.

Town halls expect to whittle
down these numbers. But
they have been overwhelmed
by a surge in eleventh-hour
registration applications, with
a staggering 485,000 made
last Monday across the coun-
try, the final day to register to
vote at a polling station.

Channel 4 will shut down
its E4 channel on May 7 in
a bid to encourage young
people to vote.

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nna Vissi was born on December 20th 1957 in Cyprus. Totally

unsuspected for the rock tornado they brought to the world, her

parents, Nestoras and Sofoula Vissi, welcomed their second of three
daughters. They soon noted that thanks to this child, they found themselves
part of their very own “A Star Is Born” when their little Anna asked them to
sign her up for piano and dance lessons at the National Conservatory at the
tender age of six. As expected, at the turbulent age of 13, Anna convinced
them to let her participate in a song contest of the PIK TV Station where she
triumphed. The stubborn and gifted girl performed at piano concerts along
with her talented sister Lia and they both conquered the audience. “First we
take Cyprus, then we take on the world...” they would say, fast forwarding to
the future.

In 1973, the family moved to Greece where Anna arrived as a musical comet.
It didn’t take long for concerts to come along thanks to the cooperation of
the bright stars of the time such as Giorgos Dalaras and Charoula Alexiou.
They surpassed the Athenian music-halls eventually singing at the historic
Rainbow Theatre in London. Anna was now surfing on the new wave and in
1973 she signed her first contract with Minos Records whilst still a high school
student. She immediately stood out with her participation in great albums
including “18 Lianotragouda Tis Pikris Patridas”, quatrains of the Nobel Prize
nominee Giannis Ritsos and set to music by Mikis Theodorakis. In 1977, four
years later after her arrival in Athens, she won first place in the Song Festival
of Thessaloniki with the song titled “As Kanoume Apopse Mia Arxi” written by
the Cypriot Doros Georgiadis and she released her first album. The brunette
girl from Cyprus wore glass slipper of original songs and was now more than
ready to be step up as a princess. And then came the 80s...

Shoulder pads, chevrons, fluffy hair, studs, dayglo and more disco influences
flooded the studios of the Greek music scene. The smokey landscape was
swept by the windstorm called Nikos Karvelas, an eccentric musician, singer,
composer and a personality who took a lead part in Anna’s life, in and out of
the studio. Together they became one of the most explosive couples in Greek
showbiz. In May 1983 in Larnaca they were married by then President, Spiros
Kyprianou. Their daughter Sophia was born later in the same year. In 1992
they were divorced but remained friends and partners for life. With the musical
prodigy of Nikos Karvelas at the helm, Anna was led to other music waters. As
a versatile composer competent with different music styles, he urged Anna be
daring and together they created music hybrids. The chemistry between them,
and their respective perfection, led them to establish their own record label,
CarVi which brought them at odds with EMI finally drawing them professionally
into the arms of CBS, later to become Sony.

Anna Vissi, never afraid of change, proved this throughout the 90s, from
album to album, changing music styles, hair, looks and even record label.
Her performances and shows left their mark on Athenian nights. Tireless as a
performer, songwriter and composer, she decided test herself further. In 1991,
at the Attikon Theatre she launched the rock opera “Daimones”, with music
by Nikos Karvelas, libretto written by Stavros Sideras and additional lyrics by
N. Karvelas. Anna performed a double leading role with Giannis Samsiaris,
Bessy Malfa and John Modinos co-starring, once again making all of Greece
talk about her. Everything around her was changing except one thing - her
fans, who followed her closely, helping send her albums straight to No.1
adorning her with gold and platinum. The “Antidoto” was the first album in
the history of Greek music to reach platinum in its very first week of release,
a record surpassed shortly after by “Kravgi” which turned platinum in just
one day (it was 6 times platinum in Greece and 7 in Cyprus). The same year,
2002, Anna’s first Engilsh-language album “Everything | Am” was released.

At the dawn of ‘00s, Anna was ready to go against all odds once again.

In 2002, almost 10 years after “Daimones”, she launched the musical

“Mala - H Mousiki Tou Anemou” at the Pallas theatre with music and lyrics by
Nikos Karvelas. She was surrounded by 60 actors and directed by Giannis
Kakleas. The decade rolled with frenetic hits and, while the country was at
the centre of world interest, Anna appeared at the Olympic Games closing
ceremony placing her name next to the definition of “groove” by singing

the “Misirlu”, and “sexy” by performing “Eisai”. The greatest moment of her
worldwide recognition came in 2005, when Anna Vissi became the first artist
in Greece to reach No.1in the Billboard Dance Club Play Chart with the single
“Call Me”. A year later, she represented Greece at Eurovision with “Everything”
with Nikos Karvelas’ music complementing her lyrics. It was the third time Anna
participated in the contest since 1980, having previously performed “Otostop”
for Greece and reaching fifth place with the self-penned and composed,
“Mono i Agapi” in 1982 whilst representing Cyprus. After huge success with
“Nylon” (2005), she released “Apagorevmeno” (2008), a super-production
album edited by the great producer, and prematurely deceased, Greg
Ladayani, followed by a tour seen by more than 200,000 fans. For more than
30 years she’s been touring around Greece, Cyprus, Australia, Europe and
USA to sell out concerts such as the memorable Millennium Show in 2000 at
the Royal Albert Hall in London.

In 2011, Anna provided her fans with the nostalgic rockumentary “Oso Exo
Foni” presented by Alpha TV. It was a record of three years of her life. The
material gathered was presented in six episodes whereby the absolute
Greek star of ‘00s bared her soul. It was now 2012 and Anna announced her
plans with Nikos Karvelas to once again bring “Daimones” back to the stage
for the spring of 2013. One more circle, one more beginning...

At the threshold of her 40-year career Anna Vissi is standing covered in
platinum. She can count 25 Greek language albums, one in English, two
live albums, two operas, one musical, 11 compilations, 23 participations in
different album compilations, two music DVDs, more than 70 nominations
and last but not least, 48 awards!

And she never stops... first rocking and then counting...
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
