Monday a Joint Declaration,
noting the urgency for a
Cyprus solution through
negotiations.

AKEL Secretary-General
Andros Kyprianou read out
on Monday the text of the
declaration, during a press
conference in Nicosia. Among
other issues, the two parties
underline the need for reach-
ing an agreement over a
reunited Cyprus, free from
occupation troops, demilita-
rized, and free from military
intervention rights.

The declaration acknow-
ledges the impasse in settle-
ment talks as “harmful”, while
the two parties describe
“the unilateral actions of the
Turkish government, especial-
ly with regards to the Naviga-
tional Telex within the exclu-
sive economic zone of the
Republic of Cyprus, as com-
prising another example of its
neo-Ottoman expansionist
policy.”

The two parties also
condemn the continuous
illegal settlement of the parts of
the island under Turkish
occupation, noting that it is
to the detriment of both
Greek Cypriots and Turkish
Cypriots.

Meanwhile, Greek Cypriot
and Turkish Cypriot trade
unions call on the leaders of

the two Cypriot communities
to work with good will towards
a just and mutually acceptable
solution, that will reunite the
country and the people.

In a joint declaration
ahead of the commemoration
of Labour Day on May 1st,
the trade unions PEO, Dev-is,
KTAMS, KTOS, KTOEOS,
BES and KOOP-SEN note that
this year’s observance of
May 1st coincides with a
series of important develop-
ments, both in the socio-
economic realm, as well as
with regards to the efforts for
a Cyprus solution.

The organisations note that
“the solution of the Cyprus
issue and the reunification of
our country and people contin-
ue to be a top priority,” while
adding that the only way to a

peaceful settlement is through
negotiations.

It is noted finally that this
year’s common celebrations
will take place on May 1st at
the Buffer Zone, opposite to
Ledra Palas, in Nicosia.

Yesterday, Government
Spokesman Nikos Christodou-
lides said that Turkey’s real
intentions about the Cyprus
problem will become clear at
the negotiating table, where
“we will determine if public
statements made by the
Turkish side about its desire
for a Cyprus settlement, the
earliest possible, correspond
to reality.”

Invited to comment
statements by US Secretary
of State John Kerry, who
expressed hope for “real and
lasting progress” in the Cyprus

issue in 2015, during his
statements with Turkey’s
Foreign Minister Cavusoglu,
before their meeting at the
State Department, Christodou-
lides noted that “we are more
hopeful from the US, Britain
and other countries, that 2015
will be the year of the Cyprus
problem.”

He assured that “we are
working towards this direc-
tion,” expressing hope that
a substantive and sincere
dialogue will resume and will
create, with Turkey’s contribu-
tion, all the necessary precon-
ditions so that 2015 will be
the year of the Cyprus prob-
lem.” 

He went on to say that
everything will depend on
what wil l  happen at the
negotiating table, once talks
resume.

Asked if he considers that
Turkey has given any proof
that it will contribute towards
this direction, Christodoulides
said that real intentions will be
made clear at the negotiating
table and there “we shall see
if public statements respond
to reality.” 

He expressed hope that
these public statements will
be confirmed at the negotia-
ting table and reiterated the
Greek Cypriot side’s will for
a substantive and sincere
dialogue, noting that “we
expect the other side to
respond accordingly.”

Invited to say how the
US could contribute to efforts
for a Cyprus settlement, the
spokesman said that those
who are really interested in
solving the Cyprus problem
are most welcome to help
towards this direction.

Asked if Nicosia wants
Moscow’s contribution as
well, since the Greek Cypriot
negotiator Andreas Mavro-
yiannis currently holds talks in
Russia, the spokesman reiter-
ated that all those who wish
to contribute towards this
direction, and especially the
Permanent Members of the
Security Council, “are most
welcome to help us achieve
our strategic goal which is the
reunification of our country
and the termination of the
occupation.”

AKEL and Turkish Communist
Party unveil Joint Declaration

President of the House
of Representatives
Yiannakis Omirou has

said that the fact that
Turkish Cypriot politician
Mustafa Akinci is one of the
two candidates to become
leader of the Turkish Cyp-
riots constitutes a clear
message to Ankara.

