Budget 2015: George Oshorne cuts
axes for savers and first-time buyers

eorge Osborne has
G used his final Budget

before the General
Election to announce major
tax cuts for first-time buyers,
workers and savers as he
said “the sun is starting to
shine” on Britain.

In a deeply political Budget
Mr Osborne announced that
a new savings allowance will
enable people to save £1,000
tax free, helping 17 million
people and introducing
“tax free banking for almost
the entire population”.

He also unveiled a “Help
to Buy Isa” which will see
first-time buyers get every
£200 they save towards a
deposit topped up with a
further £50 from the govern-
ment.

Mr Osborne also announ-
ced plans for a “flexible ISA” to
ensure that people do not lose
their tax-free entitlement if
they take money out of their
saving.

He also announced that the
personal allowance will rise to
£11,000 within the next two
years and that there will be an
above inflation increase in the
threshold for the 40p rate as

part of a “Budget that works
for you”.

The Chancellor said that
Britain is “walking tall” as he
hailed new figures which
showed households are now
on average £900 better off
than they were in 2010.

“We cut the deficit - and
confidence is returning,”
Mr Osborne told the Com-
mons. “We limited spending,
made work pay, backed busi-
ness — and growth is return-
ing. We gave people control
over their savings and helped
people own their own homes
—and optimism is returning.

“We have provided clear
decisive economic leadership
— and from the depths Britain

is returning.”

The Chancellor also dis-
closed that spending cuts will
end a year earlier because of
the growth of the economy,
meaning by 2019 spending
levels will be similar to 2000.

Labour has previously
accused the Chancellor of
planning cuts which will take
national spending back to
1930s.

Announcing the new Help
to Buy ISA, Mr Osborne said:
“We’re going to take two of
our most successful policies
and combine them to create
a brand new Help to Buy ISA.
And we do it to tackle two of
the biggest challenges facing
first time buyers — the low inter-

est rates when you build up
your savings, and the high
deposits required by the
banks.

“The Help to Buy ISA for
first time buyers works like this.
For every £200 you save for
your deposit, the Government
will top it up with £50 more.
It’s as simple as this — we’ll
work hand in hand to help you
buy your first home. This is a
Budget that works for you.”

He said that a 10 per
cent deposit on the average
first home costs £15,000, so
if someone puts in up to
£12,000, the Government will
put in up to a maximum of
£3,000 more.

Savers will be able to
access and withdraw their
savings, but the government
bonus will only be released
on the purchase of a proper-
ty.

Savers can put aside a
maximum of £200 under the
scheme. It applies to proper-
ties worth up to £450,000 in
the capital and £250,000
outside London. There is no
time limit on saving or
withdrawing the cash.

AKEL leader holds meetings in Greece

resident of the Hellenic
PParIiament Zoe Kon-

stantopoulou has said
that any efforts for a solu-
tion of the Cyprus problem
must be based on interna-
tional law and expressed
Greece’s support to Cyprus
for justice.

Konstantopoulou was
speaking in Athens after a
meeting she held on Monday
with General Secretary of
left-wing opposition AKEL
party, Andros Kyprianou, who
concluded Tuesday his visit
to Greece.

The President of the
Hellenic Parliament said that
she was briefed by the Cyp-
riot politician about the state
of affairs as regards the
Cyprus issue and expressed
Greece's unwavering support
to the struggle of the Cypriot
people for reunification.

It is imperative, she said,
that a solution of the Cyprus
problem is found in the
framework of the Cyprus talks
based on the respect of inter-
national law, adding that any
actions which jeopardize the
dialogue must be avoided.

She also said that next
week she will be in Cyprus for
her first official visit abroad.

On his part, Kyprianou
expressed his concern over
the lack of developments as

regards the Cyprus issue and
thanked the Greek govern-
ment and people for their
long-lasting support to Cyprus
for justice and reunification.

During his visit, the AKEL
leader also held meeting with
Greek Prime Minister Alexis
Tsipras, Foreign Minister
Nicos Kotzias, and Finance
Minister Yianis Varoufakis.

In statements after his meet-
ing with Tsipras, Kyprianou
said, “We had a very friendly

discussion on the economic
developments in Greece and
Cyprus. These developments
will affect both countries. We
expressed our support to the
efforts underway by the Greek
government for the right to
be given to implement such
policies on a national level that
can yield the same political
results without the same
kind of serious consequences
existing to the detriment of the
working people.

“Many of the decisions that
are approved in the European
Union are adopted not only
based on economic criteria,
but mostly according to poli-
tical criteria. The ruling circles
of the EU want to impose
their decisions on all countries
without exception. We dis-
agree with this approach, and
we want the different opinion
to be heard.”

Government Spokesman
calls on EU allies to show
greater solidarity with Cyprus

t an event hosted by
Athe National Federa-

tion of Cypriots in the
UK in the British Parliament
last Wednesday evening,
UK politicians and British
Cypriots heard an extensive
update on developments in
Cyprus, from the Republic
of Cyprus Government
Spokesman, Nicos Christo-
doulides.

