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As axed Cyprus Airways
staff continued their
mobilisation following

Friday’s announcement of
the airline’s closure, Presi-
dent of the Republic Nicos
Anastasiades promised to
show understanding to the
demands put forward by
their trade unions.

The staff gathered outside
the Presidential Palace on
Tuesday and held a peaceful
demonstration, expressing
their indignation for the abrupt
closure of the national carrier.

The government announ-
ced the airline’s closure after
the European Competition
Commission ruled on Friday
that Cyprus Airways would
have to pay back over €100
mill ion in state aid it had
received in previous years as
it gave the company an undue
advantage over its competi-
tors in breach of EU rules.

The CY staff will hold a new
demonstration today outside
the House of Representatives
while their unions, in a letter
to political parties, are asking
for meetings to discuss the
situation.

The general secretaries of
trade unions SEK and PEO,
Nicos Moiseos and Pambis
Kiritsis respectively, during
their meeting with the Presi-
dent, delivered a resolution to
the President.

Following the meeting,
deputy Government Spokes-

man, Victoras Papadopoulos,
in a statement on Tuesday
said President Anastasiades
has l istened closely and
sensitively to the CY staff
demands.

He said President Anastasi-
ades “has shown understan-
ding to the demands put
forward” and repeated that
the CY staff will be fully reim-
bursed, in line with existing
legislation that governs the
rights of compensation.

The statement said the state
wil l  contribute more than
14 million euro to cover the
gap in the employees’ provi-
dent funds and that if a new
Cyprus airline is set up, the
government will do whatever
possible to help most of those
dismissed to be reinstated.

Papadopoulos also said that
if the state’s finances allow,
some of the demands put
forward by the unions will be

examined with the necessary
understanding.

The trade union represen-
tatives said they look forward
to their next meeting with the
President to achieve the best
possible result. Demonstrators
called on the unions to receive
written assurances from the
President on possibly recruit-
ing axed staff to sectors of the
civil service and extra compen-
sation for their dismissal.

AKEL in a statement made
by Press Spokesperson
George Loucaides, criticized
the government and DISY of
wanting to close down Cyprus
Airways a long time ago. 

The statement is full reads:
“The Minister of Communica-
tions and leading officials of
the DISY party, in their state-
ments yesterday (9 January
2015) on various television
panels reaffirmed what the
whole of society and the

former employees of Cyprus
Airways know. Namely, that
the closure of Cyprus Airways
was the deliberate choice of
the government of DISY and
Anastasiades, a policy choice
that was planned long ago
and executed to the end.
What else therefore can the
statements mean made by
DISY leading officials that our
national airlines should have
been closed down a long time,
as well as the Minister of
Communication’s statement
that the State cannot be
involved in air transport activi-
ties and that the state-owned
air transport companies can-
not survive in the European
Union?

“It is now evident to every
citizen that through in their
public discourse and mainly
through their actions and
omissions, the government
and ruling forces have chosen
to close down our national
airlines in order to meet their
dogmatism and primarily to
serve specific private interests
in the field of air transport. In
doing so, they are completely
disregarding the extremely
negative consequences on the
Cyprus economy, tourism
and the consumers who will
now be at the mercy of the
appetites of the private mono-
polies, as well as disregarding
the damage to the state
entity of our semi-occupied
homeland.” 

Cyprus Airways staff demonstrate
outside Presidential Palace

Social Democratic EDEK President
Yiannakis Omirou announced on
Tuesday that he is resigning from

his position.
In statements to the press, Omirou said

that he has submitted his resignation in
writing to the party’s Deputy President
and the members of the political bureau.

He added that the reasons for his
decision to step down are outlined in the
same letter, which he made public.

In his letter, Omirou says that his
decision to step down as party leader is
final and refers to an attempt by some to
turn him into “a President with a dead-
line” and “a President under restriction”.

He cites the resignation of Yiannos
Efstathiou, the party’s Central Organi-

sing Secretary last week, who in an
earlier letter had asked Omirou not to run
again in parliamentary elections in 2016
and also not to seek reelection to the

party leadership.
Omirou notes in his letter that some

“have orchestrated this worthless
blackmail” and chose to torpedo the
party’s prospects. He referred to rumours,
personal agendas and an attempt to
undermine him which took place during
the last few months.

In his statements, Omirou thanked
EDEK supporters for their trust in him all
these years and said that he will remain
in the service of the Cypriot people.

Yiannakis Omirou has been at the
leadership of EDEK since 2001, when he
took over from the party’s founding leader
Vassos Lyssarides. In 2011 Omirou was
elected President of the House of Repre-
sentatives.

The United States
remains committed to
finding a just and

lasting settlement reunify-
ing Cyprus as a bi-zonal,
bi-communal federation,
the State Department notes
in a cover note containing
a bimonthly report on pro-
gress toward a negotiated
solution of the Cyprus ques-
tion for the period of August
and September 2014.

US President Barrack
Obama submits the bimonth-
ly report every 60 days to Con-
gress. By way of presidential
decree of July 31, 2003, the
report is prepared by the
Secretary of State.

Assistant Secretary for
Legislative Affairs Julia Frifield,
who signs the cover letter,
notes that “efforts toward a
comprehensive solution con-
tinued during this reporting
period, as the Greek Cypriots
and Turkish Cypriots resumed
UN-facil i tated settlement
negotiations.”

