President of the Repub-
lic Demetris Christo-
fias said that the unac-

ceptable conditions set
continually by Turkey did not
allow the return of Famagus-
ta to its lawful residents and
expressed the hope that the
next President of Cyprus will
not abandon the demand
for the return of either
Famagusta or Kyrenia or
Morphou.

Speaking on Monday in
Larnaca, the President stated
that since his election to the
Presidency of the Republic,
Famagusta was among his
priorities.

“I gave great battles for
Famagusta and at the nego-
tiating table and in the inter-
national arena for the imme-

diate return of Famagusta to
its residents, prior to a solu-
tion of the Cyprus problem”
he said.

“Unfortunately the Turkish
side constantly sets unaccept-
able conditions substantially
equivalent either to recogni-

tion or indirect recognition of
a second state in Cyprus” he
added, indicating that this fact
that did not allow the return of
the occupied city to its lawful
residents.

During the ongoing UN led
talks, which started in 2008,
Cyprus President Demetris
Christofias has put forward a
proposal on Famagusta which
urges Turkey to implement
UN Security Council resolu-
tion 550, which calls for the
transfer of the fenced off area
of Varosha, to UN administra-
tion.

It also suggests the open-
ing of Famagusta port under
EU auspices to benefit the
Turkish Cypriots. The Turkish
side has rejected the propos-
al.

President Demetris
Christofias vowed on
Monday to defend

Cyprus’ economic stability
and social cohesion.

His remarks come in the
wake of an agreement Cyprus
has reached with the Troika
(European Commission,
European Central Bank and
International Monetary Fund)
on the terms of an adjustment
programme in the context
of Cyprus’ application for
financial assistance from the
European Stability Mecha-
nism, providing for salary cuts
and new tax hikes.

“Despite the comparatively
manageable situation of
Cyprus’ public finances, the
exposure of the Cypriot banks
to Greek bonds and the Greek
economy as well as the total-
ly wrong and frivolous hand-
lings of the Cypriot and Greek
regulating authorities have
led us to apply for financial
assistance,” he said, address-
ing the inaugural ceremony of
a cultural centre bearing the
name of Petrakis Papadopou-
los, a key cooperative figure.

“We have conducted a hard
negotiation with the Troika,
defending the interests of
Cyprus and its people. We will
continue our effort to safe-
guard the stability of the eco-
nomy and social cohesion,”
the President added.

He noted that there are
positive results concerning the
financial system, especially as
far as cooperative institutions
are concerned.

The Troika demanded a
single regulatory authority and
supervision of both the banks
and the cooperative credit
institutions. The final agree-
ment provides for a Dutch
model of a primary supervi-
sion carried out by the Coop-
erative Central Bank and a
secondary supervision by the
Central Bank of Cyprus.

“This was achieved after
intense and persistent efforts
by the government and the
Central Bank to support and
protect our cooperative

movement. After a lot of effort,
our proposal for an alternative
model of oversight for the
cooperative institutions, which
we believe will safeguard their
social role, was accepted,” he
added.

Furthermore, turning to the
European economic crisis,
Christofias pointed out that the
differences between member-
states and between political
views remain sizable, adding
that political decisions are hard
under such circumstances.

“The edifice of a united
Europe, we regret to admit,
has failed to respond effective-
ly to the challenge of over-
coming the crisis and paving
the way for growth. This

underscores the challenge
European citizens face and
increases crit icism of the
current economic and social
orientation of the European
Union,” he went on to say.

“Unfortunately what has
largely been attempted so far
is to transfer the burden on the
shoulders of the workers,” the
President noted, and referred
to deregulation of labour rela-
tions and dismantling of the
welfare state.

In Cyprus, he pointed out,
“our duty is to defend our
national sovereignty, a crucial
task for a country whose
northern part is under Turkish
occupation since 1974.”
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President vows to defend economic
stability and social cohesion

The government has
never stopped caring
for the needs of Cypri-

ot refugees, despite econo-
mic hardships it encounters
due to the world financial
crisis, President Demetris
Christofias said on Tuesday.

The President was speak-
ing during an event to grant
lease certificates to displaced
beneficiaries, at the Dromola-
xia-Meneou Municipality, near
Larnaca.

In his address, President
Christofias noted that the
government continues to
support the refugees and the
vulnerable groups of the
population, amid very difficult
times.

“The economic crisis under-
pins the state’s obligation to
stand by its citizens, through
the adoption of targeted
social policies. We will contin-
ue to work towards this direc-
tion,” the President said.

