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High Speed Two (HS2) is the new high speed railway for Britain. Early
works for HS2 are being carried out by a joint venture between Laing
O'Rourke and ). Murphy & Sons, known as LM. In your area, we are
working near the A452, A45 and M42, which surround the site of the
future HS2 Interchange Station.

We're improving the local road network

We are remodelling and improving sections of the existing road network
in the area, and creating new routes on HS2 land, which will connect to
four new highway bridges. These road improvements will ensure that
when the future station is operational, the local road network is fit for
purpose. To enable us to connect parts of the existing road network
safely and smoothly, to the new routes we create, a series of weekend
road closures will be installed 2021 on and around Northway Island.

We'll be installing weekend road closures in early 2021
We'll carry out temporary weekend road closures on the following dates:

e From 8pm on Friday 29 January, to 5am on Monday 1 February
along a short section of the B4438

e From 8pm on Friday 12 February, to 5am on Monday 15
February along a short section of the A452

Our contractors may be on site up to an hour before and after those
times to set up and close down the site. Signed diversion routes will be in
place for drivers during both weekends (see maps on next page).
