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High Speed Two (HS2) is the new high speed railway for Britain. Early 
works for HS2 are carried out by LM – a joint venture between Laing 
O’Rourke and J. Murphy & Sons.  

There will be daytime and overnight lane closures 
There will be daytime and overnight lane and hard shoulder closures on 
the M6/M42 link roads to the south of Water Orton. These measures 
will allow safe access to our work sites to prepare for future 
construction works, which include roadside vegetation clearance.  

The closures will be in place as per the phased dates and times below. 
Our teams may be on site up to one hour before and one hour after the 
works to set up and secure the site at the end of each day.

Traffic will still be able to travel along these roads while our works 
progress. 

• Phase 1, daytime eastbound and westbound hard shoulder 
closures: 4 January – 8 January, 9:30am – 3:30pm 

• Phase 2, overnight eastbound and westbound inside lane 
closures: 11 January – 16 January, 10:00pm – 5:00am