In a written message
on Sunday’s polling in the
Turkish occupied areas of
Cyprus, Omirou notes that the

message to Ankara is to
abandon its intransigent
policy on the Cyprus issue
and give an end to the illegal
military occupation of Cyprus
so that there is a solution on
the island, based on interna-
tional and European law.

Dervis Eroglu and Mustafa
Akinci are the two candidates
who will face each other in
a runoff polling in Turkish
occupied Cyprus, next
Sunday, in which Turkish

Cypriots will elect their leader.
Sunday’s polling did not

give any of the seven candi-
dates a clear lead, with 50%
plus one of the votes, so
incumbent Eroglu and Akinci
will be the two candidates in
next Sunday’s polling.

The leader of the Turkish
Cypriot community acts as
its representative at the
UN-backed peace talks,
which are expected to resume
in May.

to the UK. His notable diplo-
matic career has included
roles as Ambassador to the
USA, the Netherlands and to
Israel.

The chief architect of
European unity, Jean Monnet,
argued during the creation
of the European Economic
Community that “we are not
building a Coalition of States
but a Union of Peoples.” His
vision profoundly encapsu-
lates the values and principles
not only of the European
Union (EU), but of the Com-
monwealth (CW) as well.        

During its long existence,
the CW has been a force for

good. Despite ups and downs,
it has been promoting mutu-
ally shared objectives such
as democracy, human rights,
the rule of law, trade and
economic development. CW
and EU values have thus
much in common.

Do the CW and the EU have
ways to go to become more
relevant to their citizens? They
most certainly do.

Pulled by the strong idea-
tional and structural forces of
the CW and the EU, Cyprus
joined the two organisations
in 1961 and 2004, respective-
ly. Both were strategically
important choices. Cyprus
is one of the three states,
together with Malta and the
United Kingdom, which be-
longs to both institutions.

Membership of these two
families is not contradictory
or mutually exclusive. It is a
fallacy to suggest so, as some
do, within the context of the
EU debate in the UK. All CW
countries belong to regional
organisations; and there is
complementarity and mutual
enrichment that results from
this.

Membership of the EU has
its obvious advantages for
Cyprus; but in many ways, the
CW is its natural family, given
the commonalities of a work-
ing language and legal

systems and institutions.
The CW offers Cyprus access
to a substantial global net-
work, especially to countries
where it does not have a diplo-
matic or consular presence.
The network is also useful
when Cyprus is in the running
for election to UN bodies.        

Politically, my homeland has
always enjoyed the solidarity
and support of the CW. Along
with the other two EU mem-
ber states of the CW, Cyprus
can bring to the EU the CW
perspective for the benefit of
the peoples of the CW, be it
on climate change, education,
youth and women’s empow-
erment, trade and develop-
ment, to mention but a few.
Perhaps an institutionalised,
mutually beneficial dialogue
between the EU and the
CW can be established.

Experiences of life differ
widely. We each make
our contributions from very
different ‘weltanschauungs’
and backgrounds.

Despite this reality, we are
all committed to the same
goals and to a common pur-
pose: to address in practical
and tangible terms, the con-
cerns of the citizens of mem-
ber states of the CW and in
particular of the small and
vulnerable, and to help each
other build a brighter and

united future for ourselves and
for our children. This is more
poignant in an overly interde-
pendent global village. And for
the CW family of more than
two billion people, of which
over 60% are under the age of
30, it is our responsibility to
build the future right.

The challenge, as in the EU,
is to turn vision and policies
into praxis.

Being a member of both
organisations, gives Cyprus
the opportunity and the
vantage point to be active in
various discussions related to
building a brighter future for
the generations to come.
Cyprus has been an active
member of the CW, having
hosted the CHOGM in 1993,
several ministerial meetings,
and currently serving in the
Commonwealth Ministerial
Action Group. Cyprus accepts
the responsibilities and chal-
lenges associated with the
double role that it can play and
is ready and determined to
offer its own contributions
and assistance within the
EU for the development and
well-being of our fellow
partners in the Common-
wealth.

CYPRUS, A European Island
in the Commonwealth

Cyprus is close to recei-
ving EU recognition of
halloumi as a protect-

ed designation of origin
product, with the promotion
process at an advanced stage.

Halloumi is a mild, f irm
and salty white cheese that
originates in Cyprus. It is made
from sheep’s or goat’s milk
and is primarily used in
cooked dishes.