His address was followed
by comments and statements
from Parliamentarians and an
open questions and answers
session.

During the meeting,
UK Parliamentarians from
across the spectrum and
both Houses of Parliament,
pledged their commitment
to keeping Cyprus on the
agenda of the incoming
Government after May’s UK
General Election.

Welcoming guests, Peter
Droussiotis, President of
the National Federation of
Cypriots in the UK, who
chaired the meeting, pointed
to Turkey’s unwillingness to
take the steps necessary to
bring unity to Cyprus as well
as stability to the island and
the wider region: “Not only
does Turkey show no signs
of changing its stance, it
seems intent on undermining
efforts to achieve a settle-
ment, as has been vividly
illustrated by its illegal
incursions into the island’s
EEZ.”

Mr Droussiotis also
highlighted the contrast
between the reaction of the

West to what is happening in
the Ukraine today and what
has been happening in
Cyprus in the last nearly
41 years and stressed that, in
the face of Turkey’s aggres-
sion, the island has no choice
but to follow a multi-faceted
foreign policy and to use its
geostrategic location to
maximise its leverage.

Mr Christodoulides then
presented his update on
developments in Cyprus,
covering a range of issues,
from the wider aspects of
the Cyprus problem, to the
narrower themes of President
Anastasiades recent visit to
Russia, Turkey’s threats to
the integrity of Cyprus’
Exclusive Economic Zone
and the island’s continuing
economic recovery since
the financial crisis in March
2013.

He spoke of how Cyprus
was at a “critical juncture”,
where Turkey “has escalated
its illegal and highly provo-
cative actions in our Exclu-
sive Economic Zone (EEZ)”,
destabilising an already
sensitive region.

As such, Mr Christodou-
lides said that President
Anastasiades’ visit to Russia
last month was: “...part of the
long-standing practice of
keeping all permanent mem-
bers of the Security Council
duly and equally informed of
the latest developments.
Russia cannot be an excep-
tion.”

The Government Spokes-
man went on to state his
administration’s hopes for
greater solidarity from its
EU partners, not least in light
of Cyprus’s full support and
commitment for actions in
relation to the Ukraine, despite
adverse economic impacts in
doing so: “We expect the
same solidarity from our EU
partners on issues that are of
vital importance to us, such as
the violation of our sovereign
rights in our exclusive econo-
mic zone. While we have
received support from a
number of member states, it
is highly disappointing and
regrettable that this is not the
case for all EU member states.

“The EU and our partners
should ask themselves what it
says about the credibility of
the EU, and whether it is
acceptable that there was
such a strong reaction by the
EU vis-a-vis Russia in the
context of the Ukraine crisis,
while the EU has opted for a
very cautious approach when
it comes to Turkey’s — a can-
didate country’s — actions in
Cyprus, an EU member state.”

The hydrocarbon reserves
discovered in Cyprus’s EEZ
would be used to “help create
a region of unity, peace and

stability, forging commonali-
ties and strategic interests for
the greater common good.”

In concluding, Mr Christo-
doulides reported the better
than expected speed and
extent of economic recovery
in Cyprus, saying that the
“upgrading of the Cyprus
economy by Credit Rating
Agencies, the return of Cyprus
to the international markets
just a year after the signing of
the MOU, and a favourable
interest rate, send a strong
message that there is trust in
our economy.”

Mr Droussiotis then invited
Parliamentarians to speak.

Those present included
Labour’s Shadow Foreign
Minister Gareth Thomas MP,
David Burrowes MP, Sir Alan
Meale MP, Jim Sheridan MP
and Lord Collins of Highbury,
former General Secretary of
the Labour Party and now a
peer in the House of Lords.

Gareth Thomas MP said:
“I pay credit to the Cyprus
Government for the ways that
they have approached both
the negotiations in Cyprus and
its economic recovery.”

He added that he hoped
that EU relations with Turkey
remained cordial but that
“Turkey must do its bit to and
recognise that it has signifi-
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cant responsibilities to handle
[the Cyprus problem] in a res-
ponsible way... Some tough
compromises will have to be
made but the prize is a huge
one.”

David Burrowes MP said
that: “The Cyprus problem
must be a priority for all
parties,” later adding “We all
urge the UK to take its role
seriously as a Guarantor
Power... you all want actions.
We have a situation where we
call for Cypriots to solve the
Cyprus problem, with support
from the EU, but Britain needs
to be much more proactive in
seeking a solution.”

Jim Sheridan MP asked “If it
is wrong for Russia allegedly
invading Ukraine, and all of the
sanctions against Russia for
doing so, why are there not
the same sanctions and the
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same outcry against Turkey’s
invasion of Cyprus? There
must be a position of consis-
tency by whatever Govern-
ment the UK returns in May...
Cyprus deserves a better
deal.”

He also spoke of his own
role in the Council of Europe,
pertaining to missing people,
emphasising the importance
of the issue of the missing
people to a solution for
Cyprus.