“The United States remains
committed to finding a just
and lasting settlement re-
unifying Cyprus as a bi-zonal,
bi-communal federation,” she
notes.

The report refers to the
appointment of former Norwe-
gian Foreign Minister Espen
Barth Eide as UN Secretary
General’s Special Advisor on
Cyprus on August 22, adding
that the two leaders and nego-
tiating teams “welcomed
Eide’s appointment, as well as
his efforts to re-energize the
settlement talks during his first
visit to the island September
5-8.”

During a subsequent
September 16-19 visit of Eide

in Cyprus the report continues
“the leaders agreed to move
to a more substantive phase
in the talks and to consider
Eide’s proposals to bridge
gaps on the core issues.”

The report also refers to the
separate meetings UN SG
Ban Ki-moon had with both
leaders on the margins of the
UN General Assembly in late
September and to the meet-
ings of Kerry and US Vice
President Joe Biden with
Cyprus President Nicos Anas-
tasiades on September 21 and
26 respectively.

It further notes that Assis-
tant Secretary Victoria Nuland
met with Cypriot Minister of
Foreign Affairs Ioannis Kasou-
lides on September 23 and
Turkish Cypriot negotiator at
the time Kudret Ozersay on
September 24.

The report further refers to
the continued efforts of Cyprus
Archbishop Chrysostomos
and Mufti Atalay who “conti-
nued to foster cooperation
and understanding between
the two communities in
support of a settlement.”

“On September 7, religious
services were held for the first
time in 40 years at two church-
es in the north”, the report
adds, whilst it also notes
Atalay’s visit to mosques and
islamic cemeteries in Paphos
with the Archbishop on
September 25.

Finally, the report also
refers to US Ambassador’s
in Nicosia John Koenig’s
remarks on September 25 at
the closing ceremony of two
bi-communal projects which
provided training for over 150
women funded by the State
Department.

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On January 7th 2015,
France became the
latest nation to be

rocked by terrorism. In the
middle of the day, three attack-
ers wearing balaclavas entered
the building of a well known
satirical cartoon publication -
Charlie Hebdo - and started
shooting with Kalashnikovs
killing twelve people. 

At the time of writing this
article, it appears that the
attackers were French-Muslim
extremists that took offence
at the magazine’s comical
portrayal of Prophet Muham-
mad and Islamic State leaders.
Our response in the western
world is predictable and
wholly understandable; we will
mourn the victims, tighten our
security and stand by our val-
ues in the face of violence (in
this case Freedom of Speech)
- the Muslims amongst us will
defend their faith pointing
out that it is a small minority
of extremists that commit
violence, while the vast major-
ity are peace-loving and law
abiding.

The security apparatus
in France will examine the
evidence, figure out what went
wrong and tighten up to pre-
vent such atrocious acts in the
future - like we did on 7/7/2005
and like the Americans did
before us on 9/1/2001. But
what we learned from past
experiences is that security is
only part of the answer, while
we invest highly in it, we lack
the complete understanding
on what causes people to
pick up a gun or a bomb and
indiscriminately hurt innocent
people in the name of some
cause. In this article, I will try
to take an impassive view on
terrorism events and how we
are building up to them.

It is important to point out
that Muslim extremists are not
the only game in terrorist-town,
even though they are certain-
ly very active in it. Hurting
innocents as means of send-
ing a message is actually quite
commonplace, and the attack-
ers are surprisingly diverse. We
were all mortified when Andres
Breivik killed 77 people in
July 2011 in Norway, and even
if we could forget the school
children who died in gunmen
attacks in the U.S. the next one
seems to be just around the
corner. These attacks are, in
their vast majority, attacks from
people who were born or
spent most of their lives in our
own societies, so they are in
essence attacks from within.
So the question we are called
to answer is not why are
Muslims attacking us and our
values, but why is our society

a breeding ground for people
who aspire to violence as a
form of communication? Like
more conventional crime, this
breaks down to opportunity,
means and motive. 

Our security apparatus is
concentrated on the aspect of
opportunity. It sees its mission
as catching the terrorists who
are trying to commit these acts
and lock them up for a very
long time so that they cannot
try again. No doubt Theresa
May, in the aftermath of this
attacks, will be asking for a lot
more money, and a lot more
powers for the home office
who is responsible for our
security. This is a common-
sense response, but the past
two decades have made it
painfully clear to us that they
are not effective. Around the
world terrorism is on the rise,
despite the increasing infringe-
ment on our personal liberties
in the name of security, and
despite the considerable beef-
ing up of our security forces.
When the attacker, the victims,
the means and the timing is
open ended, then detection
and prevention is impossible
and any attempt to stop it is
intrusive and expensive. When
we do not know which flight
wil l  be attacked by what
passenger and how, we have
to screen all passengers of
all flights in all airports for a
series of possible weapons
and explosives. When we do
not know what train or station
will be attacked, we have to
post armed police officers on
every train and in every station
(who might mistakenly shoot
innocent Brazilian electricians
out of panic) and remove all
garbage cans from the public
transport system, and so on
and so forth. Even if the secu-
rity forces were not as prone
to abusing every morsel of
power given to them, clearly
this approach is neither
reasonable nor sustainable.
Every country’s security
apparatus has a role in keep-
ing that country safe, but that
role has to be proportional
and reasonable, our current
approach seems to be signi-
ficantly limiting the civil liber-
ties of everyone in exchange
for very little security.