He noted moreover that the
government wants all lease
certificate holders to acquire
title deeds the soonest, and
added that if this is not possi-
ble, then they will receive a

land plot in return.
Therefore, the President

went on, the government
proceeds with its planning for
the division of plots in various
areas of the country, to offset
temporary tenants.

He said that the government
has allocated so far 1,900
plots, compared to 1,332 plots
given during the 2003-2007
period. Out of these, 388 plots
have been divided, while the
division of the rest of the plots
is in an advanced stage, the
President noted.

President Christofias added
furthermore that 498 new plots
have been allocated in 2012,
while plans are underway to
divide 911 new plots all over
the island, to cover the
needs of all beneficiaries who
received approval or those
who will get it soon.

He also said that the lease
certificates’ policy is a novelty
of the present government,
aiming at reinforcing the
solvency of refugees. Through
this policy, he added, tenants
may utilize their residences to
secure loans from financial
institution.

He added that agreements
with these companies would
send a strong message
regarding the prospects for
Cyprus economy and would
constitute “a strong hand of
cards.”

Replying to questions,
Sylikiotis said the licenses for
four blocks of Cyprus’ EEC did
not conclude the second

round of licensing, and that
within 2013 “we will proceed
with the evaluation of the
other applications for the
other blocks.”

Sylikiotis also said that the
companies that have been
granted preliminary licenses
for the four blocks of the EEC
are joint venture ∂¡π-KOGAS
for blocks 2 and 3, joint ven-
ture Total-Novatech for block
9, and Total for block 11.

The Minister of Commerce
furthermore pointed out that
Cyprus has all the prospects
to become a regional energy
centre.

gas in EEC on good track

A proposal on Famagusta put forward by President Christofias

was rejected by the Turkish side
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What we see in the most
recent phase of Israel/
Gaza relations is a

‘baring of teeth’, a show of
strength and determination
against a predator. This is
Palestinian retaliation against
Israel’s war of attrition, which
has proceeded to wipe out
Palestinian resistance any way
possible.

The Sasson Report of 2005,
commissioned by Ariel
Sharon’s government, found
that Jewish settlements before
2004 are illegal. Pressure from
right wing extremists caused
the current Netenyahu govern-
ment to insist on a second
report, as it considered the first
to be flawed. 

A commission headed by
former Israeli Supreme Judge,
Edmond Levy, was required
to find a way to legitimise
Jewish settlements in the
disputed area. The subse-
quent report published July
9th, 2012, argues Israel is not
in breach of international law.
Reasons cited include the
British mandate is still valid,
having never been withdrawn,
and the West Bank falls out-
side 4th Geneva Convention.
It recommends compensation
be paid to ‘alleged owners’
and the state declares the
West Bank a national park. 

Israel’s attempts to legiti-
mise its actions fool no one.
On the 24th September 2012,
the Group of 77 Organisation
presented a damning report
on the United Nations Trade
and Development (UNCTAD)

assistance to the Palestinian
People. Their findings show a
decline in Palestinian living
standards, as a direct result of
Israeli policies of occupation.
A deplorably high level of
unemployment, alongside low
earnings, has reached dange-
rous levels. A $540 million
shortfall from international
donations further compounds
the crisis in Palestinian econo-
mics. 

The geographic location of
the Israeli constructed wall
within the West Bank leaves a
10% gap or ‘seam zone’ of
high grade agricultural land.
Yet, the gap cannot be culti-
vated without Israeli access
permits. A ban on fertilisers
further hampers agricultural
productivity, causing a 33%
loss. Moreover, the Oslo
Accord of 1993 set out limits
for water extraction. Yet, in
spite of the Accord, Israel
continues to over extract, but
denies Palestinians water. 

A halt on settlement during
further negotiations was
agreed but never implement-
ed. 15,000 new settlers have
arrived in the West Bank in the
last twelve months. The total
now exceeds 350,000. Most
disturbing is that Israeli bombs
targeted a munitions works in
Khartoum, Sudan, in October
2012. The factory allegedly
supplies Hamas. The message
is clear; the Israeli military

reach extends beyond Gaza
and the West Bank and will
negatively influence future
financial and political support.

Alarmingly, an article writ-
ten by senior statesman Dore
Gold, for the Jerusalem Post,
20th July 2012, argues that the
Levy report represents an
unforgiving narrative for both
parties regarding the disput-
ed territories. He uses West-
ern Sahara, northern Cyprus,

and the Kuril islands as
examples of cut and dried
occupation, where the term
occupation is never applied. 