In a March 25 2015 state-
ment Minister of Agriculture,
Rural Development and the
Environment, Nikos Kougialis
reiterated that Cyprus is in
the process of translating
a dossier on halloumi into all
EU member state languages.

He said that the halloumi
dossier had successfully
passed all of the checks by
the competent European
Commission directorate and
expressed his optimism that it
will be published shortly in
the European Union’s official
journal, which indicates
that the European Union is
convinced that halloumi is a
traditional Cypriot product.

Kougialis stated that for the
last two years the primary
sector had shown a resistance
to the overall contraction of
the economy. The value of the
country’s agricultural produc-
tion was stable both in value
and employment. Further, he
noted that this sector had a
great future: “All of the above
(factors) require the validation
of halloumi as a Cypriot origin
product which wil l  open
new horizons in agriculture,
farming and the export trade
of Cyprus.” 

In conclusion, Kougialis

stated that the agricultural
sector can transform the
economy and expressed the
hope that this consolidation
will benefit everybody.

Although halloumi is not yet
registered as a protected
Cypriot product within the
European Union, it has been
registered as such in the
United States since the 1990s.
The delay in registering
the name ‘halloumi’ with the
European Union has been
largely due to a confl ict
between dairy producers and
sheep and goat farmers as to
whether registered halloumi
will contain cow’s milk.

Traditionally, halloumi is
made from sheep’s and goat’s
milk, as previously there were
few cows on the island. But
as demand grew, industrial
cheesemakers began using
more of the cheaper and
more-plentiful cow’s milk in
their production. If this product
is registered as a protected
designation of origin product,
it will automatically affect
the status of other similar
agricultural products such
as feta and parmesan cheese.

Joan Ryan, Labour’s parliamentary candi-
date for Enfield North, has called for more
affordable homes to be built after latest

statistics revealed that 4,879 children in
Enfield are living in temporary accommoda-
tion.

7% of children in the borough do not have
a permanent home – some of whom have been
put up in hostels - and Enfield has the fourth
highest number of children living in temporary
accommodation in London, following Haringey,
Brent and Newham, according to the shock-
ing research undertaken by Rt. Hon Dame
Tessa Jowell.

The current housing crisis, with the lowest
level of peace time house building since
the 1920s, escalating rents and limited social
housing, has meant that many young families
in Enfield and across the capital are struggling
to find affordable places to live. This is placing
extra pressure on Councils, who are having
to come up with innovative approaches to help
those in greatest need at a time when local
authorities have seen their budgets slashed
by the Tory-led Government – Enfield’s bud-
get has been cut by more than a quarter since
2010.

In an attempt to address these issues,
the Labour-led Enfield Council has set up
a company to buy local houses to provide
accommodation to those currently homeless

and plans to build new council homes for the
first time in 30 years.

Joan Ryan is supporting Labour’s propo-
sals to build 200,000 new homes a year by
2020, to introduce longer-term, three year
tenancies for renters to give children more
stability, to give powers to councils to levy
owners leaving properties empty and to end
‘rip off’ Letting Agency fees - saving renters
who enter a new tenancy an average £350.

Joan Ryan, Labour’s parliamentary candi-
date for Enfield North, said: “These shocking
figures underline the current crisis in the
housing market.

“The Tory-led Government’s policies have
failed and many of Enfield’s children are being
hit by the consequences – thousands are
living in temporary accommodation and this
level of insecurity will be having a really detri-
mental impact upon their lives.

“The Labour-led Council deserve credit for
how they are trying to cope with the situation,
but they need strong support from Govern-
ment – something which has been sorely
lacking over the last five years.

“I am pleased that solving the housing
crisis is one of Labour’s top priorities and I
fully support their plans to build more afford-
able homes for Enfield families and create a
fairer private rented market to give secure
long-term options to renters.”

The Rt Hon Philip Ham-
mond, the Foreign Sec-
retary, reasserted the

The Foreign Secretary
added “if we can get that
momentum going I can assure
you that the international
community wil l  apply the
maximum pressure on govern-
ments outside Cyprus to be
supportive or at least not to
interfere with that process
going on. Also, the EU has a
close working relationship with
Turkey and will want to ensure
that the UN-led process in
Cyprus is able to run its course
with good will on all sides”.