Sir Alan Meale MP called for
the British Government, Euro-
pean Union and international
community to act consistently
by acting proactively in
Cyprus, as they did in Kuwait
and the Ukraine. Of Britain, he
said: “We are a Guarantor
Power in Cyprus; we have to
show more strength. The EU
must act as a family and

demand the removal of troops
from the island. Cyprus is a
valuable, valued and geopoli-
tically important member of the
EU family and must be treated
as such.”

Other attendees included
the Deputy Cyprus High Com-
missioner in London, Haralam-
bos Kafkarides, the Consul-
General of the Republic of
Cyprus in London, George
Georgiou, former leader of
Islington Council (and now
Labour’s Prospective Parlia-
mentary Candidate for Horn-
sey and Wood Green) Cather-
ine West and Enfield ClIr Jason
Charalambous.

Many senior representatives
of the Cypriot community in
the UK also attended and
contributed to the discussion,
including POMAK President
and Treasurer of the Federa-

tion Andreas Papaevripides,
Federation Vice President
Bambos Charalambous, Gen-
eral Secretary Michael Kashis,
Executive members including
Suzie Constantinides MBE,
Christos Karaolis (also Hon-
orary Nepomak President),
Neophytos Nicolaou, George
Adonis, Savvas Pavlides, Exe-
cutive Secretary Andreas
Karaolis, as well as other
representatives of UK Cypriot
community organisations from
London, Birmingham and
other areas.

On a night when there were

ritons’ and non-citizens’
Bappetite for investing in

buy-to-let properties in
the UK shows no sign of
easing. Low interest rates, the
stability of the real estate
market itself, the fair legal
framework that rules the
industry and the above-aver-
age returns (compared with
banking savings rate) are
among some of the factors
that ignited the buy-to-let
boom.

House prices are set to
increase next year with the
introduction of a new rule
allowing people to invest their
pension pots in property.

From April 2015, the legal
requirements to buy an annu-
ity with pension savings on
retirement will be lifted and
many people are expected to
instead purchase properties
that they will rent out to pro-
vide a regular income in their
elder age.

However, buy-to-let inves-
tors must now apply a smarter
approach and greater due
diligence when buying pro-
perties if they want to maxi-
mize returns, as the market is
slowing down. Going back to
the basic scope of any prop-
erty investment, the average
landlord should hold their
property for at least 15 years.
The days of quick buy-to sell
properties have disappeared.
A smart investor should
consider the long-term econo-
mic fundamentals of the UK
housing market.

These are the UK’s growing
population, which lead to
higher long-term housing

demands, the increase of
inward migration, a mobile,
young work force, and failure
of new-build housing con-
struction to keep up with
increased demand. Therefore,
long-term prices will increase
in real terms. In addition,
cash-drained local authorities
cannot afford a large scale
construction of local housing,
and newly introduced terms
and conditions for mortgage
affordability, will make it
difficult for first time buyers
to climb the property ladder.
As a consequence, rents will
increase even more.

The end result of a wise
buy-to-let investment has
to do with controlling and
maximising investment perfor-
mance. Some of the factors
are not controllable, such as
rising interest rates, and coun-
cil and central government
housing decisions.

Before you decide what to
buy, several factors should be
considered of the area. Is it in

a promising location? Is it
close to travel connections
such as rail, underground and
bus stations? Are there any
nearby amenities, hospitals,
educational facilities or parks?
What kind of tenants will the
area attract: professionals,
students, families etc? Will the
property be suitable to those
attracted to the area accom-
modate the area, for example,
people do not tend to buy
small flats in larger, family-
orientated areas. Will the build-
ing be too classic, too big or
too modern?

Also, you should consider
the condition of the specific
property in order to avoid
future losses due to mainte-
nance. Major problems could
be the presence of asbestos,
old plumbing, electric circuits
and boilers. Huge expenses
might occur if a roof needs to
be replaced, therefore make
sure that subsidence is not
present. Other factors that
need to be considered
when making an investment
decision are: maintenance
and repairs (void periods,
when no rent is coming in),
letting agent fees, insurance,
and tax on rental profits.

Some rules you shouldn’t
forget are: never get emotional
with a buy, always have
6 months’ worth of your
mortgage instalments in the
bank, and above all, choose
your lettings or management
agency wisely, making sure
that they are professional and
suitable in overseeing your
investment and protecting
your interests.

Turkey’s renewed effort to join
EU opposed by Lobby of Cyprus

recent series of failures

abroad and its problems at
home, Turkey is beginning to
mount another campaign for
admission into the European
Union and is asking the EU’s
members to put pressure on
Cyprus, said Theo Theodor-
ou, spokesman for Lobby for
Cyprus.

He was referring to a recent
appeal by eight prominent
Europeans asking that the EU
renews accession talks with
Turkey by putting pressure
on the Republic of Cyprus to
withdraw its veto on any nega-
tions — irrespective of whether
Turkish troops and colonists
leave the occupied north of
the island.