The security apparatus
seems to be less concerned
with the matter of means than
it is with the matter of oppor-
tunity for terrorism. Despite
the evident problem of gun
related terrorism in the U.S,

there is no effort to limit the
accessibility of guns. Gun
politics are complicated in the
U.S., but I still find it difficult
to believe that the agencies
that have secured the right to
indiscriminately read their
citizens emails, read their texts
and listen to their phone calls
have such a hard time figuring
out who owns a gun. The
sheer number of gun related
terrorist activity in the United

States, compared to other
western countries where auto-
matic and semi-automatic
guns are not as readily avail-
able is proof itself that it is a
big factor in terrorism, yet they
don’t seem to care - and let’s
not forget that Breivik would
not be as lethal on that fateful
day in Norway if he wasn’t able
to easily (and legally) obtain
high performance automatic
weapons and abundant am-
munition. Closer to home, gun
terrorism is not as prevalent
(although as the incident in
France proves it is still a prob-
lem), the weapon of choice for
our home grown terrorists is
explosives. Admittedly, this is
harder to detect as many
explosives have legitimate in-
dustrial uses and some bombs
can be created by benign
kitchen and agricultural prod-
ucts, but still, the harder we
make it for people to obtain the
more potent materials, the less
lethal their resulting bombs
will be. That is why I find it so
baffl ing that the security
apparatus seems more con-
cerned with reading our emails
than it is with monitoring the
stocks of industrial explosives,
or with implementing laws to
monitor the sales of the crucial
retail materials from which
bombs can be constructed.

The final element that I will
look at is the most complex
one. Motive. Why do people
use violence as means of
sending a message? Why do
people think this is acceptable,

and why don’t they feel em-
pathy for their victims? I have
no i l lusion that there is a
straightforward answer. Every
deranged individual who takes
up a gun or a bomb and sets
off to kill innocents in the name
of religion, ideology, ethnicity
or a simple gripe, makes their
own choices for their own rea-
sons, but they all seem to have
two main threads in common.
First, they feel that they are

somehow isolated and under
attack, and secondly they have
a glorified view of violence.

Whether it is a personal form
of isolation - like the case of
teenagers who become school
shooters in the U.S. - or a com-
munity based isolation like the
far-right (see Brievik) terrorists
seem to think that society has
ganged-up against them and
they see their actions as a form
of defence or fight-back. In a
society where identity is tied
to consumerism and social
conformity, young people and
communities that cannot fit in
one of the predefined boxes
often find themselves isolated
from the wider society and in
search of an identity. As
their isolation increases, their
degree of powerlessness
increases with it, and an
us-against-them mentality is
developed reducing their
empathy levels. This frequent-
ly leads to suicide attempts
and self-harm on a personal
level, and to ghettofication on
the community level; in some
cases though it leads to finding
the missing identity in extreme
views which results in a violent
lashing-out against society. I
am not mounting a defence
to the violent actions of these
individuals, they could under-
stand right from wrong and
they chose wrong, this is an
attempt to understand enough
about a phenomenon to
prevent its recurrence - or at
the very least make it less
frequent. The same way these

individuals and communities
found themselves in isolation
some years back, which set in
motion the events that lead
to today’s terrorist actions,
individuals and communities
find themselves in the same
isolation today, by addressing
that issue today we prevent the
terrorist acts of the future.
People are not born terrorists
and they do not become
terrorists overnight, it is a long
process that starts with this
isolation. Being there and
helping vulnerable individuals
and communities back into our
society and away from extreme
views is our duty not to the
perpetrators, but to the victims
such that their deaths were not
in vain, and to the future so that
we can prevent more victims.

Isolation goes a long way to
explain why attackers lack
empathy and why they feel
threaten, but it does not
explain why people feel that
violence is an acceptable form
of response. Why is it that
when their values are under
attack they view indiscriminate
violence as an appropriate
form of response? The short -
and painful - answer to this is
that we all somewhat feel like
that. We have all been brought
up with a glorified and ideal-
ized view of war, with the idea
that it is noble to fight for what
you believe and that violent
confrontation is heroic - as long
as it is for the right reasons.
War can be necessary when
we are faced with great evil
(i.e. the Nazis), but we do not
have to, and should not, glori-
fy it - and we should present
the human loss of the enemy -
especially civi l ian human
loss - as inconsequential. The
image of heroic and victorious
on the battle of Normandy
soldiers should be accom-
panied by the a destroyed
Berlin in 1944, the image of a
Harrier taking off should be
accompanied by the image of
dead children in a Belgrade
hospital in the 90s, the image
of a ‘cool’ military drone should
be accompanied with that of a
dead bride in Pakistan, victim
of drone strike on her wedding
party. By showing the pain of
our own wars and developing
empathy for our own victims
we make it so much harder for
our own to be taken in some
murderous streak. In contrast
by glorifying war and elimina-
ting empathy for the opponent,
we cultivate the idea that killing
is OK for the right reasons, all

the terrorists need to do then is
convince vulnerable individu-
als (lunatics just convince
themselves of this) that their
ideals, their values, their gripes
are the ‘right’ ones and worth
kil l ing for. War is a huge
evil and the reality of it turns
humans into monsters,
regardless of who waged it and
who is on the right, we should
make the cost of war and
the victims of it clear to see
and be clear as to why this
enormous evil is necessary in
each and every case.