Gold maintains Palestinian
use of the term ‘occupation’
effectively damages any hope
of peace because an Israeli
government is not going to
enter a negotiating chamber
on the back foot. Israel should
present themselves as an
interested party with territorial
claims. 

Penned by a revered states-
man, at first glance the advice
might appear reasonable. Yet,
Gold is creating a narrative of
his own. Israel has no lawful
claims on the West Bank.
While he recommends a path-
way to save Israeli face, Israel
continuously undermines and
aggravates Palestinian posi-
tions, believing the falsehoods
their political elites advocate. 

In response, young activists’
worldwide, make a small, but
acutely pertinent difference.

The Washington Report on
Middle East Affairs, Septem-
ber 2012, shows how one US
student convinced her school
to offer more than the Sabra
brand of Hummus in the
refectory. Strauss, Sabra’s
parent company, supports the
Israeli army. US academics
condemned the Levy report.
But, the US Department of
State was loudest in disap-
proval.

Grapefruit poses a
potentially lethal health
risk to increasing

numbers of patients taking
prescription drugs, experts
have warned.

The fruit contains chemicals
which can interact with certain
drugs, making them more
potent.

Adverse effects can include
acute kidney failure, respira-
tory failure, internal bleeding
and sudden death.

While it is well known that
some patients should avoid
grapefruit, or grapefruit juice,
the list of drugs involved has
risen sharply in recent years.

Between 2008 and 2012 the
number of medications with

the potential to cause serious
harm by interacting with
grapefruit increased from 17
to 43, said scientists writing
in the Canadian Medical
Association Journal.
Each year, more
than six of these
drugs on aver-
age were being
made available
to patients.

Dr David Bailey,
from Lawson Health
Research Institute in
London, Ontario, and col-
leagues described the trend
as “disturbing”.

They wrote: “Unless health-
care professionals are aware
of the possibil i ty that the

adverse event they are seeing
might have an origin in the
recent addition of grapefruit to

the patient’s diet, it is very
unlikely that they will
investigate it. In addition,

the patient may
not volunteer this
i n f o r m a t i o n .

Thus, we
contend that
t h e r e
remains a
lack of

k n o w l e d g e
about this interaction in the
general healthcare communi-
ty.”

More than 85 drugs in total
can interact with grapefruit,
and of these 43 can have

serious side effects, said the
researchers. The list of dan-
ger medicines includes treat-
ments for anxiety, depression,
allergy, HIV infection, seizures,
heart rhythm abnormalities
and high cholesterol.

A modest single helping of
grapefruit can have an effect
even if consumed hours
before a drug is taken, said
the scientists. Frequent expo-
sure to grapefruit could make
matters worse. Combining the
cholesterol-lowering drug
simvastatin with a 200 millilitre
glass of grapefruit juice once
a day for three days more than
tripled its concentration level.
Older people with a reduced
ability to tolerate drug over-
doses were at greatest risk.

“The current trend of
increasing numbers of newly
marketed grapefruit-affected
drugs possessing substantial
adverse clinical effects neces-
sitates an understanding of
this interaction and the appli-
cation of this knowledge for
the safe and effective use of
drugs in general practice,” the
experts concluded.

took place last Tuesday 20th

beginning of the Hellenic
Centre’s creation. 

Mr Costas Kleanthous,

Leaving Constantinople in
1922 during the Exchange of
Populations, his mother,
sisters and him settled in
Marseille for a couple of years
before joining their father and
his brothers in London. 

From 1935 to 1939 he was
in Hamburg learning German
and working with his brother
Cleon, and that is where he
met his wife Margaret. 

Upon his return to England
he joined the Intelligence

Corps, and later on in Octo-
ber 1944, he joined Lord
Jellicoe’s SBS unit (Special
Boat Service) for the Greek
Operation, whose unit was
ultimately the first to enter and
liberate Athens. 

He returned to England at
the end of 1948 with his wife
and young children and set up
a home in London where he
started his l i felong and
successful involvement in the
world of shipping.

Tryfon Kedros whole-
heartedly and from the very
beginning supported the idea

of establishing a Hellenic
Centre in London, where, as
Mr Kleanthous very eloquent-
ly put it, “all Hellenes, no mat-
ter where they were born,
could meet, provide a Hellenic
home for their children and
from which we could promote
our Hellenic culture and
heritage.”

damental freedoms for all,
without distinction as to race,
sex, language or religion’.      