Mr Hammond received the
audience’s applause with his
remark that the UK govern-
ment “will continue to cham-
pion Cyprus’s right to exploit
its economic zone around the
island without interference

from others.”
In his introductory remarks,

Chairman of CFCyprus, Cllr
Jason Charalambous, said
“with over 250,000 people of
Cypriot descent l iving in
Britain, over 60,000 British
citizens living in Cyprus, count-
less British servicemen who
call Cyprus their home, hun-
dreds of thousands of Briton’s
who visit Cyprus every year,
and many other people in
Britain who support closer
bilateral ties, the bond bet-
ween Britain and Cyprus is not

just historic one but very much
alive and important today,
and as an organisation we
welcome anyone who sup-
ports the strengthening of this
relationship.”

Referring to Theresa Villiers,
Nick de Bois, Matthew Offord,
David Burrowes and Mike
Freer, Cllr Charalambous
added “these well known
Conservative Parliamentary
candidates all have a com-
prehensive track record as
excellent constituency MPs
and dedicated supporters of
the Cypriot community and
Cyprus.

* The Pattichio Park Trail: A
large natural park with an

amphitheatre in the middle,
which is part of the greater
Salt Lake Park and lit in the
evenings.

Donkey Festival – 9th and
10th May - Celebrating the
humble donkey that has
played a very significant role
in the history of the island, the
Donkey Festival is now in its
second year, after the event
was hugely popular when it
launched last year. It takes
place at Golden Donkey’s
Farm in Skarinou vil lage
and offers a mix of children’s
activities, stalls of traditional,
homemade Cypriot food,
and other donkey-related
attractions, ideal for families
to enjoy a great day out.

have recently been discovered
by a French archaeological
team and the findings unveiled
in a lecture at the Pierides
Museum. These include the
presence of a Phoenician
sanctuary and a mil itary
harbour, and at the site of
Pervolia, work has concen-
trated on the exploration of
Archaic and Classical tombs
(8th-4th centuries B.C.).

Spring time activities in Larnaka

While the world rightly
looks to 24 April as
the centenary date of

the start of the Armenian
Genocide, said Theo Theodo-
rou, spokesman for Lobby for
Cyprus, “the world should not
forget that after the Ottoman
Turks had killed its Armenian
population, it turned its atten-
tion on the Assyrians in the
southeast of the country and
then, later, on to the Pontus
Greeks, in the northeast.”

During the first state-
conceived, state-planned,
state-executed genocide of
the 20th century, 1.5million
Armenians were killed and
about 600,000 were ethnical-
ly cleansed from their 3000-
year homeland, beginning in
1915 and continuing through-
out World War One. 

When many Armenians
returned to their homes in the
Cilicia region in southeast
Turkey after the war, when
it was under a League of
Nations French Protectorate,
the nationalist leader Mustafa
Kemal, began his struggle for
a new Turkey by killing the
Armenians in Cilicia before
he made his triumphant way
northward to continue killing
off the Greeks – the Assyrians
having been disposed of
during the war. Later, he
turned his way westward to
the Aegean coast to displace
the Greeks there ending,
ultimately, with the burning of
Smyrna (today Izmir) in
September 1922.

Like the Armenians, the
Greeks had been in the
Pontus area for 3,000 years.
The remaining 400,000
Greeks were later deported in
an all-for-all exchange for the
more than 1million Muslim
population displaced by the
Turkish losses in the Balkan
War of 1912. Those Muslims
were to take over the now
empty property of the Arme-
nians, the Assyrians and the
Greeks.

“Although the Republic of

Turkey has continued to
deny that any genocide had
taken place, unbiased histo-
rians have concluded that
there was, indeed, a genocide
of the Armenians,” Theodo-
rou said. “The intent of the
Ottomans was to eliminate all
its Christians to create a Turks-
only country,” Theodorou
went on, “and used the war to
cover its killings.”

He continued, “To this day,
the Turks use many stories to
justify what they call the ‘relo-
cation’ of the Armenians – that
they were pro-Russian and
therefore a threat, that they
revolted and killed more Turks
than Armenians were killed,
and other fantastic nonsense
none of which was noted at
the time in contemporaneous
reports and none of which has
been corroborated since.”