“The idea that Turkey is say-
ing in effect ‘Yes, we have an
army of occupation of 43,000
men in part of an EU member
country; yes, we are occupy-
ing 38 per cent of an EU

I t would appear that after its

member state; yes, we have
imported 183,000 Turkish
citizens into the north to
change the demographics of
the area in contravention of
the Fourth Geneva Conven-
tion; and, yes, we have des-
troyed and desecrated more
than 500 Christian churches
and cemeteries — but no one is
perfect, let us in nonetheless,”
Theodorou said.

“The appeal is insulting
enough,” Theodorou went on,
“but when the selfsame
appeal concedes that:
‘Indeed, it would be difficult
to make the case that Turkey
fulfils the Copenhagen poli-
tical criteria. For example,
Turkey slid in Reporters
Without Borders’ World Press
Freedom Index to 154th place
(out of 180 countries)’, it is
hard to take seriously any
renewed support of Turkey’s
accession to the EU.”

Commenting on its failures

abroad that Turkey hopes
will be ignored, Theodorou
continued, “A recent report by
the Center for American
Progress noted that ‘Few
observers would count Turkey
as a vibrant democracy...
and its role as a reliable
NATO ally has been ques-
tioned. Moreover, the coun-
try’s appeal as a model for the
region has eroded signifi-
cantly, and its ability to
influence regional dynamics
has decreased as Syria
and Irag have spun out of
control.””

Lobby for Cyprus’ position
on a solution to the Cyprus
issue is straightforward,
Theodorou said.

“Turkey withdraws its army
of occupation, it takes back
with its army the 183,000
colonists it imported into the
north, and all refugees are
permitted to go back to their
homes.”

Famagusta Association meets with Cyprus
Government Spokesman Nikos Christodoulides

epresentatives of the
R Famagusta Association

of Great Britain met
last week (11 March) with the
Cyprus Government spokes-
man, Mr Nikos Christodou-
lides, during his official visit to
the UK.

The meeting took place at
the London offices of the
Cyprus High Commission in
the presence of the Consul
General, Mr George Georgiou.

The Famagusta represen-
tatives briefed Mr Christodou-
lides of the various actions that
the Association is taking to
promote the return of the town
to its legal owners / inhabi-

tants. The most recent of such
actions was the bi-communal
meeting that the Famagusta
Association organised at the
House of Commons with the
APPG for Cyprus during which
Greek and Turkish Cypriots

asked for the British Govern-
ment to pressurize Turkey to
comply with the various UN
and EU resolutions concern-
ing Famagusta and Cyprus in
general. As a result of this
meeting, the British MPs

involved have now moved
a backbench substantive
motion to debate the Fama-
gusta issue at Parliament.

Mr Christodoulides stated
that the issue of Famagusta is
on the priority list of the Cyprus
Government.

There was discussion as
to what we need to be doing
to keep the British and the
EU politicians interested in the
subject of Famagusta.

Xenophon’s Ten Thousand

Xenophon of Athens (430-c.354
BC) was a contemporary of Plato and
a fellow student of Socrates. He is
known for his writings, especially his
Anabasis ("AmAscent"/"Going Up").

His Anabasis has been widely
read and admired for centuries. So
precise are Xenophon’s descriptions
of terrain and battle that the Anabasis
was used by Alexander the Great as
a field guide for his own conquest of
Persia.

As the exhausted vanguard reached
the top of the mountain, a great shout
went up. It reached as far as the ranks
of the Greek rearguard that wondered:
Had yet another hostile tribe attacked
again? Would they ever reach their
beloved homeland?

The shouting got louder as the troops
moved forward, and those reaching the
mountaintop began to join in. Xenophon,
the Greek commander, concluded that
at last something good had happened.
He leapt on his horse and galloped
forward with a squadron of cavalry.

By now the word was being passed
back, a single word, repeated endlessly:
Thalassa! Thalassa! The sea! The
sea!”

Now all were running forward, even
the packhorses, and on the summit,
strong men broke down and wept
and embraced one another. Cut off
for months in an alien land, they had
reached safety. True, there were plenty
of problems ahead, but the worst of the
retreat was over. They had marched
and fought from the very heart of Persia
to the Black Sea.

But what had this army been doing
so far from home, more than 2,370
years ago? The answer was that they
had been tricked into taking part in a
civil war.

In 401 BC, Cyrus, the younger son of
the great Darius, King of Persia, decided
to make war on his brother Artaxerxes,
who had succeeded to the throne. He
needed extra troops to help him and
hired 13,000 Greek mercenaries, some
of the toughest and certainly the most

experienced warriors he could have
found anywhere. But he told them that
they would be used against a rebellious
section of the Persian Empire, and
when they found out the truth, it was
too late to turn back. The Greeks mostly
admired Cyrus himself, so they were not
too reluctant to continue. However, at
the battle of Cunaxa, near Babylon, the
would-be king was defeated and killed,
despite a brilliant performance by his
Greek soldiers who routed the left wing
of the Persian army without suffering a
single casualty.