Concluding, the murderous
acts in Paris bring us again
face to face with western
home-grown terrorism. While
we mourn the victims - once
again - we find ourselves
wondering how to put a stop
to this phenomenon and we
find the traditional response of
tightening security not to be
working. This is because the
security apparatus is primari-
ly concerned with eliminating
the opportunity for terrorism -
a fool’s errand since terrorists
targets and timing are usually
pretty random. A lot more can
be done around the western
world to prevent the means of
killing from getting in the hands
of kil lers, but this is not a
sustainable solution either as
many explosives can be easi-
ly created by simple household
products, we can reduce the
power and effectiveness of the
weapons used, but we cannot
prevent terrorist acts this way.
In my view, the best answer
lies in the why. Stopping peo-
ple from wanting to kill rather
than preventing killers from
killing. To do this we have
to re-integrate into society
individuals and communities
that feel isolated and cornered
such that they stop feel threat-
ened and frustrated and thus
are not tempted to resort to a
violent backlash against a
perceived threat that might well
not even be real. Finally, and
more importantly we need
to stop glorifying war and
violence in the name of our
own values. The idea that war
and by extension killing is
righteous, even heroic if done
for the right reasons, plays
into the hands of terrorists.
Once we instill vulnerable (and
deranged) individuals with the
idea that it is acceptable to go
to war and kill for the right
reasons, then it is a short step
away for a manipulative
ideology or organisations to
convince them that they have
the ‘right’ values and their
values are also worth going to
war and killing for.

Andy Love has announ-
ced that he is to step
down as the Member of

Parliament for Edmonton at the
forthcoming General Election
in order to make way for a new
candidate to contest the seat.

Andy Love to step down as MP St. John Ambulance launches campaign
to stop babies choking to death

St John Ambulance
launched a new cam-
paign on Monday to

inform parents about what to
do if their baby starts choking.

With 80% of parents
not knowing what to do,
The Chokeables is a campaign
of videos, advice and first aid
guides to equip parents with
information about what to do
in such an event. 

Neal Stone, chief executive
of the British Safety Council,
explains why he is backing the

campaign. “We need to bring
this campaign to the atten-
tion of as many people as
possible and the Brit ish
Safety Council is pleased
to help promote The Choke-

ables. 
“Unfortunately, babies will

pick up things like pen tops
and swallow them and get
into trouble. Taking immedi-
ate action to stop choking
is critical and the campaign
describes simple procedures
about what to do. And how to

act quickly. 
“With celebrities like John

Hurt and David Wall iams
involved, I hope the campaign
catches the public’s imagina-
tion and that more people
learn these life saving first aid
skills.”

The campaign can be
found at St John Ambulance
with an animation film voiced
by David Walliams, David
Mitchell, Johnny Vegas and
John Hurt, along with a new
parent first aid guide. 
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What do an American
writer from Massachu-
setts and the plight

of women during the 1974
Cyprus invasion have in com-
mon? Answer: a feature length
film, Eleftheria - Woman of
Cyprus. The film, still in pre-
production, is the brainchild
of writer Matthew Stowell, an
American who is married to a
Canadian Cypriot who has
lived in Limassol since 2005.

The film, which is based on
several different true stories,
is a powerful drama about a
Cypriot mother, Eleftheria, and
her 29-year search for her
missing son, Spiros. Matthew
explains: “Eleftheria is a
participant in a very real way in
all the significant events of
modern Cyprus history: the
rebellion against the British for
independence in which she
loses a brother and husband;
the inter-communal struggles
between Greek and Turkish
Cypriots; the Turkish invasion
of 1974 in which her 17-year-
old son is taken by the Turkish
army, tortured, sent to a prison
in Turkey and ‘disappeared’;
the systematic and brutal rape
of all the women of the village
(including Eleftheria)”.

Matthew came up with the
film idea in 1998 during his first
visit to Cyprus, where he was
taken to the Ledra Palace by
his Cypriot wife. There, he met
several Cypriot women with
banners looking for answers
about their missing sons or
husbands. Some of the wom-
en were on a hunger strike. So
taken was he with the cause,
that Matthew and his wife
joined in, supporting the wom-
en with a three-day hunger
strike; living only on water,
coffee and cigars. His inten-
tion: to show his solidarity to
these woman as an American
who was beginning to under-
stand the pain and journey of
the people in this country.

This triggered his in depth

research of a multitude of true
horror stories belonging to
women who had lost loved
ones, been raped and had
missing family members. He
covered all angles and pers-
pectives from both sides of
the equation and gradually
combined them into one
voice, that of Eleftheria.

Beginning his writing career
as a journalist in Chicago,
Matthew worked as a perform-
ing arts critic and went on
to write for newspapers and
magazines in San Francisco,
Boston, Virginia, New York
and most recently Cyprus. He
has written a series of mystery
novels under the pen name of
Alexander Lowell. The first Roll
Away the Stone was success-
fully published in 2010 and the
second in the series, Blind
Faith is coming out in 2015.

With his self declared
“sensitivity to injustice”,
Matthew believes that the
stories about Cyprus need to
be shared with the world. 

He’s very well read in the
Greek classics and poetry, but
his knowledge of Cypriot
history and culture was limited
until he married his wife in
1997. Over time, this grew. So
much so, that he now wants
to help others around the
world understand Cyprus’
history through his film. 