“Currently this does not

apply to the Greek Cypriots
enclaved in Rizokarpasso or
to the refugees, the property
owners, wherever they might
be, who are denied access,
use, benefit and enjoyment of
their properties in Rizokarpas-
so and elsewhere in occupied
Cyprus. We expect our British
Government, which was a
guarantor power for the free-
dom, independence, sover-
eignty and territorial integrity
of The Republic of Cyprus, to
actively work on our behalf to
secure our properties - own-
ership of which is our basic
human right. The Republic of
Cyprus is a member of the EU,
currently has the Presidency
of the EU, is a member of the
UN, a member of the British
Commonwealth, we expect
our British Government to be
more proactive in securing

justice for Cyprus and secur-
ing our rights as Brit ish
Citizens.” 

Maria Karaolis concluded
by thanking all the past
Presidents, past and present
Officers and Committee
Members of the Association
for their dedication and hard

work and all the members and
friends who have supported
and sustained the Association
since its formation in 1975.
She also thanked the politi-
cians and other high profile
figures and organisations who
are champions of freedom,
justice and human rights.

It is a truth universally
acknowledged that looking
forward and preparing for

the worst case scenario is a
better prospect than burying
your head in the sand and
hoping the problem will go
away. 

In May 2010 problems were
the last thing on my mind
when I was elected leader of
the council at the London
Borough of Merton. 

Merton is one of 33 London
boroughs which together
serve a population of some
8 million residents. Merton
alone covers 200,000 of those
residents who live in 80,000
houses and are served by
8,000 businesses. 

Merton is famous for host-
ing the Wimbledon Tennis
Championships where Marcos
Bagdatis is a big favourite.
Merton is also known for
hosting the first ever meeting
of Parliament. This was under
King Henry II I  at Merton
Priory. Another famous name
associated with Merton is Lord
Horatio Nelson who called this
place “my dear, dear Merton” 

For me at least, May 2010
soon came and went and it
wasn’t long before October
when the new coalit ion
government informed us that
our grant would be cut by
26% over three years as part of
the UK’s deficit reduction
programme. We immediately
started a comprehensive
review of our services. This
included looking at every ser-
vice, every job, every charge,
every actual and planned
expenditure and, come to that,

everything that moved in the
town hall. We asked managers
to look at what every service
would look like if the cut had
been as much as 30%. We
could then choose which
areas to make a priority -
things like libraries and street
sweeping, which would not be
cut. 

All this work with all the
numbers associated was
presented to every councillor
and all stakeholders. The full
package of cuts was decided
by the cabinet and then pre-
sented to a panel of elected
councillors from all parties for
close scrutiny. As a result of
that forensic investigation,
further changes were made.
Finally the council meeting,
chaired by our ceremonial
mayor, passed a balanced
budget. Without this central
government would have
stepped in to run us. Not much
independence there. 

We are now midway
through the administration and
we have saved some £44

million over two years. What
did this mean for the residents
and the staff in the borough?

Sadly we had to let go of
some excellent workers. From
a total of 2,543 employees
(excluding schools) we are
now down to 2,115 staff. This
was done by engaging with
our unions. For staff who have
stayed with us, a painful pay
freeze is in place. For our part,
all councillor allowances are
frozen too and we abolished
three councillor salaried posts.
All prospective requests for
new recruitment are chal-
lenged robustly among senior
directors.

On services affected, we
have stopped collecting
garden waste for free and have
imposed a modest charge. We
have had to start charging for
our pest control service. We
have had to let go of our
graphics team and increased
our charges for our popular
translation service. We have
saved money by sharing
services with other authorities.

In pursuit of that goal we share
our legal department with
Richmond council and our
personnel department with
Sutton council. There is now
just one head legal officer and
their department and just one
head personnel officer and
their department across two
councils.

In undertaking our savings
agenda we have maintained
services for children and
vulnerable groups and our
voluntary sector is still thriv-
ing. We have not closed any
libraries and our refuse
collection and street scene
services are fully catered for.

We are not in the clear by
any means. We still have to
find some £17 mill ion of
savings in the years ahead.
Tough decisions continue to
lie ahead but we will remain
business l ike and those
decisions will be taken as they
arise.

That future will still see a
borough in London that is
called Merton. It may be a
smaller borough, a leaner
borough, a sharing borough
and a more prudent borough,
but it is one that is continuing
to meet the reasonable
expectations of its residents
and a borough with its head
held high.

Councillor Stephen Alambri-
tis was born in Aradippou. He
is the Leader of the Council
at the London Borough of
Merton and the first Greek
Cypriot to lead a council in the
UK.