And, Theodorou asked,
“Why kill the Assyrians and the
Greeks?”

He pointed out one “inter-
esting event to show that the
Turks also targeted other
Christians.” Often the death
march route that the Greeks
were forced to take retraced
the route that the Armenians
had taken, and there is a
reported instance when hun-
dreds of Greeks were forced
into an abandoned Armenian
church, and the church was
set on fire killing the Greeks
and destroying the Armenian
church at the same time.
According to various sources,
between 1 and 1.5 million
Ottoman Greeks throughout
Asia Minor perished from
1914-1923.

“Many Armenian Genocide
survivors managed to get to
Cyprus, where they renewed
their lives and made valuable
contributions to Cyprus.
Sadly, with the Turkish inva-
sion and illegal occupation of
the north, forty years ago,
many of those Armenians and
their descendants were forced
to flee with their Greek neigh-
bours.”

Amother-of-11 l ied to
get her husband car
insurance by claiming

he held a UK driving licence
when he held an Irish licence,
a court heard.

Mary Ward (40), who is
currently pregnant again, left
her husband Brian uninsured
by her actions, but claimed
he had pressurised her into
making the call. Burnley
magistrates heard how Ward
told the insurers her husband,
who was the registered keeper
of the vehicle, had had a UK
driving licence for 10 years. It
was not true.

Ward, who is from the travel-
ling community, lives with her
husband, for whom she is a
carer, and their 11 children in
a caravan. The defendant,
care of Williams Road, Burn-
ley, admitted making a false
statement to obtain insurance,
last November 20, at Burnley.
She was given a 12 month
conditional discharge and told
to pay £85 costs and a £15
victim surcharge.

The court was told Ward
had been out of trouble, other
than a shoplifting offence in
2012, for about 10 years. Her
husband was stopped in his
car by police and it turned
out his insurance was not
valid.

Jeremy Frain (defending)
said her husband pressurised
her into making the phone
call to the insurance company.
The solicitor continued:
“She bitterly regrets it and it
has caused a great deal of
animosity ever since.”

Guernsey Post philatelic
bureau is delighted to
celebrate the life of politician,
celebrated orator, painter and
respected author Winston
Churchill, 50 years following
his death.

Few would argue that
Churchil l  enjoyed a most
fascinating l i fe. From his
birth at Blenheim Palace in
Oxfordshire on November
30th, 1874, to his death at
Hyde Park Gate in London on
January 24, 1965, his l i fe
was one of action, contro-
versy, setback and achieve-
ment.

Churchill’s ability to inspire

was perhaps best displayed
in the opening days of
World War II. He had a
‘can-do’ attitude, and would
not contemplate discussions
of reasonable terms with
Adolf Hitler. His optimism is
reflected in his famous speech
to the House of Commons on
June 4, 1940:

“We shall go on to the end.
We shall f ight in France,
we shall fight on the seas
and oceans, we shall fight
with growing confidence and
growing strength in the air…
We shall fight on beaches,
we shall fight on the landing
grounds, we shall fight in the
fields and in the streets, we
shall fight in the hills; we shall
never surrender.”

During the War the Channel
Islands were the only part of
the British Isles to be invaded
and occupied by German
forces. Then, after five long
years, on 8 May 1945 at 10
o’clock, the people of Guern-
sey were informed by the
German authorities that the
war was over. Churchill made
a radio broadcast at 3pm and
announced that:

“Hostilities will end officially
at one minute after midnight
tonight (Tuesday, May 8)...
and our dear Channel Islands
are also to be freed today.”

balls and dolmades and we
have the souvlakia and our
salads; more variety than most
Italian, Indian or Chinese
restaurants so why are we not
in the top section of the food
industries’ list of good food
guides?

Every time I hear on the
British media about kebabs
and being ill after eating them
or kebab shops being only

Carol Morley’s intriguing and
atmospheric film follows her
remarkable drama documen-
tary “Dreams of a Life” which
caused quite a stir a couple of
years ago. 

This time the action takes
place in 1969 at a strict English
girls’ school where the ever so
popular Abbie Mortimer (Flo-
rence Pugh) chooses to be
best friends with the intense
Lydia Lamont (Maisie Williams).
Life is good until a mysterious
fainting epidemic begins at
school which has an impact on
everyone. Lydia finds it difficult
to cope at school as well as at
home having to look after her
agoraphobic mother Eileen
(Maxine Peake). Things begin
to get even worse when Lydia
believes that Abbie is drifting
away from her despite their
vow never to lose touch...