The rebel army vanished as quickly
as it could, leaving many dead on the
battlefield and leaving the Greeks
stranded more than 1,000 miles from
home. They tried to come to terms
with the victorious Persian general,
Tissaphernes, who seemed friendship
itself, inviting the Greek commander, a
Spartan named Clearchus, to dinner.
He went back to the Greek camp in a
very happy mood and convinced the
doubters that their troubles were over,
and then he returned to Tissaphernes
with five generals and twenty-five
captains, all of whom at a given signal
were promptly butchered. Soldiers who
had accompanied their officers were
also cut down, but one, badly wounded,
and trying desperately to staunch his
life-blood, reached the Greek camp,
where his news caused panic and
consternation.

It was no wonder, for with their
leaders killed the Greek’s position was
even more desperate than it had been.
But at this grim moment, a saviour
appeared.

His name was Xenophon, and he had
accompanied the army not as a member
of it but as an adventurer. He was an
Athenian knight who had been a pupil
of the famed philosopher, Socrates,
and was to become the greatest of all
soldier-historians. On the terrible night
of the slaughter of the leaders, he had
a dream in which his father’s house was
struck by a thunderbolt and set ablaze.
He decided that he had been sent a
great light from Zeus, the King of the
Gods, and asked himself: “Why do |
lie here? The night is creeping on and
the morning will bring insults, torture
and death. Am | to wait until someone
comes forward to take action? Am | not
old enough for the task?”

So it came about that in the morning
he summoned the junior captains who
had not gone to their deaths, spoke
fervently to them, and convinced them
that he was the man to lead them.

The wonderful and epic retreat
began. Before they set out, the Greeks
burned as much baggage as they could
spare to increase their speed, then
they marched off in a square formation,
with the baggage animals and camp
followers in the middle. There were
some 10 000of them for after their first
success at Cunaxa, casualties were
heavy in the general rout that followed.
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in the history of Ancient Greece and Cyprus.

Almost as soon as they had started,
the fighting began for no sooner had
they crossed a broad river than Persian
slingers (of stones) and mounted
bowmen attacked their flanks and the
rearguard. The Greeks had no cavalry
and pursuit of the enemy was virtually
useless, for it was vital that they kept
together.

Xenophon reorganised the army
after this battle by building up a small
corps of cavalry. He also used captured
horses and packhorses, and improved
the standard of the Greek slingers. All
this was done on the march and soon
they reached terrain that made their
hearts sink, great crags and narrow
ravines where ferocious hill-dwellers
could lay ambushes wherever they
wanted.

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So they moved from peak to peak at
top speed trying to avoid their enemies.
To add to their miseries, it was now
winter and they had to contend with icy
gales, blinding blizzards and unending
winds. But so superb was their spirit
that they drove off every attack and
even surprised one mountain chieftain
in his camp and carried away food and
plunder.

Atlast, they were out of the mountains
and onto the plains after one final
vicious battle to clear a pass. There was
a river on the plain, which they crossed,
to be greeted to their astonishment by
friendly people who guided them on
their way. It was now that they came to
the mountain and the sea.

After the rejoicings, it was time to
give thanks for their delivery, so a huge
cairn of stones was built and, on the top,
raw ox-hides and shields were placed
after the shields had been ceremonially
cut to pieces.

Yet there were not enough ships to
take off all the soldiers, only the sick and
wounded and the old men. The thought
of a forced march along the Black Sea
coast was enough to make some of
the exhausted men mutinous, but they
headed for the nearest port and there
a great review was held of the heroic
band, now reduced to some 6,000.

Soon these veterans, heroes to all
Greece were fighting the Persians
again, for the Greek city-state of Sparta
had officially declared war on her. So
the 6,000 merged with others. But
Xenophon’s writings have seen to it
that they will never be forgotten. Few

exploits in military history have been so
admired down the centuries by soldiers
and civilians alike. And the greatness
of spirit of the Greeks is shown at its
finest not only by the march but by the
way that after the killing of their leaders,
another was found at once to lead the
dauntless 10,000 to immortality.

Xenophon's account of the exploit
resounded through out Greece,
where, two generations later, some
surmise, it may have inspired Philip
of Macedon, to believe that a lean
and disciplined Greek army might be
relied upon to defeat a Persian army
many times its size.

On his return

On his return to Greece Xenophon
served under Agesilaus, king of Sparta,
at that time the chief power in the Greek
world. At Coroneia (394) he fought with
the Spartans against the Athenians and
Thebans, for which his fellow-citizens
decreed his banishment. The Spartans
provided a home for him at Scillus in
Elis, about two miles from Olympia;
there he settled down to indulge his
tastes for sport and literature. After
Sparta's crushing defeat at Leuctra
(871), Xenophon was driven from
his home by the people of Elis, and
eventually made his home in Corinth,
where he died some time after 355 B.C.