“People here may think that
everyone in the world knows

about Cyprus’ history, but they
don’t. This film could really
make a big difference. It can
help raise global awareness
about Cyprus,” says Matthew. 

One of the characters in the
film is an ignorant American
detective who helps Eleftheria
in her search for Spiros.
Matthew explains how he is
not her saviour but through the
search, the detective learns
about the historic problems
and in turn helps viewers
understand Cyprus’ compli-
cated history.

The screenplay has gone
through many drafts over the
years and Andrew Horton, an
award-winning screenwriter
and author of over 20 books
on film and screenwriting,
declared that “the script was
in the top 15 per cent of all
those he has had the oppor-
tunity to judge on a profes-
sional basis over the past 30
years”. 

Determined to make this
movie happen, Matthew
tracked down and sent the
script to fellow Massachusetts
resident, Oscar winning Amer-
ican-Greek actress Olympia
Dukakis. A couple of days
later, he received a personal
call from Olympia stating that
she was very interested in the
script.

As well as well known
American talent, Matthew is
keen to use the very best local

talent from Cyprus as well
as the UK. Popular Cypriot
actors, Christopher Greco and
Dimitris Dimitriou are on-board
the project, and American
Cinematogapher Stephen
Kazmierski (from the films
Transatlantic, Happiness and
You Can Count on Me,) is
considering directing the film.
Which is all fantastic news, but
there is always the issue of
money.

For the project to now
become a reality, substantial
funds need to be raised.
On November 29, Matthew
launched a campaign on
the crowd funding website
Indiegogo to help raise the
$500,000 needed to get the
film on its feet.

“Once a certain amount has
been raised, there are other
investors willing to help fund
the rest,” he explains. “We
want to start to raise the mon-
ey ourselves, without govern-
ment interference, so we can
have complete creative con-
trol over the piece. We want it
to be in English, as English is
an international language and
will therefore make it accessi-
ble to a larger audience”.

As part of the Indiegogo
campaign, the project offers
donators rewards, depending
on how much money is
donated. For $25 you can
receive daily access to the
production diary, for $100, you
can receive access to the
production diary, script pages
plus and download of the final
film and so forth. The project
is available to fund on Indie-
gogo until January 28 and
every penny matters. “Even
ten pounds makes a differ-
ence,” says Matthew.

Cost-effective flood insur-
ance will be available to
all. Affordable home

insurance for properties at risk
of flooding is one step closer
to becoming reality, after the
Government and insurers
reached agreement of exactly
how this insurance wil l
operate. 

Flood Re (Flood Reinsur-
ance Scheme), a pooled insur-
ance system which means
even the most at-risk proper-
ties will have access to insur-
ance, is set to launch this year.

The Association of British
Insurers (ABI) estimates that
between 300,000 and 500,000
households that are at risk of
flooding would find it difficult to
obtain flood insurance. Unlike
earlier plans, properties which
fall within the most costly
Council Tax bands will now be
included within the scope of
Flood Re. The top Band in
England and Scotland is H,
while Wales introduced Band
I for its most expensive proper-
ties in 2005.

Insurers wil l  be able to
‘avoid’ taking on the flood risk
element of a policy them-
selves. Where they feel unable
to insure a home against
flooding, they will pass on this
risk to Flood Re. This comes
with a fixed premium for a
household, which wil l  be
calculated at set rates based
on its Council Tax band.

These premiums would
start at no more than £210 per
year for Bands A and B, rising
to £540 in Band G. As the
inclusion of Bands H, and I in
Wales, has only been recently
agreed, the premiums have
not yet been set.

Flood Re will allow insurers
to pass on the money paid for
the flood risk element of a
household’s home insurance
policy into one particular fund.
The fund will then pay out
upon subsequent flood claims.

Brendan McCafferty, chief
executive of Flood Re, said
that he was “very pleased”
that a “workable and sensi-
ble agreement” had been
reached. “Flood Re is of huge
importance to hundreds of
thousands of householders at
risk of flooding,” he comment-
ed, “and this agreement allows
us to progress beyond the
design phase so that Flood Re
can become a reality.”

There is no set date for the
delivery of the project at this
time, but it is expected to be
active within the second
half of 2015, backed by an
investment by insurers of £17
million.

Currently, insurers are
acting under the Flood Insur-
ance Statement of Principles,
which means that they will
offer flood cover to customers
whose properties are not at

‘significant’ risk of flooding
according to the Environment
Agency, or where the Govern-
ment has made plans to
reduce the risk of flooding in
an area below ‘significant’
within five years.

However, premiums and
excesses in these cases aren’t
capped, as these are based
on the insurers’ understanding
of a flood risk.

82p Emperor Honorius
Emperor Honorius re-
deployed all Roman troops,
leaving Britain to defend itself.

Jersey’s Roman Connections

Individuality over ‘Confidence’
Words. They’re everywhere. We speak thousands every day and yet sometimes, what we
genuinely think words mean and what they actually mean are sometimes very different. 
This article is neither a debate nor a rant, but something real that’s come up and has
sparked something in me to make a statement of sorts. Music is my passion and has been
since a young age – I’m constantly learning and growing not only as a musician, but also
as a person. For those who aren’t familiar with my style, I usually prefer to perform ballads
over upbeat songs just because of how much of a connection I feel with songs that convey
a certain message, emotion or feeling. 