Municipalities can survive
but they must be bold

Faced with the banking
crisis that have hit
our beautiful island, I,

Kay Philippou, designer and
director of Christenings and
Things in Cyprus, decided to
create The Troika Collection
in a poignant and distressing
tribute to it.

Assisting my customers
with the financial downward
spiral that faces the country,
the collection is a fusion
assortment of the same
quality and style associated
with Christenings and Things,
but at a reduced price.

This crisis that has hit us
is no fault of our own; we
had our faith in the banking
system and the men in the
suits with degrees and
certif icates whom are to
blame for the state of the
economy.

The word Troika is in
association with the commit-
tee of the three organisations
overseeing the financial
problems in Greece. The
actual word is derived from
the Greek word ‘trohos’ the
word for the wheel. Let’s
hope the European Commis-
sion, the International Mone-
tary Fund and the European
Central Bank will help turn
the wheel around.

We in the retail industry
have done nothing wrong
except work hard to keep our
businesses going. Yet we are
the ones suffering and being
subjected to increases in
high bills, increased V.A.T,
inflated charges from the
government, local authority
charges as well as utility bills.
The good lifestyles that we
took for granted, have now
come back to smack us in
the face.

I came to Cyprus from
England 15 years ago; life
here was very different to
what it is today. Cypriots as a
nation were more hospitable,
more caring, generous and
humble with family values…
Then the stock market
allowed them to believe
that they could all be million-
aires. There was a change in
society and not for the
better.

The rush to be rich over-
night and the need to be
Europeans created an

unpleasant atmosphere. I
love Cyprus and I’m proud to
be Cypriot. Having been
brought up in England with
a multicultural society, I was
able to see the changes
happening. 

The sign on my shop
‘MADE IN CYPRUS AND
PROUD OF IT’ is the fact that
Cypriots seem to think that
anything made locally is
somehow inferior and that
importing and buying goods
abroad is far superior. Well
the way I see it, i f  they
stopped and thought about

it, they would see that their
spending on foreign goods
has created a lot of the
closures of businesses and
manufacturers of locally
made goods and so reality
taking money out of their own
hands.

If you buy locally produced
things such as food, furni-
ture, or clothes, then the
economy will reverse from
the downward spiral it has
taken. Buy goods made in
Cyprus and keep the Cypri-
ots in work. Buy goods from
abroad and more people will
go hungry.

For heaven sake, why are
we not producing Cyprus
potatoes, why are we import-
ing them? Why do we need
to buy clothes made in Asia
or Turkey when our own
factories are closing down
and our workers made
redundant?

It’s in our hands to keep
our economy safe and our
money in our pockets. What
the bankers have done was
not in our hands, but stick-
ing together and buying our
own produce wil l  keep
Cypriots in work and gene-
rate growth and confidence.

Years ago, our great-
grandparents would ex-
change goods; If one had a
chicken, they would share
the eggs with one who made
bread. Isn’t that what being
a Cypriot is all about? Not this
unrecognizable generation
of the lost.

Tradition and family values
is all that is good in being a
Cypriot and you can’t buy
that.

Despite the partial normali-
sation of the relations between
the two ethno-religious seg-
ments on the island, Cyprus’
accession to the EU neither
meant its reunification nor the
restoration of the human rights
or the complete lift of the
political and economic isola-
tion of the Turkish Cypriot
community. Ironically enough,
the accession of the island to
the EU added a new dimen-
sion to its division.

According to Protocol 10 on
Cyprus of the Act of Accession
2003, the application of the
acquis is ‘suspended in those
areas of the Republic of Cyp-
rus in which the Government
of the Republic of Cyprus does
not have effective control.’

The scope of the talk is
twofold: on the one hand it
provides for a concise but
accurate analytical framework
of the derogations to the
suspension of the acquis and

on the other, it assesses the
pragmatic approach that the
Union has adopted when
dealing with issues arising
from the conflict such as the
isolation of the Turkish Cypri-
ots, the “settlers” etc.

The main thesis of the
paper is that although the
application of the acquis is
suspended in northern Cyp-
rus, the territorial character of
the suspension has allowed a
limited integration of those
Areas within the EU. In addi-
t ion and with regard to a
possible future settlement of
the Cyprus issue, the paper
argues that the Union is ‘ready
to accommodate the terms of
such a settlement in line with
the principles on which the EU
is founded.’