Morley’s script and direction
allows a strong female cast to
shine particularly newcomer
Florence Pugh, who is defini-
tely a talent to watch and is
certainly destined for greater
things. Greta Scacchi is also a

strong presence as the stern
and deeply authoritarian
deputy head Miss Mantel, a
middle aged, sad woman who
probably never allowed herself
to even raise a smile through-
out her miserable existence. 

It is an extraordinary film
about female solidarity and
obsession, perhaps a touch
too long, but still very much
worth seeing.

Rigor Mortis

This extremely violent horror
movie from Hong Kong is
stylishly directed by Juno Mak.
He tells the story of a washed
up actor (Siu-Ho Chin), sepa-
rated from his wife and child,
who finds himself penniless in
an empty room of a haunted
apartment building. He wants
to end it all, as soon as he
moves there, but he is interrup-
ted by one of the other occu-
pants of the building... 

It is a visionary exercise in
style with a plethora of horror
set pieces and some disturb-
ing images of sexual nature.
Siu-Ho is a strong presence
and makes a sympathetic hero
with an appealing vulnerabili-
ty, a man on the edge trying
hard to make sense of what is
happening all around him.

The Town That 

Dreaded Sundown

Alfonso Gomez-Rejon, who
has already demonstrated his
directorial flair in the brilliant
television series “American
Horror Story”, makes a remark-
able debut feature here. 

The nightmare begins for
17-year-old Jami (Addison Tim-
lin) following her boyfriend’s
brutal killing during their date in
the remote Lover’s Lane... 

Gomez-Rejon delivers the
goods in this part sequel, part
remake of the 1976 original
horror film about a masked
serial killer re-enacting the
notorious “moonlight murders”
that shattered the small town

of Texarkana 65 years previ-
ously. 

Tea And Sangria

To call this a vanity project
for Peter Domankiewicx, who
not only directed, written and
edited but also starred, is a
huge understatement. He plays
David, an affable Englishman
who arrives in Madrid in order
to live with his Spanish girl-
fr iend following a holiday
romance. Things are going well
until she dumps him...

Domankiewicx is certainly no
Woody Allen – the only thing
he has in common with the
master of comedy is that they
are both anxious nerds. 

The script is not developed
well enough, his characters are
thinly sketched and his love
scenes with gorgeous women
have more than a whiff of
masturbatory wish fulfilment. 

Stones For The

Rampart: The 

Battle For Warsaw

Strong production values for
Robert Glinski’s Polish drama
during the Second World War
in Warsaw based on the novel
by Aleksander Kaminski. The
story of three friends who are
prepared to risk everything,
even their lives, in their struggle
for resistance against the Nazis
is told with dignity and grace. 

The young cast bring energy
and commitment to their roles
while Glinski’s confident direc-
tion tries hard to avoid senti-
mentality but is let down by a
thunderous and heroic score.

Cry Of The City

Robert Siodmak’s 1948 noir
classic is a master class in
tension and suspense high-
lighted by his amazing use of
atmospheric lighting. 

The film is screening at the
BFI Southbank as part of
the director’s work which is

suitably called “Robert Siod-
mak: Prince of Shadows. It
is adapted from the novel
“The Chair for Martin Rome”
by Henry Edward Helseth and
tells the story of two childhood
friends who are now on the
opposite side of the law. 

Richard Conte is outstand-
ing as the charismatic criminal
while his nemesis Lieutenant
Candella is effectively played
by Victor Mature.

The Last Five Years

This irritating two hander
musical is based on Jason
Robert Brown’s off Broadway
stage show now starring Anna
Kendrick as struggling actress
Cathy Hyatt and Jeremy Jor-
dan as rising novelist Welles-
tein. Their relationship is told
entirely through song which
becomes an endurance test by
the end as most songs are
almost identical to each other. 

The film tells Cathy’s side of
the story in reverse order, start-
ing at the end of their marriage,
while Jamie’s version of events
begins when they first meet.
Brown is certainly no Sond-
heim while the zero chemistry
between the two protagonists
makes things even worse. 