Xenophon is one of the most
important historians of Greece. His best
known work is The Anabasis.However,
he is also one of the most important
historians of his age. His works Hellenica
and Agesilaus takes up the history of
Greece during the later years of the
Peloponnesian War. Another major
work, Cyropaedia tells the legendary
story of the life of Cyrus the Great.
In addition to these works, he wrote
several books about Socrates. He also
wrote various works on horses, hunting,
cavalry and the Spartan government.

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Cypriot Women’s League celebrates International Women’s Day

al Women’s Day, the Cyp-

riot Women'’s League (CWL)
held a dinner and dance
on Saturday 7th March 2015
at the Cypriot Community
Centre in Wood Green.

On behalf of the CWL and
all those present, the Chair,
Evoulla Nicolaou, warmly
welcomed the evening’s guest
speaker, Chair of EKA Dr Eleni
Palazidou and thanked her for
her presence at the event.

She also acknowledged the
following guests — Secretary
of AKEL in Britain and Man-
aging Director of Parikiaki
Bambos Charalambous, Mem-
ber of the Central Committee
of AKEL Neophytos Nicolaou,
Chair of the Cypriot Commu-
nity Centre and CWL Honorary
Chair Susie Constantinides
MBE, Organising Secretary of
AKEL in Britain Charalambos
Pitris, representatives of the
Cypriot Media and Chairs and
Members of Cypriot organisa-
tions.

Speaking about the forma-
tion of International Women’s
Day, Mrs Nicolaou said:
“International Women’s Day
was first proposed at the
International Women’s Con-
ference in Copenhagen in
1910 by Klara Tchetkin. This
acknowledged and followed
the demonstrations of thou-
sands of American women in
both New York and Chicago
against appalling working
conditions in 1908 and 1910.”

She continued, “The history
and growth of the Women’s
Movement goes back to the
19th century when the upper
class and employers were
taking particular advantage of
women and children and used
all methods to exploit them
until Legislation in the 19th and
20th centuries improved their
working conditions.

“The 8th of March, the date
which was finally decided
upon in 1911, to celebrate
International Women’s Day,

I n celebration of Internation-

has symbolized the struggles
of women for equal rights -
to vote, within the family, the
community, in society, in work
and life generally.

On the long history of the
Cypriot Women’s League,
the Chair noted, “Apart from
women’s issues, we have
initiated and campaigned for
equal rights, community
schools, education, health,
family and community cohe-
sion and development.”

Concluding, Mrs Nicolaou
said, “Women’s vital aim
today is the struggle for
peace....which unites all
women wherever they are,
whatever race, ethnicity or
religion they belong to. May
8th March be the date which
unites us all, men and women
to stand together and fight for
a better future for all, for our
children and their children.
Long Live International Wom-
en’s Day! Long Live a Free
United Cyprus!”

Invited to address the
audience, Dr Eleni Palazidou
began by explaining the
importance of International
Women’s Day: “It is about
celebrating women’s achieve-
ments in acquiring essential
human rights such as the right
to vote, to hold public office,
to own and manage property
and many other rights some
of us are able to enjoy today.”

She continued her address,

speaking about the variation
in women’s position in society
throughout the years, parti-
cularly amongst different
cultures.

“Almost universally, women
were treated as the lesser gen-
der and they were subordinate
to men...... it wasn’t until the

level in 1893, followed by
Australia in 1902. A number of
Northern European countries
gave women the right to vote
in the early 20th century and
several other countries

followed after the First World
War.

“In the UK despite the long
struggle of the suffragettes it

in general and women’s rights
were seriously considered.
A lot is owed to the French
women and the French revo-
lution from which the feminist
movement emerged, but
although the French women
paved the way in asserting
women'’s rights, they them-
selves didn’t manage to get
the right to vote until after the
GPRF, the Provisional Govern-
ment of the French Republic
was confirmed, in 1944.
“New Zealand was the first
country to give women the
right to vote on a national

wasn’t until the Equal Fran-
chise Act of 1928 that women
over the age 21 were able to
vote and women finally
achieved the same voting
rights as men.”

Dr Palazidou proceeded to
talk about the formation of
International Women’s Day:
“In 1910, 100 women dele-
gates from 17 countries
agreed with the proposal to
establish a Women’s Day with
the aim to promote equal
rights for women including
“suffrage”, the right to vote.
The following year, on March

19, 1911, International Wom-
en’s Day was marked for the
first time, by over a million
people in Austria, Denmark,
Germany and Switzerland. In
1917 there were demonstra-
tions marking International
Women’s Day in St Peters-
burg, on the last Sunday in
February (which was March
the 8th according to the
Gregorian calendar).

“Women’s Day quite rightly
was officially recognized in
the Soviet Union but it wasn’t
until 1965 that women’s
contribution to the country was
given enough recognition and
Women’s Day became an
official holiday.

“In the West, International
Women’s Day was first
observed as a popular event
after 1977 when the United
Nations General Assembly
invited member states to
proclaim March 8 as the UN
Day for Women'’s rights and
World Peace.”

Dr Palazidou also referred
to women’s rights in the 21st
century concerning “the right
to bodily integrity, to autono-
my, to vote, to hold public
office, to work, to fair wages
and equal pay, to own prop-
erty to enter into legal
contracts to have marital and
parental rights and other.”