Something that’s become apparent among
unsigned artists of today, like myself, is the
message that they need to be ‘more confident’.
The reason I mention the word ‘unsigned’ is
because as soon as somebody is affiliated with
a record label, they are deemed to have
automatically have ‘found themselves.’ (Which

is not always the case, due to the stages of development that an artist goes through when
first signed, which usually takes three years). That in itself is another phrase that I cannot
agree with – ‘finding yourself’ - seeing as everyone is constantly growing and ultimately, I
think you stop finding yourself when you stop living. 
I have always been a very calm, reserved person and I also am on stage but this does not
point towards the amount of confidence I have nor does it point towards my personal
self-esteem. Of course, I think standing up on stage is a nerve-wracking thing to do at any
age; the spotlight’s on you and the adrenaline of wanting your performance to go exactly
the way you want it is something that is all completely natural. So you can imagine that telling
anyone, let alone a teenager, to become a different artist is misleading advice; my belief
in my music nor my music does not have to be shown by how much I prance around on
stage or how much arrogance I exude, which is what ‘more confidence’ boils down to. 
For me, having confidence in your aspirations is going out and chasing them and combatting
any and every obstacle, because you love it that much, because it’s worth it and because
you believe in your calling. 
Self-development is a natural process; what isn’t a natural process is a personality transplant.
That is something I never have and never will succumb to – individuality is something I
prize over any approval.
So maybe if you’re ever in a situation where your confidence or self belief is challenged,
say this to yourself: 
Am I confident? Yes. Why? Because I’m comfortable in myself enough to not change.

the country. There are 55
mosques in Tower Hamlets, 42
in Newham, 30 in Poplar, 25 in
Bethnal Green, 24 in West

We are all
going through hard times so
we must try and understand
that the other person must be
going through bad times too
and be reasonable. 

May I take this opportunity
in my first column this year to
wish you and your families a
very healthy, prosperous and
exciting year with many more
adventures to come.

At the press screen-
ing during the Festival the spon-
taneous applause at the end
continued for ages.

Wild

Reece Witherspoon delivers
her best performance here since
her Oscar winning triumph
in “Walk the Line” in 2005.
This film, also premiered at the
recent London Film Festival, is
inspired by true events and
is based on Cheryl Strayed’s
autobiographical novel eloquen-
tly adapted for the screen by
Nick Hornby. 

Canadian Jean-Marc Vallee,
following his success in coach-
ing Matthew McConaughey
into an Oscar, he now cements
his reputation as a sensitive and
actor friendly director. Wither-
spoon shines as Strayed, an in-
dependent young woman who
wants to leave behind her hero-
in addiction a failed marriage by
setting out to hike all on her own
more than a thousand miles on
the Pacific Crest Trail...

It is an extraordinary adven-
ture superbly photographed
with a stunning central perfor-
mance. The theme may be
familiar - In 2007 Emile Hirsch
endured a similar adventure in
Sean Penn’s “Into the Wild”
while Mia Wasikowska walked
thousands of miles in last year’s
“Tracks”- but nevertheless this
is a welcome addition to the
genre.

American Sniper

A new Clint Eastwood film is
always a highly anticipated
event and now following his
recent and very enjoyable musi-
cal adaptation of “Jersey Boys”
he returns to much darker and
more heroic territories. 

Jason Hall’s script is based
on Chris Kyle’s autobiography
which focuses on Kyle’s (Brad-
ley Cooper) experiences as the
most deadly sniper during the
Iraq war. His precision and skill
in never missing his targets
soon earns him the nickname
“Legend”. He learns to be ruth-
less and fast with neither a hint
of hesitation nor remorse in
shooting down the enemy
whether it is an innocent looking
kid or a woman. His priority is
to protect his fellow soldiers and
try and be a good husband and
father even if he is million miles
away from home...

Cooper is excellent as
the blinkered protagonist and
carries the film effortlessly. It is
a strong film but unlike “The
Hurt Locker” the American flag
waving and patriotic message
leaves one cold by the end.

Testament Of Youth

James Kent’s impressive
debut, also screened at Octo-
ber’s London Film Festival,
boasts a terrific central perfor-
mance from Alicia Vikander as
Vera Brittain. The film is based
on Brittain’s classic First World
War memoir which brings to life
her experiences during these
turbulent years. 

Vera is a free spirited and
independent young woman
whose priority is to get an
education in Oxford rather than
follow her family’s old fashioned
ideas and become a housewife.
She is over the moon when she
gets a scholarship and begins to
live a dream especially after she
falls in love with Roland Leighton
(Kit Harington), a close friend
of her brother Edward (Taron
Egerton). But her happiness is
short lived when the war breaks
out - all the boys leave for the

front and Vera has no alterna-
tive but to volunteer as a nurse...

The story though familiar is
powerful and Vikander is superb
but overall Kent’s safe direction
fails to inject enough passion
and urgency to make this
compelling. 

Duck Soup

Marx Brother’s hysterically
funny 1935 comedy returns to
the big screen as part of a sea-
son of their work at the BFI
Southbank. The action of this
wonderful spoof takes place in
Freedonia where Mrs Teasdale
(Margaret Dumont), a wealthy
socialite appoints the capricious
Rufus T Firefly (Groucho Marx)
as president. There is tension
in the air with the neighbouring
Sylvania and things are made
even worse when two incom-
petent spies (Chico & Harpo)
appear on the scene... 