He went on to say that this
lady will be very difficult and
that he now needs to sack her.
At that point, and I know what
you are all thinking, but I was
very cool and did not whack
him over the head, no, instead
I looked out of the window
at the beautiful grey skies
and the wet roofs of outer
London. 

I cannot help myself, I was
just about to tell him why
doesn’t he get rid of the ‘gafka’
and leave the poor innocent
woman, who accidently saw
them together, in her employ-
ment, when he started talking
about football - by then I

switched off. How can this
employer justify sacking a
woman who would probably
not be ‘difficult’ just embarras-
sed for him when she was not
the one in the wrong. What a
total you-know-what. Believe
me it took all the strength I had
not to whack him on the back
of his head but as I looked
around at my fellow passen-

It was
as if I knew that this week
marked an important case in
Cyprus when a man from
Engomi, Nicosia was jailed for
one month after being found
guilty of being cruel to his
three dogs, one of which died
before it was rescued and
another died whilst recovering
from his abuse later at a dog
shelter. 

I was extremely happy that
at last the courts are taking
seriously animal treatment in
Cyprus and jailing this man for
one month because it sends
out a message to many
people who are cruel to the
most loyal animal on Earth that
we should respect dogs and
all animals. 

On the same subject, for
those who asked why I called
my dog Charlie Mustapha, it’s
because that was his surname
before I took him from a Turk-
ish family as a 6 month old
puppy - out of respect for that
family, I kept his name as it
was, he was born a Mustapha
and I kept it like that. He loves
his name and responds to it
so why would I change it?

Stars have paid their res-
pects to Larry Hagman,
who died Friday at the

age of 81 after battling cancer
for 13 months.

Hagman’s ‘Dallas’ costar
Patrick Duffy, who was report-
edly at the actor’s side when
he died in a Medical City
Dallas Hospital, tweeted a
picture of the pair together
saying, “My friend is taking a
break. Pardon my silence.
Love Patrick.”

In a statement released
later, he said, “Friday I lost one
of the greatest friends ever to
grace my life. The loneliness
is only what is difficult, as
Larry’s peace and comfort is
always what is important to me,
now as when he was here. He
was a fighter in the gentlest
way, against his obstacles and
for his friends. I wear his friend-
ship with honor.”

Ken Kercheval, who played
Cliff Barnes, a longtime rival
to Hagman’s oil magnate J.R.
Ewing, also tweeted his
tribute: “A friend and long time
partner... the other half...RIP
Larry Hagman.... your spirit will
live long.”

Linda Ann Gray, who played
Hagman’s onscreen wife in

Dallas, tweeted: “So sad to
lose such a wonderful dear
bigger than life friend. Larry
Hagman was one of a kind and
will be with us all forever.”

Jesse Metcalfe, who plays
Christopher Ewing on TNT’s
2012 Dallas revival, wrote it
was “an honor” to work with

Hagman.
“With piercing wit and

undeniable charm he brought
to life one of the most legend-
ary television characters of all
time,” Metcalfe wrote in an
internet post. “But to know the
man, however briefly, was to
know a passion and dedica-

tion for life and acting that was
profoundly inspirational.”

Josh Henderson - who
plays John Ross, the son of
J.R. Ewing, on TNT’s Dallas -
called Hagman a “true inspi-
ration.”

“He is an icon and a rare
talent,” he said in a statement.
“I will miss his sense of humor,
his larger-than-life presence,
and his beautiful spirit that
meant so much to us all. Work-
ing with him was a gift that I
will cherish for the rest of my
life.”

Hagman reprised his role as
J.R. Ewing in TNT’s Dallas
update, which is preparing to
launch its second season in
the US on January 28, 2013.
He filmed six of the season’s
fifteen episodes, and wil l
be featured in its season
opener. Sources have indi-
cated producers are laboring
over a way to give his charac-
ter a proper sendoff on the
show.

Mads Mikkelsen is simply
magnificent and deserves
more awards following his
victory as Best Actor at this
year’s Cannes Film Festival
for his deeply moving perfor-
mance. He plays Lucas a
sensitive 40-year-old man who
after a nasty divorce begins to
make a fresh start with a new
job and a new girlfriend. But
when one of the children he
looks after at the nursery
makes a silly comment, Lucas
soon finds himself in the
middle of a witch hunt that
escalates like a house on fire.
The small and claustrophobic
community in this rural town
mark Lucas as a paedophile
and are ready for slaughter
without giving him the oppor-
tunity to defend himself... 