This a low point in director
Robert LaGravenese’s career,
the man who scripted such
hits as “The Fisher King” and
“Behind the Candelabra”.

Youth Of The Beast

Seijun Suzuki’s cool 1963
gangster thri l ler is now
available on DVD through
Eureka’s The Masters of the
Cinema Series. 

It is a classy film superbly
filmed in Cinemascope with
clever use of the whole frame.

It is no surprise that
John Woo is remaking this as
“Day of the Beast”, but make
sure you see the original first!

E
arly on in the evening as Sinead O’Connor (Barbican)

annoyingly struggled with a temperamental earpiece you knew
this was not going to be your run of the mill gig. The packed

audience was full of her enthusiastic acolytes ready to welcome
back their returning heroine. We knew from her first muttered words
and extraordinary vocals that we were in the company of an artiste
who is more an enigma than natural entertainer. Somebody for
whom the “norm” oscillates anywhere between condemning the
Catholic Church which included ripping up a photograph of Pope John
Paul II on live US TV, being, “becoming” a nun and priest and
having a major fall out with Madonna. That mini life story backdrop
(there is lots more) provided colour and spice.

Leaping onto the stage with the alacrity of a teenager having
just swallowed a couple of cans of energy drink she is a picture of
excitable vulnerability. God only knows what her soon to be born first
grandchild will make of nanny - O’Connor was wearing a purple
t-shirt with “Grandma” emblazoned in pink. Now in her 48th year
she has travelled a long and winding road yet what remains is a
voice that can shatter glass and then soothe you with a lilting
lullaby. The opening number, The Queen of Denmark, demonstra-
ted that ability and contrast perfectly as the sweet and gentle melody
suddenly transformed into the roar of a lioness summoning her
sisters to a war council of the pride.

Reggae numbers were delivered with great rhythm and drive
(I strongly recommend you check out her version of Bob Marley’s
War) and Black Boys on Mopeds with its reference to Margaret
Thatcher was punched out with grit and anger. A reminder, as
though it were needed, that she remains at the forefront of any
campaign that exposes and brings to account those in the Estab-
lishment. However, she is a fragile soul, encapsulated in a baleful
solo acoustic section full of emotion and enchantment. When the
audience got gooey and sentimental about the impending birth she
sang It’s the Healing Room “for my grandchild”. A bit too syrupy
for my liking.

Last month O’Connor announced that she would no longer sing
the song that brought her global fame in 1990, Prince’s Nothing

Compares 2 U. One that she made her own with a plaintive, haunt-
ing interpretation that became an anthem for people worldwide
trying to come to terms with loss and pain. “If I were to sing it
just to please people I wouldn’t be doing my job right”. She is no
people pleaser so true to her word the song remained in her discog-
raphy. In a remarkable and compelling evening it was not missed.

I imagine one day she will announce that she now goes by the
name of “the artiste formerly known as Sinead O’Connor”. Until
that time she remains a fantastic one-off with a voice made in
heaven and honed in hell. The title of her most recent album says
it all, I’m Not Bossy, I’m the Boss. Love her or hate her, and there
are two distinct camps, there really is nobody that compares.

Meanwhile Sotira Kyriakides has a moving dance experience....

Acclaimed dance theatre pioneer Pina Bausch’s ‘Auf dem gebirge
hat man ein Geschrei gehort (‘On the mountain a cry was heard’)
had its UK debut at Sadler’s Wells last week. 

The piece comprises a series of scenes where performers (of
various shapes, sizes and ages) move around a soil-covered stage,
with dysfunctional male-female relationships being a frequent theme.
The mood ranges from anarchic with a hint of menace (a male
dancer appears on stage, naked apart from pink swimming trunks,
cap and goggles and pink rubber gloves, blowing up red balloons),
threatening (woman being symbolically whipped), charming (two
female dancers, coyly giggling and cart-wheeling across the stage
or frolicking among fir trees), bizarre (a brass band of elderly men
play live on stage amid the dancers), disturbing (female dancer
marking her arms and body as if cutting herself). A Bausch trade-
mark, where dance elements are re-executed, is much in evidence.
The scenes are accompanied by an eclectic selection of music
(Billy Holliday’s ‘Strange Fruit’ and pieces from Edith Piaf and
Henry Purcell). The pace is varied, opening with dancers manic
ally racing around the stage as if being chased, contrasted in later
scenes by periods of utter stillness, as when a dancer simply stood
alone, motionless, on stage for over 15 minutes.