Furthermore, she stressed
that in the UK, “progress on
women’s representation in

parliament is slow with an
increase in the number of
women MPs increasing only
by 4% in the last 15 years.....
In medicine an increasing
number of GPs are women in
England, most likely because
of the flexible hours and the
removal of out of hours on call.
Nevertheless, only 28 per cent
of hospital consultants are
female.”

On women in Cyprus,
Dr Palazidou said that they
“have seen a gradual change
in their role as players in the
economic revival of the
country since the Turkish
invasion in 1974.”

She added, “Cyprus prides
itself for being one of the top
EU countries with the highest
number of tertiary education
degrees.....Despite the fact
that Cypriot women are as
highly qualified as men there
is still a long way to go when
it comes to gender equality in
the workforce. Only 14.4% of
high posts are held by Greek
Cypriot women. Women are
paid an average of 17.4% less
per hour than men across the
EU but the gap for Greek
Cypriot women is 24%.”

Concluding on a positive
note, Dr Palazidou highlight-
ed that “women are as intelli-
gent and as competent as
men in any positions, including
science, business, politics or
other. We cannot just blame
the system for the disparities
between men and women.
Women need to believe that
we are as good as men....|
urge the young women to dare
to aspire, to follow their
dreams and to believe in
themselves! You can have it
all, why not? If men can,
women can too!”

Following Dr Palazidou’s
speech, board members
handed out carnations to each
lady present.

The evening ended with a
raffle draw taking place which
included many rich prizes.

The role of Terrier doesn’t
exactly stretch the talents of
Penn but he is an impressive
presence as ever. The striking
Spanish actor Javier Bardem
is more or less wasted as the
enigmatic Felix, but thankfully
his companion Annie is played
more memorably by the arres-
ting presence of Jasmine
Trinca, the attractive woman
torn between two men. But
ultimately the film belongs to
Rylance, who effortlessly
combines charm along with
danger and menace.

Mommy

Xavier Dolan may be still in
his twenties but he has already
won more awards for his
acting and directing career
than people twice his age.

He has directed seven
features so far and he usually
gives himself a plump role, like
he did a couple of years ago
in “Tom at the Farm”. Now
he has stayed behind the
camera for this moving and
highly explosive melodrama.
His intelligent script tells the
story of a recently widowed
forty-year-old single mom
called Diane Despres - “Die”
(Anne Dorval). She struggles
to make ends meet especial-
ly now that she has been
given custody of her unpredic-
table 15-year-old son Steve
(Antoine-Olivier Pilon)...

The acting is tremendous
and Dorval, a Dolan regular,
delivers the performance of
her career and has deserved-
ly won many awards for her
bigger than life portrayal.
Pilon is also very effective as
her fragile son who suffers
from attention deficit hyper-
activity disorder (ADHD) and
spends most of his young life
in institutions.

Dolan’s vision and remark-
able energy demands
attention from its opening

sequence and doesn’t let go
till the final credits.

The Tale Of The
Princess Kaguya

This delightful animation
feature is directed in the best
Studio Ghibli tradition by co-
founder Isao Takahata (Grave
of the Fireflies). He revisits one
of Japan’s most famous folk
tales about a tiny girl found on
a bamboo stalk by an old
cutter. He and his wife imme-
diately adopt the miniscule
little girl who begins to grow
rapidly into a ravishing young
princess...

It is a family friendly story -
perhaps a touch too long for
the little ones- but an engros-
sing and charming tale with
gorgeous animation and
ravishing music that is very
much worth seeing.

Home 3D

This likable animation
feature tells the story of the
alien race, called the Boov,
who wish to make earth their
home. When one little alien
named Oh (voiced by Jim
Parson) finds himself on the
run from his people, he surpri-
singly develops an unlikely
friendship with Tip (Rihanna),
a feisty young girl in search of
her mother...

The two main characters
share a lovely chemistry but
the rest of the aliens appear
to be rather faceless without
much character. The idea is
promising but the script lacks
the sophistication and wit of a
Pixar project.

There are far too many
manipulative songs but that’s
inevitable especially if you
have Rihanna in the movie.

The Voices

This eccentric little dark
comedy was screened last
April at the London Sundance
Film Festival.

It tells the story of Jerry
(Ryan Reynolds), a seeming-
ly normal man who has just
found employment at the
Milton Bathtub Factory. He
lives alone with his cat
Mr Whiskers and dog Bosco
and soon develops a crash
when he meets Fiona (Gem-
ma Arterton), an attractive
English woman from accoun-
ting. When he returns home
he tells his pets about Fiona
and surprisingly they answer...

The beginning is excellent
and Reynolds is as charis-
matic as ever as the twisted
protagonist. However, as the
story develops it becomes
more bizarre and unconvinc-
ing and eventually it leaves a
bad taste in the mouth.