It is a deliciously funny
comedy worth seeing just for
the inventive dialogue exchange
between Groucho and Dumont
which feels as if it is improvised. 

A timeless classic and a real
treat for all the family!

Taken 3

Ex-covert operative Bryan
Mills (Liam Neeson) and his
unlucky family return for one
last adventure in this successful
but far-fetched franchise. 

Sadly soon after Bryan’s
reconciliation with his ex-wife
(Famke Janssen) she is found
dead in his apartment. He is
framed for the murder and finds
himself on the run from the CIA,
FBI and the police while trying to
track down the real killers...

Neeson delivers the goods as
a sympathetic action hero des-
pite the thin dialogue and pre-
dictable denouement. Director
Olivier Megaton relies heavily
on rapid editing rather than cre-
ating any real tension or danger
in the proceedings.

The Last Of The Unjust

Claude Lanzmann, the acclai-
med documentary filmmaker of
“Shoah” delivers another heart-
felt project that began filming in
Rome in 1975. Lanzmann spent
hours filming Benjamin Murmel-
stein, the last President of the

Jewish Council in the Theresien-
stadt ghetto. He was the only
“Elder of the Jew” to survive the
war and Murmelstein makes a
fascinating subject for this
remarkable film. He is a contro-
versial figure and was arrested
after the war as a collaborator
but he adamantly claims that he
consistently fought Adolf Eich-
mann for seven years in order
to help Jews leave the country. 

It has taken Lanzmann all
these years to release this film
because he wanted to share his
candid interviews with this elo-
quent but clinically detached
man. It is over nearly four hours
long but always compelling and
essential.

Erebus: Into The Unknown

This drama documentary tells
the true story of the Air New
Zealand jet which went missing
on November 28th 1979, with
257 passengers during a sight-
seeing tour over Antarctica. 

It is an incredible but harrow-
ing story told by the rescue
team who were assigned to find
the wreckage and bring back
the dead bodies. They were
young men at the time and still
remember their traumatic exper-
iences as if it was yesterday.
They have powerful stories to
tell which are carefully recon-
structed. 

Overall this is a gripping film
about the worst air disaster of
its time despite the fact that
there are far too many recon-
struction scenes especially in
the beginning before the rescue
mission commences.

Faust

F.W Murnau’s 1926 silent
classic was the last film he made
in Germany before he moved to
Hollywood. 

The tale of Faust, the man
who sold his soul to the devil,
otherwise known as Mephisto-
pheles, is brought vividly to life
by this great visionary director.
The visuals, the designs and
photography are truly specta-
cular while the special effects
very much ahead of its time. 

Emil Jannings steals the film
as a mischievous Mephistophe-
les who relishes his ability to
seduce the human soul. This
double DVD disc now available
from Eureka in their excellent
The Masters of the Series
includes both the original do-
mestic and the export versions
with a choice of soundtracks to
accompany them. 

A must for any serious film
lover!

Iam becoming increasingly disillusioned with the ubiquity of
technology and information overload. Much of it from self-
proclaimed ‘experts’ (one of those oft used words that should

be banished from the English language) who provide us with
knowledge that is questionable and sometimes blatantly wrong.
However, it also continues to throw up some delightful connec-
tions which at first seem completely anomalous but dig deeper
friends and all will be revealed. For example were you to seek
out Cirque Alfonse on the Web one of the links takes you to a
magazine for “bears, cubs and chubs everywhere”. Not the brown
bear variety you understand. The rag delights in describing Cirque’
as “lots of bearded men, throwing around wood in their long
johns”. Gathenas me do zigon dou as my bapou used to say.

Cirque Alfonse’s Timber! (Queen Elizabeth Hall) was described
in the publicity as a “lumberjack circus”, emanating as they do
from Saint-Alfonse-Rodriguez in Quebec, a town well known for
stoutly bred bearded men and the quality and quantity of its wood.
They were created in 2005 by two of the Carabinier clan, Julie
and Antoine. However, the real inspiration for their formation
comes from their avuncular daddy Alain who makes one or two
sweet and comical interventions during the evening as a grand-
dad character. You get an idea of what is to come on entering the
auditorium and see an adult play area made up of logs, planks,
whips, wagon wheels, axes and saws, in fact everything you would
need to carry out serious lumber jacking or some alternative
pastime.

The truth is they are deadly serious but manage to make light
of it throughout even when performing their very own version of
“toss the axe”. Don’t know it? Well imagine axes (real and heavy)
being thrown across the stage from one Carabinier to the other,
perhaps 15 feet apart, while one of their pals stands in between,
smiling, as the axe’s trajectory miss his large bulbous “Franadi-
an” nose by millimetres.

The acrobatic feats are no less dangerous as they leap through
saws, backflip on branches - bringing a whole new meaning to the
beam exercise in modern gymnastics - and then demonstrate
great strength and balance with routines that require incredible
skill, and trust. Just occasionally it doesn’t go according to plan.
They chuckle heartily wipe off the sawdust and do it until they
get it right. I guess if it went wrong with the axes a second chance
wouldn’t be possible and dialling 999 might be a better option.