It is a superb film about an
innocent man on the brink of
losing everything after a
child’s imaginative lie and here
Vintenberg creates a dark and
blinkered world of prejudice.
He is a master in building up
suspense as the community’s
hysteria escalates and in
Mikkelsen he finds the perfect
hero both strong and vulnera-
ble in one of the best perfor-
mances of the year.

Great Expectations

This solid adaptation boasts
an all star British cast but
curiously Mike Newell’s attrac-
tive film lacks magic. The
Charles Dickens classic has
been adapted for both the
small and big screen a pletho-
ra of times but David Lean’s
masterful 1946 version is still
head and shoulders above the
rest. 

Ralph Fiennes is on top

form as the convict Magwitch
who repays young orphan
Pip’s kindness in later years
by becoming his secret bene-
factor via his lawyer Jaggers
(Robbie Coltrane also on good
form). The now grown up Pip
(Jeremy Irvine) is still besot-
ted with Estella (Holl iday
Grainger), the beautiful but
spoilt protégé of Mrs Havish-
am (Helena Bonham Carter)... 

It is stylish with decent
performances throughout but
hardly groundbreaking.

Trouble With 

The Curve

It is always great to see a
new Clint Eastwood fi lm
whether he is in front or
behind the camera. This time
he plays Gus Lobel under the
directorial debut of Robert
Lorenz, his long time produc-
er partner. 

Gus is one of the best
baseball scouts but now age is
finally catching up on him.
Meanwhile his daughter Mick-
ey (Amy Adams), an ambitious
associate of a high powered
law firm joins her unwilling
father in a scouting trip in
North Carolina...

The acting is outstanding
from the stellar cast with a
winning chemistry between
Eastwood and Adams. But
sadly the sentimental, over
orchestrated and manipulative
score by the usually reliable
Marco Beltrami prevents us
from caring.

Sightseers

Ben Wheatley may borrow
from Mike Leigh but he is still
a unique talent. He follows his
“Downtown Terrace” and “Kill
List” with another original and
highly engaging drama. 

Chris (Steve Oram) and Tina
(Alice Lowe) begin a caravan
journey through the British
Isles in order to get to know
each other as well as admire
the sights such as the Crish
Tramway Museum and the
Keswick Pencil Museum. But
their serene journey of disco-
very soon changes gear and
takes a nastier streak... 

It is fresh, dark and also very
funny with winning performan-
ces.

Lawrence Always

The young but very talent-
ed Xavier Dolan follows his
impressive “If I  Kil led My
Mother” and “Heartbeats” with
another confident and mature
piece of storytelling. 

Writer and college profes-
sor Lawrence (Melvil Pou-
paud) announces to his long
term girlfriend that he wants
to become a woman. Inevitab-
ly she is very shocked with the
news but as the years go by
she stands strong by him
supporting his controversial
decision. 

Dolan’s ambitious melodra-
ma spans through a decade
and highlights the relationship
between these two individuals
but especially Lawrence’s
determination to achieve his
goal. It is very long but very
stylish with a mesmerising
performance from Poupaud.

Yossi

This is a sequel to the 2002
gay love story “Yossi & Jag-

ger”. 
Yossi is now a heart doctor

working in a Tel Aviv hospital.
He spends most of time alone
and tries to hide his gayness
from his colleagues. But when
a middle aged female patient
comes for examination she
brings a lot past memories... 

It is a tender film beautifully
written and acted especially
from Ohad Knoller in the title
role.

Electric Man

David Barras’ low budget
comedy takes place in an
Edinburgh comic book store
and follows the adventures of
Jazz (Toby Manley) and Wolf
(Mark McKirdy) who can’t
believe their luck when a rare
and extremely valuable comic
falls accidentally into their
hands. But they are soon
being pursuit by a number of
people who want the comic
for themselves... 

The story may sound like
fun but unfortunately the
execution - from the script,
direction and acting has
amateur written all over it. 

DVD Releases:

CESAR ET ROSALIE:
Claude Sautet’s 1972 roman-
tic drama tells the story of the
free spirited Rosalie (Romy
Schneider) who seems unable
to choose between the two
men in her life. She lives a
happy existence with Cesar
(Yves Montand) until her ex
lover David (Sami Frey) arrives
back on the scene... Sautet’s
charming and elegant film is
the kind of a multi layered
romance that only the French
can deliver so effortlessly. This
is the best love triangle since
“Jules et Jim”. 