If you’re looking for an unusual, potentially disquieting but
memorable and affecting performance, this delivers just that.

And finally Davie B is still laughing...

It’s not often that you emerge from the Royal Opera House chuck-
ling. Rossini’s irresistible comic opera, Il Turco in Italia, was the
reason for my mirth. The directorial trio of Patrice Caurier, Patrice
Fenouillat and Moshe Leiser play it strictly for laughs eliciting sparkling
performances form the leading protagonists. Despite this being a
fourth revival it felt fresh and vigorous and the bright sunlit open-
ing onto Christian Fenouillat’s picture postcard set, full of whimsi-
cal visuals, made me think I was back in my Kiss Me Quick days. 

Aleksandra Kurzak was a spectacularly good Fiorilla with the kind
of technical ability and clarity that would make her the envy of many
a diva. Barry Banks made D’Arcangelo his own both as actor and
singer. His phrasing was impeccable and the tonal quality gorgeous.
The contemporary references worked well and the production is
full of lovely surprises and fabulous hairstyles. The plot is prepos-
terous and the farcical interplay by those wooing and them being
wooed is hysterically funny. This is the nearest thing to an Ab Fab
opera you will ever find. Divertente!

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Koumantaria, internationally 
known as Commandaria is the 
choice of wine to be blessed 

for communion. Being almost as 
ancient as Greek writing itself and 
for its distinctive taste, it’s about 
time that this bespoke nectar of 
Cyprus takes centre stage. 

Many in the wine industry agree
that Koumantaria lacks the
acknowledgement it deserves with
it being as unique to Cyprus as the
internationally renowned Halloumi
cheese. According to the Guinness
World Records, Commandaria, still
in production today, is recognised
as the world’s oldest wine with its
origins traced back as far as 800BC.
Its longevity is possibly due to the
phylloxera epidemic which caused
continuous annual bad harvests
across the wine-producing Europe,
never making its way to Cyprus.
The 19th century outbreak destroyed
many vineyards. Taking its name
from the Greek phyllon leaf and
xero meaning dry, this plague of
sap-sucking insects would feed on
the roots and leaves of the vines
rendering them dry, barren and
unproductive.

It is important to note that 
Commandaria/Koumantaria was not 
always known by this name and was 
in fact referred to by the ancient 
Greeks, such as the poet Hesiod, 
as Cypriot Nama.   

And so to the Kolossi castle 
connection, synonymous with the 
Grand Commanderie which by 
1308 became military command 
headquarters. The Knights Templar 
and the Hospitallers played an 
active role in the development and 
production of Koumantaria. In her 
book Kolossi Castle Through The 
Centuries, Dr Ekaterini Ch. Aristidou 
outlines that during the middle ages, 
sugar and Koumantaria were the 
two largest Cypriot exports with 
the largest quantities were sent to 
England as it was a favourite of the 
Plantagenet kings.

The Koumantaria region, in the
south west of the island by the
foothills of the Troodos mountains,
still produces in the traditional way
of sun shrivelling two indigenous
grape varieties - the black skinned
and descriptive name of mavro and
the white xynisteri grape. The blend

is then fortified for a minimum of 
two years. Many different wine 
makers produce different variations 
based on the ratios of the blend 
and the number of years the wine 
is aged for. Caroline Gilby, master 
of wine, describes the wine in her 
blog Cyprus – sun, sea and altitude
as “lusciously sticky” outlining that 
KEO’s St John Commandaria and 
SODAP’s St Barnabas are among 
the best examples. Caroline was 
also the main speaker at a recent 
Cypriot wine tasting event held at 
the Cyprus High Commission where 
she also highly recommended the 
very fine example of Koumantaria by
the Kyperounda winery, an opinion 
shared by Berry Bros & Rudd, the 
oldest spirit merchants in London, 
with being the only type that the 
very highly regarded wine merchants 
import from the island.  

Koumantaria, unique as champagne
is to the French and as port is to
the Portuguese, its production has
survived through countless invaders,
avoided phylloxera and it continues to
be the longest produced wine in the
world. It’s time for true recognition.