I Clowns
(The Clowns)

Federico Fellini’'s 1970 hard-
ly seen television film is now
available on DVD from The
Masters of Cinema series from
Eureka. It is a real collector’s
item and a must for your film
library.

It is a colourful celebration
of those wonderful circus
performers that were very
much loved by children of all
ages. The film has a dream like
quality and Fellini cleverly
reconstructs many circus acts
in a kind of documentary
fashion.

Fellini showed his love
for the circus as early on as
in 1954 when he made “La
Strada” while the melodic
music of Nino Rota beautiful-
ly accompanies his vision.

The early seventies appears
to be a nostalgic period for the
circus - a few years later after
Fellini - Jacques Tati played a
circus performer in his very last
film “Parade”.

This essential DVD also
includes “Fellini’s Circus” - an
essay film about the making
of “I Clowns.”

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or all the sterling work that has been done by charities
Fand their volunteers and attempts by successive

governments to “sort this problem out once and for
all” - an off heard mantra when announcing the latest
policy - homelessness remains a blight on our society. It is
difficult to be precise about numbers but the fact remains that
every night in Britain hundreds, if not thousands of adults
and children, spend the night on the street. A much misun-
derstood predicament, those in the know will say “it could
be you or me one day”, it was probably not until the emer-
gence of The Big Issue that we engaged more existentially
with its reality. Suddenly here was a visible sign that
those on the street were finally doing something to help
themselves.

Harry Melling’s one man show Peddling (Arcola
Theatre), originally presented as part of Suffolk’s High Tide
Festival before making its mark in “The Big Apple’, is now back
on home turf; wonderful, woeful, great, grimy, lovely and
lonely London. His character, The Boy, has no name
which seems appropriate for the world that he inhabits.
Anonymous by name and anonymised by the world. Apart
from “The Boss Man” for whom he works, peddling an
array of household products (mainly cloths) - “we have
everything you need here madam” - he implores one of his
potential buyers, desperate to make a sale to stop the Boss
Man from further aggressive harassment on his mobile.

A fast talker and quick thinker The Boy demonstrates all
the nous and streetwise craft of anybody who finds them-self
hustling to make ends meet. He declares himself a proud
member of Boris Johnson’s Young Offenders scheme,
given this opportunity to better himself. Nothing could be
further from the truth. Vulnerable, alone and homeless he
speaks rhythmically, often in rhyme, to tell us of his plight and
hour to hour existence, the beat and pattern of the language
acting as both message giver and body warmer.

His box of goodies are fastened around his neck, muchin
the same way as they once were with cinema ushers, though
in this case there is no dainty outfit or ice cream. He is far
more like a beast of burden who resentfully lugs stuff for his
master lest he receives another crack of the whip for failure
to do so. Dimly lit in a small space, The Boy is trapped
inside the confines of a black cube gauze, adding to the
claustrophobic and suffocating nature of his existence where
even his one-time social worker pretends not to know him.
This triggers crazy behaviour with a firework which would
be comical were it not for the fact that this episode of
rejection adds salt to an already festering would.

The play begins with a loud thump, he drops to the floor
as though falling off a ledge or other safe haven while asleep.
It ends with him exposed in bright white light, the protective
gauze having been stripped away. All the ducking and
diving and hiding in shadows have been to no avail and his
solitary, hazardous existence is set to follow the same
pattern for some time to come.

This is a very fine writing debut by Melling and he
performs the piece with real conviction and pathos. It also
allows him to move on from his time as Dudley Dursley in the
Harry Potter films.

Meanwhile Sotira Constantinou is in a state of comme ci
comme ca...As Sophocles’ tragic heroine, Antigone
(Barbican), Juliette Binoche displays an understated,
contained rage at the injustice levelled at her dead brother,
Polyneikes, who is left unburied on the battlefield for the
birds and dogs; her conviction to ensure that he is no longer
disgraced in death by Kreon, by burying him herself if
necessary, is quietly passionate.

Given the enormity of her imminent transgression against
Kreon, King of Thebes (played magnificently by Patrick
O’ Kane), | expected to witness a more spirited display of rage
and indignation from Binoche during her interaction with
the other protagonists - Kreon, as well as Ismene, Antigone’s
sister, played by Kirsty Bushell - but those moments
never quite arrived.

That said, | was profoundly moved by Binoche’s burial
rites performance; her movements both still and ephemer-
al at once, every action transfixing the audience. This
was one of the few scenes during the tragedy when the
audience truly engaged with the drama of the piece.

Director Ivo Van Hove’s interpretation of this classic is
compelling yet slightly disappointing, only because
the eponymous heroine was rather lacklustre during key
moments of high drama. Binoche’s performance, however,
did benefit from her portrayal of quiet, dignified grief, which
carried through to her suicide scene.

There were unexpected moments of levity in this tragedy,
especially from Obi Abilli as a sentry, as well as spirited
performances from O’ Kane, Bushell and Sam Edward-Cook
as Antigone’s betrothed. Consequently, the whole piece was
lifted from what could have been a dreary, slow-moving
production to one of great power and emotional intensity.