This is the second time I have seen Cirque Alfonse and the
encore is as impressive as the first time they captivated a London
audience. Ninety minutes of terrific entertainment, which when
it isn’t awe-inspiring is joyful self-deprecating fun, courtesy of
foot-stomping hillbilly music and song accompanied by an
eclectic mix of instruments. They include the traditional banjos,
guitars and violins but as they do in lumber land also wooden
crates, pots, pans and any other ksilo or tenekoui they can lay their
hands on. 

As if to prove their talents are genetic even three year old Arthur
shows off his promising balancing act which will inevitably, in a
few years’ time, end up in a new and innovative version of branch
bending or whizzing whips. Unique and wholesome fun that can
be enjoyed by one and all. The human Ursine community must
have been growling with delight.

Meanwhile guest reviewer Stephanie Kyriakides is in happy
panto land.....Wow! From curtain up to curtain down Beauty and
The Beast (Stratford East) was an absolutely wonderful produc-
tion. The main characters were Marcel (Minal Patel), his daugh-
ter, Belle (Helen Aluko), a younger version of Floella Benjamin
and the Beast (Vlach Ashton). These forces combined, with
Marcel’s sister Aunty Gisele (Michael Bertenshaw), and a very
talented support cast to provide rousing and engaging audience
participation.

The plot is quite a convoluted typical pantomime with under-
lying intonations. The Beast, having once been a Prince had
been transformed into his present identity after getting on the
wrong side of Witchy (Antonia Kemi Coker) and her daughter
Prunella (Allyson Ava-Brown). They had cast a wicked spell on
him which could only be reverted if love was found by his
21st birthday.

Marcel unfortunately finds himself in the home of the former
Prince and being captured by the Beast’s servants is in a quandary.
Luckily Belle, in a typically opportune moment, arrives to offer to
swap positions with her father. This arrangement was more than
acceptable to the Beast.

Without giving away the plot the relationship between Belle
and the Beast developed. One of the highlights was an ‘Ariel Silk’
family friendly version of a more adult nature very tastefully
executed by Peter Pan (Amelia Cavallo) Oh to have such dexter-
ity! On several occasions having taken my eyes briefly from the
stage action to engage with the audience a throng of parents
and enthralled children met my view. Interviewing one child, on
asking what she thought of the show, Amy said “Magic”. On ask-
ing her how old she was she replied “5 and three quarts”. Bless.
Highly recommended so get yourself to Stratford...amessos!

Marcos misses out in final

Boston was selected on
Thursday as the American

candidate city that will bid to host
the 2024 Olympics, taking the
first strides in a gruell ing
marathon to bring the Summer
Games back to the United
States.

Boston, which has never host-
ed an Olympics, was unveiled
as the surprise pick over two-
time host Los Angeles, San
Francisco and Washington fol-
lowing the United States
Olympic Committee’s(USOC)
board meeting at the Denver
International Airport.

“We’re excited about our
plans to submit a bid for the
2024 Games and feel we have
an incredibly strong partner in
Boston that will work with us to
present a compell ing bid,”
USOC Chairman Larry Probst
said in a statement.

The decision followed more
than one round of voting before
the Boston bid eventually re-
ceived the unanimous endorse-
ment of the USOC’s board of di-
rectors.

The United States has not
hosted a Summer Games since
the 1996 Atlanta Olympics.

As home to the world’s most
famous marathon, Bostonians

are well-acquainted with tests of
endurance and are about to en-
ter a punishing race with all man-
ner of hurdles and twists and
turns in a bid to land the sport-
ing world’s biggest prize.

Boston will be up against
Rome and Germany, which has
announced that it wil l  bid

through Berlin or Hamburg. A
string of potential hosts, includ-
ing Istanbul, Paris, Doha and a
city from Africa, are also consid-
ering bids.

Cities have until September to
officially put in a bid with a deci-
sion on the 2024 host to be
made in mid-2017.

Olympiakos retake lead at the top
Title hopefuls Apollon Limassol

missed out on the chance to
surge ahead in the champi-
onship race after being held to a
2-2 draw by relegation battlers
Othellos Athienou at the Antonis
Papadopoulos Stadium in
Larnaca on Monday night. 

Othellos had also held Apollon
to a 1-1 draw when the two sides
met the previous week  in the
first leg of the Cyprus Coca-Cola
Cup second round. Monday
night’s result did see Ioan
Andone’s side move one point
ahead of closest rivals APOEL
who suffered their second de-
feat of the season at the hands
of AEL on the weekend but offi-
cials of the Limassol club saw
the draw as a chance to go three
points in front.

The final result also drew
protests from Limassol club who
were angry that referee Thomas
Mouskos sent of defender
Angelis Angeli and handed
Othellos a penalty early on in the
game. Abraham Gneki-Guie put
Apollon on their way when he
latched onto a Fotis Papoulis
pass and beat goalkeeper Roin
Kvaskhvadze with a neat strike.
The controversial penalty deci-
sion followed ten minutes later
after Angeli brought down
Thiago Santos in the area and
was sent off for his trouble.
Georgian midfielder Levan
Khmaladze obliged from the
penalty spot. French forward
Gneki-Guie put Apollon back in
front moments later after firing
in the rebound when Papoulis’
strike hit the post. Othellos lev-
eled the proceedings again on
52 minutes when Nicos
Efthymiou beat goalkeeper
Bruno Vale with a clever curling
effort from outside the area.