THE ARRIVAL OF WANG:
Antonio and Marco Manetti’s
terrific film was screened at
this year London’s Frightfest
along with their brutally nasty
“Paura 3D”. This earlier film is
a taut and totally unexpected
adventure involving a Chinese
language interpreter Gaia
(Francesca Cuttica) who can’t
believe her luck when she is
offered a mysterious job for a
fortune. But she is sworn to
secrecy and is instructed to
interpret the harsh interroga-
tion of the eponymous Wang
in the dark... It is compelling,
totally unexpected with a
breathtaking final twist.
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The HuntThe Hunt
Ihave never been in a bull ring but the TV footage I have

seen is that of a savage, testosterone filled arena where
emotions run high and the torment and pain of the

animal is irrelevant. However, to some Spaniards it is an
integral part of their cultural heritage and a sacrosanct
tradition which forms part of their DNA. Director Calixto Bieito
knows this well and his animalistic production of Carmen
(London Coliseum), featuring scenes of brutality and
sensuousness thrillingly captures the atmosphere of baying
crowds and the kill.

Bieito updates the action to the last days of Franco and the
air is thick with conspiracy and rebellion as the military
stranglehold of the country threatens to choke its citizens
while simultaneously pressing a self destruct button. As the
red and yellow “bandera” is hoisted during the evocative
opening there is a contemporary pertinence not lost on those
familiar with last week’s election in Catalonia which began the
process of separating from Spain. That revolutionary zeal
and passion is personified by a vibrant chorus who are
superb both vocally and in action even when asked to
display graphic scenes of sexual violence.

Ruxandra Donose rises to the challenge set by her
director with a performance of total commitment and
conviction. Supremely self-confident she lures young Don
Jose into her lair and then, just like a highly skilled torero,
repeatedly shows him the red rag until he can take no more.
Her singing bubbles with character, guts and great quality
too and though Diegel cannot match her blow for blow he
is convincing enough to make their story one that drips with
bestial sweat and libidinous urges. As she makes love to a
saloon car and reveals more than the ENO regulars care to
see she is a picture of salacious temptation and lust.

Street scenes of begging children and dodgy characters
plying their trade are intertwined with street girls going about
their business with horny soldiers more concerned about
satisfying the call of their loins than maintaining the
dictatorship. In such chaos hedonism reigns supreme,
something that Bizet’s score seems to exemplify conducted
as it is with such energy and vehemence by Ryan
Wiggleswoth in the pit; he would not have been out of place
had he been on stage. 

Madeleine Shaw also impresses as Mercedes and
Elizabeth Llewellyn is simply tremendous as Micaela, a voice
that is destined to sing lead roles for years to come. As
somebody who considers Pedro Almodovar to be one of
the world’s greatest living film directors it was a total pleasure
to see Bieito’s work, an opera director of equal daring and
innovation though a stronger comparison would probably
be one with Quentin Tarantino.  

Continuing the Latin flavour guest reviewer Rupa Sarkar
gets up close and personal with a flamenco master...

Andalusia is on my shortlist of must visit places. At Sadler’s
Wells on Friday night I closed my eyes and I was there.
Paco Pena, a name synonymous with the greats of flamenco
brought his highly acclaimed work, Quimeras, back to
London which is just as well as I missed it first time round.
In music and dance it tells the story of a group of migrants
who have come from Africa to Spain in search of work.

This was Afro-Spanish heaven, marrying the sounds of
the two continents fantastically, brimming with virtuoso
performances. The women particularly excelled with some
wonderful movements, strutting their stuff like an ostenta-
tion of peacocks in decorative costumes that swirled to
order. The sudden switch from one dance form to another
was executed with great precision and was accompanied
by some exquisite musicianship led by the maestro himself.

Legend is an overused word in this over-hyped world but
Pena is not simply an extraordinary guitarist but showed
here, working closely with director Jude Kelly, that he is a very
able dramatist too. He knows only too well that were it not
for the African influence Flamenco may never have
happened and he consummately blends the two in a way
that is at times delicate and sensitive and then suddenly
explodes into pulsating beats and rhythms that are intoxi-
cating. Olé!

Meanwhile bringing some prosaic Anglo-Saxon realism
to round off the week was Penelope Keith, who delighted
the Guildford stalwarts at the Yvonne Arnaud with her
portrayal of a character, a recently bereaved June, which
was in complete contrast to those quintessentially posh
English ladies we associate her with from TV sitcoms. In
truth Good Grief, a comedy written by Keith Waterhouse,
is tepid stuff and were it not for Keith making good use, in a
passable Northern accent, of a very uneven script, it may
well have been a case of giving thanks for its timely ending.
